A despatch from Petrograd says:
After a brief revolution in Petrograd,
born of the united forces of the Duma
and the army, Emperor Nicholas IL
has abdicated and his younger brother,
Grand Duke Michael, second son of

Emperor Alexander 11, has been ap-,

pointed regent.

Representatives of the nation, head-
ed by M. Rodzianko, President of the
Duma, and a Provisional Government
of twelve membersvhave established
a new order.

The success of the revolution was
made secure by .the co-operation of
the guard and regiments in Petrograd
and active support given in Moscow.

Alex. Protopopoff, head of the In-
terior Department, ex-Premier Stur-
mer and.the other Ministers, as well
as the President of the Imperial Coun-
cil, are under arrest.

The sole survivor of the old regime
is Pokiovsky, Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs. ~

ARE THREATENING 10 REBEL

Standard of Living Lower Than That of Coolies—Urban Poor
Have Become Desperately Poor.

A degpatch from New York says:
“Wagc-carning Germany’s nerves
have been worn raw by the increasing
weight of suffering that the war has
brought it. This class of Germans has
become sullen, dissatisfied with the
Government, almost rebellious. While
the middle c¢lass remains intensely
patriotic, parading before the casual
observer a unified and determined
Germany, the fatigue of war is mak-
ing alarming strides among the work-
ing people. A great many of these
humble people want peace al
price—-at the price of their rolonies,
of Alsace-Lorraine, even of their
country's prestige and position.”

This is the opinion of A. Curtis
Roth, American Vice-Consul at Plau-
en, in Saxony, who has Jived in close
touch with the people since the begin-
ning of the war. Having spent seven
years in the teeming industrial Saxon
district, intimately acquainted among
all classes everywhere, and accepted
as a friend, Mr. Roth has an unusually
strong claim to an accurate knowledge
of conditions there. He wax, ‘more
over, a friendly observer, full of

"month of the war means that their
plight must become more and more
hopeless.

“In the beginning all was excite-
ment for the war, bat in the formerly
bustling manufacturing towns in my
district, the streets were soon bare of
trafic. People passed about. their
errands silently. There was no-laugh-
ing, whistling, loud talking, or jovial
greeting. The business streets were
dotted everywhere by stores closed up
hy war. Grasg.grew hetween the cob-
bles in the roadway. Now and again,

It is reported upon good scientifi
authority that the gas exhaust from
autos is dangerous. In closed garages
where the engine 18 kept ranning as long
as 18 minutes the air near the auto is
very poisapous. The poison is known
as carbon monoxide and it combines
with the blood more readily than oxygen.
There is usually no sign of carbon mon-
oxide poisoning until the victim collapses
and there are then strong chances of his
not recovering. All garages should be
well ventilated while engines are run-
ning. The greatest danger is in winter
when there is a tendency to keep doors
and windows closed.

The Price of Potatoes.

——
After a careful enquiry regarding the
supply of potatoes in the country, the
Department of Agricutture at Ottawa
has made the surprising announcement
that there are in Canada about two mill-
ion.bushels of potatoes more than is

*| usually required for seed and food pur-

poses.

So it seems there was no good reason
at all for the three and four dollar per
bag prices which prevailed a few weeks
ago. The high prices may be attributed
to something like panic on the part of
the public and hold-up by the middle
men.

The middle-men who dea' in food stuff
which are necéssary to liulthfel and
comfortable living certainly must be
put‘under restraint. There is ncw no
limit to the organization of capital and
the combination of businessmen to
achieve a set purpose. The grain trade
of even such countries as Canada and
the United States can be ‘“cornered”.
The meat trade in large centres is man-
ipulated so as to greatly increase the
cost to the consumers, and the same is
true of eggs, butter and, in fact, all
stable articles of food.

This report by the Dominion Depart-
ment of Agriculture is most timely. and
enlightening. It should put the public
upon guard against corners and panic
prices, and it should also result in such
pressure of opinion upon government
that steps will-be taken to prevent the
recurrance of such abuses in the future.
It is however, an extremely difficult
problem to deal with.

May Buy and Sell Fuel and
Food.

The Provincial Secretary has introduc

ed a Bill into the Ontario, l.egislature to
empower Municipalitics to buy, store
and sell fuel and articles of food as de-
signed by order-in-council, such as cer-
eal, bread, butter, milk, eggs and pota-
toes. The act also empowers municipal-
ities to buy land, build, equip and con-
duct depots, appoint staffs and make
rules necessary tor the business entalled.
The necessary by-law shall not, accord-
ing to the act, require the assent of the
electors, but shall need a two-third vote
of the council, and the debentures issued
for these purposcs shall be for not more
than ten years.

Question—W. K.: — I have a
meadow seeded down last spring, but,
owing to the extremc wet, followed by
a drought, there is only half a catch.
The clover mostly lived but the timo-
thy is nearly all dead. Should I plow
thexp up in the Spring, or would it be
advisable to go over the ground with a
drag harrow and sow timothy . by
hand?

Answer:—If the clover has lived
through the winter in sufficient
quantities I would advise re-sowing
timothy seed in the spring and at the
same time top-dressing the seeding
with well-rotted manure or about 200
pounds of fertilizer. The fertilizer
should be high in ammonia. I think
you would do well also to add three
pounds of meadow fescue grass per
acre. This is a rapid-growing grass
and_should make a valuable addition
tc "your meadow. After this has
been applied 1 believe it would be
advisable to harrow the seeding light-
ly, making sure to harrow it with the
grain drill rows instead of across it.
If the spring is normal this should get
you a good catch and make a satis-
factory seeding.

Question — M. L, S.:—I purchas-
ed a farm on which only 6 acres were
plowed and part of this was done two
years ago and left to grow to weeds. A
small part of the field was planted to
potatoes, but it also is very weedy.

The land has had very little manure
in the last five years, Plowing for
spring crops must be done this spring
as we were unable to do-any plowing
last fall. We purpose sowing bar-
ley and oats, and would like to know
whether it is advisable to seed this
land with clover this spring or plow
the stubble after the grain is harvest-
ed and seed to rye, and then sow the
clover a year from this spring. We
have no barn-yard manure to apply to
the land.

Answer:—In my opinion it would be
well to seed your barley and oats with
clover this spring. The soil is
evidently run down and you should, as
soon as possible, establish a system of
cropping where you could plow under
a second crop of clover. This will
add organic matter, or humus, to the
soi]l an¢ will also make some addition
of nitrogen. In order to make sure
of a satisfactory catch of elover and
at the same time greatly assist your
barley nd oats seeding it would be
well to apply 200 t 300 pounds cf
fertilizer to the acre at the .ime of
seeding the ccop, since you have no
barn-yard manure to apply to your
land. This fertilizer should carry at
least two to four per cent. ammonia
and from six to eight per cent. avail-
able phosphoric acid. It will not only
help the grain crcp but will do a
great deal to insure a sctisfactory
stand of clover.

To the British nation potatoes con-
stitute one of the great articles of
diet. History records the disaster of
the great potato crop in Ireland, and
the present shortage gives the British-
ler of to-day an'idea of the importance
of this common but very valuable
crop.

Few Canadians realize that almost
one acre in 40 under tillage in this pro-
vince is normally planted to potatoes.
The value of the 1914 crop totalled
nearly $12,000,000.

When the Canadian potato grower
considers the yield per acre he is ob-
taining as compared with ylelds in
England, Scotland, Holland, North-
eastern United States and other parts
of the world, he must be impressed
with the opportunity he has in increas-
ing ylelds

The average yield for Ontario is
less than 160 bus. per acre, while Eng-
land, is growing over 300 bus. per
acre, Holland 290 bus, and Maine
over 250 bus. per acre.

There are three grades of seed se-
lection in potatoes. Field cholce Iis
first. By fleld selection I mean
simply watching the growing crop to
gsee that it is a pure variety. First
start by planting a pure variety and
then save seed from all the plants
having the same colored flowers and
the same characteristic spread of po-
tato vines. Dig the pure stock first
and cull out the small inferior pota-
toes. Discard these and do not plant
them for seed potatoes. You don't

;llelfers in order to build up your herd.
| Don’t plant small inferior stock and
expect to get good, strong, heavy
ylelding ordps.

Plant selection is the second step in
potato improvement. While the- crop
|of pure variety potatoes is growing,
go through the field and ‘mark off
{\the strongest best plants by putting
‘a stick in beside the growing hill
| When the crop is ripe dig the marked
‘potatoes separately. Save for seed
‘on]y those which have the largest
£n\1mber of well-formed tubers. Keep
these for next spring's seed. Plant
only the best potatoes from these.
| Individual tuber selection is
‘;most effective means of improving
land purifying potato seed. Tuber se-
| lection starts with seed of a good
‘\'arle(y if possible. Choose a number
of potatoes of good marketable size.
Cut each of these tubers into four
pleces and plant each four pieces
from one potato in a hill, or plant the
four pieces of the same potato in a
row. When the crop is ripe, dig these
sister hills or plants in groups of four.
Save only the potato ‘‘families” that
vield the largest “humber of good
marketable stock. Keep the “‘fami-
lies” separate and plant a drills of
each the second year. Choose again
the best ylelding, good quality stock
aud a .good selection is started.

Michigan potato grower found a dif-
ference of 110 bus. per acre in the
crop from selected stock compared
with the crop from mixed seed grown
on the same ground. The selected
crop ylelded 360 bus. per acre and the
mixed stock produced 260 bus. per
aore. .

The methods of seed improvement
outlined apply equally to early and
late varieties. ‘The Ontarlo Experi-
mental Union has tested a gteat num-
ber of varieties throughout the pro-
vince. Prof. Zavitz reports that as an
average of 40 tests with two leading
varieties he finds Davies Warrlor to
yield 131.956 bus. per acre and Extra
Early Eureka 126.69 bus. per acre.

Before planting the selected seed,
it should be dipped in a mixture of one
pound formalin and 20 gals. water for
20 minutes. This treatment will kill
scab spores or seeds which may be at-
tached to the seed tuber. After this
treatment if the selected stock is
planted on ground where potatoes
have not been grown for some tine, it
118 likely no scab will appear on the
product.

Special seed stock should always be
| grown on good, well-prepared ground,
and should receive careful attention
while the crop is developing.

Much can be done to protect the
growing crop from blight and other
diseases, but this subject of disease
control must be treated in a succeed-
ing article.

To this rule there is no exception;
one person in every household is al-
lowed to stop at home to perform do-
mestic duties, which include the wash-
ing of the German goldiers’ dirty
linen.

The discipline imposed scarcely
differs . from slave-driving in its
palmiest days. At harvest-time work
is obligatory all the week round, Sun-
days and feast days included; no one
may stop work to go to mass. Two
girls who went to church one Sunday
morning were in prison the same af-
ternoon; a child of 14 in the same vil-
lage got four days’ imprisonment for
not doing a full days’ work; a wo-
man who gave an apple to a Belgian
prisoner was condemned to 10 days’
imprisonment; another woman’s sen-
tence was 42 days with hard labor
for straying 20 yards beyond the
boundary limit, and yet another, aged
71, received a fortnight’s cells for go-
ing to see her sick daughter, who liv-
ed a short distance out of bounds.
These are but a very few cases,
typical of hundreds, which illustrate
the bitter complaints against the be-

WAR BREAD.

BRITAIN'S
Tests Show That New Loafl Is Much
More Nourishing,

Toxtensive experiments have preced-
ed the scttlement of the regulation
for the future dilution of flour in Eng-
land.

The new loaf must either contain at
least 5 per cent. of the wheat “offals,”
or else there must be added to it at
least 5 per cent., and it may be 10 per
cent., of another substance,
from rice, bar! maize or oats.

When the ovder comes into force

'on March 12 the browner loaves will

be all wheat, while the whiter ones
! will contain from 5 to 10 per coent, of
other cereals.

After counsel with expert advisers,

| the Food Coutroiler, to decide the
practicability of the scheme, had ex-
haustive tosts carvied out by a well-
known firm of millers; and he has per-
sonally examined and tasled ail bread
!made from th~ different varieties of
the new flour.

MAKING BIG CHAINS.
