Eight Days For Our Troops Still
Over There.

London, Deec. 23. — Christmas
amorigst the Canadians in England
will be a happy time all round and
eight days leave with free railway
warrant being granted the troops in
camps here; only this arrangement
is not allovéed to interfere with the
returh of any man to Canada. A
good many who have been longing
to get back sometimes show now
an unwillingness to undertake the
journey, complaining they have not
had the chance of seeing England
However,
those whose passage is arranged al-
ready must sail forthwith

Sixteen hundred Canadian pris-
oners have now reached England
and have been dealth with at Dover
and Rippon. This makeg about half
the total number of Canadians
awaiting repatriation.

Three shiploads of Canadians will
gspend Christmas day on the water
returning home. These vessels leave
Monday.

London is terribly overcrowded,
but it is unlikely there will be any
Canadians, either officers or : men,
unable t¢ find proper accommoda-
tion. During the last few weeks bet-
ter facilities have been inaugurated
for dealing with soldiers on leave.
The American societies, for instance,
have put all their hotels at the dis-
posal of the Canadians.

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BODY OF MAN

PICKED UP|

Believed to be that o Engineer Wil-|

liam Watts Who was Washed off
the Tug S. O, Dixon, ' in Teriftic
Gale off Dncﬁs on Sept. 15th.

The body of one of the men found
off Duck Island, is believed to:be that
of William Watts, who was émpldyed
as engineer on the tug S. 0. Dixon
and who was washed overboard off
this tug abeut five miles from the
Ducks,
at three o’clock on: Sunday merning,
Sept. 15th. © The descrlption given
of Watts tallies with that'given - of
the body, aceording to information
which has been received f,rom Cape
Vincent.

Mr. Watts® was sixty;gne years of
age, six feet inm height, with gray
hair and mustache, .glight build, and
weighing about 155 or 160 pounds.
Miss Mary Watts, of 307 Merrick
avenue, Detroit, Mich., is a sister of
the deceased, and at the time of the
fatality, Miss Watts, through an ad-
vertisement in the Whig, offered a
reward of $50 for the recovery of the
body.

The tug Dixon,, with: the barge
Louisa and Islewild Toaded = with
molasses, and bound for Belleville,
from Oswego, encountered a  heavy
wind storm, when a few hours out
of Oswego. . The storm developed
into a hurricane. Some difficulty was
experienced in the firehold with the
water injection, and Engineer Watts
went in to see what was wrong.
While returning from the firehold to
the engine-room, he was . washed
overboard. Joseph Williams, of Os-
wego, the fireman, saw him toppling
over when the tug gave a lurch. He
endeavored to save him and managed
to secure a hold on one of his legs.
He called for help, but before it
could reach him, he was forced to
loose his hold on him, and tke engi-
neer was carried overboard .n the
fury of the storm.

Capt. William Zeim, ot Detroit,
was in command of the vessel. He
was in the pilot house ‘at the time
of the accident, and as soon a8 he
heard Williams calling ' for help he
rushed to the engime-room and 8hut
off the power. He was afraid to re-
verse the tug, as he feared -~ that
Watts might be caught ‘under the
wheel at the stern. Hé had life belts
thrown out, and also a“couple ' ‘of
doors, lying on the deck, in the hope
that Watts might ‘get hold of them.
Distress signals were also given.‘to
the two barges. ‘Life boats were
lowered, and search: was ;.continued
till daylight. There was no person
on the tug who could look after the
engine, and the captain did what he
could, but when it was found r'tlmt-
power could not 'be kept up, ' the
steamer Keyfive was hailed, and ‘the
tug and the two barges were towed
to Kingston~—Kingston Whig.

Woman Trled
For Murder

Girl Wife Chiu-ged with Having Pois-
/ oned Father<in-Law.

ROCHESTER,N.Y., Dec. 18—Mrs.
Gladys Gannon Webster, 19 years of
age, and the mother of a six-weeks-|
old baby girl; was placed on trial be-
fore Supreme Court' Justice Thomp-
son at Genesee, charged ‘with - the
murder of her father-in-law, Ed-
ward Webster, a prosperous but ec-
centric farmer, on August 29th last.
