News in Brief

----- It was announced from Wellington,
New Zealand, on July 29, via London, that 
-the opposition had rejected the govern­
ment’s proposal for the formation of a 
coalition government in New Zealand.

The instructors and machines were all im­
ported from the United States this spring.

-----William Lefler was found guilty on
July 28 at Sandwich, Ont, by County 
Judge Dromgole, of dynamiting the Pea­
body plant at Walkerville, and of conspir­
ing, with Kahlschmidt and ” Schmidt ” to 
dynamite other buildings on the Ontario 
side of the Detroit river.

The court withheld decision, on motion 
of the defence for a reserved case, and an 
appeal to the Ontario High Court will 
probably be made on the ground the in­
dictment was defective. Lefler 
victed on two-of three indictments. The 
third charge, that of having dynamite in 
his possession, was quashed, with the con­
sent of Crown Attorney Rodd.

Lefler faces life imprisonment.
----- A man the police said was Samuel

Blurton, of Montreal, was arrested on the 
street in New York on July 27, on a charge 
of being a fugitive from justice. The 
police declared that Blurton left Montreal 
on July 10, with a payroll of $7,000 belong­
ing to the Canadian Steel Foundry Com­
pany.

They added, that shrce- Blurton disap­
peared a search had been made for him 
in several cities of the United States and 
Canada. His whereabouts were deter­
mined when he mailed $300 to his wife.
The police said the man had more than 
$4,000 in cash on his person when arrested.
Blurton was said to have told the police 
that he was willing to return to Montreal 
to face the charge against him.

-----Newspaper dispatches from Tunis
to Rome, on July 29, stated that an allied 
warship captured a large Greek sailing 

over ship off Cape Matapan and towed it into 
Bizerta. Five Turkish officers are de- 

was dared to have been found hidden aboard 
the ship, which was laden with provisions 
and ammunition intended for the rebels 
of Cyrenaica. On searching an officer, 
who seemed to be the leader of the ex­
pedition, a letter is said to have been 
found from the Sultan of Turkey 
Grand Senoussi rebel chieftain.

The dispatches say that the French 
authorities are maintaining the greatest 
reserve concerning the seizure.

-----The Earl of Crewe, Lord President
of the Council, replying in the House of 
Lords on July 28, to a question by Vis­
count Bryce concerning the killing of 
Christians in Armenia by the Turks, said 
the information received at the foreign 
office showed that such crimes lately had 
increased, both in number and in degree 
of atrocity. They included, he declared, 
both wholesale massacre and wholesale 
deportations.

The presence of the Germans, and the 
influence they exercised had been, the 
Earl of Crewe continued, "an absolute and 
unmitigated curse, both to the Christian 
and Moslem population. They have shown 
a most complete cynical disregard for the 
country and the people who inhabit it.”

— Lord Davenport, chairman of the 
port of London, said to a party of 
paper men who were inspecting on July
28. the new $11,090,000 dock just approach­
ing completion

"However much the war may interfere 
with general building construction work, 
nothing will be allowed to hinder the rush­
ing to completion the great port improve­
ments of London which are now being 
carried out. It is our duty to see that the 
port of London is so thoroughly equipped 
when the war is over, that Hamburg can 
never again threaten our supremacy. The 
works which are now being constructed 
will make London, in every way, superior 
to every other port in the world.”

-----The Times of July 28, commenting
vigorously on the fact that there are act­
ually several hundred so-called charitable 

com- organizations soliciting funds for various 
war relief purposes, urges the Govern­
ment to appoint immediately a committee 
to license approved chari ti*% making it an 
offence to collect money without a licence.

The Times declares that there is colossal 
waste under the present system, and that 
the existence of most of the present or­
ganizations is a nuisance and a danger 

"Some of them” says the Times, "pay 
collectors a commission as high as 25 per 
cent; many of them are expensively run, 

ting money in administration and ad­
vertising. Some of the organizations 
which send gifts to the troops are a burden 
to the army postal authorities, forwarding 
every sort and condition of article useful 
and useless."

----- The future of the territory of South­
west Africa, captured from the Germans, 
is being much discussed in Cape Town, 
according to a dispatch received on July
29. It is believed that Great Britain will 
under no circumstances allow it to go 
back to Germany after the conclusion of 
peace, and that it will ultimately be added 
to the Union of South Africa as a new pro­
vince. Plans are already being discussed 
for the development of this vast and very 
rich region. A railway from Livingstone 
to the West Coast, which will bring the 
rich cattle country of Northern Rhodesia 
much nearer to the sea and to the markets 
of Europe, will in all probability be the 
first big engineering work undertaken.

It is estimated in official , circles here 
that the war against the Germans has 
cost South Africa $67,000,000, while the 
suppression of the rebellion cost an ad­
ditional $20,000,000.

-----Viscount Oura, the Japanese min­
ister of justice, suddenly resigned his port­
folio at Tokio, on July 29. The minister’s 
action, following as it does, the investiga­
tion instituted by the minister of justice 
into the charges growing out of the parlia­
mentary elections last March, has caused 
a great sensation throughout Japan.

The case involves several members and 
ex-members of the Imperial Diet 

Count Shigenobu Okuma, the premier, 
reported the situation to the Emperor 
Yoshithito, who sanctioned the resignation 
of Viscount Oura.

The investigation into the charges of 
bribery growing out of the March elections 
resulted in the arrest on July 28, of K.

----- A dispatch to Reuter’s Telegram
Co. from Cape Town on July 29, says that 
General Smuts, Minister of the Interior of 
the Union of South Africa, in a speech, 
dealing with the future of German South­
west Africa, made the announcement that 
the government was planning to send 
there a strong body of colonists from 
British South Africa. "Those who have 
borne the weight of the burden will have 
the preference,” Gen. Smuts declared.

-----The Russian Finance Minister Bark
has informed the finance commission of 
the Duma that he has applied for authori­
zation to issue state securities amounting 
to 1,200,000,000 roubles (about $600,000,- 
000) beyond the sum at present allowable.

Hejnentioned that the returns of the 
savings banks up to July 1, 1915, showed 
deposits of 1,800,000.000 roubles (about $9- 
00,000,000) above last year, which is al­
most the exact amount the treasury lost 
owing to the prohibition of vodka.

----- For the first nme since the war
started, a Hamburg-American liner, one 
of the rich prizes of Britain’s naval power, 
arrived in Montreal on July 29.

Formerly known as the Friesian, and 
now the Huntress, the former German 
freighter moored at Windmill Point, is 
easily the largest of her kind in those, 
waters. She is/rf 10,000 tons tonnage and 
magnificently appointed, the last word in 
German shipbuilding.

I market for their thoroughiy-dried com of 
strong vitality. Many samples were taken 
by seed inspectors, and the investigations 
made, indicate clearly that at least 75 per 
cent, of the cause for a poor stand can be 
traced to the ensilage growers buying low 
priced seed.

Unfortunately high priced seed is not 
always a guarantee of high quality, but 
low priced seed is possible only with com 
that has had no special care in curing for 
seed. The farmer who gets $1.50 per bus. 
of 70 lbs, on the ear for corn taken out of 
his corn crib in the spring, has more profit 
than the farmer who receives $2.50 per 
bus. of 70 lbs. on the ear for com that has 
been kiln-dried or rack-dried in special 
corn-drying buildings.

Z i AN AD A has not dealt in billions of 
V_V dollars and millions of men, but Can­
ada has nevertheless made commensurate 
war sacrifices in money, suffering and 
blood. All the world has stood ready with 
ambitious imaginations for any suggestion 
from the European chancelleries and ap­
plauded unstintedly when the complete 
successes of the billion dollar loans have 
been announced, but Canada and its patri­
otic offerings, under the most peculiar 
circumstances, have had scant notice. 
Even her American neighbaurs seem to 
have forgotten that bigness of spirit is as 
moving as bigness of numbers.

The temper of the Canadian soldier has 
already been proven and approved in the 
theatre of war, but the same bravery of 
the home people in facing a rapidly rising 
public debt has had a much less spectular 
setting. During June alone there was an 
increase of no less than $17,970,090, and 
the increase in the past 12 months has 
been $130,906,086, making the total net 
debt $450,287,721, or nearly $60 per head 
for a young government These sacrifices 
made at a critical period of Canada’s life 
for a war across the seas, calling for 
stamp taxes and increased tariffs, in ad­
dition to exposing for slaughter the flower 
of the manhood of the country are highly 
idealistic. France, England and even Bel­
gium are fighting and making sacrifices— 
but no greater sacrifices in proportion— 
in the midst of a struggle that actually 
threatens their existence, but Canada is 
giving lavishly of her best blood and 
money without any thought that physically 
at least, she is in danger from the Teuton. 
Both life and money are more jjrecious, 
too, to a country just entering upon a 
period of national development.

Canada is giving humanity one of the 
real returns of a frightful war. ‘it is the 
triumph of the purest patriotism and un­
selfish devotion to the mother country.— 
Chicago Tribune.

Absolutely no news was made public 

during the week by the official News 
Bureau, of the. operations at the Dardan­
elles ; and it is not at all unlikely that the 
week was one of rest, of recuperation, and 

eof further preparation. In view of the 
Russian retirement in Poland, the impor­
tance of forcing the passage of the Dardan­
elles [becomes greater ; and it is to be 
hoped that tnis consummation will not be 
delayed much longer.

Only brief news has been given out of 
the week’s hostilities between Italy and 
Austria, and what news has come to hand 
has been of Italian successes. The ap­
proaches to Trieste are being strongly de­
fended by the Austrians, though it was 
expected that the city would soon be evac­
uated.

The German submarine "blockade” had 
a week of renewed activity, ând a large 
number of merchant vessels and fishing 
craft were torpedoed and sunk. The 
largest of the victims was the Leyland 
liner,-the Iberian, a steamer of over 5,000 
tons, her destruction involving the loss of 
nearly ten lives. A number (probably 
tyzelve in all) of lives were lost in the 
sinking of some of the other vessels. As 
an offset to these German submarine de­
predations on merchant shipping, the 
British Admiralty announced on August 2 
that a British submarine had sunk a Ger­
man destroyer on July 26, near the Ger­
man coast. News was also received from 
Petrograd of the sinking of a German 
transport by a British submarine in the 
if^ltic. i

The net results of the various military 
and naval operations of the week under 
review were very greatly to the advantage 
of the Central Eurppean Powers ; but it is 
manifestly evident that the cost of this 
advantage has been enormous, in loss of 
men, and in munitions of war expended.

UTILIZATION OF FISH WASTE.
Bedding Specialists

One of the problems that have long con 
fronted the operators of fish canneries is 
how best to dispose of cannery waste. 
This waste is usuallv very heavy. In the 
case of humpback salmon, it has been 
stated that "the waste is from 40 per cent, 
to 50 per cent, of the round weight.” The 
waste from the "red” salmon is rather 
less, but it constitutes a serious loss.

According to an estimate of the United 
States Department of Agriculture, the 
waste at the Pacific Coast canneries a- 
mounted tn 140,210 tons in 1913, which, at 
values fixed by commercial operations, 
would amount to over two million dollars

The products obtained from the reduc­
tion of the waste are fish scrap for fertil­
izer and fish oil. An average of several 
analyses of the raw waste from the hump­
back salmon showed that it contained 
3.02% nitrogen, 3.46% bone phosphate 
and 10.43% of oil. At retail prices this 
would give a value of $20 a ton. It would 
seem desirable, therefore, (to establish fish 
reduction plants in the neighbourhood of 
the larger canneries to utilize the waste.

One difficulty, however, has been that 
the canning industry is carried on for only 
a short time each year, and, as the fis^i 
reduction plants are expensive, consider­
able capital would be kept idle during 
most of the year. On the Atlantic, coast 
of the United States this handicap has 
been overcome largely by gathering in 
enormous quantities of menhaden, a 
species of herring, and converting these 
into fertilizer and oil. Nearly 50 factories, 
having a total invested capital of over $3, 
500,000, are engaged in this latter indus­
try. In 1912, they produced 6,651,000 
gallons of oil, valued at $1,551,990, and 
88,520 tons of scrap valued at $2,138,165.

Again, the kelp resources of the Pacific 
coast, which are being, investigated by 
Prof. Prince, are without doubt of great 
value, and may possibly be exploited to 
advantage by those operating the fish 
scrap industry. In any event, the utiliza­
tion Df fish waste will not be an' entire 
success until thé cost of the process of 
reduction is lowered, or means are found 
for keeping the plants in .operation for 
longer periods each year. It is a field de­
serving close attention from those inter­
ested in Canada’s fisheries.—A. D.—Conser­
vation Bulletin for July.

TO WEAR HAMMOCKS!Ottawa, July 30—An important relax 

ation in the regulation regarding the 
qualifications of recruits offering for ser­
vice in Canada has been agreed upon by 
the Militia Council, which should add 
largely to the enlistment throughout the 
Dominion without detracting from the 
efficiency of the Canadian forces. The 
changes are as follows :

L—A change in the height requirements 
from 5 feet 4 for infantry to 5 feet 2 and 
from 5 feet 6 for artillery to 5 feet 4. This 
will permit many men to enlist who have 
hitherto been turned down.

2— A relaxation in the regulation re­
garding chest measurement, the minimum 
to be 33 inches. This will be largely at 
the discretion of the examing officers. 
For instance, a young man, in otherwise 
fit condition, may naturally be expected 
to increase his chest measurement with 
outdoor life and exercise, while with an 
older man this is not so likely.

3— In the future there wilKonly be one 
medical examination, and that at the place 
of recruiting. If a man is passed there 
he at once becomes a soldier. In the past 
many men who successfully passed the 
medical examination at the point of .re­
cruiting gave up their positions and were 
farewelled by their friends and^vere turn­
ed down by the doctor of the caSy^ 
was especially evident at Valcartier, where 
hundreds of men failed to pass the hands 
of the second examiner.

4— Men suffering from bad teeth, if 
otherwise fit medically, will in the future 
have their teeth fixed or be supplied with 
new sets. The Dental Corps will do this 
work at the expense of the government. 
In the past hundreds of meif were turned 
down for this cause. Many who could 
afford to do so had their teeth fixed at 
their own expense, and later successfully 
passed.

Slight physical defects which may be 
removed by minor operations will not 
debar a man from enlistment In such 
cases the men so suffering will be turned 
over to the army medical service for treat­
ment.

The expense connected with the removal 
of such defects will be borne by the gov­
ernment though this expense will be 
practically nil, since the Army Medical 
Corps service is recruited for such pur­
poses.

In fact, the relaxations are such as will 
give every man who desires to fight for 
*iis country, who is of the proper age, a 
chance to do so. It is estimated that in 
the past more than 15,000 failed to secure 
a place in the forces because of regulations 
which have now been relaxed.

“THE DOMINION”
( tr> _vL re ' /-r:

VOL. -'diTTTE are accustomed to take the ex- 
W pression of the " Dominion ” of 

Canada for granted, but the original of 
that somewhat unusual word is known to 
very few. When at length the great 
scheme of Sir John Macdonald was real­
ized, and nine provinces grouped them­
selves together into one great confedera­
tion, a serious difficulty was presented by 
the choice of a suitable name. For a time 
almost a deadlock ensued. At length one 
old member of Parliament rose from his 
seat and told his colleagues that he had 
read in his Bible that very morning the 
words : " His dominion shall be from the 
one sea to the other. ” Accordingly he 
suggested that Canada should be known 
as the Dominion, or God’s Land. The 
suggestion seized upon the hearts and 
imâginations of those present, and it was 
sromptly acted upén.—North China Her­
ald, June 26, 1915.

*% We reprint this story from our es­
teemed Shanghai contemporary, but have 
no hesitation in pronouncing it apocryphal. 
It is hardly necessary to point out that 
nine provinces did not at once " group 
themselves together into one great con­
federation. ” The provinces on which the 
name Dominion of Canada was conferred 
in 1867 were four only, Ontario, Quebec, 
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia.

It is quite true, that the fathers of the 
confederation contemplated that the 
whole of British North America would be 
included in the Dominion, but British 

Columbia did not join till 1870, and Prince 
Edward Island remained out till 1873. 
Manitoba was made a province in 1870 
and Alberta and Saskatchewan in 1905. 
Newfoundland has not yet thrown in her 
lot with Canada ; and to Newfoundland 

-belongs a long strip of the coast of Labra­
dor. It is to be hoped that some day, and 
soon, Canada will embrace the whole of 
British North America.—Ed.

OF LONDON

ON DON, July 29.—Not even a crown- 

■j ed head could have a more magnifi­
cent reception than was accorded Sir 
Robert Borden this afternoon, when he 
received wjiat has always been regarded 
as one of the highest honors, the Freedom 
of the City of London.

The citizens assembled in large numbers 
outside the Guildhall to greet Canada’s 
Premier, while within the magnificent hall 
—that historic link with the past, where 
monarchs have enjoyed the hospitality of 
the Empire’s capital, and statesmen have 
proclaimed policies—the highest digni­
taries in the land gathered to honor him, 
and at the same time indicate the grate­
ful recognition by the Mother Country of 
the splendid part taken- by the Dominion their ancestors, 
in the present times of tumult.

When, at 3 o’clock, Sir Robert, accom­
panied by the Master and Wardens of the 
Leather Sellers Company, of which he is a 
member, and by whom he was presented, 
arrived at the Guildhall, with its wonder­
ful statuary illustrative of the heroic in­
cidents which have led to Imperial expan­
sion, the hall rang with cheers. With that 
quaint picturesque ceremonial which the 
City of London continues throughout the 
ages, and which makes the past an inspir­
ation for the present, the ceremony was 
immediately commenced.

Iu the centre of a platform at the east 
end of the hall, wearing his crimson robe, 
sat the Lord Mayor, and on the other side 
were the distinguished representatives of 
Church and State, many in the uniforms 
of their office, which gave color to the 
brilliant scene.__ Sir Robert having taken 
his position on the platform, Mr. Adrian 
Pollock, the Chamberlain of the City, 
addressed him in the name of the Corpor­
ation and handed him the scroll of the 
freedom, at the same time extending to- 
him the right hand of fellowship.

Sir Robert, who was cheered again and 
again, said : “lam deeply conscious of 
the high honor conferred upon me, but I 
am equally conscious that it is not so much 
a tribute to me, as to the great Dominion 
beyond the Atlantic which I have the hon­
or to represent in this great testing time 
of our manhood.
