The following brief account was
gathered by a Reporter representative
who wisited the scene on Monday.
The Luckey family consisted of Jas. J.
Liuckey, his wife (a socond marrisge),
and a daughter of some tweniy-five
years. On Saturday morning Mr.
Luckey drove to Irish Creek and from
there to Smith's Falls, while his
{daughter went across thz fields, a dis-
tance of half a mile, to her brother’s,
leaying Mrs. Luckey alone in the
house. About one o’clock Mr. Luckey
lovas observed driving in through the
gate towards the house, and in less
| than half an hour thereafter a daugh-
ter of Mr. A Parker, who lives direct-
1y on the opposite side of the road, and
about forty rods distant, obsprved a
dense column of smoke arising from
the house of the Luckeys. She called
her father and- mother and they all
ran over to the place and found the
inside of the building ‘enveloped in
flames and the doors all fastened.
Just previous to this, some men who
were threshing at another farm house
in the vicinity heard screams in"the
direction of the Luckeys, but sup-
posing it was some children at play,
paid no attention to it until they saw
smoke issuing from the building, when
they all ran over, reaching the house
about the same time as the Parkers.
The eight that met their gaze was one
that might well .appal- the stoutest
heart. Just inside the door could be
seen the nearly consumed body of Mrs
Luckey, while the body of Mr. Luckey
and the girl conld be discerned in a
like condition in the cellar, having
gone down with the burning floor.
Every effort was made to drog the
bodies from the burning debris, but it
was not until the building was totally
consumed and water bad been thrown
on the bodies that. partics sould ven-
ture near enough to extrieate them.
This was finally done by means of a
wire attached to a long pole. The
bodies presented a horrible appear-
ance, being burned beyond recognition.
The remains were all placed i a box
about a foot wide and four feet long.

A bricklayer named
William Campbell saved himself by clingin,
to a window-sill, but all those who fe
were injured, some possibly fatally.
Their names are: Samuel Vokes, con-
tractor, No. 47 Foxley avenue ; Mark Gray,
No. ‘5 Matshall avenue ; David Cuwry,
No. 75 Major street ; Joseph Pickert, same
address, and Benjamin Stacey, rear of No.
66 Denison avenue, an apprentice to Mr.
Vokes. The men were quickly extricated
from the fallen planks and laid upon the
ground. Drs. Spence and Ray were sum-
moned. Pickert is most seriously injured,
and is now lying in the hospital. His leg
is broken. y has sustained internal
injuries which may prove fatal. The acci-
dent was caused by the breaking of the
foot-block. All the men happened to be at
one place on the scaffold, and near a heavy
mass of brick, Curry arrived with another
hod full and the scaffold broke. A little
more than an hour after this accident
another of & eimilar character occurred
in another part of the city. James Hughes,
No. 302 Wilton avenue, was engaged in
shingling a mansard roof at the corner of
Birch avenue and Queen street, when the
scaftold collapsed and he fell to the ground.
His injuries are severe, his jaw being broken
and his back badly bruised.

A MANX TRAGEDY.

The Island Excited Over its First Murder
ih Scven Years.

A London cable says: The inhabitants
ot the Isle of Man are in a state of great ex-
citement over the first murder committed
there in seven years. The victim was Mrs.
Edith Ann Cooper. She and her husband,
George B. Cooper, arrived in Douglass in
August and took rooms at the Regent
Hotel, where she was found one night
brutally murdered. Cooper was arrested.
The trial has been goingon for several days.
To-dby the prisonor broke down and con-
fessed that he had quarrelled with his wife,
and that in the heat of passion he had
stabbed her. Ten years ngo Cooper was
charged with shooting his first wife. The
charge arose out of an intrigue in which
Cooper had been engaged with another
woman. He was acquitted of this orime.
He claims that the last wife was drunk when
he slew her, but his statement is refuted by
several witnesses.

A BERLIN RIPPER.

A Fallen Woman Found Slain and Horri-
bly Mutilated.

“ A Berlin cable says : The dead body of a
woman of the town was found to-day in a
eandpit near the Spandau dock brewery,
near Charlottenburg., The woman had been
strangled and then mutilated in the same
manner as the victims of Jack-the Ripper.
This is the eecond crime of the kind com-
mitted in Berlin recently. In_the other
case, some montha ago the dead body of a
fallen woman was found tied in a bag in a
backyard of the Wilhelm Strasse. This
ease has never been cleared up, and there is
no ‘trace of the murderer in the case of yes-
terday. The expertness shown in the work
of mutilation has aroused the old appre-
hension that Jack-the-Ripper is in the city.

A Becret Marriage Leads to Trouble in the
Vanderbilt Family.

A New York despatch says: Mary
Vanderbilt brought an action in the
Supreme Court yesterday to recover $100,-
000 from Capt. gwnb Vanderbilt, of Staten
Island, and son of Commodore Vanderbilt,
for the alienation of the affections of her
husband and his son, Jacob H. Vanderbilt.
She declares that she came from a small
town in the interior of the State and met
her husband in this city, where, at his re-
quest, they were married under assumed
names in the spring of 1886.  He requested
that their marriage be kept a secret, as he
was afraid bis i-\tﬁer would cat him off. In
1887 he eaid he would have to leave her as
his father had learned of their marriage. At
& mesting of counsel for them on June 27th,
1887, she declares his father agreed to give
her $1,000 a year if she would consent to a
separation and drop the name of Vander-
bilt.  She declined, and in 1888 sued her
husband for separation on the ground of
abandonment. Justice Barrett gave her
$100 a week alimony and a counsel fee of
$500. The action has not been brought to
trial.

In the present case her counsel says she
has letters of Capt. Vanderbilt which will
show that he alienated the affections of her
husband.

THE NIAGARA FALLS OBSERVATORY,

Three Buffajo Centlemen Will Erect a
Structure 250 Feet High at the Cataract
City—It Will be Ready for Visitors hy
Bpring.

Niegara Falls is to have an ubservatory
that will be about twice as high as any
structure in this section, with the exception
of Brock’s mopument. 1t is to be 'a steel
structure 250 feet high above the founda-
tion, and will be travelled by elevators for
the dation of sigh Buffalo
capital will be used for its constructicn,
Messis. J. M. Brinker and R. W. Jones, of
Brinker & Joaes, and Mr. F. C. M. Lautz,
of Lautz Brothers, being the movers thus
far, although others may become interested
financially later on.  Yesterday these gen-
tlemen purchased a lot near the corner . of
Falls and River strects, known as the Sarah

the steel work was placed some weeks ago,

Baut to the average sight-seer it will be of
1n®R greater interest to follow the course of

e Niagara River from this city, through
n® T8pids, the plung: over the Falls, and
oen through the whirlpool and the mar-
ws, past Brock’s monument and to its
outh at Niagara-on-the-Lake. An idea of
he topographical outline of the country
can thus be obtained as in no other way.
The plans and specifications call for a
steel structure 70 feet.at the base, 250 feet
Liglt tapering to 18 feet at the top. The
rame will be built of four main columns
15 inches equare, around which the cover-
ing will be placed. A platform eighty-
eight feet in circumference will surrcund
the top, furnishing room for 80 people to
stand without looking over each other’s
shoulders. This platform will be covered
with a tin roofing.  Another lookout point
will be provided at about mid-way up the
tower for those who fear to ascend to a
higher altitude.

Two elevators Eropelled by electric

power will travel the vertical path leading
to the top. They will have a capacity of
25 p gers each and pass the journey
in half & minute.

THE PROGRESS

of bee culture in Eastern Ontario is Lrulg
phenomenal. It isin full bloom, but the ric

national fruitage is to come. know by obser-
vation that itis fair to say that, not many
years since, where one pound. of honey was
prodiiced and consumed, now one hundred
pounds are consumed.| A few years since, 50
colonies might yield 300 1bs. of *‘top” honey.
This season two girls, not very far from this,
from golonies (8-frame Langstrath) took
1,000 Ibs. of pure'white honey and 25 good
standard swarms-—-the 45 colonies remaining in
fine on for winter. They took the
hor-y. from supers, or rather honey-hives, 5
inches deep, containing only 5 or 6 frames,
hold: combs 4 mmches deep and 18 inches
long. took not one ounce from the brood
chamber, It is wonderful how rapidly in this
form honey may b ansferred from the hive
to the sealer. the girls' work as an il-
lustration, from scores of similar cases, to
show the difference between “now and then.”
Such cases do more than all other means com-
ined to double—yes, treble—the annual
number of beginners in beckeeping in any
locality.

There aro scores of recent devices for
mnkln‘: short hand work of all the details of
bee culture throughout this region.

Now, all this knowledge is ver{ general and
we must not expect that a B. K. A. wil
greatly accelerate the momentum alveady up,
nor has it ever Provcd a panacea. Such an ex-
pecn;uon would be followed by disappoint-
ment.

T have mentioned the foregoing also to prove
that this Eastern Ontario is ripe for an intelli-
gent B. K. A., and that it would he vain in
ourselves to aggregate knowledge that is gen-
erally known. We have g reason to ex-
pect. however, that a finish and order will be
imparted to our views by an interchange of ox-
perience and thought that cannot be as easily
aftained elsewhere. Our memories will be
refreshed, the confldence of the timid made
stronger, and we will be well compensated for
all that we invest in the matter. But as to the
impetus given by the Association—well, Mr.
Chairman, you very well know that in nearly
all bee localities there are extensive honey
ﬁ(r’mhwors who wish the “impectus” in the

ttom of the sea, or that it would dry up or
vamose. hey discourage bee culture all
around them and think there are too_many in
the fleld now for their own good. The influ-
ence of the Association will, to a certain ex-
tont, remedy this disposition to monopolize.
Can’t very well help it now, gentlemen. 1, as
one, have worked E)mg and hard to incrcase
the production of homs{ in this region. De-
pend upon it, in a little while there will beq
three times as many honey-producers around
us as there arenow. In a short timeevery far-
mer, also others, will from their own bees fur-
nish all the honey their families can use.
That will be a glorious time for the little boys
and girls who do not get any now. Besides,
Doctor bills will always be hter to honey-

eaters.

Just here T might say that “Honey as Food
and Medicine” ﬁiy T. G. Newm), containing
twenty-five recipes for usi honey, is a de-
serving little pnv&phlm,. Also, a treatise on
the same subject'by Mr. Pringle is a work in
which the author has done himself credit. It
is excellent.

In this country honey is put np in as fine.
mt{ saleable parcels as may be found in the
world. We can produce a pound of white
honey for the price of a pound of granulated
sugar and if we get two or three cents more

sr Ib, for the former than the latter, it will do.

gws once in some localitios got down to five
or six cents; then they forced 'an outlet.
When this conntry is thoroughly flooded with
honey, it will break through the dam of stag-
nation, forcing its own natural channel, ﬁ\
which it will forever after flow, and the mer-
chant who handles the most honey will get the
beeckeepers' trade.
