Through Indian Reserve.

Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 6.—(Special) — A
large delegation of the Algoma Advisory
Union arrived in Ottawa to-day. This
union was organized in the interests of
Algoma. The delegates came from
Sawlt Ste. Marie, - Thessalon, Taird,
Bruce Mines, Thompson, Gladstone, Bal-
four, Webbwood and other munici[}.ll-
ties. The municipal representatives
chiefly comprised the delegates. The
delegation met Sir Wilfrid Laurier, I):'.
Pugsley, Hon. Frank Oliver and Hon. G.
P. Graham, in the Railway Committee
of the House of Commons. i

Mayor Grimby, of Sault Ste. Marie,
was the first and principal speaker. He
said that what they desired was the con-
struction of a trunk railway from Sud-
bury, on the east, to Sault Ste.
Marie, on the west. The Ontario Gov-
ernment was going to build this road,
but it would run through Indian re-
serves. over which the Dominion had
control, and the delegation wanted the
Government to build the parts of the
road through the reserves. There was
also an Indian reserve of 29,000 near the
town of Sault Ste.

PRESENTED A BILL THAT
STARTLED THE COUNCIL.

Ex-Councillor Ray Asks $1,200 For Work on

Town Line Road.

The first scrap of the year in the
County Council occurred this morning,
when Mr. Peter Ray. who was appointed
road commissioner on the town line road
between East and West Flamboro, said
that the work on the road had been fin-
ished, and that he would be ready to
present. his report, and also his bill,
which he gave the members to under-
stand would not be a small one. He
thought it would be a good idea for the
members of the council to adjourn the
meeting for the purpose of going out and
inspecting the road. This immediately
raised opposition frr,vm Councillor Brook-
ing, who comes from West Flamboro.
That township declines to pay its allot-
ted share of the cost. He considered
that it would be a waste of money to
send the council out to see the road.
Councillor Millen asked Mr. Ray about
what would the amount of his bill be,
Mr. Ray said that he estimated that it
would come in the neighborhood of $1,-
200. He said that he had taken care to
put the road in good shape, and he
thought that the council should sec what
had been done,

Councillor Gage considered that $1.200
was entirely too much to be expended*on
a road that is not very much used, but
he advised the rest .of the councillors to
take a trip out and see what had heen
done. He thought that Mr. Ray had
exceeded his authority in taking it upon

himself to put the county to such ex-
pense,

Councillor Emery, Reeve from FEast
FFlamboro’, laid the blame on the Reeve
from West Flamboro’, Mr. Brooking.
After Mr. Ray had been appointed to
the position, he said, he and Mr, Ray
sent a letter to Mr. Brooking, asking
that he meet them on the road, and
they would decide what was to be done.
Mr, Brooking did not attend, and Mr.
Emery said that he did not want to
take the responsibility of ordering the
work. He said that if the Reeve from
West Flamboro’ Lad been on the job
when asked to, the bill would not have
run so high,

The wind-up of the matter was that
the Council decided that it would pay a
visit to the scene on Saturday morning
at 10 o'clock.

Shoreditch reported 269 alarms of fire
for the vear and Manchester Square
The fivemen at these stations on an a
erage answered an alarm a day or two
days, and on the third they rested.

To be fair, it should be said, however,
that the two New York companies cited
were exceptionally busy. The average of
calls a year for a New York fire com-
pany is about 600,

The other extreme is found in the
of South Beach Hose Company 1, on Sea-
side Boalevard, between Ocean  avenue
and Sand lane, South Beach, Staten Is-
Tand, which eonsists of one four-wheeled
hose wagon manned by eight men.

The
first regular iesue of 1556 showed rays sur-
rounding the flgure ‘'3’ beiween the stars,
but the 1867 type omitted these rays. A
proof specimen of this rarity, of which few
are known, brought $8.25 at a sale a good
many years Ago.

Apples were pot up to the
average in yield, bat large shipments
have been made, and a surplus of winter
varieties is still available. A surplus
of pears is also reported, and pjums were
more plentiful than was anticipated ear-
ly in the secason. Peaches were very
scarce, but grapes gave a large yield.

Live Stock—Except in a few favored
localities pasiures have been poor, and
live stock were in rather thin condition
for wintering, although remarkably free
from disease. Horses are in good form,
but are selling at reduced prices.* The
number of brood sows or little pigs sold

and, even with the high price of feed,
milk has paid relatively better than
where cattle have been raised for beef.
Cheese has been regarded as a paying in-

coming into more favor with our farm-
ers.

Poultry—Reports regarding the con-
dition of poultry are on the whole favor-
able. Eggs have commanded a good price,
and have paid much better than fowl for
the table

Bees and Honey—The honcy flow this
season was very light.

Threshing and Marketing—Notwith-
standing the late harvest, threshing was
well advanced, and in most cases com-
pleted, by the end of the first full week
of November.

Fall Plowing—Plowing on stubble was
practically completed and work was well
advanced on sod and root lands by the
11th of November. ’
Labor and Wages—\While a consider-
able number of correspondents hold that
there was an adequate supply of farm
labor during the working season, the
greater parts of the reports speak of a
scarcity, more especially of men of the
right quality. .
