ALG0MA RESIDENTS
Want Government to Build Road 

Through Indian Reserve.

Ottawa. Ont., Dec. 8.—(Special) — A 
large delegation of the Algoma Advisory 
Union arrived in Ottawa to-day. This 
union was organized in the interests of 
Algoma. The delegatee fame from 
Sault Ste. Marie, Thessalon, Laird, 
Bruce Mines, Thompson, Gladstone, Bal­
four, Webbwood and other municipali­
ties. The municipal representatives 
chiefly comprised the delegates.. The 
delegation met Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Dr. 
Pugslev, Hon. Frank Oliver and Hon. G. 
P. Graham, in the Railway Committee 
of the House of Commons.

Mayor Grimby, of Sault Ste. Marie, 
was the first and principal speaker. He 
said that what they desired was the con­
struction of a trunk railway from Sud­
bury, on the east, to Sault Ste. 
Marie, on the west. The Ontario Gov­
ernment was going to build this road, 
but it would run through Indian re­
serves . over which the Dominion had 
control, and the delegation wanted the 
Government to build the parts of the 
road through the reserves. There was 
also an Indian reserve of 29.000 near the 
town of Sault Ste. Marie, and the dele­
gates asked that an arrangement be 
made with the Indians so that 15.000 
acres of this reserve be thrown open to 
settlers. This part was excellent gari- 
cultural lands, not used as such by the. 
Indians. It was not asked that any 
treaty rights should be violated. Com­
plaints were made of the Indian lands 
passing into the hands of speculators. 
The Indian interpreter of Garden River 
reserve opposed the giving up of any of 
the lands.

Couneillov Gage considered that $1.200 
M as entirely too much to lie expended'on 
a road that is not very much used, but 
ho advised the rest of the councillors to 
lake u trip out and sec what had been 
done. He thought that Mr. Ray had 
exceeded hie authority in taking it upon

himself to put the county to such ex-

Counciltor Emery, Reeve from East 
Flamboro’, laid the blame on the Reeve 
from West Flamboro’, Mr. Brooking, 
After Mr. Ray had been appointed to 
the position, he said, lie and Mr. Ray 
sent a letter to Mr. Brooking, asking 
that he meet them on the road, and 
they would decide what was to bo done, 
Mr. Brooking did not attend, and Mr. 
Emery said that he did not want to 
take the responsibility of ordering the 
work. He said that if the Reeve from 
West Flamboro’ liad been on the job 
when asked to, the bill would not have 
run so high.

The wind-up of the matter was that 
the Council decided that it would pay a 
visit to the scene on Saturday morning 
at 10 o’clock.

“ETERNAL FLARES.”
Fire Eaters Worshipped Natural 

Gas Gusher.

Baku, Dec. 6.—A new oil gusher has 
been opened at Surakhant, tey miles 
from this city. This indicates an im­
portant extension of the Baku oil in­
dustry. Tlie new well gives 10,000 bar­
rels a day. It is located on the site of 
an ancient temple dedicated at one time 
to a cult of fire worshippers and it has 
now been learned that the “eternal 
flames” that burned at the altar of the 
temple were maintained by natural gas 
issuing from the ground. According to 
geologists, this discovery opens up a pos­
sibility of tapping an oil strata in a re­
gion 40 times larger than the present 
one. The new- strata includes part of 
the bod of the Caspian Sea and takes 
iu the so-called “sacred isle” where Zor­
oaster, the founder of the perso-Iran- 
ian national religion, preached the fire 
cult. Zoroaster flourished about four 
hundred years before Christ.

NEW YORK'S BUSIEST FIREMEN. 

Answered 1,122 Alarms in a Year, 
Three Times London’s Record.

A visitor to Fire Headquarters in Ka^t 
‘ 'vly-^eventh street was prompted to in­
quire how the number of e*l|> in a year 
in the busiest fire houses of <'renter Xew 
York mm paver! with the number of calls 
for a year in the busiest dis! riot* in Lon- 
don. He was told that there was roallv 
no comparison possible, as the New York 
firemen answered more than twice as 
many culls a year as the London fire-

It was found later that this was rath 
er understating the ease, Tnick IS at 84 
Attorney street answered more calls in 
the year 1006 than any other company in 
Greater New York. It responded to 1.122 
alarms in the year and did duty at .109 
fires.

Engine 17 at 01 Ludlow street was a 
close second, with 1.0G2 calls during the 
rear, of which only 227 turned out to lie 
real fires. In othpr words, the men of 
these two companies had to answer an 
alarm before sitting down to breakfast, 
dinner or supper, and then some.

The figures for I«ondon show an auuir- 
ing disparity. The Whitechapel station, 
situated in the most thickly populated 
P«rt of the city, responded to onlv 876 
calls In the year 1006. including'false 
alarms, an average of one call a day.

Shoredifeh reported 260 alarms of fire 
for tire year and Manchester Square 26. 
The firemen at these stations on an av­
erage answered an alarm a day or two 
days, ami on the third they rested.

To lie fair, it should he «aid. however, 
that the two New York cmn|tanles cited 
were exceptionally busy. Hie average of 
calls a year for a New York fire com­
pany is about 600.

BEER TO PAY FOR WATERWAY.

j Proposed Dollar tax on Every Barrel 
Brewed in United States.

Washington. Dec. 5.—An annual tax of *1 
on every barrel of beer brewed in the Un­
ited States for the creation of a ’permanent 
investment fund'' of *5tf.O0O.009 yearly for the 
development of the country's waterways is 
the proposal carried in a joint resolution in­
troduced in the House by Mr. Aechcson. of 
I ennsylvania. The preamble asserts that the 
inadequacy of railroad trackage to handle the 
country's fast growing business points to 
waterways extension as the vital prerequis­
ite to State and national development of re­
sources. and recites that the revenue from 
proposed high license tax on beer should be 
applied annually "not as an ordinary ex­
pense. but as a permanent investment."

Mr. Hall 
attributes the cause of the explosion to dry, 
cool air. which contained Inflammable coal 
dust as well as explosive gas or fire-damp.

HISTORY OF 
CANADIAN CLUB
Had it« Birth in McKinley Act 

of 1890,

And the Movement Radiated From 
Hamilton.

Founder Speaki to the Knox Church
Y. M. U.

Before Knox Church Young Men’s 
Union last night Mr. V. R. McCullough, 
to whom, in a large measure, belongs the 
credit due for the mox-ement that re­
sulted in the establishing of a chain of 
Canadian Clubs from coast to coast, gave 
:i stirring patriotic address. His sub­
ject xvas, '"The Genesis of a National 
Movement," and was especially appropri­
ate in view of the fact that fifteen years 
ago to-day the first Canadian Club was 
organized in Hamilton. His brief his­
tory of the origin and development of 
the movement proved thoroughly enter­
taining. Mr. Horry Truscott, President 
of the union, occupied the chair.

Touching on the origin of the Cana­
dian Club, Mr. McCullough said that the 
McKinley Art of 1890, instead of driving 
Canada to the arms of the American 
Republic, a* xvas anticipated, had a di­
rectly opposite effect. There was some 
talk of annexation on both sides of the

border, and this, followed by the Behring 
Sen case in 1891 and 1892, which was nut 
settled at the end of the latter year, 
were factors entering into the develop­
ment of a very strong national feeling 
in Canada, which culminated locally in' 
the projection, bv Mr. McCullough, of 
the Canadian Club. The coming tugeclvv 
of a number of young men in ls9;> result­
ed on Feb. 15 oi thaï year in the estab­
lishing of the club aim the adoption of 
a constitution. Subsequently Mr. San­
ford Evans carried the movement to To­
ronto, where the second Canadian Club 
was formed; The third followed at Galt, 
which was opened by Mr. McCullough. 
Mr. Sanford Evans and Mr. NY. Brooks. 
Since then the movement has extended 
over Canada from sen to sea.

“Tilat one act," said Mr. McCullough, 
referring to the McKinley Act, “lias been 
of mure importance to Canada than any 
legislation we could have put on our 
own books."

Mr. McCullough related how lie had 
suggested one day to John T. Hall, for­
mer Assessment commissioner, and now 
Publicity Commissioner at Medicine Hat, 
the idea of the Canadian Club. Mr. Hall 
readily fell in with the idea, and at the 
first meeting, held in Air. McCullough’» 
office in the Commercial Centre building 
on Dee. 0, 1892, there >vere present, be­
sides himself, Mr. Hall, Mr. Evans, Mr. 
Harry Carpenter, Air. George Fearman. 
It was decided then to make patriotism 
the centre about which to‘weave the 
fabric of the organization, and to appeal 
to the deepest in man—the love of coun­
try. The aim was to promote a patriotic 
Canadian spirit, the study of Canadian 
history and literature and resources, and 
the reading of papers on subjects within 
the scope of the club. A non-partisan 
discussion of national affairs was one 
of the chief planks. Air. McCullough 
read the original invitation sent out 
calling a meeting in the museum of the 
Library for Wednesday, Dec. 21, 1892. 
to organize a society for “to deepen and

lieighted the regard of Canadians for 
the land of their birth."

Of course there had bee.ii Canadian so­
cieties before this, Mr. McCullough ad­
mitted. There was the Foster “Canadian 
First" party in 1887. "There must have 
been Canadian societies and patriotic 
societies in those times.’' said Mr. McCul­
lough. “but whatever clubs or organiza­
tions there may have been the Canadian 
Chib of Hamilton arose from the pre­
cedent occurrences I have outlined-—the 
McKinley Act and the Behring Sea mat­
ter."

Hamilton could daim to bv the first 
home city of the .Canadian Club, the 
missionary work of which had resulted 
in the establishing of 25 to 30 clubs, 
Toronto had one with a membership of 
1,500. The Hamilton club once had a 
membership of 750. It had about 200 
members now. “And thanks to the mem­
bers of the Executive. I think it is doing 
n work it has not done in years," he 
said.

The movement was now being taken 
from another side, and women's organ­
izations established. ‘There was one in 
Montreal with a membership of 320. This 
was something. Mr. McCullough said, he 
had discussed with Air. hvai.> back i 
1892. It was his dearest wish, he said, 
to see a Canadian Club in Quebec, where 
it could do more good than in any other 
place in Canada. The Montreal Club 
had an English President and a French 
Canadian Vice-President.

Mr. McCullough spoke of the distract 
Canadian national type lieing established 
--a distinct type and yet one embimeing 
something of the type of those across 
the border and the Anglo-Saxon across
the seas.

CAST GET A VERDICT.

Disagreement of Juries General in 
Ireland.

Dublin, Dec. 5 —The Jury before which 
James P. Farrell. Irish Nationalist member 
of Parliament for North Longford, and forty 
other men were being tried on charges of 
taking part In an unlawful assembly likely to 
cause riot, has disagreed. This has been the 
result of all but one of the many trials held 
during the past fortnight throughout Ireland, 
of men charged with cattle driving and inclt- 
inz to riot. Disagreements by the juries 
have been general, in spite of the fact that 
the presiding Judges had pointed out that ae- 
eordinr to the evidence the men clearly were 
guilty. Mr. Farrell and his companions 
were tried at Leinster Assizes.

Ireland, but the practice has been 
largely stopped through the intercession of 
the Bishops, who have taken a strong stand 
against I ta continuance.

It Is openly understood that Mr. Farrell, 
who is the editor and proprietor of The Long­
ford Leader, organized several cattle drives 
in the grazing district» of County Long­
ford and encouraged _th°_ movement.

A rare five cent pattern piece bearing the 
motto "In God We Trust," dated 1855, the 
year before the denomination was Issued for 
circulation, shows the same design as the 
nickel adopted In 1867, which was the second 
lraue cf the nickel five cent piece. The 
first regular Usue of 1S66 showed rays sur­
rounding the figure "5" between the stars, 
but the 1867 type omitted these rays. A 
proof specimen of this rarity, of which few 
are known, brought $8.25 at a sale a good 
many years ago.

In 1866 there were many pattern nnd trial 
pieces of the denomination of five cents, 
quarter, half dollar, dollar, quarter eagle, 
ha'f eagle, eagle and double eagle struck at 
the mint In nickel and copper bearing the 
motto "in God We Trust." They were 
struck apparently from the same dies that 
were used to strike all these denominations 
for general circulation.

NOT ALL DEAD, WRITES A MISSION­

ARY FROM THE NORTHWEST.

-Defence of the Red Man and a Pathetic 
^ Appeal for Help—Old Chief TeHs 

Ernest Thompson Seton That They
v'ced Doctors More Than Mission-

Dear Miss Applebe,—It is very com- 

. forting to know that we have someone 
interested in our work among the In­
dians. i am afraid that those people 

_jyho say that the Indians are no good 
do not "know much about them; opin­
ions are often borrowed. When we 
vaine litre xve were told that the In­
dians were bad, and great beggar»; this 
l found not to lie so, and am rinding out 
more and more that these ;»eople can be 

: taught if we allow ourselves to lie guid­
ed by God>. Word and ask Ham for His 
strength to help us, with a single eye to 
God’s glory. I he Indian- were the nat­
ural owners of this great Northwestern 
Canada; they sold it without a murmur, 
and the white man owes them a living 
for it, and it is little enough for us. af­
ter the C. M. S. had done so much to 
civilize and Christianize the Indian, to 
take up its Christian work. I only wish 
l could meet those people who say the 
Indians are no good: I would tell"them 
something which night change their 
opinion. There are many no-goods who 
;ome out among the Indians and blame 
them for their failures. Unfortunately 
nien who know the Indians seldom go 
down to Eastern Canada, maybe be­
cause they cannot afford it. And some 
pa*s through by the railways, and wiien 
they see those poor unfortunates who 
have been demoralized by the bad white 
man, standing around the railway sta­
tions, they go back to their towns and 
homes in the east ar.d say they know all 
about the Indian. I am sorry that our 
friends in the east have so small an opin­
ion of our Indians. I think if they knew 
the truth they would feel for these poor 
creatures.

We are getting pretty much out of 
clothes, and no assistance from any­
where. but I suppose it will coin?. Only 
one bale came since xre arrived here in 
April. 1906. and that was a personal one 
pending any bales to Mr. Inkster now 
does not assist this mission. If we had 
goods now we could get wood, hay. heef. 
and oats in exchange for them, "as the 
cold weather is coming on. and people 
K»/0X,OUS to *»ct c*othing for their 
children. 1 ready hope something will 
come soon.

What an arraignment of the white 
race is the complaint of this old pagan 
chief, in lands we call barren, a thou­
sand miles north of our nexvest railway, 
as he sits in his tepee and sees his peo­
ple rot and decay from diseases they 
never knew until the white man came - 
strange diseases against which the 
herbs, songs and enchantments of the 
medicine man of the tribe are poxxerle-s 
—and yet when he begs for an officer 
of the iaw to protect his people against 
further xx long, ami for u white doctor 
to cope xs ith the white curses with xxhicli 
they haxe been afflicted, we send thorn 
instead missionaries! They need these 
teachers, it is line. They need them ur­
gently. for they are dying rapidly. Hut 
they want to live a» well as die. If xvr 
have destroyed their mode of life and 
imposed on them ours, is it not our duty 
to mdkc our modi* something less than | 
murderess in its effects on them? It is 
well that good men should pray with , 
tlic-c people a- they die. and cheer their i 
pagan hearts with nexvs of eternal tor | 
ment for the wicked and eternal joy for j 
the unfortunate, the weak and the ; 
liea xy-laden.

LIMIT IMIGEATI0N.
HON. R. LEMIEUX RECEIVES ASSUR­
ANCES FROM VISCOUNT HAYASHI.

Agents Will Have to Abide by Foreign 
Minister's Decision— Commissioner 
Ishii Comments on Tyranny of 
Trades Unions.

Tokio, Dec. 5.—Hon. Rodolphe Le­
mieux, the Canadian Minister of Lab­
or, held a lengthy conference to-day 
xvith Viscount Hayashi, Minister of 
Foreign Affairs, at the Foreign Office, 
and received verbal assurances of the 
limitation of Japanese emigration, and 
that lie xvill be given later full details 
of plans on foot for its control.

A committee from the emigration 
agencies here ha» held a. conference xvith 
Minister Hayashi, xvho announced that 
the plan of the Japanese Government 
xvas closely to limit all emigration to 
the United States and Canada. Some 
members of the committee angrily an­
nounced their opposition to this course, 
but Minister Hayashi remained firm 
and dismissed the committee without 
changing hi§ attitude or making any 
compromise.

Kiki Yiro Ishii, Chief of the Japan­
ese Bureau of Commerce, xvho a lew

days ago returned from his visit to the 
United States and Canada, xvhere lie 
xvas sent to investigate the emigra­
tion problem, gathered representatives 
of the Tokio newspapers around him 
at the Foreign Oftice this evening and 
discussed his mission abroad. He said 
that there xverc two classr of Japan­
ese in America, day laboreiu, of wnoin 
there xverc 15,600, and a few agricultur­
ists. It xvas against the emigration 
of the former that objection xvas raised. 
He found that many ot" this class xvere 
desired by employers, but others said 
their methods of living were objection­
able. The Japanese agriculturists gen­
erally were successful.

Baron Ishii described the existing eco­
nomic conditions in America, and ex­
plained the method of State self-govern­
ment in the United States. He said that 
between the trusts and the labor unions 
the middle class of Americans and for­
eign laborers suffered, declaring that 
union labor xvas largely controlled by 
unreasoning persons, their attitude be­
ing almost that of tyrants, and they 
were liable to destroy anything stand­
ing in their xvay.

"Japanese engaged in agriculture as 
land owners or leasers,” «aid Baron 
Ishii. "require a few of the best class 
of their countrymen as laborers, but 
the Government of Japan has been lim­
iting the emigration of this class.”

Uats—This is the most important 
grain crop in Ontario, and this year it is 
poor, both as to yield and quality. The 
oal crop has been steadily increasing in 
acreage for the past nine years. In 
1899, 2,363,778 acres yielded 89,897.724 
bushels; in 1906, the yield had increased 
to 108,342.455 bushels. This year, xvhile 
the area hail increased 200,000*acres over 
1906, the yield lias dropped to 83,524.301 
bushels, nearly 25,000,000 bushels below 
1906. It has the smallest, yield since 
1896, with only one exception.

Rye—What little rye is now raised for

Peas—This crop is said to have been 
the best for years.

The New Fall Wheat—The acreage of 
new fall wheat will be somewhat increas­
ed in the Lake Erie and Georgian Bay 
Counties, but will be about the usual 
extent in the other parts of the Pro­
vince.

Corn—Notwithstanding the lateness j 
of the spring, early planted corn came 
through in generally fair condition.

Beans-^-Beans xvere slightly touched by 
frost in July and September, and suffer­
ed a little from wet weather at harvest­
ing.

Buckwheat—This crop • suffered from 
frost more than any other of the grains.

Clover Seed—Clover fields kept for 
seed wore rather thin, owing to the very 
trying weather, the late spring, and mid­
summer drouth.

Potatoes — Accounts regarding the 
yield of potatoes vary greatly, some 
splendid returns being reported along 
side of light yields. A statement for the 
Province generally may be thus summar­
ized; A good yield, the tubers being ra­
ther smaller than usual owing to drouth, 
but with great freedom from rot compar­
ed with the experience of more recent

Turnips — This crop suffered from 
drouth and from the louse, and the 
yield xvill be light, and the roots small

Mangel Wurtzles—These roots are not 
so large in size as usual.

Carrots—Field carrots are not largely

Sugar Beets—There has been a fair 
1 yield of sugar beets, 
j Fruit—Fruit trees, as a rule, are in
good condition, except where attacked 

I by the San Jose scale, oyster shell bark 
louse, tent caterpillar, and other insect 
enemies. Apples were not up to the 
average in yield, hat large shipments 
have been made, and a surplus of xvinter 
varieties is still available. A surplus 
of pears is also reported, and pjums were 
more plentiful than was anticipated ear­
ly in the season. Peaches xvere very 
scarce, but grapes gave a large yield.

Live Stock—Except in a few favored 
localities pastures have been poor, and 
live stock xvere in rather thin condition 
for wintering, although remarkably free 
from disease. Horses are in good form, 
but are selling at reduced prices.’ The 
number of brood sows or little pigs sold 
or slaughtered this fall augurs seriously

Poultry—Reports regarding the con­
dition of poultry are on the whole favor­
able. Eggs have commanded a good price, 
and have paid much better than fowl for 
the table.

Bees and Honey—The honey flow this 
season xxas very light.

Threshing and Marketing—Notwith­
standing the late harvest, threshing xvas 
well adx-anced, and in most eases com­
pleted, by the end ol the first full week 
of November.

Fall Plowing—Plowing on stubble xvas 
practically completed and work xvas xvell 
advanced on sod and root lands by the 
11th of November.

Labor and Wages—While a consider­
able number of correspondents hold that 
there was an adequate supply of farm 
labor during the working season, the 
greater parts of the reports speak of a 
scarcity, more especially of men of the 
right quality.

Young Woman Appointed to Inspect 

lie Children.

School Board Will Sot Open Classes 
of'foreighers.

A new iron manufacturing company 
has been organized at Fn.-katouU. Capi­
tal. $50,000.

Saving Banks in ike Schools to be 
Opened Shortly.

The Internal Management Committee 
of the Roortl of Education had a two- 
hours session last night. « number of 
important matters being up for consid­
eration. Considerable time was taken 
up in discussing the report, of tlie sub­
committee appointed to consider the 
question of special examination of the 
children in regard to their health. The 
report was presented by the Chairman. 
Dr. Carr, and it recommended that Miss 
Emma .1. Herman, a trained nurse, be 
engaged, at a «alary of $550 a year, to 
devote her time to the inspeetion of the 
scholar- and to co-operate with Hr. Rob­
erts. Medical Health Officer. It was 
stated by Hr. t arr that Dr. Roberts was 
heartily in accord with the proposition 
of having a trained nurse to look after 
tlie health of the children. He said it 
was proposed that the nurse should 
spend a half day at each school, making 
the rounds of 'the schools. The doctor 
said three applications had been received 
for the position, and the committee re­
commended that the application of the 
nurse with the most experience !*• ac

There was «orne opposition to the re-
* Trustee Gordon said he thought a 
voting doctor could be got for two or 
three hundred dollars a year more, and 
that a . doctor could do far more effi 
vient work among the children, especially 
in cases of children with poor parents.

Trustee Watkins asked if the commit 
tee had gone thoroughly into the quali­
fications of the applicants, particularly 
of a Miss Taylor, a nurse.

Hr. Carr replied that the committee 
had. and that both the nurses mention­
ed were well recommended. Miss lVy- 
nmn had graduated seven or eight years 
ago, while Misa Taylor has only had her 
diploma about- a year and a halt.

Trustee Howell said that while he 
questioned the advisability of appoint­
ing a nurse, he had no doubt as to the 
inadvisability of making an appointment 
without first giving all nurses an oppor 
tunitv of applying for the position. He 
moved that action be deferred until an 
advertisement for a person qualified to 
make the inspection had been inserted 
in the city papers. t ;. -t

Truste»' Gordon seconded the amend­
ment, which was lost, the division being 
:$ to 5. Trustee Watkins was the only 
other member who voted for it. Those 
who voted against it were Trustees Carr. 
WodeH, Allan, C allaghan and 1-azier.

The‘committee appointed to consider 
the question of establishing a servings 
hank department in the schools present­
ed a report recommending that the pro- 
IHJsition of the Bank of British North 
America be accepted. A copy of the 
agreement between the hoard and the 
bank was submitted and approved. The 
board made one or two changes in the 
rules, which had been prepared by the 
inspector. I hie of tlieni was that the 
moneys collect»»! are to be delivered to 
the bank or its branches 'by the princi- 
}ials instead of the janitors of the 
schools. In connect ion with the matter, 
a retmlution was passed instructing the 
secretary to notify the caretakers of 
the varions schools that during the win­
ter months tliey are not to leave the 
building during school hours.

Mr. George H. Evan.-, addressed the 
committee in regaril to the burning of 
hi.- daughter in tlv> Domestic Science 
class at the King Edward School. He 
said three other children lntd been burn­
ed under similar circumstance». lie 
pointed out that the gas tap was be­

hind the flame and unless the child was 
very careful when lighting the jet, there 
was a danger of her sleeve taking fire. 
He suggested that the tap be moved to 
the front of the stove and that the 
teacher, insti'ad of the scholars, handle 
the matches.

Trustee Watkins suggested that 
matches be abolished in the Domestic 
Science classes entirely, and that electric 
torches be used instead. The members 
thought this, as well a> Mr. Evans’ first 
suggestion, was good and decided to ask 
the Building Committee to act in the 
matter at once.

It was decided to increase the salary 
of the caretaker of the Wentworth 
Street School from $775 to $800. as the 
chairman reported he had done White­
washing and a lot of extra work.

On motion of Trustee Howell the 
Building Committee was instructed to 
prepare rooms in the Caroline and 
Wentworth Street Schools for technical 
classes, which are to be opened after the 
Christmas holidays. Mr. Howell an­
nounced that a number of trustees had 
visited the technical classes in Wood- 
stock yesterday and were greatly pleas­
ed with what they saw. Another depu­
tation will go to Rochester next Tues­
day. It was decided to invite the Sep­
arate School Board to send delegates to 
Rochester, as the Technical School will 
be in charg»* of a joint hoard.

Miss Margaret Kennedy tendered her 
resignation as serving teacher, and the 
Board d**cid»-d to adverti-e for a suc­
cessor. Miss Kennedy lias l>«-eii appoint­
ed teacher in the MacDonald Institute 
in Quebec. Miss Bessie McCullough was 
grantetl leave »>f altsenve for a year, on 
account »>f ill health.

Mi*s J. Caroline Smith, and Miss E. 
Victoria Johnson made application for 
positions of teacher. They were referred 
to Inspector Ballard.

Inspector Ballard's report for the 
past month showed the attendance at 
the various schools as follows ; Central. 
834; Ryerson, 7B1 : He-s, 1.308; Cannon. 
1.267 ; Mivtoria, 1.049: (^ueen. 920:
Homes. 99. Total. 7.168. The attend­
ance iu November. 1907. was 6,733,

The report of the Principal of the 
Hamilton Collegiate Institute showed 
that there were 327 hoys and 325 girls 
on the roll in November, a total of 652. 
Of tlieni 85 were non-residents. Th«* at­
tendance in November. 1906. was 597.

Trustee Howell announced that 
through Mr. Adam Zimmerman, the Do­
minion Public Works Department had 
granted the u>e of the old Custom 
House free of charge for) a school for 
foreigners. The committee decided not 
to grant the request of the Ministerial 
Association to establish night classes for 
foreigners, but decided to permit the use 
of the Custom House to those interest­
ed ill the work. The committee will sup­
ply desks and other school furnit-ttre. 
Mr. Howell spoke in favor of the Board 
doing something to educate the foreign­
ers in the English language and instruct­
ing them in regaw'r to the laws of the 
country, but the committee did not 
favor the proposition.

OPPOSED TO 
PROTECTION.

Farmers WiU Fight Demands of 
Manufacturers.

Goldv.-in Smith Addresses Meeting 
of Grangers.

Farmers Object to Way Whitney is 
“Blowing in” the Money.

Toronto, Dec. 6.—The agriculturists 
comprising the Dominion Grange and the 
Farmers’ Association, which have amal­
gamated, are up in arms on the tariff is­
sue and will fight what they declare to 
be tin* selfish demands of the Canadian 
manufacturers on this question. The 
farmers want the tariff reduced to a 
purely revenue basis. This was the de­
claration of the convention of the 
Grange, which concluded its delibera­
tions yesterday in Victoria Hall. During 
the da\ the association was favored 
with the presence of Prof. Guldwin 
Smith, who in an address said his first 
connection with the association com­
menced when the patrons of industry 
were first represented in the Local Leg­
islature.

Dealing with the tariff question, the 
report of the Legislation Committee, 
which was adopted, pointed out that 
the average rate on goods subject 
to customs taxation is about 27 

I per cent. In several cases the pro- 
j teetion allowed Canadian manufac- 
! turns runs up to 50 per cent, 
j As a result of this artificial stimulus, 

provided at the expense of farmers and 
other costumers, the output of Cana­
dian manufacturing industries increas- 
td by 48 per cent, during the five years 
ending with 1906. Rut the Manufactur­
ers’ Association is not yet satisfied. At 
the annual convention of that organiza­
tion recently held in this city, official 
expression was given to the regret felt 
because in the late revision of the, tar­
iff the demands made by manufacturers 
had not .been complied with. The re­
port of the Tariff Committee declared 
that many lines of manufacturing had 
not received due protection ; the Presi­
dential address asserted that the pre­
sent tariff was not sufficient for times 
of prosperity, and would be wholly in­
adequate as a means of keeping up the 
profits of the manufacturers in a season 
of adversity, and the general feeling of 
the members was voiced in Mr. Gurney’s 
declaration in favor of the adop­
tion of a tariff as high as llaman’s 
gallows as a means of preventing Can­
adian farmers from having the benefit 
of American competitors when buying 
implements and other manufactured 
goods. In order to secure what is de­
manded. the new Tariff Committee of 
the association was ordered to go to 
work at once, and it was made clearly 
apparent that the association is deter­
mined to make higher tariff its politics.

The issue raised by the Manufactur­
ers’ Association must be fairly met by 
the Grange, as. representing the farni- 
Prs*/ Canffda. Farmers are prepared 

pt the recent revision at least 
ruye in the battle for erasouable 
^legislation. The manufacturers, 
ained most by that revision, in 

, hey retained under it an unduly 
high scale of protection, have broken 
the truce. The puling infant that asked 
for temporary and moderate protec­
tion thirty years ago is now a giant de­
manding that practical prohibition of 
foreign competition in manufactured 
goods shall be the permanent policy of 
this country. This demand must be met 
l»y the counter-demand that the pro­
tective principle shall be wholly elim­
inated. and the tariff ' reduced to a 
purely revenue basis. Industries that 

i have had the advantage of thirty years 
of protection, which have the constant 

j advantage of nearness to market, and 
j are promised the ‘further benefits of 

electric power at a cost much below

that produced by steam from coal, 
should he able to. stand alone. And 
what they may reasonably be Expected 
to do they ought to be compelled to

Reference was also made to the enor­
mous increase in Dominion and Provin­
cial expenditure. The Provincial Gov­
ernment. said the report, has already 
struck a pace which, unless a check is 
promptly put on. may land us in. the 
same position as the Province of Que­
bec is now. with its net debt of twenty- 
two million dollars. A total expendi­
ture of less than $5,000.060 in 1903 has 
been succeeded by an outlay of six and 
three quarter millions for 1906.

Undesirable Hordes Are Pouring in oa 
Germany.

LoL-don, Dec. 5.—According to a Berlin des­
patch. Germany is tremendously alarmed 
over the economic consequences of the emi- 
grani rush froip America. A correspondent 
eavs: “It is feared that the tene of thous­
ands of Russian Poles. Lithuanians, Hungar­
ians. Greeks, and Italians, landing at Ham­
burg and Bremen, after having spent their 
last coins on passage money back, may be­
come stranded in Germany, and put the al­
ready overcrowded domestic labor market in 
a critical position." The Imperial Govern­
ment is being urged td consider “whether 
Germany should not immediately resort to 
the vigorous prohibitive measures enforced 
by the American immigration authorities 
and arbitrarily put up bars agninet the tor­
rent of homeless undesirables.''
