Board of Work*’ Operations Will 
Soon be Over.

Hon. Mr. Cochrane Makes Visit 
to Water Front.

Dr. Roberts Replies to Mr. PralU

Notwithstanding the return of pros­
perity this summer, before the end of 
the month Hamilton will have a small 
army of the unemployed on its hands, 
and the problem is giving the city of­
ficials some concern. The Board of 
Works programme of new road building 
gave hundreds of men employment since 
spring, but in two or three weeks this 
will be completed and the men will be 
out of work. Tile charity department 
will undoubtedly be a busy spot before 
the snow begins to fly. Relief Officer 
McMenemy thinks the outlook is bright­
er than last year, but with the possible 
addition of Crown Point and the terri­
tory east of Sherman avenue the depart­
ment will have its. hands full. Mr. Mc­
Menemy thinks that if the annexation 
deal goes through it may be necessary 
to open a branch relief office in the far 
east end.

Hon. Frank Cochrane, Minister of 
Mitt|s and Lands, who came here yestqj- 
day tStith one of the Government engin­
eers tT look over the situation at Coal 
Oil Inlet, promised Mayor McLaren, be­
fore leaving that this long standing 
dispute would be adjusted without de­
lay. The Minister was accompanied by 
the Mayor, Chairman Allan of the 
Board of Works, Aid. Jutten, City Soli- 
citer Waddell and Secretary Brennan. 
The city, the Radial, the T., H. A B. 
and v,rand Trunk are interested in the 
water patents. The Radial wants to 
straighten its line out at this point and 
claims^-iparian rights. The city is also 
anxious to continue Birch avenue north­
erly. The street railway has an agree­
ment with the Radial for running rights 
until 1013, and the city officials are 
afraid that if any trouble should arise 
the company might discontinue the 
street car service to the Harvester works 
by failing to make another agreement 
with the Radial. One of the problems in 
connection with the filling in of the in- 

. let is to avoid closing up the dock of the 
International Harvester Company.

• Dr. Roberta, Medical Hen1 h Officer, 
fired another charge of hot shot this 
morning in connection with the isolation 
hospital. “I certainly resent Mr. Pratt, 
one of the Hospital Governors, talking 
about something he knows nothing 
about,” he said. "Supposing it does 
cost $4,000 or $5,000 a year extra to 
run a separate isolation hospital, is it 
not a convenience that the workingman 
is entitled to? Many*of these men re­
ceive very severe financial setbacks now, 
when scarlet fever breaks out hi their 
homes, by having the cases isolated 
there. If the Board of Health wanted 
to take the bull by the horns I have no 
doubt it could control the situation ami 
get the hospital built. Its powers ;uro 
very wide, and the Hospital Governors 
cannot even put furniture in the isola­
tion wards without first getting the 
approval of the Board of Health.”

The doctor thinks it is unfair to say 
that the pure milk campaign is not a 
success because there were seventy-five 
per cent, as many deaths of children un­
der two years of age in August of this 
year as in the same mouth last year. 
The number of deaths m September last 
year, he points out, were double the 
number of the two previous months, so 
that a fairer comparison can be made 
at the end of this month. “We could 
not expect,” he said, “to cut the death 
rate in two in one year. The Rochester 
figures are based on ten years. There 
arc many of the babies we have not 
r* ached yet, but 1 am satisfied the 
scheme in time will justify expectations. 
Infant deaths last year numbered 16 in 
July, 32 in August and 47 in September. 
This, year there were 12 deaths m July 
and 32 in August.

WRECK COMPLETE 
AT TORONTO FIRE.

Practically Every thing In the Southwest Angle 
Destroyed by Fire and Water.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Toronto, Ont., Sept. 2.— Viewed in 

the light of the morning after, the 
wreck at Parliament buildings seems 
even more complete than it did in the 
excitement of the fire. There is a sense 
ol personal loss among the civil servants 
which prevents the light-hearted jokes 
that usually follow a fire. They are very 
serious and are not inclined to laugh 
at anything. The bnildings are a scene 
of activity/ however. The first rough 
attemptf^at salvage are being made be 
fore the arrival of the insurance apr 
praisers and tons of debris and dirty 
water are being shovelled and swept to 
the lower floors.

Practically everything in the south­
west angle is destroyed. What was not 
burned to a cinder is drowned under 
tons of water, which is dripping in 
streams into the lower rooms.

- The most universal regret is being ex­
pressed ove_- the loss of the library, but 1 
there is a gleam of hope for many of the ' 
valuable books. In Mr. Pardoe's private 
offices, which escaped the flames while 
being deluged by water, were stored all 
the books on fine arts, bibliography and 
many complete and finely bound sets of 
authors of fiction. These books are in a

class not usually included in parliamen­
tary libraries, and for this reason, were 
not kept with the other books. By the 
greatest good fortune they will suffer 
little, if any, and if taken out of the 
water-soaked place should escape with 
out injury.

The biggest loss will be that of the 
Department of Economics. Assistant Lib­
rarian Wilson said, “It was wholly up- 
to-date and was of the greatest use for 
purposes of reference. I am afraid it is 
completely lost. I have hope, however, 
that our set of the British Hansard, 
complete for the past 26 years, and 
unique in America, will be saved, al­
though it was in the middle of the fire."

The small room occupied by Mr. Cur­
ry, messenger to the library, was saved 
by a peculiar chance. The galleries in 
their fall jammed in an angle forming 
a sort of small pent house over the door 
and over Mr. Curry’s room.

TO ABOLISH 
BOTH PLANTS.

That Is Latest Scheme In Regard 
to Servage Disposal

Operating Expenses of the Old 
System Is Too Expens'Ve.

Government to be Asked to Assist 
In New Plan.

The ratepayers in January will prob­
ably be asked to vote $150,000 for a 
new west end sewage disposal plant. The 
problem of handling the sewage in that 
section of the city has been bothering 
the - department for a long time, and a 
scheme has been, evolved now which, if 
it goes into effect, will mean an entire 
re-arrangement of the city's sewage sys­
tem. The scheme is to have only two big 
disposal works, the annex svsteiv, whir-h 
will be put in operation shortly, and the 
proposed new one in the weet end. The 
idea is to abolish the Wentworth street 
and Ferguson avenue plants, which art- 
somewhat out of date and expensive to 
operate. The Sewers Committee will 
diseuse the subject to-morrow night and 
tnke the matter up with Provincial 
Secretary Hanna next week.

The aldermen are of the opinion that 
the Government should contribute liber­
ally to the cost of the west end works, 
ns the asylum sewage will be handled 
there. In the meantime temporary re­
pairs will be made to the west end 
sewer, winch was badly damaged as a 
result of the heavy flow from the Asy­
lum during a heavy storm this summer.

Chairman Jutten will send Assistant 
Engineer Heddle to Toronto to-morrow 
to disrues thfe matter with City Engineer 
Macallum. The scheme has received con­
siderable attention from Mr. Mamllurn, 
and it is unfortunate «hat he it ill at a 
time when the matter is to be dealt with. 
Aid. Jutten thinks the Government 
should contribute at least a third of the

The cost of operating the two old 
plants. Aid. Jutten points out. Is about 
$20.000 a year. Hie estimated cost of 
operating the new east end works is 
about $4,000 annually, and the figures 
that by abolishing the two old plants 
the reduction in the cost of operating 
will pay the interest on the investment.

Hamilton Man Discovered the 
Parliament Building Fire.

He 
had gone to Toronto to attend the fair 
and, having some time to spare in the 
early afternoon, went over to see the 
magnificent legislative pile. A few min­
utes before 1 o’clock he was admiring 
the stately buildings, when he was thun­
derstruck to notice volumes of smoke 
coiling up from the roof at the centre 
west portion of the building. He went 
on the run to the building to give the 
alarm and met two gentlemen at the 
doorway. One of them rushed to the 
alarm box in the building and vfcry soon 
the firemen had arrived.

THOUGHT HE WAS LOST.
James Johnston, of Detroit, an old 

Hamilton boy, who is visiting here af­
ter an absence of several years, had a 
funny experience while walking along 
Merrick street. Before leaving Hamil­
ton he had an auction room near where 
the Savoy Theatre stands now. He look­
ed in vain for the old landmarks when 
he landed here and thought for » time 
that he had lost himself.

It is saidf that the man who was seen 
in company with her was asked by a 
young man passing what he was doing 
around with the girl, and the answer 
was, “It’s none of your business.”

Rsmuel White, who lives at 158 Ma­
caulay street Cast, says he overheard a 
man, who was a stranger, remark. “She’s 
a pretty fine-looking girl.” The man 
was evidently a stranger, as those who 
saw him had never seen him before. 
They are of the opinion that he knew 
her well and may have come from her 
home in Paris, but inquiries made by 
the Times correspondent there do not 
confirm that theory and amply* substan­
tiate the girl’s excellent character.

The only possible theory, her relatives 
say, is that she has beeji lured, away, 
probably by an agent of the iniquitous 
white slave, traffic, who could have 
come from any of the neighboring large 
cities, and under pretence of taking her 
for a sail or ride, got her away.

Five firemen were injured, one fatally, 
by a fire whieh this afternoon destroyed 
The transfer and storage house of J. A. 
Bin nek, in the east end section of Pitts­
burg, ami spread rapidly to a number 
of adjoining buildings.

Moors attacked the Spanish advance 
camp at Sokel-Arbao yesterday. A sharp 
fight took place, in which the Moors sus­
tained severe losses, mainly-from Spanisli_ 
shrapnel. The Spanish loss is' qtated to 
have been <.ne wounded.

J. Barless, a C. P. R. brakesman, was 
taken to London from Chatham last 
night and taken to the hospital.

Detroit city has entered into an agree­
ment with the Detroit United Railway 
which will last until 1924.

Mcrcedes, Harlington and McAlten are 
suffering heavy losses on account of the 
inundation. The town of Hidalgo is 
under water, the old court house being 
flooded to a depth of six feet. At Rey- 
nosa, on the opposite side of the river, 
the flood is sweeping everything before 
it. The newer part of Brownsville, par­
ticularly West Brownsville, is partly in­
undated. It is feared that the irriga­
tion systems of the American Land & 
Irrigation Company on the Mercedees 
tract of land owned by B. F. Yoakum 
and associates, and the San Juan Be­
nito system, owned by Alba Heywood 
and brothers, are partly destroyed.

These ditches cost $2^00,000 to con­
struct. Port Brown, which is now one 
of the government’s experimental farms, 
is threatened with destruction. The cur­
rent of the river has-changed from the 
Mexican side to the American side and 
is eating into the banks at a terrible 
rote. No loss of life is reported.

Toronto, Sept. 2.—With but one bar 
intervening between him and liberty* 
and with the means at hand to wrench- 
that bar from its place, Lawrence Whit* 
nev, under arrest on two charges of 
housebreaking, was caught by Sergeant 
Duncan last evening while making a 
desperate attempt to escape from.

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A PROVINCIAL DISASTER.
The destruction oMhe west wing of 

the Ontario Parliament building is a 
jj very serious matter for the Province of 

; Ontario. The loss on the building, which 
is in itself heavy, is comparatively 

« little compared Vith that sustained by 
£ the destruction of the valuable, library 

of over lOOiOOO volumes and a vast 
number of state papers which, in the 
nature of things,. cannot be replaced. 
Owing to some differences of opinion 
as to rates of insurance, none of the 
contents of the building are covered, the 
only insurance carried being on the 
building itself. But no insurance could 
have adequately compensated for the 
damage to state records and documents.

The fire, a'rriirding to the stories told, 
would sfem to have gained great head 
way before it was discovered, although 
the building was tenanted by an army 
of officials and a Cabinet meeting was 
in progress ; the hour was „ the busiest 
of the day, and large numbers of people 
were moving about in the vicinity. It 
appears strange that the first intima­
tion of the impending danger should 
have been brought to the inmates of 
the building by the falling beam* and 
glass of the roof. The fire appears to 
have been burning a long time; and 
it is to be wondered at that the smok 
which must have been produced did not 
attract attention. Three theories of the 
cause of the conflagration are offered. 
Our old acquaintance. Spontaneous Com­
bustion. is accused, apparently, abso­
lutely without cause. Crossed electric 
wire* are also suggested Ss a possible 
Câüsè. although' no reason Tor any 

f- change in the position of the wires from 
that of months' is given.

F by the fact that roofers were using a 
[ charcoal stove on the roof of the danv
* aged1 wing yesterday morning, and were 
» warned by the watchman. Samuel Dun- 
E bar, to exercise care with regard tb it. 
£ It ia not hard to imagine a connection 
g with the use of this stove and the con- 
S flagration.

Complaints are made as to lack of 
ii promptness and capacity in the fire 
1 protection service of the city. It ia 
£ said to have been 22 minute* after the 
B alarm was sent in before the fire bri- 
«* gade made its appearance. When it did 
t come the water pressure was utterly 
$ insufficient to effectively cope with the
* fire in the upper parts of the building; 
f and abouchait an hour is said to have 
r elapsed before a fire engine ^arrfved. 
y With good water pressure and prompt 
$ response tq the alarm, a different story 
g might perhaps be tpld.

When the serious nature of the danger 
? was noticed, the efforts of the parlia-
* mentary staff were directed to saving 
e important documents placed ia peril;

- were thus saved from the flames. Un­

fortunate as the disaster i«, and irre­
parable as ia the loss sustained, there 
is still room for congratulation that it 
is not much greater. In the circum­
stances. the fire having got such a start 
and the fire protection service being 
so poor, it might easily have happened 
that the entire building had been de­
stroyed, if. indeed, some lives had not 
been sacrificed. In the midst of our 
regrets, let us he thankful.

TYPHOID AT COBALT.
Considerable alarm is felt in Cobalt 

because of the prevalence of typhoid 
fever. Upwards of 70 cases are now 
in the one little hospital, and the cry 
is for nurses and more hospital facili­
ties. In two days over 20 cases were ad­
mitted, and the town authorities arc 
doubtful of their ability to "fight the

It is produced by . a specific piicro-or- 
ganism, the bacillus typhosus. To in­
fect the human organism it must be in­
gested, and this is generally accomplish­
ed by means of contaminated food «.r 
drink—mostly by drinking impure water. 
Ever since Cobalt was Cobalt this dang­
er has threatened, and the local and Pro­
vincial health authorities appear to have 
exhibited a strange lack of appreciation 
of the situation. Typhoid fevefis a ted­
ious and dangerous disease; one for 
which medical science is capable of doing 
little more than give "expectant” treat­
ment. At present some important « x- 
periments with serums are being made 
which give promise of gratifying results; 
if they succeed, the world at large wiil 
gain. But the way to "fight the disease” 
is to fight it with prophylactic measures 
—to prevent the typhoid germ from get­
ting into the human food or drink. Ev­
ery year an unsanitary locality in which 
the drinking water is impure, becomes 
a greater source of danger to the 
habitants. Large communities seized of 
that fact, spend enormous sums in s? 
curing pure drinking water ; and those 
not favorably situated resort to. filter­
ing, chemical treatment, or boiling of 
their supply. In the last 2 or 3 years, 
Ontario’s north country has lost a 
good many lives by typhoid, and a great 
deal of money has been lost because of 
its effects, even when they have not been 
fatal. Ontario has a Provincial Board of 
Health, and it should be" its duty to 
interest itself in improving conditions 
in the north country. If it has the au­
thority requisite, it should have been 
acting vigorously? What has it done? 
The question: “Can a man touch pitch 
and not be defiled ?'* has no less obvious 
an answer than "Can a man drink ty­
phoid germs and hope to remain heal­
thy?" There appears to be room here for 
Whitney to exercise on a real duty to 
the public some of the apparently sup­
erfluous energy which is put into leas 
worthy, if not positively harmful, 
schemes.

PROF. DICEY ON THE LORDS.
Prof. Dicey, of Oxford, to whom Whit­

ney's infamous power validating act was 
submitted, ha*, by strongly expressing 
his abhorrence of such legislation, won 
the deep and undying hatred of the jun­
ior local Tory organ. Because, being 
one of -the best law authorities in *h': 
British realm, he did not care to ex­
press himself with the eoeksurenews of 
the Chief Justice of the Herald with re­
gard™ to the House of Lords’ action on 
the British budget, the local constitu­
tional authority snWrs'^ttVhim as “this 
pompous and platitudinous professor.” 
Surely that ought to make the Vinerian 
Professor of Law feel very small! What 
are the honors of his exalted position 
and the esteem and respect of the bench 
ami bar of the United Kingdom compared 
with such-a thrust? That'll teach him 
to condemn Whitney's power act!

But. after all. Prof. Dicey is in good 
company. If he is to be sneered at be­
cause he states that the Lords have the 
legal "right'' to reject a budget, but 
that by not exercising that right—by es­
tablishing precedent for conceding money 
bills entirely to the Commons—they 
have in effect lost that “right,” and will 
probably acquiesce in their leaders’ deci­
sion as to the policy to pursue in the 
matter, our learned contemporary will 
have more sneering to do.

There is no score of pronouncing 
against Whitney legislation standing to 
he wiped off against Lofd Salisbury. Yet 
he. while conceding the legal or verbal 
right of the Ixinls to reject a budget, 
held that they were debarred by well- 
established precedent from exercisingdt. 
lie went further and included in that 
debarment the amending of a finance 
bill. Ivord Lyndhurst and Lord H«ls- 
bury, two eminent Conservative tbancel- 
lors of the Kxchequer, held and insisted 
upon similar views. Mr. Gladstone acted 
upon that view. In every case the Lords 
gave way. They will probably give way 
this time, and their leaders’ advice will 
probably be followed, as Prof. Dicey aug- 
gests. by the aristocratic Chamber, with 
what grace it can muster. The Lords 
will probably not court a fight with the 
British people.

WILL HELP.
Work For'Women in Britain’s Next

War.

Voluntary Hospital and Nursery 
Corps to be Formed.

London.- Th, Wet Offiro ha, iasurd 
details of a notable project in connec­
tion with the organization of the ter­
ritorial army. It is a scheme which give* 
every woman who wishes to lend her 
aid to the Territorial» an opportunity 
to serve her country in time of inva*ion 
as a nurse, ami it establishes what the 
Territorial force has lacked ever p^rtve 
its inception - an organized chain of 
hospital and nursing stations to take 
the *ick ami wounded from field to 
hospital, xvhere, away from the danger 
area, they can l»e tended in comfort and 
in safety.

The new organization sketched in the 
scheme is modeled on the most modern 
nur*ing armies of the world, those of 
Germany ami Japan. Two great in­
stitution,» have joined with the War 
Office in promoting it. the Hospital of 
St. John of Jerusalem and the Red 
Gross Society.

X'oluntary aid detachments are to be 
founded in every territorial area. Each 
group will he placed under the charge 
of a county director, who will be respon­
sible for the groups of x-oluntary aid 
detachments, ami will be controlled by 
the committee of the Red Cross branch 
of hi* county. This committee will be 
responsible to the. county association 
for the efficiency of the detachments. 

There will be men's detachments, as 
! well a« women's detachments. The for 
mer xyill consist of 4R men. with appro­
priate officers, including two medical 
officers and four pharmacist*. The 
latter will consist of 20 women, with 
officers, including two medical officer* 
and txvo women stiperntendeuts.

The special duties of a men's detach­
ment will comprise the preparation oi 
means of transport by road, the con­
version of country houses, public build­
ings. an*l even villages into suitable 
clearing hospital* and evacuation sta­
tion.*. and especially hospitals for the 
slightly wounded near the area of oper­
ations. Such a detachment will include 
stretcher-bearers, male nurses, clerks.

war. would be employed chiefly in form-

Before he left his home, two years 

ago, to take the trip to the north 
which was to result' in a sudden dash for 
the Pole, Dr.-Cook arranged that all 
communications he should address to 
his wife should be through Dr. and 
Mrs. Davidson, close friends of the 
family, and permanent Brooklyn neigh-

The meagre cable to Mrs. Cook 
broke an absolute silence of eighteen 
months. Not- one word from her hus­
band had F-hc received, either directly 
or through the vague meandering» of 
the white silence channels since Ru­
dolph Francke. Dr. Cook's sole white 
companion, left him alone somewhere 
north of Etah, on the west coast of 
Greenland, and came down wjt.h a 
letter from him on the Peary expedition 
tender Erik, in October. 1008.

Between March 3. 1908. the day when 
Dr. Cook and eight Eskimos left Francke 
alono in the base of supplies Cook had 
established at Annatok, *20 miles north 
of Etah, and the day when the explorer 
was well in the Danish ship that is 
bringing him back, t-his one white man 
alone in the frozen country within the 
mysterious circle, worked without sight 
of another white face. Utterly alone, 
save for the presence of the half-savage 
natives he had with him, Cook claims 
to have covered the 660 mile* computed 
as having separated him from the top of 
the world since last he was heard from 
at Cape Thomas Hubbard, and alone, 
presumably, he retraced his steps to the 
south and to civilisation.

Dr. Cook Bringing Two Natives 
With Him.

lyindon. Sept. ‘4.- A despatch to tHo

who is now making ethnographical 
studies in North Greenland, met Dr. 
Cook at Cape York. Rasmusen's mother 
was an Eskimo, and he speaks the lan­
guage fluently. He had a long conversa­
tion with tw> Eskimos who accompanied 
Dr. Cook tc the Pole. They confirmed 
every detail given by Dr. Cook.

The foregoing was presumably tele­
graphed to Copenhagen from Lerwick.

Day

Dr. Cook U. S. Explorer, Claims to Have 
Reached Top of World.

Made the Dash Alone Without the Aid of 
While Companions.

London, Sept. 1.- Dr. Frederick A. 
Cook, of Brooklyn. V. S. A., arrived at 
Lerwick, in the Shetland Islands, this 
morning, from .the Arctic regions, where 
he has been for nearly three years. He 
reports that he has discovered" the North 
Pole. Dr. Cook declares, according to 
the brief telegrams which reach Dindon, 
that he attained the latitude of 9n de­
grees north bn A prît 21, tt»0tk

Dr. Cook came out of the unknown 
wilds at the close of May. this year, at 
the Greenland colony of Upernavik. He 
was taken on hoard the Danish steam­
ship Han» F.ged. which makes a regular 
stop at I/M-wick. The vessel remained 
there only a short time, and then con­
tinued her voyage to Copenhagen. She 
is due to reach there on Saturday. The 
Danish inspector of Greenland, who was 
on hoard the Hans F.ged. also telegraphs 
that Dr. Cook reached the pole. He says 
that the Eskimos who aeeompanied Dr'. 
Cook confirm all the details of the 
story which he telle.

STATEMENT BY DR. COOK.

•‘After Fight With Famine and Frost 
We Have Reached the Pole." 

Paris, Sept. 2.--The Paris edition of 
the New York Herald this morning pub­
lishes a signed statement from Dr. Fred­
erick A. Cook, which ifr dated Hans Kged, 
Lerwick, Wednesday, on his experiences 
in the Arctic region:

“After a prolonged fight with famine 
and frosts." says Dr. Cook, “we have 
at last succeeded .in reaching the Pole.

This shows and aver­
age of about 12 miles daily, a very 
good average; considering the difficul­
tés of the ice pack.

When asked what proofs Dr. Cook 
would 1** likely able to produce to con 
vince the public of hi» success, (apt. 
Scott replied:

“That is almost "impossible to «ay. It 
appear* that Frank*. Dr. Cook's only 
civilized companion, left him early in 
1008 and returned. This must have 
placed Dr. Cook in a very awkward 
position if he wished to obtain and re­
turn with corroborative evidence con­
cerning his future travels, hut it could 
scarcely lie expected that Dr. Cook, if

to be told, is one remarkable in the 
history of two centuries of polar ex­
ploration. e Its beginning was unique, 
and almost every detail of the two 
years’ effort among the ice-fields was 
different from anything in the annals 
of* Franklin, Nansen and Peary.

Early in the year of 1007 the Brook­
lyn physician was making preparations 
for a second Antarctic expedition. He 
had been a member of the Belgian Ant­
arctic expedition of 1807-09. He had set 1 
himself about seeking subscriptions to 
finance a southward dash, and was all 
engrossed in his plans, when John R. 
Bradley, the wealth.v sportsman and 
amateur Arctic explorer, who makes his 
home in New York, when he is not off 
■hooting in strange lands, fell acros Dr. 
Cook's path. Bradley was arranging for 
a season's trip to Greenland, where-he 
hoped to get some musk-ox shooting; 
he had a little converted fishing schooner 
up in Gloucester fitting for the voyage.

Cook planned to go with Bradley', lie 
told the New York sportsman that he 
would like to take the trip, ostensibly 
ns n hunting expedition only, but if they 
should succeed in reaching Etah, on the 
western const of Greenland, he would 
leave the boat and make a strike for 
the pole.

The expenses of fitting up the boat, 
which was named for its owner, and 
outfitting, amounted to about .$8,000. 
Cook had planned some special ice autos, 
which he had hoped to use in his Ant­
arctic expedition, and the manufacture 
of these had actually' begun when he sud­
denly switched his plans, and made hur­
ried préparât ions to. go northward. He 
took, instead, four heavy sledges, which 
his brother, Theodore Cook, of Callicoon 
Station, X. Y.. made for him, a special 
supply of foodstuffs for Arctic travel, 
and his outfit of skin clothing.

The John R. Bradley' sailed from Glou­
cester July 3. 1007.

During the voyage up Cook had ex­
pounded to Bradley his theory of the 
most practical way to «do Arctic travel­
ling. I)r. Cook said that he intended 
to rush northward * in the months of 
winter, when the polar seas were frozen

The explorer also outlined to Bradley 
the route that lie would follow. He said 
that Pearv had made a mistake, in his 
opinion, in trying to set a direct course 
for the pole over the* ice floes. The eur- 

"rent that sets from the west eastward 
across the continent of Greenland must 
inevitably carry the ice eastwardlv, and. 
therefore, throw a direct polar course 
off to tho eastward of the objective 
point. To correct this distributing set 
in the current. Cook said that, lie intend-, 
ed making from Etah across Ellamere 
Land anil Grinnel's Land, and in the di­
rection of the new land discovered by 
Peary, and named Crocker's Land.

Crocker's Land lies off to the west­
ward. and northward of Grinnell's Land, 
and Cook believed that if lie made such 
a detour to. the west, lie could then 
strike directly for the pole from Crock­
er’s Land, and the eastward drift of 
the floes in the polar Sea would then be 
equalized.

Cook made a successful landing of all 
his stores at Annatok, the site of an 
Eskimo village, and on August 27th, 
the John R. Bradley ami all its crew, 
with the exception of Francke, a Ger­
man with lots of sand, sailed for Glou-

Duke of Abruzzi V expedition held the 
record in the struggle to gain the 
Pole. On March 22, 1900, the Dukc 
and his party reached a latitude of 80 
degrees 33 minutes north.

The Duke of Abruzzi'a party start­
ed north from Franz Jpsef Land cn 
Feb. 26. They encountered violent 
winds and bitter cold. On March 22 
three men were sent back to establish 
communication with the base of sup­
plies. Since then they were never 
seen aghin. It was on May 11 that 
the Duke's party reached the'latitude 
86 degrees . and 33 minutes. There 
two cylinders, containing a record of 
the expedition, were left. The party 
did not get back to Teplitz Bay until 
June 22.

Dr. Fridtjof Nansen ranks with .he 
Duke of Abruzzi and Peary as a Pole 
hunter.<. He made a record of 86 de­
grees and 14 minutes ou April 7, 1896.

He started with his good ship Fram 
from the northern coast of Finland. 
His plan was to be carried in the ice 
floe to the Pole, but be drifted toward 
Spitzbergen rather than toward the 
Pole, and he decided that he would 
have to leave the ship and make his 
trial with sledges. In 187 days he had 
reached a latitude of 86 degrees and 14 
minutes north. At that time this 
was 170 geographical miles further 
north than the best previous record, 
made" by Lockwood back in 1882.

The Norsemen probably were the 
first Europeans to visit the Arctic re­
gion* and Greenland. The struggles 
to find a short cut to the riches of the 
Far East were more productive of ad­
venture# and loss of life than the lat­
ter-day dashes for the Pole.

ijir Hugh Willoughby sailed in 1553 
"for the search and discovery of 
northern parts of the world." He 
discovered Nova Zembla, but starved 
with most of his men on Lapland on 
the return voyage. Frobisher, in 1576, 
and Davis, in 1658, made voyages to 
Greenland and the north coast of Am­
erica. Henry Hudson, in 1607, reach­
ed latitude 73 degrees on the eastern 
chast of Greenland.

Captain Scoresby, in command of a 
whaler, succeeded in advancing his 
ship, the Resolution, as far north a# 
81 degrees 12 minutes 42 seconds in 
1806. This was the record until 
Lieut. Edward Peary, an American, 
reached latitude 82 degrees 45 min­
utes in an attempted dash for the 
Pble, on the northern coast of $pitz- 
berg, in 1827.

The ill-faled expedition of the Eng­
lish admiral. Sir John Franklin, was 
indirectly responsible for much val­
uable Arctic exploration.

The only really serious balloon at­
tempt that has ever been attempted 
to reach the Pole was that of Andre, 
a Norwegian, and that probably has 
resulted fatally. Andre started from 
Danish Spitzbergen on July 11, 1897. 
In the balloon with him- were Dr. S. 
T. Grindberg and Herr Fraenckel. 
His balloon was 67 feet in diameter, with 
a capacity of 170.000 cubic feet.

Toronto. Sept. 2.—“West wing of the 
Parliament buildings on fire!"

Such was the message telephoned into 
the central fire station from the Attor­
ney-* tenoral's Department shortly lie fore 
1 o’clock yesterday afternoon.

It, was twenty-two minutes later when 
the fire brigade nflhlc its appearance in 
Queen’s Park.

Meantime the flames had burst 
through the roof, swept along the sup­
porting timbers and enveloped the upper 
Corridors. Volumes of smoke clogged the 
building and the top storey had fallen.

OUTBREAK WAS SUDDEN.
The conflagration seemed to break out 

in a moment. The Cabinet had gone 
into session in -the council chamber at 
the eastern end. Many of the employees 
were enjoying the luncheon hour. Par­
ties of tourists were "strolling leisurely 

to lone the corridors. With a startlingly 
sudden intonation the glas-covered ceil­
ing at the western end of' the main 
building gave way and" crashed with a 
beam of burning ^timber to the ground 
floor, three storeys below.

MR. ROGERS’ WRIST BROKEN.
Through the aperture the roof glowed 

livid in fire, lie blaze burst out in wild 
flames, ami the building was instantly 
in an uproar. With commendable 
promptness Inspector Joseph E. Rogers 
threw the interior hydrant open, break­
ing his right, wrist in so doing, and 
Messrs. C\ Jennings and J. IT. Bradshaw 
had the hose playing almost immedi­
ately.

Meantime the Cabinet had hastily 
risen ami the Ministers hurried to the 
scene. Directions were given and mes­
sengers flew hither and thither, carry­
ing valuable provincial papers to places 
of safety.

THE PREMIER TAKES CHARGE.
Under the personal command of. Sir 

•lames Wnitney. who stood at the head 
of the stairs, the parliamentary fire 
department commenced , operations, 
throwing four streams of water. The 
Premier had energetic lieutenants in 
Mr. A. W. Campbell. Deputy Minister of 
Public Works, and Architect Heakes. 
While his ministerial chief was directng 
the fire-fighting, Hon. W. J. JIanna. the 
Provincial Secretary, organized the«ataff 
into a salvage corps to save papers and 
documents in various departments. The 
Minister assigned to the officers of each

branch the responsibility for the papers 
in their charge, with the result that the 
important documents were speedily de­
ported to places of safety.

WORKED LIKE FIRE-FIGHTERS.
The Ministers worked and sweated 

like firemen. Sir James, in the drench­
ing water, his beg rimmed face sheltered 
by upturned collar, and his hat broken 
in by falling debris, was in the thick of 
the fire-fighting. Hon. Mr. Hanna, 
equipped in an old coat and cap and 
heavy gloves, was assisting the men who 
were removing property. Hon. Mr. Foy 
and Mr. Chas. Chase worked near Sir 
James, the latter with his coat off and 
the perspiration dripping from his face. 
Ministers, Deputy Ministers and clerks 
commingled as volunteer fire-fighters.

Messrs. J. L. Counsell, Gordon South­
ern and Hope Gibson, Hamilton mem­
bers of the Zingari cricket team, play­
ing on the University grounds, assisted 
in getting out three lines of hose inside 
the building.

It would lie about l.go o'clock, with a 
roar, the whole centre of the wing crash­
ed down, wiping out a considerable por­
tion of the library, one of the largest 
and most important in Canada. The city 
fire department were now on the scene 
and taking charge, and his friends urg­
ed the Premier to desist.

Papers, books, documents and furni­
ture were now clogging the smoke- 
beclouded nnd watery corridors, and 
were being carried out as rapidly as pos­
sible. Burning debris seemed to be fall­
ing everywhere, and men were engaged 
in removing the paintings and pictures 
from the main corridor.

While the firemen were concentrat­
ing their energies on the north end of 
the wing, Hon. Mr. Foy discovered 
that flames were spreading over the 
roof of the Chamber, and there was 
danger of the legislative halls going. 
Firemen and civil servants, headed by 
the Attorney-General himself, wit.h 
axes, hurried to cut off the connection. 
LOSS OF PROVINCIAL LIBRARY.

Unfortunately, in the meantime the 
fire had eaten its way down to the 
Provincial Library, and while a hun­
dred workmen were at work prepar­
ing the foundation of the new fire­
proof wing where the literary trea­
sures of Ontario were to be housed, 
200,000 volumes, to say nothing of à 
multitude of records which cannot be 
replaced, were going up in flames or 
being water-soaked. The tremendous 
draft created drove half-burned pages 
afloat over the park, and the Provincial 
Treasurer almost pathetically drew the 
attention of a newspaper man to a 
scorched page of a pamphlet dated 1851 
which he had picked up.

By half-past 1 the fire \pd spread 
to the north and enveloped “the insur­
ance department— it was almost

ironic in view of the fact that not a
cent of insurance is carried on the 
contents of the building —and as it 
was impossible to approach the flames 
directly, efforts had to be concentrated 
on their restriction to the upper floors 
of the west wing.

REVISED LAWS LOST.
Two years’ work of the Statute Re­

vision Committee may be lost. Al­
though the Law-Clerk’s office was not 
gutted, yet a mass of debris fell 
through the ceiling, and the whole 
place was water-soaked, destroying, it 
is feared, the work of thé committee of 
Judges which has beé’n engaged in 
revising the law of Ontario.

Similarly the records of births, 
deaths, and marriages in the Regis­
trar's Department, suffered, but it is 
hoped that a Urge majority of these 
valuable documents will still be de­
cipherable.

One of the chief sufferers by the 
fire is Mr. H. Sydere, Clerk of the 
Legislative Assembly, who lost his en­
tire Parliamentary library, consisting 
of some 1,500 volumes. The books 
included records of debates and com­
pilations of Parliamentary statistics 
which cannot be replaced. So far as 
the Province itself is concerned, but 
few documents of value were lost in 
Mr. Sydere's department, the record 
of the fast general election . having 
been burnt in June last, according to 
the provisions of the statute.

District Chief Smedley, of the Yonge 
Street Fire Hall, was in all- probability 
the first member of the City Fire Bri­
gade upon the scene. Headquarters, 
acting upon the still alarm which 
was turned in. ’phoned the Yonge 
street hall, and Chief Smedley immedi­
ately proceeded to the Parliament build­
ings. On his arrival he appreciated the 
situation and turned in a general alarm.

THE DEPARTMENTS DESTROYED.
The departments practically destroy­

ed include the Provincial Library, the 
offices of the health department, the 
labor department, Hon. J. S. Hendrie’s 
offices, Hon. Adam Beck's offices, the 
Registrar-General’s offices, the offices 
of Lieut.-Col. Delamere. Assistant 
Clerk of the House, and Sergt.-at-Arms 
Glackmeyer's private offices. Those 
badly damaged include the law offices 
department; the Qntario Railway 
Board’s offices; the offices of Mr. A. 
H. Sydere, Clerk of the House ; the 
King's Printer's department ; the of 
fires of the Archivist ; the offices .of 
Hon. A. G. MacKay. leader of the Op­
position ; the offices of the Provincial 
Geologist; the Parliamentary committee 
rooms, and the members’ reading room.

The official Provincial statement of 
exptnditure shows that the total cost of 
the new Parliament and departmental 
buildings was $1,282,679.

Carried high by the wind, a cloud 
of burning cinders up to 2 o’clock 
endangered the surrounding property, 
but fortunately none secured a hold. 
At a quarter to 2 a hose was rushed 
through the main entrance and the 
stream turned upwards against the 
heated mass, while holes were being' 
hacked through the flooring to enable 
the water to flow back into the already 
half-flooded basement.

The fire was completely under con­
trol by .3 o’clock, but the brigade re­
mained on duty for several hours 
thereafter, whijn, an engine and. sev­
eral men remained till this morning. No 
chances were taken, as it was feared 
that some smouldering embers might 
have been carried to other parts of tlie 
building.

Many were the enquiries regarding 
the fire and the Premier received a 
number of messages expresajve of re­
gret at the loss the Province had sus-

ORIGIN OF THE FIRE.
The fire broke out apparently just 

in the conjunction of the roofs of the 
west wing and the main building. It 
originated in what may be understood 
as the attic of the building, where a 
perfect maze of timbers cross and re- 
cross one another, and interlaced with 
which were numerous wires connected 
with the electrical equipment of the 
building.

At first it was thought that the con 
flugration originated in a short-circuit­
ing of one of the service wires, but 
it is only a few months ago that the 
whole system was overhauled, on the 
advice of the Fire Underwriters’ As­
sociation, and the. most approved 
methods bf wiring installed, at a cost 
of something like $10,000. Inquiry 
would seem to point to an entirely dif­
ferent cause for the origin of the fire.

For some time past employees of 
the Matthews Roofing Company have 
been engaged in repairing the roof of 
the west wing, and, in carrying out 
their work, have been utilizing a small 
charcoal stove for the purpose of 
heating their tools. It is thought 
that a spark blown from the stove, 
while the workmen were at lunch, was 
the- origin of the disaster. The matter 
was placed before the Cabinet yesterday 
afternoon, and there will be a thorough 
investigation made by the officers of the 
Attorney-General's Department.

lion. A. J. Matheson, the Provincial 
Treasurer, told a reporter that the total

It may seem curious that the contents 
of the building were not covered bv in­
surance. The facts of the case arc “that 
the Government drew up their own 
schedule of insurance and form of policy 
based upon a premium of one per cent, 
for a period of three years, or one-third 
of one per cent, per year, for the build­
ing and fixtures only. 4

CABINET MEETS.
Immediately after it was assured that 

the conflagration was under control Sir 
James Whitney issued a hurry-up call 
for a meeting of the Cabinet. All the 
ministers were in attendance, with the 
exception of Hon. Frank Cochrane, who 
was in Hamilton, and the Hon. 1. B. 
Lucas, and many of them arrived still 
bearing signs in the shape of smoke and 
grime of the personal part they had 
played in the efforts to subdue the 
flames.

Col. Hendrie 
suggested to the Government that, in 
view of the danger from fire, the entire 
roof of. the building should la* recon­
structed. and in view of the need of 
further office accommodation, another 
storey added. The estimated expendi­
ture was then placed at $200.iMMt. and 
the Government hesitated upon em­
barking on it. Subsequently it was de­
cided that the erection of an entirely 
new wing would lx* the better course 
to follow.

HENDRIE CASE.
Police Incline to Thiak Hr Wn 

Murdered.

Can Find No Instrument With Which 
He Could Hare Suicided.

Saj-nia, Sept. 1. Search how they will, 
Provincial Detective Sarvis and the po­
lie* of Sarnia cannot find the instrument 
that caused the. death of William Hen­
due in a lone room at Wees Beach Hotel 
on Monday evening, where lie was found 
with his jugular veing severed.

The deepest of mystery surrounds the 
complicated and sad affair. Manv are 
of the. opinion that it will add one more 
cum* to Canada’s chapter of mysteries.

That the .man's "jugular was cut, that 
if was done while many people were in 
the close vicinity, that he died from loss 
of blood as a result, are fa**Us which no 
one denies. Who committed the deed is 
the question?

The suicide theory is not considered at 
all. That the man met with foul play 
is the belief of the police.

True, some of the relatives of the de­
ceased are slightly inclined to think that 
he did commit suicide. But they are 
ready and hopeful that the police will be 
aide to convince them otherwise.

The family of the dead man state em­
phatically that they are sure that he did 
not take his own life, yet his many 
friends that lie made in >trrnm during 
his some 25 years’ residence there, ore 
inclined to the suicide theory.

"I don’t believe, in fact. I am sure that 
Hendrie did not commit suicide,” said a 
friend of the dead man. "He was not of 
that disposition, lie was a man that 
wht^Nie was taken with a slight pain of 
any kincf he would call a couple of doc­
tors for fear that he was going to die."

Every inch of the basement of the ho­
tel has been covered with a fine tooth 
comb by the police and Detective Servis 
in an effort to try and find the weapon 
which was the means of Hendrie’s death.

While this was going on there was a 
minor in Sarnia, which for a finie creat­
ed somewhat of a sensation. It was to 
the effect that a man had been arrested 
charged with the murder.

Chief of Police Crawford said that no 
arrests have l>een made and that none 
would be made until after the inquest 
to-morrow night, if any were to be made

In the meantime, before the inquest to- 
morrow afternoon, the funeral of the de­
ceased will be held. The cortege bearing 
the remains of the deceased will leave 
the Wees Beach Hotel at 2.3ft for the 
Lake view cemetery, where interment will 
be made.

FOUR-TRACK TUNNEL
G. T. R. WILL BUILD ONE FROM 

DETROIT TO WALKERVILLE.

An Option Already on Strip of Land 
—Wabash is Declared to be Di­
rectly Interested in the Schema.

Detroit. Sept. 2.'—That the Grand 
Trunk Railroad Company will construct . 
a four-track tunnel from the foot of De- 
qiiindre street. Detroit, beneath the De­
troit River to Walkervillé, is now said to 
be practically assured.

It is given out from authoritative 
sources that the Canadian trunk line ha» 
secured an option on a strip of land ex­
it* i: ding three miles back from the river 
at \\ aikerville. This option, it ia said, i» 
lor three years.

The Grand Trunk Railroad has made 
a.) attempt to effect a physical conneo- 
tioi; with the Michigan Central near 
W indsor, it was stated. Moreover, the 
Gland Trunk will not attempt to do so. 
The railroad :s now planning to con­
struct a tunnel twice the size of that lac­
ing built by the Michigan Central. It 
will have a four-track tube instead of 
a two track tunnel, such as the Michigan 
Central has.

According to an engineer familiar with 
tlie work of the Michigan Central tunnel, 
tin cost of a tube sueli as is planned bv 1 
'ho Grand Trunk will !>e from $1,800,000 
to $2.500,000. it is said that the Grand 
Irunk will soon decide whether to build 
a tunnel of four circular tubes, each con­
taining one track, or to construct one 
of two elliptical tubes, each containing 
two tracks.

* It is said that the Wabash Railroad is 
directly interested, also, in the proposi­
tion to build another tunnel. The Mich­
igan Ventral and the Wabash are strong 
rival* for freight business iù the East.

Yesterday' according to 
Father G lee son, she telephoned him to 
tell him the news she had received. The 
message she read to him was as follows:

“Have placed the Stare and «tripes 
on the North Pole.”

She explained it was from Dr. Cook, 
and bad been sent in àccordanoe with an 
agreement between them that he wx>*d 
let her have the first* news of his ex- 
putition. 9

SHACKLETON TALKs!
London, Sept. 2.—After reading a brief 

summary of Dr. Frederick A. Cook’s ac­
count of his dash to the North Pole, 
Lieut. Ernest H. Shackleton, who recent­
ly fed an expedition to the South Polar 
regions, said that nobody had anv right 
to be skeptical. There waa nothing in 
the explorer’s statement but what was 
possible after he got within 200 miles 
of the Pole, and after reaching the Pole, 
and after getting back to Sodd I*and, 
there wae nothing to prevent jbt. Cook 
living with the Eskimos until this year.

“Consequently,” the lieutenant con­
tinued, “I do not think the time it took 
him to return is against hie statement. 
The question is, what distance was he 
actually from the Pole when he started 
with his Eskimos? He must have done 
12 milee a day to cover the distance 
given in 35 days. No other expedition 
has been able to do anything near this. 
In the north one or two miles a day ii 
considered good progress, but Cook must 
have travelled over absolutely smooth 
ice, which ÿ a condition that is unique.”

Lieut. Shackleton’e statement is based 
on the reporte that Dr. Cook was at 
Cape Hubbard on March 17. and that he 
reached the Pole on April 21, 1908. Cape 
Hubbard is at the northernmost point 
of Grinnell’s Island, and said to be be­
tween 300 and 400 miles from the Pole.

To cover this distance in 35 days Dr. 
Cook would have had to travel kt the 
rate of from ten to thirteen miles a day. 
DUKE OF ABRU?ZI ON DISCOVERY.

Rome, Sept. 2.—The Duke of the 
Abruzjsi, since hie own Arctic expedition 
in 1900, has been keenly interested in 
Polar exploration, and before he left for 
the Himalaya Mountains he expressed 
the opinion that Dr. Frederick A. Cook 
wae “perhaps the man destined to accom­
plish this great feat," which may be the 
greatest achievement of the twentieth 
century.” He based his opinion on what 
he heard of Dr. Cook's former journeys 
and his preparations for thiT one.

In a letter received recently at Turin 
from the Duke, the royal explorer asked 
if, anything was heard, and expressed 
the belief that he would surpass all his 
predecessors on the road to the Pole.

New York, Sept." 2.—Infatuated With 
his twelve-year-^jd stepsister, Stella ; 
Freedman, and almost insane because 
the girl refused to marry him, Arthur ; 
YVinterstein, 24 years old, a baker of 13 
YY'est 112th street, shot her three times 
yesterday with a revolver purchased 
with money lent him by the girl’s moth­
er. He is locked up in the East 104th 
street station for the shooting and ^the 
girl is in a critical condition at the Har­
lem Hospital.

A year ago last March Arthur  ̂YYlnter- 
stein camey^iome after an unexplained 
absence ofvnearly ten years and found 
that hiffcfather had married again fthd 
that the family were preparing to dële- 
brate the eleventh birthday of his stop- 

sister, Stella Freedman. Arthur, then 23 
years old, thought that Stella waa the 
prettiest girl he had seen in all his wan­
derings. She was large for her age, with 
dark hair and eyes and the clear, though 
dark, complexion of a child. He bought 
her a fine silk handkerchief for her birth­
day and from then on was assiduous in 
his devotion. So insanely jealous did he 
become that" he begrudged every moment 
the girl spent apart from him and finally 
decided that they must marry at once.

Stella, however, was sensible. “For 
why should I marry with you?” . she 
would say. “I want to be‘just a. girl 
and have good times yet, like other girls. 
Sure I love with you, but I love with vou 
like brothers and sisters, not like mar­
ried peoples." That was when she took \ 
him seriously, sometimes she derided his 
pleadings, and then Arthur was almost 
crazy.

Stella attended the public school 
across the street from her home at 1985 
Lexington avenue. She expected to én- 
tey the fifth A grade this fall and:was 
very proud of her advancement. In Vàfca- 
tion time she helped her aunt, Mrs. Ella 
Reichard, in her candy .shop, beneath her 
home. Monday night she spent with her 
aunt becauM her own family was moving 
to 112th afreet, and yesterday a little 
l>efore noon as she stood behind the 
counter Arthur walked in with her 
mother, Mrs. YVinterstein. He had not 
seen Stella in twenty-four hours and.was 
sjlent and moody. After walking about 
the shop nervously for a few moments he 
leaned across the counter.

“Stella, have you decided for sure 
whether you will marry me or not?" he 
asked. .

“Oh, you go away, you make me tir­
ed,” said the $jrl. -■: >

He looked at her for a minute without 
saying anything and then, picking up his 
hat, lie said to Mrs. YY’interstein; “Xam 
tired to-day too, mother; let yg" go 
home." %Thcn he waited for her to pre­
cede him out of the shop.

Just as he reached the street he pulled 
the revolver from his pocket and fired .: 
three shots in quick succession across the 
counter at the girl. She fell with • bullet 
in her breast, another in her shoulder 
and the third in her thigh. Mrs. Reich- 
ard tried to seize his arm and--he'fired 
his two remaining shots at her, but bliss­
ed. Then he walked slowly out of the 
store, (he crowd which the firing had 
gathered making way for him, and see­
ing Policemen Carr and Prazak, of the 
East 104th street station, walking, .to­
ward him he went to meet them.

"\Y’’ell, here I am,” he said as they 
seized his arms.

He could only shake his head 
as he surveyed the ruins and direct the 
cutting of holes in the floor to let out 
the lakes that had accumulated. In 
Mr. Sydere’s room stood a large aquar­
ium. in which his fine gold fish were 
kept. The little things apparently took 
not the slightest hurt.

THE RUIN DANGEROUS.
The sooner the work of clearing away 

the wreckage of the western wing is 
begun the het-ter, for as it stands it is 
very dangerous. Many of the big beams 
are burned almost through, and a slight 
shock would bring them down. The 
members of the Railway Board have 
been advised not to spend any more 
time than necessary in the offices, as 
the ceiling is sagging already. The dam­
age in their offices is lees than would 
he expected. The records and books 
were saved, and the private libraries of 
the members are not badly damaged.

The Parliament buildings should have 
had a fireproof roof put on long ago. 
That was what several men in the 
buildings aaid this morning ‘after they 
had explored the garret of the east 
wing. Pretty near the first thing a 
man thinks is “XX’hat a fine place to 
start a fire.”

DETECTIVE MILLER BUSY.
All night long the smoldering mins 

were carefully watched on the outside. 
A sergeant ami twelve policemen guard­
ed every approach to the buildings. In­
side Provincial Detectives Greer and 
Miller and sixteen men watched every­
where. Just as soon as daylight per­
mitted it Detective Miller organized a 
salvage corps, and out of the still glow­
ing ruins saved scores and score* of 
books, which would otherwise have been 
destroyed by water, which is soaking 
everywhere.

A Cabinet meeting is being held this 
morning, and the situation will he dis­
cussed thoroughly. It $s more than 
probable that one outcome of the fire 
will Ik* the organization of an efficient 
and thoroughly drilled fire force inside 
the building.

The sets of fire axes and crowbars 
which were installed beside all the ele­
vators were most useful yesterday. Had 
the axes not been at hand the* water 
could scarcely have been prevented from 
flooding the east wing. The offices of 
the Hydro-Electric Power ( 'ommission in 
the buildings were completely destroyed. 
The apartments of Hon. J.' S. Hendrie 
and Hon. Adam Beck were partly ruined. 
Of course numerous documents"cont a in- 
ed in them were destroyed, but the great 
bulk of the papers and plans were in the 
down town offices.

The Cabinet sitting will probably he 
a lengthy one. and Sir-James Whitney 
intimated that steps would be taken at 
once to repair and rebuild the portion 
destroyed. It is probable that a com­
prehensive plan of fire proofing the 
whole building may lx* undertaken.
