TO-MORROW IN COURT —
AND NO DANIEL?

The points “reserved” at the trial
of Captain Tower in St. John, by
the Chief Justice, will be argued
during the week before the full
bench of Judges. The argument
will commence to-morrow in the
County Court House, but will,
before conclusion, probably
taken down to the Supreme Court.

Not a little interest is felt by
busy-bodies as to whether Judge
Palmer will be -able to sit on this
important case, or not, but we
would remind such in this con-
nexion that the Judge is a gentle-
mon of a very strong constitution
and great nerve.

It is regretted by some that
things have so turned out that the
Court could not have the benefit of
Judge Palmer’s advice and judg-
ment-extraordinary, in this matter
as in the matter of the constitu-
tionality of the Canada Temper-
ance Act. The Judge knows law
enough,—there is no objection to
him on that account for this case,—
but then |--he has the misfortune
of being able to penetrate the
future so far, to forecast coming
events so accurately, as to
be nothing short of a prodigy.
And for this very
heaven given  faculty, he
is assailed and attacked by unin-
spired men, the sunset of whose
lives never gives them “mystical
lore” at all. Justlookatit. A ship
called the ‘Brothers’ Pride’ is owned
by Mr (now Judge) Palmer. She

. is not a very good ship, neither is
she a very bad ship. She had been
running many a time and oft before
under moderate insurance, but be-
fore Captain Tower tried to scuttle
her, before she left Cardenas, Mr
Palmer does nothing butinsures her
up to the highest. . This the whole
offence, and for it Mr Palmer must
be looked upon with suspicion, be-
cause he seemed from the facts to
be able to foretell that Captain
Tower would scuttle her, a gift
given to nobody since the time of
Mrs Shipten—peace be to that
lady’s ashes—down to the present.
Instead of allowing our uncharitable

i tongues to breathe aught against
lawyer Palmer, we ought to thank
heaven that, inspired as a lawyer,
he carries that spirit of prophecy to
the bench. Why, didn’t he say the
decision of the other judges would
be reversed ¢n 7e the Ten-Gallon
Huxter-Shop Act, and was it not re-
verged? In olden times, too, many
a holy prophet had to suffer death
for his spirit of prophecy, a faculty
over which the poor seer had no
control.

CH ALLEMEL-LACOUR.

THE above rather noted charac-
ter is ambassador at the court of St
James. Rumor has made him
guilty of two or three offences,
which, according to the ethics of
Mr O’Donnell and others, should
disqualify him for the confidence of
the Government, the Court and the
Queen. Some days ago Mr O’Don-
nell made a motion inthe Commons
enquiring if the rumors referred to
were true. It was declared that
enquiry was impertinent, and the
House adjourned routine business
to “talk over the matter.” After
some discussion, Mr O’Donnell was
declared out of order, and that fiery
gentleman retorted that Mr Glad-
stone, who used certain language
towards a European King and had
afterwards swallowed his own
words before the nation, was try-
ing to muzzle freedom ot speech.

On Wednesday night last Mr
O'Donnell pressed his motion, but
a sudden murmur arose, through
which could be heard cries of
“Shame! Shame!” Some hissed and
others glowered darkly at O’Don-
nell, who stood up defiantly in his

- | place, piercing the Speaker through

and through with his glance. A
tew applauded, but it was a feeble
approval; and then the Speaker
told Mr O’Donnell if he would not
abide the decision of the chair, he
should take the consequences. Mr
O’Donnell chafed, and, glowering
furiously, strode out of the House,
followed by not a few hisses.
Great excitement prevailed
throughout London, which is des-
cribed in the words of a recent ca-
blegram :

No idea can be formed of the excite-
ment in Fleet street and the city about
the O’Donnell scene in Parliament. The
press messengers spread a rumor that
the Irish members were in open rebel-
lion and deadly oconflict with the
Government. It was said that Mr
Biggar had defied any member of the
Government to mortal combat, and
that the Premier had ordered the mem-
ber into custody of the Sergeant-at-
arms. — A party of mounted-constables
happening to pass through the Strand
westward, while this sensational storm
was in circulation, it was concluded
that they were an escort on the way to
bring the rebels to the tower. At once
a movement was made to the yard of the
palace, and at 8 o’clock 3,000 people
were massed in the enclosure, gazing
patiently at Wesminster Hall. Mean-
while, newsboys went rushing around,
yelling. There was a great rush in the
Eouse in the hope of seeing more fun,
but the people were disappointed. For
the present O’Donnell is a very much
crashed Commoner. An explanation
of O'Donnell’s attack on M. Lacour is
given by the Paris correspondent of tlie
Pall Mall Gazette. He says a Home
Rule member of Parliament is the Lon-
don correspondent of I’ Univers, which
may have prompted the attack. It is
reported that a friend of M. Challemel
Lacour has sent a challenge to Mr
O’Donnell to fight. Mr O’Donnell will
not accept,

Perhaps the better way to treat
slanderers is to pay no attention to
them ; and it would be much better
if both the Ambassador and his
friends allowed Mr O’Donnell to go
on : because the time comes when
people of his stripe get to the end
of their tether, and come to grief.

NOT GOING TO RETIRE.
Jupge WELDON has informed
some of his friends that he has no
notion of retiving from the Bench
this fall, feeling that he is just as
competent to try u case and give
a judgment as ever he was. If the
Judge lived to be 150 years old,
he would hold that opinion, no
doubt, and perhaps more strongly
still than he does now. A man
never loses anything in his own
estimation no matter how his stock
may have gone down in everybody
elses.

Now we know nothing of Judge
Weldons judicial attainments, nor is
it our business, just now,to enquire
what they are. But we do know
that he is a very old man, has “liv-
ed long enough”—in a legal sense
—and should now betake himself
to some quiet cottage and amuse
his second youth by looking on at
the turmoil and bustle of the gen-
eration. There is not a
man in the country but respects
Judge Weldon, for honorable
dealings and integrity of purpose,
but the feeling is just as general
that the time has come when he
should resign his chair to some
other man.- The judge may take
our word this is public sentiment
and since this is so, thereislittle in
the name of “judge” to justify his

braving this public opinion.
His term expires this
fall, but  his office s

not terminable by charter on that
account. There is only one way

of getting rid of a Judge when his
term expires, and that is by im-
peachment.

IT is not unlikely that Mr H B
Rainsford will institute immediate
proceeding against the Cat’s Paws
of the Canada Temperance Act for
dragging Mr Robt. Rainsford away
from his business and arraigning
him like a criminal on an intangible
and flimsy pretext. We are of;
the  opinion that both Mr
Atherton, who occupies the
position of. preventative officer
rather than that to which he
was gazetted,and Magistrate Marsh
are both transcending thair_duty.
Great zeal may be the cause of this
stréhge divergence, or great fear,
which is more potent still, may be
at the bottom of it. To the magis-
trate, his position is much, to the
Customs officer his position is a
great deal; but it should occur to
both that duty overdone is as bad
as duty neglected; and that the
golden medium which regulates
earth and heaven, and all well-or-
dered things in both, they should
try to follow, fearing, then, no man
nor woman, whether fanatios or well
ordered citizens.

A Suggestion.

‘We have taken the trouble to enquire of
a2 number of farmers what modes they think
best to adopt against the Potato Beetle. A
very intelligent one of these farmers said:
“The best plan I know of is to plant innew
Jand. In old land, the ground is full of the
beggars’ eggs, and as soon as the heat comes
they turninto heetles. This is why in old
lund, it is impossible to raise “cpops at all.
The under part of the vine is all covered with
eggs, and as soon as the bug comes, it crawls
up on the top, and eats down to the stalk.
In new land there are no eggs in the ground,
and a palch may escape the whole year
without bein%visited by the pests.” He re-
commended boiled cedar or hemlock, and
thinks the fountain pump or sprinkler indes-

pensable. ‘

Wheat

1t gives n6 small degree of satisfaction to
learn from every quarter that larger quan-
tities of wheat haye been sown this year
than for many years before. In olden times
the farmers of New Brunswick sowed wheat
that equalled any grown across the border,
but suddenly the weevil fell upon it, and the
farmers in despair gave up the industry. But
the weevil was not the rnﬁa, but the exception
to the rule. Because the rust strikes the
potato crop, that does not give sufficient cause
for ceasing to plant potatoes. The writer
remembers when the *blight” first took the
potato crops in Newfoundland: how farmers
trembled and had not heart to plant. But
the cyg assed there; it passed here, as
choler? diphtheria pass away from man.
Weevil may come again, but nature through
a Proyidence will not bave her ends defeated
by accidents.

Fifty years may go by and the farmer may
not see the weevil; or half that time may not
go by ere something else may fall upon it.

ut these as we huve said are * aecidents.”
The Government and some of the intelli-
gent mnewspapers ran wild about beets,
and kept their tongues still and their
bands tied about wheat. They
either too niggardly to give a bonus
for wheat ruaising, or preferred squan-
dering on volunteer or steamboat service.

The Rambles of Our
Correspondent.

DOWN THROUGH A DESOLATE
COUNTRY TO RIVIERE DU
LOUY.

Madame then took off the tea kettle
from the stove, poured some hot water
into the milk, stirred it up and again
handed it to her pets, and this time
they greedily lapped up the milk. Puss
was so dainty, the lady of the house
informed me, that she would not take
milk unless it were new or had been
previously warmed.

Dinner over, we harnessed up again,
and proceeded on our down hill jour-
ney, (for the road is nearly all down
hill from le Belle’s to Riviere du Loup)
through a very stony and miserable
country, with only here and there an
unfortunate settler it it, until we came
near the point where the road crosses
the St Francis at a distance of sixteen
miles from the town of Riviere du Loup.
Here we saw on the right hand side of
the road a cluster of miserable and
deserted shanties and extensive chop-

.—% could not imagine that any
one with common sense should cut the
woods away that concealed from view
the solid mass of boulders which occu-
picd the place of earth.

On questioning my driver, he said
that ¢‘ some few years ago there was a
number of Indians living on Isle Verte
that the Government of the Province of
Quebec, wishing to buy their property
there from them, agreed to purchase it
and also to give them some excellent
land on which to settle. The result
was they gave these rocks to the poor
wretches who, rather than starve, soon
deserted them and their shanties, the
boards to build which had been hauled
all the way from Riviere du Loup, a
distance of eighteen miles.”

In the early afternoon we reached Mr
Fournier’s, close to the bridge over the
St Francis, a branch ¢ f the St John. It
is here,a large and deep stream, capable
of floating a batteau or loaded canoe.
Mr Fournier informed me that strangers
in former times he had often gone down
this river to the main St John, he was
afraid that there would be too many
jams of trees and logs to allow a canoe
descending it with comfort.

The white fish or gizzard do not as-
cend the St Francis to this point which
is two miles below the St Francis Lake
but stop at the mouth of Blue River. A
vast extent of country on the head of
St Francis and its tributary Blue River
is very barren and stoney and has but
a small aud stunted growth of wood;
large quantities Balm of Gileads border
the roads, other woods indicative of
poor soil occur also along the route:
the spruces are all of the white variety
and have a very stunted appearance.

‘When we first saw Mr Fournier he
was like Cincinnatus at the plough, but
what a plough! the beam rested on an
axle with two wheels which had a
diameter of about 2§ feet. As
we were leaving mnext morning my
driver asked me if I had noted this, I
told him Yes, when he said this is one
of the things that the inhabitants
brought from France with them and
which some of them will still stick to.
After leaving the St Francis we passed
through a most miserable country for
eight or ten miies, ;the numbers of

we passed them, and here it may be
mentioned as an evidence of the conser-
vative character of the habitants that
for 20 years theSe mile posts from Ed-
mundston to Riviere du Loup, have
stood uninjured: had they been in
New Brunswick how few would have
been standing to-day. Long before we
came to the settlement close to Riviere
du Loup we could see the Saint Law-
rence, and the vast hills on its north
shore, as well as the Islands which lie
near Riviere du Loup. When within a
few miles of the town we came to cot-
tages with their little gardens, accom-
panied by the invariable beds of
onions, while beside many a door
hung purple clusters of lilacs now in
full%]oom. We drove over the bridge
near the station and across the railroad
in a hurry as our country horse did not
like the appearance of the engine. A
tew moments brought us in‘sight of the
pretty. town of Riviere du Loup, with
its very handsome church, whose noble
spire is the first thing to attract the
travellers attention as he drives near
the town; but I must leave Riviere de
Loup and its surroundings for the pre-
sent, lest your readers should weary
with my long story. %

Colonization in New Brunswick has
evidently a friend in the present Sur-
veyor General, and ‘the Province has
perhaps never had a more efficient and
energetiesgentleman at the head of the
Crown Lands Department. Having a
thorough appreciation of the advantages
of the Provinces to be derived from the
settlement of the wilderness lands and
a knowledge of the difficulties and
hardships the pioneers ot the forest
have to encounter, he is always ready
to lend aid and encouragement by his
kindly and frequent visits to the settle-
ments.

A Bad Omen for our Lumber Trade.

Three or four years ago it became
apparent to lumbermen that solne sort
of a ¢ disease’’ had taken the spruce
forests in various parts of the Province.
This disease might be called a blight or
a blast, and it moved in certain cycles
and in certain lines. It has beentraced
in many cases from the edge of a clear-
ing for twenty miles through the
primest forests. Its peculiarities are
these: After the tree is struck, the
lower branches begin {o wither, and
within three or four years there is only
asmall bunch of green boughs to be
seen at the top. Gradually, too, these
wither, the tree becomes ‘‘sap soaked,”
and decay sets in. Inview of this fact,
Mr A. Gibson will, next year, carry on
fully twice the past- year’s operations;
and will so continue for three or four
vears. It is better, he feels, that the
logs shounld be cut and disposed of than
that they should .be allowed to rot in
the woods. Mr Gibson possesses some
of the finest lumber tracts alc..g the
Nashwaak that ever eye was put upon,
but large areas of it have been blasted
by this strange and subtle agency, in
the manner we have described. Of
late years, too, the lumbermen
in various other parts of th: Province
who has not realized that the spruce
has been “‘blasted,’” often marvelled to
himself at the number of ‘‘dead spruce
lately."”

We do not kuow. in scientific parl-
ance what to call this blast; but we be-
lieve that every thing that grows, and
finds development under fixed laws,
is subject from time to time to blast, or
blight. The potato takes the rust; the
wheat the weevil; cattle take murrain,
man takes epidemics; the Swiss takes
the goitre, and fishes often times with-
out apparent causes have been fo_und
dead in heaps along the shore. Guille-
mot swarmed upon the New Brunswick
coast a few years ago, swollen and dis-
eased, and died by thousands—certain
seasons strawberry blossoms are blast-
ed, while the nights have seen no
frost. .

There is a hidden hand operating in
mysterious ways throagh all depart-
ments of creation, that puzzles the sage
and the philosopher. The samre power
that brings forth the tender bud from
the ground and ordains that that bud
shall become a giant treec in time,
sends along too the blast that destroys
the migh‘zy trunk and branches in their
pride. e shall not here enquire the
why of the spruce blast, though the
cause it would give us some satisfaction
to be able to state.

empire cfreaxenhzn that wimhapw owned the sway of our
beloved Sovereign. He ddded to the statistics given By
the noble president the statement that there was nota
village now throughout British North America where
the people had not their newspapers containing the same
news as in the London dailies. He dilated on the value
of the press as a safety valve for the harmless escape of
feelings which, under despotic government, led to revo-
lutions and concluded by a warm ex{¥fession of his
sympathy with the subject of the press funds. He did
not say whether wretched looking brass spectacles,such
as Mr Brown wore at the investigation were a fit sub-
ject for the indignity of the press.
