When the young men of the coun-

to wear the uniform of a soldier, and
that -easy posts and good pay were
the prizes. The appeal went forth to
the highest and most heroic impul-
ses. The dangers were weighed. It
was in spite of wounds, privations,
imprisonments’ that they were to
venture theéir young lives and best
hopes, because their King and Coun-
try had need of them. ™

If parents would take the same
course. If the Call of the Church was
addressed to the noblest dreams and

L desires of young men, the ideal of

self sacrifice ;more and perhaps bet-
men, Would after turn towards
ministry. I have faith in appeal-
to the highest motives. If ease,
and good postiions, and lives shielded
from the sterner conflict ‘are the only
attractions ~which - will move our
young men, then the Church may as
well give up the idea of continuing
such a Minigtry. The work of the
Ministry does not mean worldly suc-
tess; or worldly comfort, or conspi-
cuous places.

The only consolation the
carriers have in connection ‘with the
situation at this cheery /Christmas
time is that there are not big snow
drifts to wade through in delivering
the big bundles of letters wad Christ-
mas parcels. Otherwise they are at
their wits end to handle the business
and so is Postmaster Carlisle and his
aides inside the building.

Even the stamp department at the
post office is crowded to‘dapacity and
if you want to buy stamps you have
to get in-line and await your turn.
That sometimes means a wait. of half
an hour or even longer. Many parcels
must be weighed, you know, and that
takes time.

So, if you happen to-be inia hurry,
get somebody else to buy your stamps
up,to Thursday night.

The posties are handling things
pretty well in spite of the rush, each’
man taking a boy or so along to help
out. No.doubt newspapers will be
missad in the hurry and rush but that
has to happen in the good oldChrist-
mas time.

OTTAWA, Dec. 22.—0On Monday a
general amnesty will be proclaimed
for all offenders under the Military
Service Act. It has been urged stren-
uously for some time by interested
parties that the pursuit of offenders
under this "Act. has been causing a
growing feeling of estrangement and
isolation in certain parts of Canada
where the war was too little preach-
ed.

Hawkins Estate and the loss on the
building and contents. is éstimated at
about $15,000 partly. covered by in-
surance.
