Next 
morning the burros were left behind, and 
with blankets and provisions we packed 
on. A blinding snow storm obliged anoth­
er camp, and the next morning we point­
ed for the great crater.

“ At midday the yawning bowl was 
reached. It is probably 250 feet across 
and 500 feet deep, with a bottom pierced 
with tunnels like a gigantic sponge. Out­
side was all snow and ice. Ten steps in­
side and all frost vanishes ; the therm­
ometer leaps seventy degrees. At the 
ragged lips of this ‘chimney of hell’ the 
guide is on his knees imploring the pro­
tection of Santa Maria.

“ Across the crater and 500 above rises 
the lone spur. It is covered with snow 
and ice. It took us an hour and a half to 
make the perilous ascent, but we made 
the trip and stood on the highest icy spur.

“ Then for the descent, which we found 
more hazardous than the ascent. Dark­
ness and a fearful snow storm caught us 
1,500 feet below. We had to camp in the 
snow, but the next morning made a quick 
trip to timber line, where we found our 
burros, and soon reached the base, where 
we could look back and see that icy peak 
reaching into a naked sky.”

STRONG MEN OF THE PAST.

The following curious advertisement 
appeared not long since in several Parisian 
papers : —

All persons of the female
SEX — between the ages of sixteen 

and forty — who will bring a long hair 
from their head to the Baron Arnold de 
Fortville will receive five francs on con­
dition that the said hair be from the head 
of the person who brings it.

The advertisement was genuine, and 
emanated from a well-known and eccen­
tric nobleman who wished to make him­
self a pillow composed of women’s hair. 
He had already amassed a considerable 
amount, when, on account of being greatly 
ridiculed, he was obliged to leave Paris. 
The Baron went from Paris to London, 
Rome, St. Petersburg, Vienna, Madrid, 
Lisbon, Stockholm gathering up Italian, 
Russian, German and English hair, to 
keep company with the French hair. 
After travelling some time the Baron re­
turned to Paris with his precious pillow 
filled with spoils of many lovely women— 
in fact he would often boast that more 
than 100,000 women had contributed to 
satisfy this strange whim — and at pre­
sent the Baron pleeps and dreams every 
night with his famous pillow.

On March 28, 1841, Thomas Thompson 
lifted three barrels of water, weighing to­
gether 1,836 pounds. He also put an iron 
bar on his back, seized hold of its two 
ends, and bent it until the latter met. On 
another occasion he raised with his teeth 
a table six feet long, supporting at its 
furthest end a weight of 100 pounds. He 
also tore without serious effort a rope of a 
diameter of two inches, and lifted a horse 
over a bar.

Some years ago a negro appeared in 
London who, with one hand and his arm 
out straight,lifted from the ground a chair 
on which was seated a full grown man 
having on his lap a child.

It is on record that a German called 
Buchholz lifted with his teeth a canon 
weighing about 200 pounds,and fired it off 
in that position. While performing at 
Epernay, in France,the same feat,the bar­
rel of the gun burst. Miraculously he 
was not killed although several of the 
fragments were thrown over fifty yards 
away.

There are stories of other strong men 
who did not appear in public. A butcher 
lived in South Holland who killed calves 
by strangling them. A Dutch Count,in a 
private entertainment, bent an iron bar 
by beating it with his right hand against 
his left arm, protected by a leather band­
age, bending it afterward straight again 
by beating it the other way.

Charles Louvier, a carpenter of Paris, 
found it child’s play to roll a tin basin be­
tween his fingers into a cylinder. On one 
occasion he carried off a soldier on guard 
who had gone to sleep in the sentry box, 
depositing both on a low churchyard wall 
close by. An equally amusing story is 
told of a Dane, Knut Kundson, a lock­
smith, who, while standing in a window 
on the ground floor, lifted with one hand 
half a bullock from the shoulder of a 
butcher who was toiling past with his 
load.

INLAND CHINA MISSION.

CAPTURED BY A WOMAN.

The first annual meeting of the North 
American branch of the Inland China 
Mission was held Thursday afternoon in 
Toronto. Mr. Elias Rodgers occupied the 
chair, and on the platform with him were 
Revs. Elmore Harris, John Alexander, R. 
P. McKay and F. A. Steven.

Rev. F. A. Steven, who now occupies 
the position of secretary of the North 
American branch, and who has spent 
eight years as a missionary in China, gave 
some interesting information in regard 
to missionary work in that country. He 
said the population of China was estimated 
at 382,000,000, and that only one in every 
1000 had ever heard of the Christian 
gospel. One-third of the heathen world 
lived in China. The China Inland Mis­
sion was non-sectarian. It was founded 
by Rev. J. H. Taylor in 1862, when two 
missionaries were sent out ; in 1864 four 
more followed, and two years later 15 
Were added to the number. There were 
now 440, counting men and women. Two 
years ago during Mr. Taylor’s visit to 
America 173 people volunteered as mis­
sionaries and of these 45 have been 
accepted, 26 now being in the field. The 
average receipts per annum for the first ten 
years of the life of the mission were 
$10,000, and last year this had run up to 
the large sum of $250,000. There are now 
four societies in connection with the 
mission, one each in England, Germany, 
Sweden and Norway.

Mrs. Steven, who has spent four and a 
half years in China, gave a few facts show­
ing what women were doing as evangelists 
there. With foreigners and natives there 
are now 707 women spreading the glad 
tidings, but there is need of thousands. 
Mr. W. E. Blackstone, of Chicago, also 
made a few remarks.

In 
modern Tarsus (says a writer in Black­
wood) you see what you think are work­
men engaged in drawing w’ater from a 
well : there is a windlass and a rope, but 
instead of a bucket of water up comes a 
fine hewn stone ; you approach the edge 
of the supposed well, and you look down 
to a depth of forty feet, and see that it is 
no well at all, but a quarry from which 
the men are bringing up the hewn stones 
of the former city to construct their own 
miserable tenements. Blocks of marble, 
sarcophagi, broken statuary, and many 
valuable relics of the past come up out of 
these walls ; and the fact soon becomes 
apparent that the Tarsus of St. Paul is as 
completely a buried city as Pompeii, and 
now reposes under a mass of earth — 
earth which has been washed down by 
floods from the mountains, and earth 
which has increased in bulk by a process 
of self-generation whieh only those can 
realise who have to do with ancient ruins, 
and the unaccountable way in which 
nature buries them when they are left to 
a process of decay. This obliteration is, 
of course, most marked in cities, like 
Tarsus, situated on a plain ; but even then 
we find few which have suffered so com­
plete and widespread an annihilation.

A solid, sensible-looking woman, who 
was bound east, entered the baggage rooms 
of the Third street depot leading a dog, 
and asked :

She managed to choke down her in 
dignation when told that no such change 
could be effected, but later on, in the 
waiting-room, she was giving her husband 
fits, and it was probably because he was 
satisfied with the rale of the road.

WELL QUALIFIED.

A well Known Hunter Telia of an Ad­
venture his Wife had with a Bear.

Chas. T. Powers, one of the veteran 
hunters of Maine, whose home is at 
Fowler’s Carry between Malnocket stream 
and the West Bangor waters, was in 
Bangor the other day. Owning a fine 
camp on the shores of South Twin lake, 
many Bangor sportsmen have visited the 
place, and “ Charlie,” as lie is commonly 
called, has hosts of friends in Bangor who 
were glad to welcome him during his stay.

In talking with a representative of the 
Bangor News he said he wished he was 
back home instead of in the city. Upon 
being asked the cause of this remark, lie 
replied : “ Well, there’s something about 
these ’ere streets, big stores and crowds 
that make me feel home sick. I’d mighty 
rather he off in the woods alone with 
nothing but the pines for company and 
pathless forests to these streets. It’s no 
use, I can’t get used to ’em and it makes 
me neryous to see all these people and 
not know one of ’em.”

“ Charlie ” and his wife live on a neat 
little farm, and although 12 miles from 
any neighbors, they say they never get 
lonesome.

IT DOES NOT MEAN ANNEXATION.

The New York Sun expresses the 
opinion that unrestricted reciprocity will 
indefinitely postpone annexation, which 
it seems to think will be the inevitable 
outcome of the existing condition of 
things — if it can be continued. The Sun 
urges that greater restrictions than ever 
be put upon Canadian trade in order “ to 
show the Canadians what they miss by 
remaining out of the union.” Our con­
temporary very clearly understands the 
situation. Under unrestricted reciprocity 
the last shred of annexation sentiment 
would be destroyed. In making any 
objections to reciprocity, the Sun stands 
practically alone. An impression seems 
to prevail in Canada that the people of 
the United States are anxious for annex­
ation ; when in point of fact the matter 
gives them very little concern. The 
papers when speaking of Canadian matters 
are apt, in a cavalier fashion, to dispose of 
them by suggesting annexation as a 
remedy, but this is rarely done seriously. 
If Canada were to-day to apply for ad­
mission into the union, it would by no 
means follow that the application would 
be granted instanter. The people of the 
republic have a good many problems 
already on their hands, parties are very 
evenly balanced, and the political leaders 
would have to consider a great many 
things before the terms of union would 
be settled. On the other hand, both 
parties favor a broad scheme of recipro­
city.

The United States has become a very 
wealthy country. It has an enormous 
amount of idle capital and it is constantly 
on the alert for new fields of enterprise. 
Its aim is commercial, not territorial ex­
pansion. Hence it is reaching out towards 
South America, and young as the year 
1891 is, it has already witnessed the in­
ception of the great Pan-American rail­
way scheme, which will within five years 
unite the two Americas. The great forces, 
which have been gathering strength on 
this continent during the last quarter of a 
century, are beginning to be felt, and the 
closing decade of the century will witness 
phenomenal progress. What share Canada 
will have of this will depend upon her­
self. If she shuts herself out by a high 
customs wall she will have to take the 
consequences. If she Will throw down 
the wall and accept the commercial ad­
vantages of her geographical position, 
there is before her an area of prosperity 
such as she has never enjoyed, and under 
the influence of which a nationality will 
be developed, that will be the key stone 
in the great arch in which one day will 
be united the whole Anglo-Saxon race.

SIR JOHN’S MANIFESTO.

Sir John Macdonald has sent out his 
appeal to the public. It is a somewhat 
lengthy document but does not contain in 
it a single line that can be called states­
manlike. Its importance lies in its omis­
sions. The premier carefully avoids all 
promises of reciprocity and goes to the 
country avowedly seeking an endorse­
ment of his policy and a new lease of 
power to be enabled to continue it. In 
some respects the manifesto shows ability. 
It is a clever presentation of a bad case 
and is a skilful appeal to the unreason­
ing element of the constituencies. 
Read in the light of his Albany club 
speech, and his subsequent declarations, 
when interviewed, it indicates either that 
the pressure of the restrictionists has been 
too strong for to resist, or that his alleged 
reciprocity scheme was pure and simple 
humbug. He seeks to persuade the 
electors that in him and his friends all 
the loyalty of the country is concentrated 
and talks about living and dying a British 
subject, after the manner of a campaign 
stumper. The only conclusion possible 
from the manifesto is that, if Sir John 
Macdonald is again sustained, the country 
will haye to look forward to a continua­
tion of that condition of things which 
has closed the United States markets to 
our farmers and made the maritime pro­
vinces tributary to Ontario ; that has en­
gendered grave disputes between the 
dominion and the republic, bringing us 
on one occasion, to use the words of Sir 
Charles Tupper, “ within measurable dis­
tance of war.” We may anticipate, as the 
result of a new triumph of the restriction- 
ists, that a new turn will be given to the 
taxation screw. The monopolists are not 
going to spend their money for nothing. 
They are not about to furnish the con- 
eeryatives with funds for a campaign 
without understanding first how they are 
going to get their money back again. 
There is one good feature about the mani­
festo, namely that it puts an end to the 
pretence that the conservative party 
favors any measure of reciprocity what­
ever. We already know that the partial 
measure, which they professed^to favor, 
could never be accomplished. We now 
know that even this is abandoned. 
Therefore, those who favor a continuation 
of the present condition of things in 
Canada, restricted trade, crippled indus­
tries and high taxation, will cast their 
votes for the conservative candidates. It 
is to be hoped that a large majority of the 
electors will realize the direction in which 
their true interests lie and vote for the 
liberals and unrestricted reciprocity.

All possibility of an amicable adjust­
ment of the dissentions in the Irish 
parliamentary party seems to be at an end. 
O’Brien says he will submit himself to 
the punishment awarded by the court, to 
escape which he temporarily fled to 
America, and will afterwards appeal to 
his constituents to sustain him in the 
course he has taken. Parnell very ex- 
plicity says that he has no confidence in 
Gladstone and the priests and will not 
not be dictated to by them, and so the 
matter stands. Once again the cause of 
justice to Ireland seemed about to triumph 
but has been defeated by those who pro­
fessed to be its warmest advocates.

NOTES.

The New York Tribune, which is the 
recognized organ of the Washington gov­
ernment, says that the scheme of recipro­
city proposed by the liberals is feasible, 
while that suggested by the conservatives 
is chimerical. A declaration of this 
nature puts an end to all pretense that a 
treaty for reciprocity in natural products 
can be negotiated, and shows that we 
must accept unrestricted reciprocity or 
nothing. Unrestricted reciprocity is what 
the people of New Brunswick want.

Wo are told that unrestricted taxation 
will entail direct taxation. Granting that 
it will for argument’s sake, will it not also 
relieve us of an equal amount of indirect 
taxation ? It will do more than this for 
it will lessen the expense of government 
very considerably. We are taxed now to 
as heavy a degree as the county will bear, 
and the burden falls upon the poor man 
and the man with a large family. Direct 
taxation would be adjusted so as to fall 
upon those best able to pay. When he 
buys a gallon of kerosene, he pays eight 
cents in taxes, and so with nearly every­
thing he eats, drinks or uses. If he does 
not pay the taxes to the government, he 
pays them to the combines. And what 
does the farmer or working man of York 
get out of the N. P. ? Absolutely nothing, 
for there is not an industry in the country 
that is not hampered by it.

Mr. Laurier characterizes Sir John 
Macdonald’s appeal to the loyalty of the 
people as uncalled for, because nothing 
that is proposed by the liberals can in 
any way affect the relations of Canada 
and England. He declares that the plat­
form of the liberal party is reciprocal free 
trade with the United States, and very 
neatly disposes of the “veiled treason” 
charge, by saying l As to the consequent 
charge that unrestricted reciprocity will 
lead to annexation, if it means anything, 
it means that unrestricted reciprocity will 
make the people so prosperous that not 
satisfied with a commercial alliance they 
would forthwith vote for political absorp­
tion into the American republic.

THE PLACE OF THE BIBLE.

The lesson of the Bible is that “ right­
eousness exalteth a nation, but sin is a 
reproach to any people,” and that the rule 
holds good as regards individuals. The 
incorporation into its teachings of the 
idea that matters of belief or opinion are 
important, ex;cept so far as they affect our 
actions, seems to be gratuitous. It is un­
doubtedly easier to believe and be saved, 
than to live pure in heart that we may see 
God. Belief does not avert the conse­
quences of a transgression of law. It is of 
course possible that one may, by believing 
that his sins are forgiven, become free 
from that remorse which attends the con­
scious violation of divine law, or what the 
individual regards as divine law, but the 
freedom from remorse does not avert the 
consequences of the transgression, so for 
as this life is concerned — that is of the 
immediate consequences. It may avert 
the indirect effects by restoring the in­
dividual to his own self respect. The 
experience of every man is that if he does 
a thing which his. conscience tells him is 
wrong, he is never quite the same until 
by some process he has regained his lost 
estate. Therefore it is that belief in a 
pardoning power is so efficacious in mak­
ing men better and happier. There are 
persons so constituted that they cannot 
regain self-respect, when lost by conscious 
wrong-doing, until they have made the 
fullest atonement in their power ; others 
can regain it without this process. As to 
which is the better type of humanity we 
express no opinion.

The bible is not alone in teaching this 
great lesson of the consequences of wrong­
doing. All histories teach it. The 
bible lesson is the plainest of all because 
it is told without any attempt to gloss over 
the facts or effort to place the responsi­
bility where it does not belong. The 
sacred historians were faithful chroniclers. 
Their narrative takes character, of course, 
from their knowledge of nature, and is 
therefore in many points manifestly in­
correct, but when they came down to the 
acts of individuals, they knew neither 
friend nor enemy, but speak of each man 
as they found him. No other historians 
approach them in fidelity in this respect. 
Hence it is of all books the most valuable 
as a guide to right living. It is the most 
wonderful literary production the world 
knows anything of, because of this fidelity, 
and because the cardinal idea, stated in 
the opening paragraph of this article, is 
never lost sight of. It is the product of 
numerous writers, some of whom are 
known and some not known. It was 
written at periods very for apart. Some 
of it doubtless was originally not written 
at all ; but repeated as the Uliad was, or 
the songs of the troubadours. It ran the 
gauntlet of ignorance, fanaticism and vice, 
has been subjected to the keenest scientific 
criticism, and although it has, perhaps, 
been shorn in some particular to be in­
accurate and that the opinions of the 
writers were in many instances colored by 
their mistaken ideas of natural phenomena 
it remains to-day, not only the safest of 
all books as a guide to right living, but 
the only book of which we have knowl­
edge that can be so regarded. In the 
writings of Confugius and in the sacred 
literature of India there is much which 
inculcates a high type of morality and 
purity of living, but as factors in the 
elevation of mankind they are not to be 
compared to the Christian Bible.

Progress always was a welcome visitor 
and in its enlarged form it is a credit to 
American journalism. It is a handsome, 
racy, and edited sheet. It will surely 
meet the success it deserves.

FOREIGN NEWS.
Summary of the Press Telegrams From’ 

all Parts of the World.

David McCulloch,ex-collector of customs 
at port Of Pictou, died Wednesday.

Customs officers nt St. John have been 
instructed to watch peddlers who are bring 
ing in worthless Yankee jewellery and de­
frauding both government and customers.

William Mitchell was killed at the grain 
elevator Thursday afternoon at Halifax, 
He was caught in the machinery and 
killed. He was married the evening be­
fore.

The Grand Trunk freight sheds at the 
Bona venture Station, Montreal, were 
burned Wednesday, causing a loss of some 
$40,000. Two employes narrowly escaped 
death.

Colonel Rogers a weathy southern gen­
tleman who recently passed a fews days 
in Hamilton, Ont., has disappeared and 
foul play is feared. He had been in the 
habit of displaying his money.

During the month of January last the 
poll tax on Chinese arriving at the port 
of Vancouver, B. C., was $33,811 The 
Chinese immigration revenue for Jan., 
1890, was $33,016, showing an increase of 
$801.

Tilley Calder, of Fairhaven fished up a 
patriarchal lobster the other day. 
The crustacean measured thirty-eight 
inches from tip to tip of claw, and it was 
thought would weigh almost thirty 
pounds.

Northumberland came very near losing 
its conservative candidate, M. Adams, a 
day or two ago. A piece of tobacco which 
he had been chewing, lodged in his throat, 
and in coughing it up he ruptured a small 
blood vessel.

The last of the famous band of early 
missionaries of the Bible Christian church 
of Canada, Rev. Robert Hurley, passed 
away Feb. 2 at the age of 80 years. Mr- 
Hurley had been in the ministry up­
wards of 60 years.

The unemployed of Toronto held a 
parade and demonstration on Wednesday. 
They gathered in St. Andrew’s market 
and marched to the city hall, preceded 
by a drum and a man bearing a flag with 
the motto, “ Bread or work..’

There was a boiler explosion in the 
Worsted company’s factory at Quebec 
Thursday forenoon. Thirty dead bodies 
are reported to have been taken from the 
ruins. There is little hope that any of 
the victims still in the ruins are alive. 
Financial loss between $50,000 and $100,- 
000.

By accident it was discovered that the 
cemetery authorities at Ottawa have been 
putting their bodies in one grave with the 
idea of saving space. The clergyman who 
discovered the fact reported it to his 
brethren, and to the Anglican Clerical 
Association.

Emily Doher of Toronto was sitting be­
fore a stove Thursday reading a news­
paper when she fell forward in an epileptic 
fit* thrusting one of her hands into the 
stove, the door of which was open. A 
inan who entered the house shortly after 
found her with her hand among red hot 
coals.

Michael Norton, a passenger on the 
Grand Trunk train going west, Friday 
morning, attempted to commit suicide by 
cutting his throat. Soon after the train 
had left Malton he was seen by some of 
the passengers and his hand stayed, but 
not till he had cut a deep gash in his 
throat.

The people of Annapolis N. S., are mak­
ing arrangements for establishing a boot 
and shoe manufactory, with axopital of 
$10,000, divided into 400 shares of $26 
each. Already oVef one-third of the 
necessary capital has been subscribed,and 
the success of the enterprise is considered 
assured,

St. Andrews is cursed with dogs. “ Mon­
grels, puppies, whelps and hounds, and 
curs of low degree ” — particularly curs— 
abound, and in some instances they are 
so vicious as to make it dangerous to pass 
their abiding place. A dog tax is very 
much wanted to reduce the rapidly-in­
creasing list of cilrs.

A prominent merchant, in Moncton re­
ceived a note from a debtor recently in 
which he said, “ I am sorry that I can’t 
give you any money just now ; I will give 
you some later. I was up north shoot­
ing and I shot a black cow for a bear and 
it cost me forty dollars. I will give you 
some money next month. ”

The shipping men of Montreal recently 
showed their respect for Norman J. Fraser, 
foreign freight agent, by presenting him 
with a gold watch and a purse of $150 in 
gold. On the outside of the watch, which 
was a costly one, the recipient’s monogram 
“N. J. F.” was engraved, while one of the 
inner cases bore the following : “Present­
ed to N. J. Fraser, on the occasion of his 
marriage, by a few friends.”

Mrs. Barnes,the witch of Plum Hollow, 
Que., died last Wednesday after a few 
days illness. She lived in a little log cabin 
four or five miles northwest of the village 
of Athens, and in the midst of a thickly 
populated forming community. Though 
upwards of 90 years of age and generally 
conceded to possess wonderful divining 
powers, she was a most charitable person 
and left thousands of dollars in bequests.

At Prescott, Ont., Wednesday, chief of 
police Hog arrested Thomas Utmann, his 
daughter Lydia Ann Utmann and Charles 
Spinks charged with the murder of Oscar 
Van Camp on the night of August 21, 
1889. It is alleged that Van Camp was 
killed and robbed and that his body was 
afterwards placed on the railway track 
where it was run over by a train. The 
Utmanns and Spinks have been commit­
ted for trial.

A distardly attempt at train wrecking 
has come, to light. It. appears that on 
Monday night two rails were placed acros8 
the track of the St. Thomas and Por1 
Stanley road a short distance south of the 
Port Stanley bridge, between London, 
Out., and St. Thomas, evidently intended 
for the M. C. R. passenger train passing 
about 9. m., but a heavy freight train 
went over just previously and forced the 
rails off the track. G. T. R. detectives are 
working on the affair.

Mr. Haines, government inspector of 
bridges, has prepared plans and specifi­
cations for the new bridge at Woodstock, 
N. B., for which tenders will be issued 
immediately. The bridge is to span the 
river at the eastern end of Queen street, 
resting on the upper end of Bull’s island 
and thence to the eastern shore. The 
total length will be 2,220 feet, consisting 
of six spans each 270 feet in length, two 
of.which will be between Woodstock and 
Bull’s island, and the remaining four on 
the other side. The piers will be of stone 
and superstructure of wood.

A terrible calamity occurred a few days 
ago near the village of St. Albert, Cam­
bridge township, which resulted in the 
loss of three lives. A family named 
Lafrance lived in a small house about a 
mile from the village. The family con­
sisted of old Mr. and Mrs. Lafrance, their 
daughter, her husband, Azarie Chartrand, 
and two children. Chartrand and his 
wife left !■■> visit Cambridge and were 
away over night. During the night the 
house took fire. Old Lafrance awakened 
to find himself surrounded by flames. 
Old Mrs. Lafrance and two children were 
burned to death,

In the British house of commons the

Dillon and O’Brien, upon their arrival 
at Folkestone from Boulogne-sur-Mer, 
voluntarily surrendered themselves totho 
police authorities on Wednesday.

Heavy snow storms are reported in the 
north of Scotland. All the railway trains 
have been delayed by snow. The wind is 
blowing a gale in the Irish Sea, and vessels 
are running into port for shelter.

Sir Richard Burton, the famous traveler 
writer and archaeologist, who died recently 
at Trieste, was master of 27 languages. 
Bayard Taylor could command 28, though 
he spoke only English with ease and 
fluency.

The train from St. John, due at Bangor 
at noon Thursday left the track near 
Olamon. Several passengers were severely 
injured by jumping from the train. Mrs. 
Wakefield of Lowell, Me., was seriously 
injured.

It is reported that Gen. Sherman passed 
a good night. Asthma, his old disease, is 
the chief trouble. The heart and lungs 
are performing their functions. The 
family is much encouraged and hope for 
his recovery.

Miss Millie Crayton, the daughter of 
well-known parents at Austin, Tex : was 
drugged on the day appointed for her 
marriage to Charles Bard well, and forced 
to marry a young man named Blakely, a 
rejected suitor. Her parents acquiesced.

The Jamaica exhibition was opened by 
Prince George. The dominion has the 
largest foreign display, having been allott­
ed ten courts. England has eight, Austria 
five, Italy four, Germany and the United 
States three each, and France two.

There was a fashionable assemblage in 
Christ Episcopal church at New Brighton 
N. Y. Tuesday afternoon,the occasion being 
the marriage ceremony of Miss Mattie 
Wiman, youngest daughter of Erastus 
Wiman, to Jacob Cram of New York.

The dock laborers employed in loading 
ships at Liverpool or laborers working at 
the export trade, have gone on strike. 
Those engaged in the import trade are 
still at work. In addition to these labor 
troubles a strike of lightermen is 
minent.

Conflicting rumors are circulating in re­
gard to a treasonable plot alleged to have 
been discovered at Sofia, for the overthrow 
of Prince Ferdinand and his cabinet. A. 
Bulgarian, a Servian and Macedonian 
have been arrested at Sofia. A judicial 
inquiry is in progress.

The Ward line steamer Niagara, which 
arrived at New York, on Tuesday, brought 
the captain, mate and five sailors from 
the barquantine Joseph Gray, wrecked 
recently upon coral reefs. It is charged 
the vessel was wrecked by the negligence 
ot the officers in charge.

Hon. Mr. Stanhope, secretary for war, 
stated in the house of commons that with 
one small exception the conduct of the 
Leicestershire regiment, in Bermuda had 
been excellent. He very much regretted 
that unfair and unfounded reports of the 
matter had been cabled to America.

New York World says the most gigantic 
railroad enterprise in the history of the 
world will be executed before the present 
year expires — the consolidation of all the 
raib-oade in the northwest under a single 
management. Plans for the carrying out 
of the project are now nearly complete.

Horrible reports of depredations by 
wolves have been received from Szandu, 
Hungary. On Baron Wodianer’s estate 
alone twenty peasants have been devoured 
by the ravenous beasts. The government 
authorities are organizing a party of hunt­
ers which will undertake the extermina­
tion of the wolves.

The management of the Nottingham & 
Nottinghamshire banking company Eng. 
has found it necessary to withdraw $125,- 
000 from the reserve fund in order to cover 
the defalcations of Robert James Beard, 
one of its managers, who disappeared some 
time ago and whose body was subsequent­
ly found in the River Trent.

George J. Gibson, secretary, of the whis­
key trust, was arrested at Chicago, Wed­
nesday morning. He was held in $20,000 
for attempt to bribe revenue officers of the 
government. When arrested Gibson had 
a gripsack which, it is said, was found to 
contain all evidences of the plot. It is 
stated Gibson had planned to have 
Shufeldt’s distillery destroyed by an in­
fernal machine.

The policeman on Chambers street, 
Whitechapel, found the dead body of a 
young woman with lier throat cut from 
ear to ear Friday morning and the 
head attached to the body was still quite 
warm and the ground near by testified 
that the victim had make a desperate 
struggle for life. The murdered woman 
was one well known among the dissolute 
class and was about 26 years old.

In the house of commons Mr. R. K. 
Austen, Gladstonian member, for West 
Southwark, asked whether Catholics 
would be eligible to occupy the position 
of Lord Chancellor of England or Viceroy 
of Ireland. Sir Richard Everard Webster 
the attorney-general, declined to answer 
on the ground that eminent lawyers differ­
ed on. the question, which would become 
practical if any government appointed a 
Catholic to either of these positions.

Henry Slocum, of Pekin, China, now at 
the Palmer House, Chicago, tells of an 
experience he had in San Francisco a 
short time ago. He was invited by a 
friend to attend a sale of some choice 
Japanese girls who had just arrived from 
Japan, whence they had been enticed by 
unscrupulous wretches with promise of 
cosy employment. They were auctioned 
off at prices varying from $40 up to $500 
apiece. Such sales occur every month or 
two but nothing is done to prevent them.

On Wednesday, Wash Tetter, of Hous­
ton, Miss., went out early in the morning 
to look after his stock, and about 10 or 11 
o’clock his horse returned home without 
him. His wife sent a negro to see about 
him. The negro followed the horse’s 
tracks to the bottom of a hill, where he 
found the dead bodies of Mr. Tetter and 
James Philpot,and a dead hog. Mr. Tetter 
was shot in the abdomen. Mr. Philpot 
was shot through the neck. The supposi­
tion is that the two men met over the 
dead hog, each claiming it, and that they 
concluded to shoot it out. They both had 
Winchester rifles.

Bainbridge,N. Y. has a resident athlete 
scarcely inferior in physical power to the 
celebrated Dr. Winship, of Boston. He 
can lift from the floor with hands and 
arms from the shoulder 1,600 pounds ; he 
extends his arm at full length horizontally 
bearing in the hand extended 83 pounds ; 
he can, from a standing position, hurl a 
weight of 56 pounds 241 feet, and has 
done these things repeatedly. This 
person is the well-known physician and 
surgeon, Dr. Robert Delancey Evans. Dr.

A Smash Ud. — About eight this (Satur­
day) morning as William Thompson, of this 
city was driving from the station, his horse 
took fright, and ran for some distance out 
Westmoreland street and down King, where 
it was controlled. Just before reaching the 
Dunphy hotel it bolted again and ran into 
the yard, and the pung coming in contact 
with the gate post was severely damaged. 
Mr. Thompson was pitched out, but beyond 
a slight shaking was unhurt.

An important meeting of the liberal party 
took place on Thursday morning in the 
temperance hall. There was a good attend­
ance and many delegates from the country 
were present. E. II. Allen was unanim 
ously voted to the chair, and A. Heron was 
made secretary.

George F. Gregory in defining the princi­
ples of the liberal party in this and other 
constituencies moved that it be :

Resolved, As the opinion of this conven 
tion that unreciprocal free trade between 
Canada and the United States in the pro­
ducts and manufactures of the two countries 
would be eminently conducive to the pros­
perity of the people of Canada as a whole 
and of this province and county in particular,

C. H. Lugrin said the principal cry of the 
conservatives was that the liberal party 
were annexationists, and that the policy of 
unrestricted reciprocity urged by the lib­
erals was detrimental to the interests of 
Great Britain. He therefore suggested that 
the words “ and not prejudicial to British 
•interests,” be added to the resolution. This 
was agreed to and the following motion was 
moved by Geo. F. Gregory, seconded by C.
H. Lugrin and carried :

Resolved, As the opinion of this conven­
tion that unrestricted reciprocal free trade 
between Canada and the United States in 
the products and manufactures of the two 
countries, commonly called “unrestricted 
reciprocity ” would be eminently conducive 
to the prosperity of the people of Canada as 
a wliolè and of this province and county in 
particular and not prejudicial to British in­
terests.

It was also moved and seconded and car­
ried that :

Whereas, The avowed and accepted issue 
in the present election, as declared by the 
party leaders, is the desirability or unde­
sirability of obtaining unrestricted recipro­
city between Canada and the United States, 
and the policy of the liberal party as formu­
lated by its leaders is to obtain such unre­
stricted reciprocity or as near thereto as can 
be accomplished ; Therefore

Resolved, That this convention heartily 
accepts and endorses the action of its lead­
ers, and earnestly desires the success of the 
party in the present election.

M. S. Hall then moved that it is desirable 
that a candidate should be nominated on 
the basis of the policy of the liberal party as 
defined by the aforesaid resolutions, and 
that a committee consisting of two from 
each ward of the city, and two from each 
parish of the county be appointed to nomi­
nate a candidate to contest the county at 
the approaching election, and that said 
committee report to the meeting at 2.30 p. 
m. Seconded by J. H. Barry and carried.

The nominating committee were then 
chosen. A complimentary nomination 
having been tendered to G. F. Gegory, 
who declined it in a speech in which 
he promised to stand by the nominee 
of the convention, the committee again 
retired and after consultation reported 
that the hon. F. P. Thompson had been 
nominated. On the question being put by 
the chair the report of the committee was 
declared unanimously adopted. W.Wilgpn, 
on behalf of the nominee stated that Mr. 
Thompson would accept the nomination. 
The papers were then signed by a large 
number of the citizens present.

The election of E. H. Allen as permanent 
chairman and George Hughes as secretary 
closed the business of the day.

By those only who had opportunities of 
observing her zeal and faithfulness can the 
loss which the school sustained, when some 
two years ago, her failing health and 
powers obliged her to »eek rest, He ade­
quately recognized and understood. To her 
devotion and efficiency the honorable and 
successful careers of many of her pupils, 
some of whom have attained to positions of 
high distinction and usefulness, abundantly 
testify; and the memory of one, to whose 
careful and conscientious training during 
the earlier, more impressionable years of 
life they are so largely indebted, will by 
these be long cherished and held dear.

From all classes of the community the 
tribute of a deep respect goes forth for the 
many virtues and excellences which marked 
the life and character of this Christian 
woman, and foremost among those who 
will mourn her loss will be our venerable 
Metropolitan who, together with Mrs. 
Medley, has always taken a keen and active 
interest in the Madras school, and who will 
feel the death of one so long and lovingly 
associated with it, to be the parting with a 
trusted servant and a yalued friend.

Her sickness, which was attended with 
much suffering was borne with exemplary 
patience.

A few days before the closing scene, sur­
rounded by her nearest friends and relatives, 
Miss Moore received at the hands of the 
Metropolitan the last great sacrament of 
the church ; and in the strength of that 
Food, and the comfort of the church’s 
prayers and benedictions, she passed peace­
fully and quietly away.

The Pen or tiie Sword. — Vesuvius lodge 
at Keswick is in a flourishing condition, 
says Jacob Estey who was in the city on 
Tueiday. A debate on the pen and the 
sword was most animated, and some good 
local talent came to the fore including a 
member, an ex-member of the legislature 
and a doctor. The pen won and the sword 
was buried.

On Tuesday morning it was reported that 
ex-govemor Wilmot of Belmont was seri­
ously unwell with a relapse of his old com­
plaint, paralysis. Dr. Bridges, of Oromoeto, 
was sent for and the gravest consequences 
were feared.

On Thursday morning intelligence was 
received in this city to the effect that ex- 
governor Wilmot had passed away at 11.30, 
a. m. The news was heard with regret all 
over the city, but was not altogether unex­
pected by his friends who had been informed 
of his low condition from time to time.

Robert Duncan Wilmot was born in this 
city in 1809, and was therefore in his 82nd 
year. He was the son of John W. Wilmot 
who represented St. John county in the 
local legislature for many years, and his 
grandfather was captain Lemuel Wilmot of 
the loyal American regiment. His mother 
was the daughter of the late Samuel Wig­
gins, a St. John merchant. In 1833, de­
ceased was married to Miss Mowatt of St. 
Andrews.

Ex-governor Wilmot held many import­
ant offices during his lifetime. He was a 
member of the New Brunswick executive 
council and held the offices of surveyor 
general and provincial secretary, and for 
one year acted as mayor of St. John. He 
was a director of the Quebec and New 
Brunswick railway company, a delegate to 
the confederate council of trade at Quebec 
in 1875, and to the colonial conference to the 
union of British North America colonies 
held in London in 1866-67. From 1845 to 
1861 he sat in the local legislature as a repre­
sentative for St. John "city and also for St. 
John county. His career was distinguished 
and as speaker in the senate he filled that 
office with remarkable impartiality and 
care. In 1880 he attained to the position of 
lieutenant governor of the province.

In this position he faithfully served his 
country until the lltli November 1855, when 
he was succeeded by Sir Leonard Tilley. 
In 1851 Hon. Mr. Wilmot left St. John to 
reside in Sunbury county on a farm known 
as Belmont, owned by his grandfather and 
father, and on the expiration of his term of 
office in this city, he again selected Belmont 
as his home.

Deceased 
was a daughter of the late Michael Yerxa, 
and was a consistent member of the Free 
Baptist church. The remains were interred 
at Keswick, the Rev. Mr. Downey conduct­
ing the funeral services.

On Monday it was known that Miss Jane 
Moore, sister of the city treasurer, had ex­
pired that morning at her residence, St. 
John street. Deceased was for some years 
principal of the Madras school here, and 
the tidings of her death were received with 
heart-felt sympathy by her numerous friends 
and former pupils. The funeral took place 
on Thursday afternoon, anfi many friends

Mrs. Frances Hawthorne, widow of the 

late William Hawthorne, and mother of the 
deputy sheriff and lient.

A FRENCH CONSUL’S PLIGHT.

The following interesting suit came be­
fore the civil tribunal to-day : The plaint­
iff, M. Verbye, formerly French Consul at 
Chicago, asked the court to invalidate his 
marriage contract in the United States on 
tbte ground that the lady was the lawful 
wife of another man. The lady brought 
a counter action for alimony.

In 1871, Mrs. Adele Seymour, nee 
Young, a widow, was married in London 
to M. Borgella, who was obliged to leave 
France on account of his connection with 
the Commune. Soon after the marriage 
the Borgellas crossed the Atlantic and 
settled in Chicago, where three children 
were born to them. In 1881, after the 
amnesty of political offenders, M. Borgella 
abandoned his family and returned to 
France,

Mme. Borgella tried to trace his where­
abouts, and while so engaged she became 
acquainted with M. Verbye. In 1886 the 
lady, who had by that time given up all 
hope of finding her husband, obtained a 
divorce from him on thb ground of de­
sertion and married the Consul. This 
union was unfortunate, and within six 
months M. Verbye bolted and was ap­
pointed to some post in China. During 
the voyage he wrote to his wife, inform­
ing her that he would never return to her.

The plaintiff’s counsel contended that 
his client’s marriage was bigamous and 
invalid, as a divorce procured in Chicago 
between two French subjects was not good 
in French law.

The Court decided that Mme. Verbye 
became a French subject by her marriage 
with M. Borgella ; therefore the American 
court had no jurisdiction and her divorce 
from him was accordingly invalid and her 
marriage with Mr. Verbye was according­
ly bigamous and void, but as the lady act­
ed in good faith it must be considered a 
putative marriage, and therefore M. Ver­
bye, although released, from his wife, 
must make her an allowaiice of 6,000 
francs per annum.

DANCING IN YE OLDEN TIME.

The Greeks of the olden time indulged 
in war dances, chief among which was 
one that became famous under the name 
of the Pyrrhric dance. In this the 
dancers depicted the actions of a warrior 
engaged in doing battle, the quick and 
agile movements being made to the 
accompaniment of a flute.

The Hungarians, Russians and Span­
iards have characteristic dances, most of 
which are performed by gypses. The 
polka and redowa of the Hungarians, 
and the Spanish balero, fandango and 
cachuca have become famous all over the 
world. The popular quadrille is said to 
have originated among the Belgians,

The waltz had its beginning in Ger­
many, and from thence was taken to 
France, shortly after which it was intro­
duced into England. Hungary was the 
birthplace of the galopade, or galop, and 
from Poland came the stately polonaise, 
or polacca, and mazourka.

One of the most noted methods of 
“tripping the light fantastic” among the 
Scotch is the sword dance, which was 
originated by the Scandinavians and old 
Saxons, and at one time Was indulged in 
by the Spaniards.

The Irish reel and jig are two dances 
inseparably connected with our Milesian 
brethren, and in many respects greatly 
resemble the highland fling.

In the majority of instances therefore, 
our latter day dances were known and 
enjoyed by our ancestors hundreds of 
years ago, and with slight modifications 
have been handed down for the edifi­
cation of the present generation.

A BLUNDER SAVES HIS LIFE.

For several years the dacoite of upper 
Burmah have overrun the country, living 
wholly by plunder and greatly retarding 
progress under the British regime. A no­
torious leader of these robber bands was 
Yan Yun. and the government finally of­
fered a reward for the capture or killing 
of the bold outlaw. The country became 
too hot for him, and he wrote to an of­
ficer of the government asking how he 
would be treated if he surrendered. The 
officer replied : There is reason to believe 
that your life will be spared, owing to the 
clemency of the government.” Yan Yun, 
upon the strength of this letter, marched 
into camp and gave himself up.

He had committed so many crimes that 
the government thought he ought to suffer 
the penalty of death. In a proclamation 
offering full pardon to all dacoits who sur­
rendered, Yan Yun had been distinctly 
excepted from the benefits of this act of 
clemency. The government was in a 
quandary, therefore. The officer was in­
formed very plainly that he had no right 
whatever to hold out hopes to Yan Yun. 
But upon the strength of this letter Yan 
Yun had voluntarily surrendered, and it 
was thought it would be unwise to execute 
him under the circumstances. The matter 
was referred to the Judicial commissioner 
who decided that Yan Yun could not be 
put to death, but should be sentenced to 
life imprisonment.
