The Art of Eatlug.

There is little if any doubt, says the
Lancet, that cooking has been employed
by man in the preparatien of food frem
the remoterst ages. It is probable also

ewpirical ideas of what conduces to
mfort in diet early formed the basis of

a gastronomic art not without some re
lation to some physiological truth, It
has been reseryed for later times, how-
ever, and for civilized man, to discover
and formulate a regular method of din-
ing. By a process of natural selection,
the work of elaborating this system has
in a yreat measure passed into the hands
of our French neighbors, who have thus
been able to deverop an art character-
istically their own. Our simpler nation-
al customs sdlating to the table have, in
common with those of most other peo-
ples, attracted less attention, though it
is not likely that they will ever disap-
pear, It is needless here, however, to
discuss in detail each local peeuliarity.
We shouid rather aim at understanding
those principles which underlie all right-
ly constituted systems, and give to each
its value as an aid to wholesome -nutri-
tion. The time of eating is a matter of
nc small consequence. This is to some
extent subject. to individual convenience,
but we may take it that as a general rule
not less than five hours should separate
one meal from another. The short in-
terval of rest usual after meals will com-
mend itself as being in strict accordance
with physiological necessity. The quan-
tity and quality of food taken also re-
quire careful attention, and these again
must be regulated by reference to the
work to be done by a giyen person.
Some difference of opinion has always

We shall probably do justics
to the digestive powers of most persons,
however, by advising that only one sub-
stantial meal be taken daily. More than
this would tend, if continued, te over-
load the tissues with digestive products,
and less would hardly suffice for full
nutrition. Drink, if aleoholic, should be
sparingly taken or n6t used at all,
Cookery has in these days been elabor-
ated almost to excess, Variety and
delicacy are cartied to an extreme, and
we should probably gain rather than lose
if plainness combined with care were
apopted as our rule of practice in such

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Quest.ons for Farmers.

. Au exchange says:—We have urged
the importance of farmers’ keepimg ac-
©ounts, in a thoroughly practical busi-
ness way, as the proper method of dis-
covering whether farming was paying
them or not. It is an important thing
to know, and the Practical Farmer asks
some pertinent queations in a terse way,
editorially, as follows :-~

*‘Does the value of the hay and grain
fed to the cows exceed the value of the
milk, butter and cheese sold ?

“Do the sheep pay for their keeping ?

‘“‘How much money has been made or
lost upon the poultry ?

" “Did the pctato crop pay for the ma-
nure, labor and seed expended upon it ¢

““Can corn be grown cheaper than it
can be bought, if a fair allowance is made
for the value of the fodder, or is it more
profitable to grow corn in drills, either
to cure for winter fodder or pack in the
silo, and then to purchase the grain
transported from the West ?

**What has been the .. .ome from the
orchards for a series of years? Are
they paying the intereat of a thousand
dollars per acre, or would it be Letter to
dig them up ana put the land in grass or
cultivated crops ?

‘“‘How muny farmers can answer these
questions or many more that they might
be asked? Yet these are quostions
which would be answered by a properly
kept memorandum book and an account
kept with each department. And each
farmer ought to be able to answer them
to his own satisfaction, if not to that of
all inquirers, If cows are not paying fcr
their keeping it ia not desirable to in-
creuse the herd until a change has been
made, either in breed of animals kept,
method of feeding or mode of disposing
of their products.”

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Cloths, flannels, dark eotton goods,
etc., should always have a suds made
specially for them, as if that which has
been used for white cotton or woolsn
clothes is used lint will be left im the
water, and cling to the cloth,

It is said that a piece of cloth saturat-
ed with turpentine hu3g in a closet
where there are moths or in a room
where flies are troublesome will kill the
moth-miller and banish the flies. Twenty
drops of carbolic acid evaporated from a
hot shovel will go far to banish flies ‘rom
a room, while a bit of camphor gum the
size of & walnut held over a lamp till it
is consumed will do the same for the ac-
tive mosquito. This amounts to a choice
between two evils, a disagreeable odor
or mosquito bites.

To clean a suit of clothes of cassimere,
broadcloth, or diazonal, which is sciled
and worn shiny, the scourer makes a
strong, warm soapsuds sand plunges the
garment into it, souses it up und down,
rubs the dirty places, if necessary puts
it through a second suds, then rinses it
through several waters, and hangs it to
dry on the line, When nearly dry, he
takes it in,rolls it up for an hour or two,
and thun presses it. An old cotton cloth
is laid on the outside of the coat, and
the iron passed over that until the
wrinkles are out ; but the iron is remov-
ed before the steam ceases to rise. from
the goods, else they would be shiny.
Wrinkles that are obstinate are removed
by laying a wet cloth over *them, and
passing the iron over that. If any shiny
places are seen, they are treated as the
wiinkles are ; the iron is lifted, while
the full cloud of steam rises, and brings
the nap up with it. Good clothes will
bear several such washings. Thus, with
pockets, facings, buttonholes and bind-
ings renewed, a pretty badly worn suit
can be made presentable agair,

Chocolate Cake.—Half cup of butter ;
one cup sugar; half cap milk; ene and
two-thirds cups flour; whites of two eggs
and yolks of three; one and a half tea-
spoonfuls baking powder or one of
cream-tartar, and one-half of soda. One
and a half squares of Baker's chocolate
and put it into a saucepan over the tea-
kettle with thirre teaspoonfuls of sugar
and two of water. Stir ui.l smooth
and glossy, ti:en add to the above, mix-
ing well. Flavor with vanilla, Bake
carefully, as this cahe is more apt to
burn then that made without the choco-
late. Frost nicely.

Corn Soup with Chicken. — Cut the
chicken and pat it on to cook with three
pints of cold water. Skim, if necessary,
when it begins to boil, add a teaspoonful
of salt and cook slowly until tender.
Then drain the chickea and cut it from
the bones, cutting the meat in small
pieces. Cut the corn from a dozen very
fresh and tender ears and put it into the
broth, which shobld be beiling. There
should be a quart’ of broth. Add
the cut chicken and boil twenty minutes,
Then £1d a quart of milk in a little of
w. a heaping teaspoonful of flour has
been mixed to a smooth paste, and a
tablespoonful of butter. Let it boil
up, add more salt if needed and a cup of
cream, or a big lump of Jbutter, let boil
up and serve,

Chocola ) Cake with Cceam Frosting.,
—Cream, one cup butter, add two cups
sugar, then the flavoring of vanilla; then
stir in three and a half cups flour with
three teaspoonfuls baking powder sifted
in it; taen the beaten yolks of five eggs
and the beaten' whites of three, This
will make two loaves. For the frcsting
boil fast a cup of fine granulated sugar
\nd half cup of water until it threads in
dropping from the spoon. Test it often
in order not to cook it long enough to
granulate or candy. When done cool
the mixture a little and then beat until
it is creamy and wkite. Spieyd over
the cake, and when it is cold cover with
a coating of chocolate mixture made by
breaking and melting one square of
Baker’s chocolate with two tablespoon-
fuls of sugar and one of water.

Jelly-Makiog,
The most tart fruits will make the
firmest jelly, although fruits of all kinds
can be used. But in the case of peaches,
quinces, apples and crab-apples, a little
water must be added to tlam for the
first cooking. They are not sufficiently
jiucy and would burn before any juice
could be obtained. A more laborious
method, however, which will avoid ad-
ding the water, is to improvise a
double-boiler by setting the kettle of
fruit into a large pan of water and cook
the fruit in this way. 1t will need stir
ring frequently and to be cooked longer
than by the first method,
Quinces require a quarter of a pound
less sugar to a pint of juice than any other
fruits, while green grapes, which make
most delicious spicy jelly to eat with
poultry and game, need one and a half
pounds of sugar for the same quantity of
juice. Barberries require that their
Juice and the sugar be bciled together
ten minutes before pouring into the glas-
8es,

Bags to strain juice through are often
made of flannel and are good, but those
of coarse yet firm crash are better. In
either case two loops of tape should be
sewed on each side of the bag, so that a
piece of a broom or a mop-handle or the
time-honored family yard-stick can be
run through them and the bug suspend-
ed.

A porcelain or granite ware kettle, a
wooden spoon, tumblers read, ‘o roll in
hot water just before filling, and towels
to wipe them quickly all being at hand,
Jelly-making can begin without delay.

That is, the Cavadian elo
ment in Massachasetts numbers 100,000,
or more than the combined population
of Ottawa, London and Kingston, or of
Hamilton, 8t. Catherines, Chatham, St.
Thomas and Dundas.  The Transeript
sneaks in high terms of the intelligence
and enterprise of the Nova Scotia im-
migrants, and adds: “Under present
conditions it would appear that while
Sova Scutia is & goed place to bs born
in, if one would get ahead in the world
it is a poor place tc live in, uuless one
is already ahead.” The truth about the
matter is that in Nova Scotia, as 1n oth-
er portions of Canada, the people do not
get a fair chance. It is not the fault of
Nature. She has endowed No7a Scotia
\:ith far larger resources and with just
as good a climate as New Eugland.
There is coal in abundance, iron deposits
of unsurpassed richness, good farming
land, a considerable quantity of lumber,
and the finest seaboard and the most
prolific fisheries in the world. How s
it, then, that the population is fleeing
that favcred iregion? The answer is
that man instinctively leaves the spot
where production is most dificolt and
least profitable, for lands where the con-
ditions of production are more advanta-
gecus to him. Why are the conditions
of production in Nova Scotia, with her
great natural wealth and her splendid
oatural facilities for turcing it to ac-
count, less favorable than the conditions
existing in Massachusetts ! Simply be-
cause legislation makes them so. What
would be the use, for instance, of labor
and capital undertaking te open new
coal or iron mines, or to properly devel-
op the fisheries? There is no market
for the output, or, to speak more correct-
ly, the output could not reach the only
available market, thut of New England,
without paying a tariff toll which would
exhaust the profir; and, even if it could
do 80, the Nova Scotia producer would
not pe permitted to bring back the ar-
ticles he received 1n exchange—that is,
in payment—withoul paying a toll on
the Caradian side which would also take
the cream off the orofit. If the richest a
mong us had to pay a tax of 25 or 30 per
cent on every bushel of stuff he sold, and
a tax of about the same amount on every
pound of goods he obtained in return,
how long could he stand it? This is
precisely the position of the Nova Scotia
miner, fisherman, and farmer. Proteet-
ionists tell us that when he disposes of
his products in the American market
after paying the United States duty, he
can return home and buy Canadian-made
goods without paying any duty. But,
in the first place, it is manifestly a great
loss and inconvenicnce when a man has
to buy and sell in two different markets;
and, in the next place, when the Nova
Scotian buys Western Canada manufact-
ures he has to pay a heavier price than
would be required for similar wares in
New England. For, even supposing the
Western Canada manufacturers could
manufacture as cheaply as the others, it
is obvious that the price to the Nova
Scotian is augmented by railway charges
for a very long haul, whereas if he were
allowed to deal at the New Eogland
ports to which he carries his products,
the transportation charge homeward on
his own vessel, by the short water route,
would be comparatively light.
This is why Nova Scotia is compelled
to sacritice her children to Uncle Sam.
And Oatariv is forced through the self-
same causes to follow suit. We rave a
magnificent heritage, but the greed of a
few and the blindness of the many stand
in the way of its deyelopment, with the
result that to Canada belongs the s 1
preeminence of being the only young
country in th» world which is being
steadily diained of population.

SEARLE THE WINNER.

| The Kangaree Defeats the Beaver in the
\ Great International Boat-Race.

Loxpon, Cept. 9,—William O'Connor’s
effort to win the highest sculling honors
of the world has failed, and an honest
and well-rowed race resulted in an easy
victory for Sesrle. The contest was
decided under the most «favorable con-
divions, It was a lovely September day,
with bright sunshine, and the only draw-
back was a moderate head wind.
. T'he betting the first thing this morn-
ing expressed the general feeling that
the race would be'a very close thing, En
roure io Patney a hundred and tive to
one hundred was freely offered on Searle.
At Putuey before the start O’Cunnor’s
frieds came with a rush. After evens
had been taken O'Connor became the
favouite at 100 to 80 against Searle, and
this was the ruling quotation for the last
ten minutes, Both men appeared a few
niuutes before the time appointed, each
receiving a hearty greeting, Searle won
the toss wud chose the Hurrey - side.
Very iitile delay was experienced in
starting,

When word to go was given, like the
winys of two great biras the oars flashed
and the men were away, O'Connor gain-
img half & buat’s length at the start.
['he water was smooth and the tide just
at the ehb, For a huondred yards the
nose of Searle’s boat was only even with
the Canadian’s body. Then a great roar
wose from the crowd as the Australian
was seen to be creeping slowly up on the
other O’Connor reahized it and put
forth his best efforts, but in vamn. In
another hundred yards his young antag-
onist was even with him, snd then for
twice that distance both strained every
nerve The pace was the most rapid
ever rowed, as was proved by the cir-
cumstance that the Australian beat the
record to Hammersmith Bridge, half the
distance, by four seconds, when he led
O’Conner by a length and a half.
It was Searle’s race after that.
The knowing ones feared that the Cana-
dian had lost his nerve, when, as Searle
began toc draw away from hin at the
end of the first mi'e, he kept glancing
across at hi opponent, and when he
missed a stroke with his right oar and
cavght a crai the spectators delightedly
applauded Searle, who rowed steadily
from start to fimish without any indica-
tion of nervousness. ' From Hammer-
smith Bridge the Australian continued
to increase the distance between the
two boats, and O'Connor could
be seen to be nearly spent. A great
many of the spectators did not expect to
sce him finish the race, but he stuck to
his oars pluckily, though his sirokes were
uneven and his strength momentarily
failing. At the bridge at Barnes the
Australian was six lengths in the lead,
and O'Connor was 8o nearly playead that
before the line was crossed his opponent
had increased the distance to 10 lengthe,
The opinion of professional and non-pro-
fessional spectators was that it was a
good race fairly won, 1

THE TIME,
The first mile was done in 4:53, Searle
then rowing 32 strokes to O’Connor’s 33.
At Hammersmith Bridge Searle’s time
was 8:38 and O'Connor’s 8:44, when the
