Details of Fate of Training Cruiser Mat-
suhima Still Lacking. Over 150 Cad-
ets and Officers Weont Down With
S8Hip—Sons of Many Prominent Fam-
ilies are Lost.

Teokio, May 1.—All Japan is plunged

into mourning by, the terrible disaster

| to the training cruiser Matsuhima off
| the Pescadores Islands. Only meagre

details have been received by the minis-
ter of marine but it is feared many mem-
| bers of prominent Japanese famiiies per-
| ished when the Matsuhima went down.
As vet the names of those who lost their
lives have not been transmitted by the
Admiral who was in command of the
training squadron in Pescadores waters.
[t is known, however, that the sons of
| Baron Chinda, of the foreign office, and
Tield Marshall Ovama were aboard.

| According to the latest reports only
| 181 out of upwards of 300 persons aboard
| were saved. Among these were many of-
ficers of the cruiser and prominent nav-
al fmstructors. The boats from the cruis-

iur-‘ Itsukushima and Naspaidate, which
{ hurried to the aid of the stricken war-
;~hip, picked up scores of the victims
who were struggling in the water after
the Matsushima sank, and many were
rescued badly burned aund otherwise in-
jured.
No Cause Assigned.

RAILWAY MEN T0
NAME GRIEVANCES

Will Put -in Writing ' Objections to
Code of Rules Submitted by the
Companies—Railway Commission
Hears Argument.

Ottawa, April 27—Some two score
railway men,. representing the various
railway companies in Canada and the
Railway Men’s union were present at
the sitting of the board of railway
commissioners today to consider the
large question’ of uniformity of oper-
ating rules for all railways. The ques-
tion involves aldo a big list of griev-
ances submitted in the memorial of
the employces to the board in refer-
ence to the conditions of work, train
equipment, investigation of accidents,
train crews, ete.

The railway companies represénta-
tives include J. W.' Leonard for the C.
P. R.; Supt. H. Brownlee and M. K.
Cowan, K.C., for the G. T. R.; F. H.
Chrsyler, K.C., for the Dominon and
Atlantic railway; Geo. Ruel and F.
M. Spaidal, for the C. N. R.; and
Andrew Haiden, fdr the Great North-
crn and allied roadg dn British, Colum.
Dia. The ieainmen’s unions -were re-
presented by Harvey Hall for the
Brotherhood of Railway Trainmen;
David Campbell, for the Telepraghers’
union; Geo. J. Wark, for.the Locomo-
tive Firemen's union; and Mr. Lawr-
ence, for the Locomotive Engineers.

Counter Sets of Rules.

The greater part of this session was
taken up with the question of pro-
cedure. Messrs. Leonard, Cowan and
Brownlee on behalf of the joint com-
mittee of the railway companies,which
draited-the set of-operating rules stated
that when these- rules were submit-
ted by the cocmmittee to the represen-
tatives of the unions the latter had
submitted a counter set of rules. Some
of these latter had been incorporated

ies at Yorkten in the vieinity of Mile-{in the final draft as now submitted |

to the board by the cempanies. To the
rest ot the rules wanted by the men
the companies could not agree. Mr.
{ Hall urged that the proper procedure
{for the companies now was to file with
the board their objections to the rules
presented by the men.

Chairman MayDee remarked that a
reverse precedure was the natural
course to pursue and the employees
should, as ordered by the board last
{summer, file their objections to the
rules proposed instead of simply draft-
ing=a counter set of rules. After con-
siderable discussion ‘it was finally
agreed that the reports of the unions
should be submitted in writing to the
commissioners with their list of ob-
jections to the uniform code of rules
drafted by the companies. If these
objections are found to be valid, the
rules as submitted will be amended
aceordingly, unless further evidence
irom the railway companies sustains
their contention on the points in dis-
pute.

- He reviewed their
pilgrimage, touching lightly oh. their
light " atfire, which had finally led to
the imprisonment of nincteen of them
and their release after ten days. ~ In
reply to a question, Hon. Mr. Ayles-
worth stated that the Doukhobors
came from Saskatchewan. Mr. Lake
declared they had been allowed to step
out of jail defiant and triumphant be-
cause .they had successiully  evaded
the laws. The government had re-
fused to accept responsibility for

hands of the provincial authorities.
He must protest agdainst this, I3
was not fair that Saskatchewan should
be burdened with eriminals that the
Minister of Justice had released.
The people of Yorkton objected to
their appearing on the street nude,
and their own people refused to have
anything to do_ with them. These
people had been received with great
eclat and placed in Saskatchewan
without the consent of the people,
and there wus no reason why the pro-
vince should be burdened with them.
They had cost in bonuses over $7 per
head, and the government was per-
sonally responsible for these people,
and at least should explain returning
them to Saskatchewan after offending
against the laws of Ontario,
Outside of Federal Jurisdiction.

LETHBRIDGE TRAGEDY

Zezely, Who Shot ltalian Woman and
Himself, Was [Infatuated With
Her.—Murder Was Committed in
View of a Dozen Spectators.

Lethbridge, Alta.,, May 2.—Details
of the tragedy here yesterday brought
out at the inquest before Coroner
Higginbotham, are most horrible.
Meleo Zezely, aged 30, was for a long
time enamored with Mrs. Marie
Barcadi, who was 'married to an
Italian miner. He was so infatuated
with the woman that he made her
‘presents of money-and transferred ms
bank acocunt into her name, He was
driven from the house by her hus-
band, but he still , remained very
friendly, secretly visiting the house
iust the same. .

After a quarrel last Sunday, when
she was angry at Zezely, ordering him
from the house, he asked here to give
him his moriey back, and she refused.
Yesterday morning she had the bank
book with her and was evidently going
to draw out the money with her little
son, when she met Zezely about two
hundred yards from the immigration
hall, and after some words he shot
her in view of a dozen spectators.
She sought to run, and he, following,
shot her three times more, putting a
bullet in each ear. The woman fell;
he then drew a knife, slashing her
four times across the throat, severing
the iugular vein, and around the ab-
domen, inflicting. frightful wounds.

_'/In-zc v, who fired at-him. Then hold-
ing off the men that sought to inter-

side the woman’s body and shot him-
self four times in the body, ear and
throat. He made most desperate
efforts to ensure the death of teh wo-
man and himself,

Zezely was handsome and intelli-
gent, thiough quarrelsome. The woman
was the mother of eight children, the
oldest being a miner, aged 30. The
verdict was in accordance with the
facts.

CASE INVOLVING _

Strathcona Coal Company Sued by
; Employees for Brédch of
Contract.

One of the first cases to be tried in
the Alberta courts involving the In-
dustrial” Disputes act,” known as the
Lemieux act, came up for hearing in
the District court ' yesterday before
His Honor Judge H. C. Taylor.. This
was the case oi 21 miners against the

of a contract made under the Lemieux
act. The company entered into a new
contract for a smaller wage with three
of the miners without complying with
the provisions of the aet. The judge
held that the three men who signed
this new eontract must abide by it, but
that the agreement was not binding
on the other miners. The United Mine
Workers of America have taken up
the question and will appeal #fom the
decision of the judge with respect to
the three men. It is understood that
they will also enter- an action in the
Supreme court against the ‘Strathieona
Coal company for $20,000 damages for
violation of the Lemieux act and
breach of contract., H. A. Maekie ap-
peared for the plaintiffs and J. R.
Lavell, of Strathcona, for the defend-
ant company,
Made a Second Agreement.

According to the evidence given at
the trial the Strathcona Coal Co. en-
tered into an agreement to pay the
miners 33 1-3¢ per car for all coal min-
ed. This agreement was entered into
under the terms of the Lemieux act
respecting the agreements of employ-
ers avith workmen and was signed by
the duly authorized and recognized
officers of the miners’ loeal union md
was assented to by Distriet 18 of the
United Mine Workers of -America. Af-
ter working for some time on this
agreement ithe company, under threats
of closing down the mine persuaded
three of the miners, Hammond, Kings-
ley and Smith, to sign a new agree-
ment whereby they were to work for
28c¢ per car. The 30 days’ notice of a
change of agreement provided for by
the Lemicux act, was not complied
with nor was the agreement signed
by the authorized officers of the Min-
ers’ upion. The Unitéd Mine Work-
ers of Ameriea protested and asked
that a conciliaticn ‘board be appeint-

The defendant comnpany claimed that
the agreemient enteéred into by Hams
mond, Kingsley and Smith was for
all the miners and that the men should
abide by it. They accordingly paid
into court a sum equal to the amount
carned by the men up to 28c per car.

After hearing the evidence Judge
Taylor held ‘that the new agreement
made by Hammond, Kingsley and
Smith, was binding on themselves, and
that they should receive only 28¢ per
car. He deeided, however, that this
new agreement was net binding on
the rest of the miners. There was ho
doubt that the committee had excced-
ed their authority in ' making the
agreement for 28c, so li» gave judgment
for the remainder of the plaintiffs for
33 1-3c¢ per car.

H. A. MacKie, counser zor the plain-
tiffs, announced that they would ap-
peal against the judgment of the court
in the case of Hammond, Kingsley
and Smith, on the ground that the
hew. agreement was--not any morve
binding on them than on the other
mimers-as they were still members of
the union and had no power as such,
to make a new agreement for them-
selves.

The Synod of - Manitoba, moving
along these lines, had called the at-
tention of college aythorities fo the
need of’' providing instruction for
younig ministers in the work of moral
and social reform. . This instruction
In sociology was being given in Mani-
toba college by Principal Patrick
himeelf, and weuld shortly be insti-
tuted elsewhere,

During his work with the Lord’s
Day Alliance, Dr, Shearer stated he
had grown impressed with the need
of inter<lenominational organization
in reform’ work, and in questions of
sociology the chufches and labor un-
ions should work together, to be efice-
tive. - By and by what they planned
cauld be crystallized into legislation.
He was at present engaged in this
work of inter-denominational organiz.
ation, and had met with the most en-
couraging success.

Moral Reform League.

This Meral and Social Reform Coun-
cil of Canada had a strong federal
organization with branches in ‘each
province and still other municipal or
electoral branches, The Alberta Tem-
perance and Moral Reiorm League,
instituted previousily, had broadened
out to embrace social work and affili-
ation with the Couuneil had been ap-
plied for.

The doctor then' took up the ques-
tion of temperance work, in the first
place acknowledging the difficulties
of the problems it offered. He would
doubt the sanity or wisdom of a lead-
er in this work who would believe any
one solution of the temperance prob-
lem the only one, What was best for
one province was not best for anoth-
er, and the conditions of each ghould
be studied out., Stating that he had
always been a prohibitionist; and had
no present thought of lowering his
colors, he would say that therc was
being adopted by many temperance
workers a system that aimed at ulti-
mate prohibition and a témporacy
policy looking toward that end, sach
as the pushing of the local or munieci-
pal veto, and the apolition oi the
bar,

Prohibition, he felt, must be reach-
ed by the education of public opin-
ion through various stages—steps to-
ward the goal. Some prohibitionists
say: ‘““Wait, antil the trade can be ab-
solutely prohibited.” The speaker
was not willing to do that if the li-
censing system was retained mean-
while, :

He would advocate instead giving
the centres local option, but not the
option to have a license system as
now with profits aceruing to the man
behind  the bar, too oiten trying to
evade the laws for his own benefit,
He ‘would not have the trade contin-
ued by private individuals for their
own profit ,but by some system of dis-
inferested  mandgement” and with
strict regulations governing-it. Then
when the liquor #raffic had been driv-
en into narrow compass, public opin-
jon would already have been influenc-
ed and the appeintment ©f the com-
missioners or thos# in diréct charge of
the trade could be comtredled.

The system of regulating the liquor
traffic in South Carolina had not been
successful, he said, becaunse private
profit had not beén eliminated. - This
was the key to -successful regulation
oi the trade;

Principal Patrick Speaks,

Principal Patrick, on - rising 4o
speak, stated this question had en-
gaged his attention for thirty years.
He had édme to believe the licensing
system absolutely injurious to the
cause of temperance, apd this, the
greatest of all obstacles. to temper-
ance, had too long been left unas-
sailed. Everyone knew the reason
people engaged im this traffic was be-
cause of the enormous profits, In
England at least there was possibility
of this being changed, because of. the
passage of the Limited Companies
Act. This had not been  directed
against the ligquor traffic, but it was
fonad it could Be employed against ift,

Principal Patrick referred to the
bitter struggle on now in England
because, ©of. the new licensing . bill
there, The liquor men had combined
te fight it,  Similar comditions pre-
vailed in Canada. In Magpitoba he
knew the fight for temperance was
largely against three or four men oi
large wealth and liquor imterests. He
would personally commend the move-
ment fo place the liquor trade under
public control. . “For so lemg as pri-
vate profit accrues -to the, trade, se
long will it continue to be a menace
to the community.

“¥ po one in.this province gained|

by the conffnuation of the liquor traf-
fic, do yon think you would-be con-
fronted with the difficulties that now
oppose youn in this work of reiorm.

’ Hits at Carporations.

“I would say now, that in Canada
at the present moment the  illegitim-
ate influence of monopolies and cor-.
poratiens is the greatest menace to
wublic ‘morality, and that one of the
‘greatést ‘monepolies is . the  liquor
trade.” ¥ is a trade with profits so
énormous that men spend money. free-
Iy to preserve it.”

In conclusion, Prinecipal
stated that the Synod of Manitoba
had approved of _the mew movement
among temperance workers opposing
the Jicénsing system, and that he
personally endorsed it, . He trusted
the Synod of Alberfa, would prove it-
self. as accessible to fresh ideas and
as courageous as that of Manitoba.

; Vancouver, April 30.—In the full
{court this afternoon, the

_ court dis-
missed the appeal of the attorney
general against the recent decision
helding that the Natal Act as passed
by the provincial legislature did not
apply to the Hindus.

PLAGUE IN VENEZUELA.

Travellers Say There Are
Caracas. 8

Cases In

Willemstadt, April 28. — The steamer
Philadelphia arrived here yesterday with
many passengers on hoard. They brought
word that there were two cases of bubon-
ic plague at Caracas, and that a large
number of people were awaiting steam-
ers at Puerto Cabello in order to leave
Caracas.

The Caracas newspapers declare that
there is no plagwe in that city. Presi-
dent Castro has asked the Academy of
Medicine to formulate measures for the
sanitation of Caracas if the plague
should break out. Following this request
the academy has issued orders for the
immediate destruction of rats, the daily
washing of streets and. buildings, and
the destruction of existing focie of in-
fection of whatever kind. The academy
has also ordered the compulsory use of
Haffkines serum huts for hospital uses.
Sanitary commissions have been appoint-
od for each ward in the city, where
alarm has arisen because of the suspi-
cious cases reported.

Socialists Control a City Council.

Copenhagen, May 1.—The city of
Esbjorg, noted for its butter exports,
is experiencing a great deal of trou-
ble with its city ecouncil, in which the
Socialists are in the majority, It is
charged that the aldermen have rais-
ed taxes and squandered money in a
most extravagant manner, impm‘tzmt
publi¢c works being “placed in'charge
of ordinary laborers, simply because
they were Sccialists. They complete-
ly jgnored the Eniployers’ association

" manufacturing and artizanship. The
minority of tne members of the coun-
cil, both Liberal and Conservative,
appealed to the government'to inter-
fere, but this could not legally be
done and at yesterday’s session they
resigned ina body and left the eham-
ber, There is now mno opposition to
the Sccialists and much concern is
felt by the citizens.

EMINENT DIVINE BEFORE
THE CANADIAN CLUB

Rev. Dr. Charles Eaton, of Cleveland,
Delivered Stirring Address to Ed-
monton’s Business Men.—Says
Canada’s Problems The Same as
Those of United States.

(From Thursday’s Bulletin.)

The Edmonton Canadian Club held
one of the most interesting luncheons
of . its history at Cronn’s Club. Cafe
this afternoon. The speaker was the
eloquent pastor -of Euelid avenue Bap-
tist Church, Cleveland, Ohio, Rev, Dr.
Charles A. Eaton, one of Canadsa’'s
most. eloquent sons, who is. meking
a tour of the Canadian West at the
present time,

There was a big attendance, the
luncheon hall being filled to its ut-
most capacity. - Among those present
were Hiz Honor Lieutenant-Governor
Bulyeg, Premier Rutherford, Mayor
McDougall, Edmonton and Strath-
cona city clergymen, and a large
number of the members of the Synod
which is meeting in the city at the
present time.

For over half an hour Dr. Eaton, in
his address on ““A -contrast Between
Canada and the United States, held
his hearers®” rapt attention, as by elo-
quent sentence or happy illustration
he outlined some of the problems that
face Canada, and particularly the
west at the present time. = His clos-
ing peroration was marked by elo-
quence and beauly of diction that it
would - be difficult to surpass.

This Vast New Land.

“T have been going tarough this
vast new land for the first time,” he
said, “and it has made a great im-
pression upon me. 1t has raised
many questions in my mind and I
think on thls occasion it would be in-
teresting to discuss some of the
differences between Canada and the
United States. There is no greater
difference more easily illustrated than
in the matter of humor.”

At a recent banquet in Cleveland,
Rev, J. A. McDonald, of Toronto, and
the speaker were called upon each
to tell a story illustrative of the humor
of their respective countries. The
stories of an old farmer in the Ottawa
ralley and of a mmer in a Nevada
gulech were mnarrated to show the
peculiarities of the humor of each
country.

The history of the country from a
racial point of view are not so differ-
cnt.  The spirit of Canada was born
out of the French immigration at
Quebec and of the United States on
the landing at Plymouth Rock. Thera
have since been {from -the TUnited
States -different migrations, including
that of the United States loyalists to
(Canada and of Canadians to the
United States. Canada’s migrations
to the United States have an economic
value, and it has come to pass that
thousands and thousands- of Cana~
dians now occupy prominent positions
in the United States. We have now
comée to the last immigration of far-
mers of the United States to the Cana-
dian West. These men are among
the best the country can get. -The old
feeling between the two countries has
died out, and now Canadians and
Americans live side by side in perfect
friendliness and accord.

» So much for the racial part. In the
United States the better people are
banding themselves tcgether to pre-
serve the traditions of their fathers
from the invasion of the: {oreigner.
And so, too, in Canada the same pro-
blems confront the people to an even
greater extent, :

The Powerstof the West.

The school will be the greatest

ower * of the future among the
foreigners that the country is assimi-
ating. There is also a great work
for the church in Canada as well as
in the United States. In Cleveland
the church of which he is a pastor is
doing a good work. &

“Learn from the United States,” he
said, “and by their mistakes profit in
the future.  In the Urited States
they Had the ox.cart to populate their
west, while in Canada there are rail-
way trains flooding the country with
settlers. Learn by the errors of the
United States in the years of their
growth.

“The Canada of the present is far
different from what it will be in thirty
years’ time¢. The foreign problem is
a greater one for Canada than it has
been for the cities of the United
States. Your children will be born
here; they must assimilate with the

sons of the Galicians, Austrians and]

Italians. See to it, therefore, that the
son of the foreigner gets the sameé edu-
cation that your sons get and that his
ideals are the highest.”

There is another aspect of the situ-
ation. The form oi government in
Canada is the best in the world today.
The government of the United States
ia the product of the brains a hundred
yvears ago. The will of the people of
Canada ingtantly comes into force,
while in the United States it takes a
year or more to bring the will of the
people into force. The great weakness
of the United States is their bad mun-
icipal government.

In the stromgest language Dr. Eaton
denounced the present day politics
where the man’s antecedents for' cen-
turies back are diseussed by his op-
ponents. Let the man be judged on
his own record; let him be protected
from the personal attacks of his op-
ponents behind the shield of the Brit-
ish constitution.

Municipal . government is simply
housekeeping, The question that
should be asked of the politician is
whether-he is honest ‘\and whether he
is a man’ of ability,

The
time is now more than ever beifore,
when we must be citizens of the world
arena. " The time is rapidly coming
when the struggle for supremacy will
be between three great nations, the
English speaking world, the Slav and
the Mongolians. As an English speak-
ing man he had faith that Engksh
speaking institutions would triumph,
and two great nations, for he thought
they would always remain distinet and
separate would grow up in Ameriea,

AFTER B. C. TIMBER LIMITS.

American Lumbermen Scramble for Lim.
its in Anticipation of Removal of Duty.

Vancouver, B.C., April 30.—American
lumbermen, literally score$ of them, are
“taking to the tall timber” in British
Coclumbia. Their eagerness to acquire
timber and erect saw mills on this side
of the line is due to the alleged certain-
ty of the next Congress removing the
import duty from foreign manufactured
Iumber. Probably the most noteworthy
is M. J. Scanlon, of Minneapolis, who,
next to \Weyegrhauser, who is the owner
of millions of acres of timber limits in
Canada and the United. States, is the
largest timber limit operator on the
continent. He is the principal of the
firm of the Scanlon Brooks Lumber Com-
pany. They are now in the interior with
a large force of men cruising a vast
tract with a view to its purchase for half
a million dollars. It is their intention to
erect a saw mill with a capacity of 200,-
000 feet daily.

W. A. Guthrne, ex-Senator of Indiana,
who visited here last winter, has just
made the first payment on thirteen tim-
ber berths on the Squamish river at the
upper end of Howe Scund.

THE FISHING LEASES
WERE UNPROFITABLE

Leases Held by F. D. Markey For
Northern Waters Were Not Gold
Mines.—Company Lost $20,000 on
First Year's Operations,

Ottawa, April 30.—In the publie
accounts committee yesterday morn-
ing aletter “was réad from J. G.
Desbarats;- acting deputy- minister of
marine and fisheries, explaining why
the original copy of the fishing lease
granted to F. D. Markey, of Montreal,
is missing. The document was sent
to the House of Commons in 1905,
where it was read and placed on re-
cord in Hansard. It was handed to
th> Hansard staff and subsequently
disappeared. The member of the
Hansard staff who made use of the
lease says that it was returned to a
member who read it in the House, A.
C. Boyce.

Robert Venning, assistant commis-
sicner of fisheries, gave the following
areas in square miles of the water
covered by the three leases granted to
F. H. Markey and Mackenzie, of Sel-
kirk, Manitoba, and to Coffee & Mer-
ritt, of Winnipegosis, Manitoba; Great
Slave Lake, 10,417; Athabasea, 282;
Lesser Slave Lake, 480; Cumberland
Lake, 160; Namew, 66; Cedar, 285;
Cormorant, 141; and Akimakeg Lake,
90.

F. H. Markey, a Montreal lawyer,
who secured the lease for the Nelson
and Hayes and other rivers and Great
Slave Lake, was examined by Mr. Car-
vell. He said he secured the lease
with the obicet of transferring it at
once io the - British-American Fish
Company, which had applied for let-
ters patent.  The transier was made
immediately. The witness had ap-
plied personally for the lease because
it was thoueht the department might
not be willing to grant a lease to the
company. Markey proceeded to tell
the story of organization of the com-
pany. He was approached, he said,
by O. E. IFleming, of Windsor, Ont.,
who represented a number- of fish
companies in the northwest. Mr.
Fleming explained that these com-
panies were operating in opposition to
the gréat fish trust of the TUnited
States in order to secure exclusive
fishing waters, which would enable
them to compete successfully with the
trust. His negotiations with the
department continued over a period
of six months. Hon. Mr. Prefontaine
objected strongly to the granting of
exclusive privileges. In the original
copy oi the lease the word- *‘exclu-
sive” did not appear. Another bone
of contention with the minister was as
to the nosition of the settler. It was
explained to Mr. Prefontaine that the
fithing companies do not fish with
their own employees, that they bought
from settlers and fishermen - at a fixed
p-ice per pound. Had the leases not
been made exclusive the American fisn
trust could also have bought from set-
ticrs.

Lost Heavily.

My. Markey then went into the finan-
cial details of the operations. of the
lease holders on Nelson River, where
operations were commenced in  1905.
There was a Joss of $20,000 the first
vear, and since that date further lia-
bilities had been incurred. It would take
§250,000 to wipe out the present liabil-
ities and the company would be willing
te disposo of the license at a loss-of $20,-
050. In their operations on Athabasca
lake a loss of $7,000 was incurred, and
on JLoesser Slave lake $10,200 had been
spent and there had heen no returns.
Mr. Markey said that under present con-
ditions it was impossible fo compete with
the fish trust in the United States and
the Canadian market was too limited
to make operations profitable.

Personnel of the Company.

Examined by Mr. Northrup the wit-
ness said that from _seventy to eighty
per cent. of the money put into the
venlure was supplied by Canadians.
Those interested are I'. 1. Markey, Mon-
treal; O. G. Fleming, Windsor; Macken-
zie & Smitih, Selkirk, Man., and Messrs.
M. J. Dee and E. G. Davis, of Detroit.
Mackenzie & Smith, of Felkirk, consti-
tute the Imperial Fish Company of Sel-
kirk with the British American company
affiliated. Asked if the leases held would
be of any value to the American Fish
trust, Mr. Markey said if the trust had
the lease it would probably not operate
in such inaccessible” waters, and the
leases would be'of value only in the way
of keeping other companies from operat-
ing.

Mr. Northrup—“Then why were you so
anxious to get the leases?”

Mr, Markey—"“We had not had the ex-
perience we have now.” Mr. Markey con-
tended that there was nothing in the
lease to prevent the government grant-
ing private leases to settlers who could
ship fish to market if they could find
tho means to do so.

RECORD-BREAKING CROP.

Grain Inspector.

Calgary, April 30.—Gco. Hill, govern
ment grain inspector, predicts a record
breaking wheat crop in Albherta this year.

Forecast of Future of Great Grain-

 Northavest during the past twenty-five

years, the progress of the future bids
fair 16 be far greater and not only will

Winnipeg develop into a mighty city

of the size and importance of Chicago

Tand New York, but other eities must

grow out of the trade and commerce
which will follow the putting under
cultivation of the almost illimitable
stretches of prairie land that §till lies
untouched by the plow, antraversed by
the reaper and binder.

In the three provinces oi Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta there are
357,016,778 acres of land, and of this
land at least one-half, or 178,508,389
acres is good for farming. Of all this
vast quantity of productive s0il the
comparatively insignificant area of 8,-
327,970 acres, or less than one-twen-
tieth, has been brought under culti-
vation; an amount so comparatively

IWHEAT SEEDING

IS COMPLETED

Acreage iﬁ Wheat Will be Greater
Than Last Year—Big Oat Acre-
age in Central -Alberta.

(From Tuwesday’s Bulletin.)

According to the present conditions
there is every probability that there
will be an early harvest this year, and
a larger acreage and larger yield per
acre of grain in the province of Al-
berta than in any previous year. The
fall and spring wheat- is now practi-
cally all sown, and. it is estimated
that the acreage is considerably larger
than last year. Favniers are now
preparing for oat sowing, dnd it is ex-
pected that the acreage of both oats
and barley sown‘ thig year will be
greater than in the past. Seeding is
fully -one month earlier than last
year, and with good growing weather
the harvest should be early enough to
preclude- all danger of frost. With
these facts before them, is it any
wonder. that the farmers of Alberta
are optiniistie?

H. “A. Craig, superintendent of fairs
and institutes for Alberta, whose
duties take -him all over the provinee,
reports that everywhere seeding is
well advanced. 1In the south a con-
siderable “quantity of. fall wheat was
sown and much of the gréund was
prepared for early spring sowing. In
the north, however, ‘there was little
or no all ploughing done  between
Edmonton and Lloydminster along the
line .of- the C.N.R. on account of the
late harvest. As a 'consequence the
merease in the acreage of oats sown in
this district will be more marked
than that of fall or spring wheat, as
the farmers are ploughing now and
preparing the ground for oats. Not-
withstanding this facét, - Mi. Craig,
from observation- and conversation
with a large number of farmers, ex-
pressed the opinion that the spring
and fall wheat acreage in Alberta thiz
vear would .be larger-than in the past.
This is due 'partly to the fact that
there are more settlers in the pro-
vince and partly to the larger area
of wheat being sown by each farmer.

Wheat sowing is practically com-
pieted all over the province and the
sowing of oats was commenced. the
middle of last week. Land is also
being prepared for barley, although
little of this grain is sown yet.

As a result of the early spring
seeding is fully one month earlier all
over. Alberta than last year, and with
suitable weather the harvest should
be correspondingly early, thus avoid-
ing all danger of frost. High winds
all over the province have made farm-
ing operatjons unpleasant th& spring
particularly in the = south . country.
The cool weather; however,. has
greatly ‘aided the work of seeding. - At
the present time there is plenty of
moisture in the ground, although the
winds have made the earth some-
what driéer in Southern ‘Alberta. - Fine
weather for twe more weeks will see
seeding finished in. the province. The
very best thing for the crop then will
be a two inch.fall of snow, which
would bring. moisture to the earth and
allow it to soak in gradually.

Parole Officer Aréhbaid in Edmonton
on Annual th—Snys System s
Greatest Influenee - in- Uplft of
Criminal Influence—Parole Seldom

—Violated.

““There 'is probably no influence in
the prison life of this country that
tends to a greater degree to*uplift the
criminal ‘lmn the p‘nolv system ihat
has been in operation in Canada for
the' past nine years. The hope of par-
don or an .xbndpmunt of sentence with
the subsequent surveillance of the au-
thorities has beén of great beénefit as
the statistics show in reforming many
of those who have boen convicted of
erimes in recent years.”

8o s&poke WL P, ‘Archibald, chief
parole officet of the department of jus-
tice, to the Bulletin representative ldst
night, = Mr. ‘Archibald, whose name
has been connected with the parole
system since the passing ‘of the Parole
act, nearly nine years ago, is now 'in
the city on his annual visit to the Ed-
monton penitentiary. His duties take
lhim to all parts of Canada and re-
late to all cases of sought-for clem-
ency arising in the jails; prisons and
penitentiaries of ithe Pomiinion.

Parole Act Most' Satusfactory.

“The Dominion Parole act,” said
Mr. Archibald, “has ‘by its results
proved more satisfactory than that
of any other country in the world. - In
any case where there is an appeal for
clemency we investigate the case. The
jdge’s repert is: examined, the peni-
tentiary report is considered and a
thorough investigation is made of the
case after which «a reconimendation
i3 ‘made to the department of justice.

The Prisoners Released.

“During the time the Parole act has
béen in operation, 1,645 prisoners have
been released onm parole. Of these
about 1,000 have earned their full lib-
erty, about 500 arc now: reporting and
33 only have been sentenced for an-
other term.. When a man breaks his
parole no effort is spared to recapture
him and the department has gone as
far as to extradite two paroled erini-
inals from other countries.

“The parole systemi has been most
satisfactory and no other country can
show such tangible results. We aim
to make good citizens of the released
convicts and our efforta have been
very successful.

““As a concrete illustration of what
he said Mr. Archibald gave the follow-
ing illuatration. It costs the Do-
minion $250 per vear per man to keep
up the prisons of the Dominion. In
1908 from close investigation made it
was ascertained that the paroled men
were carning as wages $101.,000. Thus
from being an. expense to the country
the released prisoner Hecomes a large
wage carning citizen,

. Number Released Here.

From the Edmonton penitentiary
since its ineeption fifteen prisoners
have been released on parolc and only
three of them have sinece gone astray,
an excellent pereentage. While the
man’s honor is appealed to:the parole
is treated as a stern business-like pro-
position as well.

The Edmonton Penitentiary.

Mr. Archibald speaks in the highest
terms of the Edmonton penitentiary
and its staff. ‘““There is an excellent
institution heyre.” he =zaid, “with con-
struction second to none and officials
excellent.
