Lady Sykes’
Wild Career

WENT THE PACE WHEN YOUNG.

Her Fxtravagant Habits Old Not 
Go So Well With Her Husband’s 
Penuriousness.

London, June 4.—The death , is 
announced of Lady Sykes, wife of 
Sir 'l aiton Sykes, whom she married 
in 1874, when she was 18 years old. 
Lad}' Sykes had a remarkrble career. 
She was an authoress and editor of a 
newspaper, and a hospital nurse in 
South Africa during tl e Boer war 
She was formerly Miss Christiana 
Cavendish-Bentinck, daughter of t he 
late Right Hon. George Augustus

Cavendish-Bentinck.
Lady Sykes, who was a "dative 

of the Duke of Portland, was charged 
on Aug, 2, 1807, with obtaining by 
false pretences cheques to the value 
of $26,500. The prosecution was 
stopped when it was learned that 
Sir Tatton Sykes, who hail been 
separated fron his wife for twenty 
years, had agreed to meet her 
liabilities.

In October of the same y far Lady 
Sykes was charged with forging her 
husband’s name to bills for 850.000, 
but the charge was dismissed. Later 
she was sued on a note for 879,000, 
purporting to be signed by her 
husband. The Jury pronounced the 
signature a forgery. Friends came to 
the rescue, paid the money, and 
the prosecution was dropped.

Sir Tatton Sykes is now 84 years 
of age. Her extravagrances and 
success »s a gambler provided the 
gossips with endless talk. She was 
known as a “plunger.”

Of late Lady Sykes had devoted 
hersdlf to religious and charitable 
work.

Puff” Signalling 
Proposed.

A Boston Writer’s Idea, for Use by 
Aviator.

London. June 10.—James Means, 
writing in the magazine Nature, from 
Boston urges that methods of visual 
aerial signalling be not neglected, as 
in the event of war the enemy may de­
liberately disturb or prevent communi­
cation by wireless telegraphy. For 
aerial scouting and other purposes, 
Mr. Means suggests "puff" signalling 
as a simple and trustworthy method.

“By this method,” he says, “coloring 
matter is intermittently injected 
into the exhaust tube of the flying ma­
chine motor from a pipe. This is 
emitted in large and small puffs re­
sembling very black smoke, whose 
durations correspond to the dashes 
and dots of the Morse code.”

720,844 John Smiths now appearing in 
the telephone directories, by actual 
count, and nobody who runs for office 
under the primary system should for­
get it. Captain Smith was a plain, 
rugged citizen with a tense, hard-boil­
ed cast of countenance, and he did f. 
great deal toward reconciling the In­
diens to parting with their real es­
tate.

Chief Powhatan, 
who had just made a hearty meal off 
Capt. Smith's knapsack and neck ruf­
fle. ordered the prisoner to lie down fr.

something unpleasant was about to 
transpire. Just as two inflamed war­
riors raised their clubs, Pocahontas, a 
daughter of Powhatan who expected tc 
come out that spring, rushed upon th( 
scene in great perturbation and a short 
skirt and cried, "Woodman, spare that 
tree." Powhatan was deeply affected 
and gave Capt. Smith to Pocahontas as 
a birthday present. Pocahontas hint­
ed around quite a little about a church 
wedding, but while esteeming her 
highly as a friend Capt. Smith did no!

That Appeal
to Caesar.

THE CAESAR APPEALED TO WAS 
THE GOVERNOR AND NOT THE 
SECRETARY OF STATE FOR THE 
COLONIES.

In last evening's Chronicle appears 
nn apparently inspired article in 
which an attempt is made to throw 
the odium of delay of the decision of 
the llorisou Memorials on the Presi­
dent of the Fishermen's Union. This 
is a most improper and unfair impu­
tation. The delay is solely due to the 
course pursued by His Excellency the 
Governor, either with or without the 
advice of his Ministers. It is stated 
that the President of the F. P. U. in 
the first Memorial appealed to the 
Secretary of State for the Colonies. 
He did nothing of the kind. The sub­
mission of the question to the Secre­
tary of State was solely at the initi­
ation of His Excellency. The appeal 
in the first Memorial was strictly to 
the Governor. In proof of this we ask 
our readers to peruse the following 
extracts from that Memorial:—

“MEMORIAL.
To His Excellency Sir Ralph 

Williams. Knight CommSndej 
of the Distinguished Order of 
St. Michael and St. George, 
Governor and Commander-in- 
Chief in and over the Island 
of Newfoundland and its De­
pendencies.

May it Please Your Excellency,—
As President of the Fishermen's 

Protective Union in this Colony, an 
incorporated body, consisting of sev­
eral thousand of the electors, I beg 
to bring under your notice a matter 
that affects their interests as well as 
the honour of the offices held under 
Your Excellency by the Hon. Donald 
Morison.

I will as briefly as possible group 
for tile information of Your Excel­
lency the facts as borne out by pub­
lic records and other documents, cop­
ies of which I forward with this let­
ter. The original of these documents 
with one exception have been placed 
in my custody temporarily,- and if 
Your Excellency desires I will pro­
duce them for your inspection imme­
diately. The exceptiofi is of the 
agreement of Feb. 16th, 1910. It is a 
copy of a copy handed to me by one 
of the parties to the agreement, but 
it is referred to in other originals."

It will be observed (1) the Memor­
ial is addressed to His Excellency Sir 
Ralph Williams, and not to the Right 
Honourable the Secretary of State for 
the Colonies. If the Memorial had 
been an appeal to the Caesar at the 
Colonial Office ife.would have been ad­
dressed to him, with a covering letter, 
praying the Governor to transmit the 
reference to the Secretary of State for 
his decision. There was no such cov­
ering letter, nor is there one single 
sentence in the whole Memorial ask­
ing the Secretary of State to express

an opinion, exercise a discretion, or 
give a decision.

(2) The attention of His Excellency 
the Governor and not that of the Sec­
retary7 of State was called to certain 
matters by the express words of the 
Memorial. Here they are:—

"I beg to bring under your notice":
"1 will as briefly as possible group 

for the information of Your Excel­
lency";

“If Your Excellency desires I will 
produce them for your inspection im­
mediately";

"The fact in itself that a Minister 
of the Crown and his associates in 
the Company should obtain posses­
sion of such a vast concession from 
the Executive is inconsistent with the 
honour of a Minister of the Crown, 
and with the duty which the Hon. 
Donald Morison owes to Your Excel­
lency as a member of the Ministry of 
Your Excellency, and to the public 
as a trustee of the public domain."

“As further hearing upon this sub­
ject. I direct the attention of Your 
Excellency to the fact that the Crown 
Lands Act of 1903 required that." &c.

"The,public records to which 1 have 
referred and the documents of which 
I enclose copies afford proof of the 
transactions to which I direct the at- 
'ention of Your Excellency."

"As President of the Fishermen's 
Protective Union, representing a very 
large number of the electors, 1 most 
respectfully enter a strong protest 
against the Hon. Donald Morison con­
tinuing any longer a member of Your 
Excellency’s Council and holding of­
fices of emolument from thë Crown."

It will be observed that in all these 
! extracts the matter is drawn to the 
! attention of His Excellency the Gov­
ernor, and not to the attention of the 
Secretary of State for the Colonies.

1 The protest is made to the Governor 
] and not to the Secretary of State.

“I confidently approach Your Ex- 
! cellency in this matter, prompted by 
! a desire to serve the public welfare, 
and believing it my duty to act as I 
have done In the premises."

The President says he confidently 
approached His Excellency Sir Ralph 
Williams and not the Right Hon. L. 
Harcourt.

We have shown by these extracts 
from the Memorial, and from the fact 
that there are no such references to 
the Secretary of State, that His Ex­
cellency was prayed to exercise his 
judgment and not to be a MERE trans­
mitter of a Memorial to England. It 
is true he was also asked to transmit a 
copy home. Here are the words:

"I pray that Your Excellency may­
be pleased to forward a copy of this 
communication to the Secretary of 
State for the Colonies."

But this was merely subsidiary to 
the other more important functions he 
was asked to perform. The Memor­
ial was not addressed to Secretary 
Harcourt, because that gentleman 
does not hold the Commission of the 
Governor of Newfoundland. He can­
not exercise the functions of the Gov­
ernor of Newfoundland. He can neith­
er appoint nor dismiss a Minister. 
This can be done by the Governor 
and not by the Secretary of State. 
The latter gentleman can give an opin­
ion if it is asked for by the Governor, 
just as the Governor can ask for the

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opinion of the law officers of the 
,£jpwn. And of course no objection 
could be, or in our opinion, should be, 
taken to His Excellency seeking the 
advice he deems desirable. But His 
Excellency should shoulder hts own 
responsibilities and not attempt, as 
Mr. Coaker informs us he did at his 
interview with him, to wrest the plain 
words of the first Memorial into a 
submission by the President of the 
F. P. U. of the questions raised to the 
judgment of the Secretary of State. 
By all means let His Excellency seek 
what advice he likes, but let it be 
clearly understood that he is seeking 
that advice at his own option, and If 
he does refer a matter that is within 
his own province elsewhere, let him 
shoulder the responsibilty himself, 
otherwise exception will be taken to 
any imputation to others either by 
His Excellency or by the Government 
organs of what is his own doings.

The Caesar to whom the F. P. U. 
appealed was His Excellency Sir 
Ralph Williams, as the tenor of the 
first Memorial abundantly makes 
clear, and not the Right Hon. L. Har­
court, the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies. If His Excellency decided 
to transfer the appeal, well and good, 
but let him take the responsibility of 
that course, and not attempt to thrust 
it on the President of the Fishermen’s 
Protective Union.

We heard a report to-day that a 

Roycl Commission will shortly come 
out to Newfoundland. It was not 
stated on what matters the Commis­
sion would sit. or whether it was the 
Royal Commission which has been ap­
pointed to investigate the resources 
of the Empire. It would be a wel­
come move if it was a Royal Commis­
sion of the kind advocated by the 
Evening Telegram In March, 1911, and 
endorsed by Sir Robert Bond in a let­
ter published in the Evening Tele­
gram.

Unsold Fish 
Coming Back

We understand that a schooner is 
returning from the Mediterranean 
with 3,000 qtls. of fish, which was 
shipped from here in March past. It 
was Labrador fish, and the markets 
being slack it could not be sold. This 
will be a great loss to the owner. In 
this connection we are sorry to learn 
that there is more Labrador fish still 
in Spain unsold. This resulted from 
the fact that the markets were over­
stocked, the consumption being poor- 
tr than usual during the Lenten sea­
son. A deal of fish was shipped 
down there from Greece and also 
"ante to Italy which could not be sold 
in the former market, and this helped 
o congest both the Spanish and Ital- 
an markets. Part of the Ocean 
Ranger’s cargo of labrador fish is 
itill at Genoa unsold, and there are 
iso some packages left at Leghorn, 
nd this will be put in cold storage 

to save it There is also a part cargo 
of shore fish unsold in Naples, and 
this was shipped by a northern busi­
ness firm. Similarly there is a part 
cargo at Alicante shipped by a St. 
John’s merchant from a northern out- 
port. All this fish would aggregate 
several thousand quintals.

Jhe mat­
ter is settled by the following des­
patch received from the Secretary of 
State for the Colonies, by His Royal 
ffighness the Duke of Connaught:—

"Sir,—
“1 have the honour to transmit to 

Your Royal Highness a copy of a let­
ter in regard to the flag which should 
be used by private persons who are 
British subjects. I should be glad if 
you would be good enough to cause 
the public to be informed that the 
Vulon flag is the national flag of 
Canada, as of all other parts of His 
Majesty’s dominions, and may be 
flown on land by all British subjects 
and that the red ensign with the arms 
of the Dominion of Canada in the flag 
is intended to be used only by Cana­
dian merchant vessels.

young woman a few moments before 
Richards caught him.

Smythe was the son of Louis M. 
Smythe, one of the best known mer­
chants of northern Vermont, and was 
associated in business with his father. 
He was 28 years old. Miss Smythe, 18 
years old, was a student at a Vermont 
academy. Miss Ellis, who was 19 
years of age, was the daughter of a 
well-known St. Johnsbury citizen. Mr. 
Kimball is employed in a clothing 
store here.

Pleasure Trip.

The young people started up stream 
from St. Johnsbury on a pleasure trip. 
When that part of the river known as 
'the rapids" was reached the party 
decided to attetmpt to paddle over the 
treacherous water. They had hardly 
entered the rapids when the canoe 
turned over, throwing the four Per­
sons Into the water.

The swiftly rushing waters swept 
the canoe down stream out of the 
reach of the young people in the wat­
er. Smythe and his sister went down 
together. Kimball caught hold of 
Miss Ellis and tried to reach the river 
bank. Their cries for help attracted 
the attention of Richards and he 
rushed to the river. Kimball was 
within only a short distance of the 
bank when he lost his hold on Miss 
Ellis and she disappeared from view. 
Richards waded out into the water a 
few feet and caught hold of the 
young man. He was unconscious and 
was in a serious condition to-night.

A large crowd wei)t to the scene 
when Informed of the accident. Irons 
were secured and the river bed was 
dragged for the bodies, but ht dark 
none had been recovered. The river 
is very high and it is considered 
doubtful whether any of the bodies 
will be found,

Had Close Call.
Albert King, a 15 year old youth of 

Ho.vlestown, with death staring him 
in the face and with his companions 
standing close by powerless to render 
assistance, was rescued from drown­
ing in the nick of time by James 
Crotty yesterday. The latter is the 
18 year old brother of W. Crotty, re­
porter on the Telegram staff, and a 
strong swimmer. The youngster had 
fqllen over Hynes' coal pier, and his 
chums, being unable to swim, hollered 
loudly for help. The young man 
Crotty, who was driving home at the 
time, left his horse on the roadside 
and responded to the call. Immedi­
ately he plunged over the wharf, and 
we learn from him was well beneath 
the surface when he grasped the vic­

tim. who was going down to rise no 
more. Both were lifted to the pier 
by the aid of ropes. King had to be 
rolled for several minutes before be- 

| ing brought back to consciousness. 
! A considerable amount of water was 

pumped out of him. The act was a 
commendable one. This is the third 
time Crotty has figured in life-saving 
—first, on Quidi Vidi Lake; second, 
when he rescued Miss Ethel Connolly 
from Deadman’s Pond at great per­
sonal risk, for which he was awarded 
a silver watch by His Excellency the 
Governor; third, his feat of yester­
day in rescuing King, who undoubted­
ly would have drowned but for his 
timely arrival.
