First Shot Fired in Catalina -- Great
Demonstration--Long Torchlight

Procession--Beautiful Illuminat-
ed Arch--Packed Hall and Great

Reception Given to the Coalition

Candidates.

At a little after 1 p.m. on Thursday
last, Messrs. Coaker and Lloyd left
in the s.s. Kintail for the North to
open the political campaign in Trin-
ity Bay. The Uhion steamer was
chocked full to the hatches with
flour, all sold by the Trading Com-
pany for Union Stores, leaving an-
other load of stores behind her for
the next trip. Dr. Lloyd, the leader
of the Trinity team, made the ac-
guaintance of the Master, Capt. Hous-
ton, the mate, Capt. Philips, the Chief
Engineer, and the crew, and found
them although seriously engaged in
the work-a-day business of freighting
bubbling over with enthusiasm for
the fight and very anxious to attend
the meeting at Catalina, for the first
shot in the campaign north.

A few years la-
ter the Hon. J. Alexander Robinson,
made the astounding ‘discovery that
Sir Edward Morris was the brains of
the Liberal Party, and assisted a lit-
tle later in the amazing surgical op-
eration of transferring that “brains”
to the People’s Party,

Since that time, the people of the
Colony have had full opportunity of
testing the truth of these two views
of his political qualities. In the
spring of 1909, Sir Edward Morris
became Premier of Newfoundland,
and has continued Premier since
that time and will continue Premier,
uniess the people at the polls put his
party in a minority at the forthcom-
ing General Elections. As Sir Ed-
ward’s Government is now on trial,
it may be well to enquire whether,
during the past four and a half vears
he has been consistent as a friend of
the contractor and recreant to the
people. At the first blush, evervone
will rush to the conclusion that he
has certainly been consistent. But
will ‘'the facts of the case bear out
the conclusion? First and foremost
the questions arises: Has Sir Ed-
ward Morris been more friendly to
the contractor or to the people? It
will be remembered that Sir Edward
Morris took into his party, the title
of People's Party. He placed the tit-
le of Tory Party on the discard, but
that was only a mere matter of form
because he took over the class of men
he had said before were mostly unfit
to run a bullseye shop. Having, how-
ever, invited “the whole of the in-
dustrial classes of the Colony—the
Fishermen, the Farmer, the Mechan-
ics, the Laborers, the Clerks, and all

soon as possible? How is it that
to-day their organization and their
official newspaper are working tooth
and nail to turn him and his Govern-
ment out of power? It is clear from
this, that they repent of their dpings
last election and have determined
to reverse the. verdict they gave in
1909. So much then for the workers’
gide of the question. What about
the other side? The outstanding fea-
ture of the administration of Sir Ed-
ward has been the Branch Railway
contracts. These contracts were giv-
en to the old contractors with whom
the Hon. John Alexander Robinson
said he had certainly been c?nsxst-
ent in his friendship. Has Sir Ed-
ward not maintained that old con-
sistency? Sir Edward Morris put the
country under an ohligation to pay
the contractor for building certain
lines and deluded them into the bhe-
lief that it could be done for $4,000,000
and now the country is waking up to
find itself bound to the contractor to
pay some millions more than was
anticipated. As Sir Edward Morris’
act was friendly to the contractor in
1898 in giving him the benefit of that
deal, so he has maintained his con-
sistency in giving the contractor the

If in 1904, this
friendship was an objection to his
election as a member for the West
End; how can it be a reason for
returning him as Premier: of = the
Colony in 19137 The only reason
we can find for Mr. Robinson's incon-
gistency is that the latter gentleman
made the discovery about Sir Ed-
ward’s “brains” and transferred his
allegiance to him and gained at one
and the same time a reward for both
his brilliant discovery and allegiance

IMPRESSIVE CEREMONY AT SAN-
DY POINT, BAY ST. GEORGE.

last week was an -eventful week
for the Church people of St. George's
and Sandy Point. It was the oceca-
sion of the visit of their Chief Pas-
tor, the Lord Bishop of Newfound-
land, and of the laying of the foun-
dation stone of the new Church of St
Stephen, at Sandy Point.

His Lordship arrived by the express
on Monday evening, accompanied by
the Rev., H. Leggo, his Chaplain, and
Rev. G. H. Maidment, Curate of Bay
of Islands. There were many evi-
dences of the affection and loyalty of
the people of Bay St. George Parish
towards their Bishop. No less than
four arches had been erected all ex-
pressive of welccme and good will,
Flags were flowing from every avail-
able staff and stick, salvos of mus-
ketry filled the air, and in the even-
ing the whole  Point' was brilliantly
illuminated by candles, lanterns,
torches and bonfires. The Bishop af-
ter making a tour of inspection ex-
pressed his great pleasure at such
evidences of loyalty and affection,
which were. shewn to him personally
and as the visible head of the Church
in Newfoundland.

But of course Tuesday was the
great day. The ceremoniés began at
8 in the morning, when His Lordship
cclebrated the Holy Communion, and
the faithful drew near to worship,
and feed upon the Lamb of God. The
Rector, the Rev. E. A. Butler, assist-
cd the Bishop at this service. At
cleven o'clock the whole settlement
et the Bishop. in e.Orange Hall
and there presented Nim with an ad-
dress. This will be found with His
lordship’s reply in'another column.
It was good to see old and young,
bays and girls vieing with each
other to show the love and respect
for their venerable head, as he pass-
ed through "their ranks.

At three o'clock came the chief
event and crowning ceremony of the
day. There were present besides
these who had accompanied the
Bishop from (urling., the Rev. H. J.
Read. Rector of Channel: Mr. H.
McKay. Theological student from
Queen’'s College; Ar. A. L. Barrett,
l.ay Reader.from Curling: Mr. G.
Gosse, Lay Reader and teacher from
Crabbes: Mr. J. Janes, Lay Reader
and teacher at Robinson’s. and Mr. J.
Temple. These all robed in the
Church and walked in procession
from thence around the site of the
new building, until they reached the
southeast corner where a canopy had
been erected, under which the actual
laying of the foundation stone took
place. It was a most impressive sight
when His l.ordship knelt and after
preparfng the cement, etc., placed
the¢ stone in place declaring it “well
and truly laid in the Name of the
Father. the Son, and the Holy Ghost.”
The Bishop then gave an address to
thes assembled crowd, in which he
pointed ‘out the necessity of each one
striving to become *“a living stone
in the spiritual temple” and urging
them to work together for the good
cause of their Church, and especially
in that work which they had so aus-
piciously begun. He then gave his
benediction, and the singing of the
hymn:

“Christ is our Corner Stone,

On Him, alone we build,”
brought this most important cere-
mony to an end. At half-past seven

there was a solemn Evensong in the
old Church of gt . Stephen. The'

prayers were taken by the Rector,
the first lesson was read by the Rev:
G. H. Maidment, the second by His
Lordship the Bishop, while the' Rev.
H. J. Read delivered a most impres-
sive and eloquent sermon, in which
he sought to drive home to the people
the chief lessons which they ; had
learned that day. The Bishop gave
his blessing, and thus brought to a
close a day which cannot but be long
remembered by all the inhabitaigts of
Sandy Point.

The Rev. H. Leggo, who had acted
as (‘haplain to the Bishop in the af-
ternoon's ceremony, at the request of
the Rector, proceeded to St. George's
where at 7.30 he sald Hvensong and
preached an eloquent and lfmpressive

Address.

This Institution is intended princi-
pally as @ Home of Refuge and pro-
tection for yvoung women, especially
for those who come from Outports to
the city. There will also be accom-
modation for a few elderly ladies who
may prefer the quiet and religious at-
niwosphere of an Institution, presided
over by Sisters of Merty, and posses-
sing all the refinements and comforts
of home, while permeated with an at-
mosphere of peace and holiness.

The work that is to be accomplished
by this Institution is ene of the defin-
ite objects of the Order of the Sisters
of Merey; and is especially prescribed
in the Book of their Rules and Con-
stitutions.

It i8 now about seventy years since

the Venerable Bishop Fleming Intro-

duced the Sisters of Mercy into New-
foundland in 1842. This was only
twelve years after the Order had been
founded by the Saintly Mother Me-
Cauly, in Dublin, in 1830, and in that
short space of time so popular had the
Order become and so well was- it
adapted to meet the wants of the time
that already ‘tHie ! number of the Nuns
of the Order in England and Ireland,
had increased to 250; and there were
twelve houses in Ireland and three in
England. Just about nine years be-
fore this time Bishop Fleming had. es-
tablished the Nuns of the Presentation
Order in Newfoundland, in 1833. The
noble work which those Sisters have
accomplished during these past eighty
vears need not be dwelt'upon here. The
principal objeet of that worthy Order
is the instructiom of the children of
the peor,. but Bishop Fleming was not
vet satisfied. “I ‘certainly was every
day more and .more gratified,” he
writes, “at beholding the happy pro-
gress of this invaluable Institution,
but I saw that so far.1 had provided
for the religious instruction of only a
portion ‘of my: pegple.”’ He wished to
provide for the' educationgl wants of
the more wealthy; classes who were
both able and anxious to pay for the
tuition of their childven, and so he
introduced the Sisters of® Mercy. But
besdes the education of these children
of the wealthier glasses Dr. Fleming
had in view, as soen as practicable, to
extend the sphere of usefulness of the
Institution. +He ‘desired’ to. realize to
the full the“objeetsof the Mercy Or-
der as laid down in their Constitution.
These were prinecipally four in numc
ber, viz: g bl R o b

4th. The reception into a Home of

spectable character until they should
be provided with a permanent home,
and respectable g’mation.

The good Bishop had also in view
the establishment of a hospital in con-
nection with the Institution. The
first three of these objects were
brought into operation from the very
commencement of their establishment
here, but owing to death, want of
funds, and other difficulties, the others
were not realized, and now after a
lapse of nearly three quarters of a
century, I am about to undertake the
supplying of this long-desired Insti-
tution.

The land on which this fine house
is built is a part of 'what was known
in former times as “Father Waldron’s
Farm,” the whole lot contains over
twenty-three acres and is a most valu-
able piece of property. “Father Wal-
dron” was one of those old pioneer
priests, who, while never neglecting
for a moment their spiritual duties,
had nevertheless an eye to the tem-
poral side of the Church and never
lost an opportunity of securing any
valuable property which came in his
way, and reserving it for the benefit
of the Church and her Institutions.

At his death he made over this land
for the use and benefit of the Presen-
tation Nuns, and until.recent years it
has been used merely as a grazing
ground for cattle. On account of its
convenient situation in the immediate
neighbourhood of the town, it has

been constantly increasing in value,
particularly since the last twenty

years, when the fine avenue of Le-

Merchant Road was pun through it.

The present house was partly built dy
Mr. E. M. Jackman to. whom ‘a part
of the lan® had been let. As it was
placed in the market about a year ago,
I' thought it ‘a pity that we should
lose it, and secured it and decided to
dedicate it to Ecclesiastical purposes.

For the past few years, the matter
oi opening the “Home’ for-the chari-
table putposes I have mentioned, had
been frequently mooted among: the
Sisters. The late Sister Mary Clare
English; of the Presentation Order
was’ particularly active about ' it, I
gave her leave to receive for the pur-
pose any donations which might be
offered to her, to which:she added her
own patrimony. She had collected
some three thousand dollars when she
was called away to her reward with-
out seeing the accomplishment of her
most ardent desires. Though the
amount collected was but a mere trifle
yet I determined, trusting in God’s
unbounded goodness to commence the
werk. 1 had promised Sister Mary
Clare on her death bed that the work
on which she had set her heart should
niot be meglected. And now I am at-
tempting to fulfil that promise. Hu-
manly speaking it is a rash act on' my
part as I have no visible means cf
sustaining the work, but 1 do not look
at it from a human point of view. I
trust to God’s providence and 1 feel
confident that He will not neglect the
lambs of His flock. I paid over five

‘thousand dollars for the house, and

the repairs and alterations I ‘have
been obliged to make, will undoubtedly
amount to another thousand. I hope

may be considered as its founder. We
are not unmfndful, either, of the fact,
or coincidence, that when the: first
“Home or Refuge” was established
here by the late Fr. Richard O'Donel,
he inaugurated it under the title and
patronage of the Sainted Virgin of
Assisi—the Companion of St. Fran-
cis. So shall this new home be
placed under the guardianship of that
great Virgin whose remains- I have
seen in her Crypt of Santa Chiara,
where they lie intact, and incerrupted
after having been buried for over
scyen and a half centuries. May her
fostering care and guardianship ever
protect and . sanctify this Home and
all living in it, and may it prove in
future years a Sanctudry to receive
within its walls, and shield from the
dangers of the world, many hundreds,
i not “thousands, of the faithful
daughters of Newfoundland.

Finally, this day, 29th of September
being the festival of St. Michael “The
Great Chief who stands for the child-
ren of the people of God” (Daniel
xii-i), I place the new Institution un-
der the protection and tutelage of.the
Great_ Archangel who is already the
patron of our Orphange at Belvidere.

Obseguies of
v anon Pilot.

Two hands upon the breast,
And labors done;

On Saturday afternoon the mortal
remains of the late Canon Pilot, were
laid to rest in the cemetery overlook-
ing the lake at Quidi Vidi, near the
College where he commenced his life
works in, Newfoundland, and not
much further distant from the resi-
dence in which his last years of activ-
ity and of retirement were spent.

At 2.45 p.m. a large and representa-
tive gathering of citizens assembled
't Ordnance House, and followed in
reverent procession the flower-laden
casket to the Cathedral in which the
deceased clergyman had so often of-
ficiated, and where many others
awaited to take part in the solemn
service. Amongst those present were
Chief Justice Sir William Horwood,
Rt. Hon. Sir Edward Morris, Sir Jos-
eph Outerbridge. .Rev. Dr. Cowperta-
waite, Rev. Dr. Curtis, Mayor Ellis,
Brigadier Morehen, S.A, (Captain
Cave, S.A.. Hon. J. R. Bennett and Hon.
Dr. Skelton. His Excellency the Gov-
ernor was represented by Capt.
Beech. A.D.C. The clergy of the
diocese present were Rt. Rev. Llewl-
lyn Jomes; D.D., Bishop of Newfound-
land; Rev. Canon Smith, Canon Noel,
Canon Whife and Canon Bolt; C.
Jeffery, W. Hollands, C. H. Barton, J.
Brinton, A. T. Stamp, G. R. Godden,
H. Uphill, L. Parsons, G. H. Hewitt, J.
Adams, A. Clayton, N. Vivian, G.
Andrews and G. Elliott.

The service opened with the appro-
riate 'hymn, “Now the Labourer's
work is o'er,” and the impressive
ceremonial was directed by the Rev.
Canon White. The lesson was read
by the Rev. Canon Noel, the conclud-
ing hymn being “On the Resurrection
Morning.” Chopin’s funeral march

preceded the processional march of
the clergy, and the Dead March in Saul

was played as the remaing were con-

veyed through the Cathedral aisles to
the West entrance. Then the pro-
cession re-formed, and proceeded
along Gower Street, past Queen’s Col-
lege to the cemetery. As though in
happy remainder of that resurrection
morning, of which the sweet-voiced
choir of youths had just been Ssing-
ing, the sky was illumined with God’s
Bow in the Heavens,—a radiant em-
blem of hope and of God’s covenani
with man.

At the graveside the prayvers were
recited by the Bishop and the Ilew
(Qarion Smith, life-long and intimate
friends of the deceased. Both were
visibly affected, and das the solemn
commitment was pronounced, it was
only that the Bishop could utter the
words, “Dust to Dust.” As the vast
concourse moved slowly and silently
from God’s Acre, it was with the con-
sciousness that there had been placed
within its saered precincts the mor-
“tal remainsof one who had done greac
things for the land in which he had
livegi/for nearly half a century, and o
whose welfare all the powers of his
active brain and untiring frame had
been devoted since that day, six ana
forty years ago, when first he trod
Newfoundland’s soil. He rests from
‘his/abours, but influences of his busy;
‘and useful life: will long endure.—
‘News.

Boy Drowned
Last Night.

A sad drowning accident occurred
lzst night, the victim being Josiah
Allen, aged 15, belonging to Tack's
Beach, P. B.

Baine Johnstone's dock was the
scene of the sad happening. A number
of crafts are berthed at the above
premises, including the schooner An-
nie B.,” of which Allan was a mem-
ber. At seven o'clock the boy came
ashore on the wharf with another
member of the crew. Allen said he

The body when taken out of the
water was covered with blood and an
examination showed that a deep cut
was inflicted over the left.eye.

The theory expressed as to the
cause of the drowning is that the boy
in walking along the pier kept too
near the edge of the wharf, tripped in
a rope mooring of a craft and fell
overboard. In falling his head must
have struck the pier violently, as this
accounts for the gash received in the
eye.

Serious
Accident.

Two Men Seriously Injured—One Man
Dies in Hospital

While driving to their homes in
Logy Bay, on Saturday night, Richard
Pendergast and Michael Dyer met
with serious injuries, the former’s
proving fatally.

The direct cause of the accident is
not exactly known and enquiries are
now being made. Both men came io
town on Saturday together and left
for home between 6 and 7 o’clock in
the evening. They wcre driving a
young horse, attached to long cart
and on which ‘was a barrel of be=f.
There was no eye witness to what hap-
pened, but it is alléeged that the bar-
rel of beef removed fromi it§ position
on the cart and causing that part of
the harness, known as the “belly
band” to become tight and ‘“‘shave” the
horse. The anmal is  scarcely five
vears old and consequently very
spirited. The two men were barely
half way home when the horse bolted.
Dyer was thrown on the roadside and
although badly hurt eseaped better
than his companion. Pendergast who
was driving fell from his seat and
the wheel of the cart went over his
head which was terribly mutilated,
The skull was fractured badly, in fact
the poor unfortunate fellow’s head

was crushed to pulp. The horse con-
tinued on while the two ~men  lay
prone on the road side;:" They were
first discovered, it is said, -by the
keeper of the Links on Logy Bay Road.
This man immediately telephoned to
the police station and Dr. Roberts
aiong_ with the ambulance hurried to
the scene. Pendergast was first at-
tended to. A temporary examination
was made and his injuries were pro-
nounced to be beyond recovery. He
was then driven to Hospital. He nev-
er regained consciousness and at ten
o'clock yesterday niforning - passed
away. Dyer, who is badly cut and
bruised and badly hurt internally, :is
confined to his home, but there is
every hope of his recovery.

The terrible happening has caused
no small amount of mourning in the
village of Logy Bay. Deceased  was
36 years of age andwlmmarried.

& Co.'s. He was an exemplary, good-
living and inoffensive citizen and a
prominent member of the B.I.S. and
Holy Name Societies.. He is surviv-
ed by four sons, Rev, P; Kelly, of St.
Patrick’s Parish} Thomas, at the
Board of Works Office; John, the
stone cutter and Charles at Know-
ling’s, besides a number of: grand-
children and other .relatives, to all
of whom general and sincere sym-
pathy will be exp‘resse;l.

The Shoe
Factory Trouble.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir:—Permit us to make &
statement in regard to the strike
which issat present. on at the Boot &
Shoe Factory. We are moved to tnis
by the letter of Manager Thompsnn
and his request by our Union, We
would say that in August our men re-
turned to work after seven weeks
idleness. After one week working
one of our lasters was cut from ten
cents a pair to eight and a half cents
on Ice Grain Work. After some dis-
cussion the Manager offered him nine
cents, which the man refused, and he
was told that if he would not do that
he would not be allowed to do any
Kind of work in the lasting line, and
another laster was told that there
would be no work for him until e
matter was settled. We might here
state that this involved the work of
six men, as we are all depending on
one another ig made our. wages very
Fsmall, which after seven weeks idle-
"hess made things very bad. The mat-
‘ter was, laid before our Union and
much discussed and much corres-
pondence took place between the Un-
jon and our employer without any
satisfactory results. In the mean-
time one of our men was sent for to
go to work, and on reporting he wus
told that he could go to work provid-
ing he would agree in the event of
trouble with the Union, he would re-
main at work. He refused, and wus
told his job was gone. Some more
of our men were told that if (hev
went out with the Union they woull
stay qut. ' It was: decided by our
Union to go on strike at 9 am. on
Tuesday, the 23rd, and at ten min-
utes to nine the power was stopped
as the manager said to give us a
chance to go out quietly. In view of
these facts, we fail to understand
how our manager can say,.‘‘that he
don’t know why we are out, or what
we are out for,” and we will leave it
to the public to sav, on which side
right or might was used.
