American Railroads.

THE BALTIMORE & OHIO.

: By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Siwash.?

The Baltimore and Ohio is the pa-
triarch: of all railroads.” It was the
first railroad built for the hauling of
pasengers and general freight and will
celebrate its 100th birthday in 1930..:

At the time the Baltimore and Ohio
was only fourteen miles long, built of
wooden rails with iron straps on them
and operated by mule power. Strings
of cars were hauled and passengers
could travel on it for a trifle less than

2 cents a mile. Since then the rail-

road business has been so perfected
by the use of economy, science and
finance that it is no longer profitable
to haul passengers for les than two
and one-half a mile, In some ways
the ‘world seems to advance diligently
backward.

The Batimore and Ohio was built by
enterprising citizens of Baltimore ‘10
compete with the canat trust and to
connect the Atlantic ocean with the
Ohio river. The system has grown
until it now has 4,500 miles of line
and éarns almost $100,000,000 a year.
It cost over $650,000,000 to build, and
pays dividends regularly.

The Baltimore and~Ohio begins at
Philadelphia, passes under Baltimore
and through Washington, which city
it reached in 1835—repeatedly. Thence
it winds westward along the Potomac
river, luxuriantly equipped with dou-
ble-tracked scenery, through Har-
per’s Ferry and into the Allegheny
mountains. In the old days the trip
through the mountains on the B. & O.
was a lamous adventure and was
often taken by those who couald not
afford to cross the ocean and get sea-
sick. But in modern times this rail-
road has spent hundreds of millions.
removing curves and stabbing large
mountaing in the thorax with tun-
nels. It now has a magnificent dou-
ble and triple track line and passen-
gers no longer exchange berths inad-
vertently while sleeping.

At Cumberland, Maryland, the B. &
O. splits with great emphasis, one
half passing through the American
reproduction of :Hades skilfully pro-
duced by -ihe coke ovens of Coanells-
vile and the blast furnaces of Pitts-
burg and eventually reaching Chicago.
The other half reaches St. Louis.

The Baltimore and Ohio hauls tre-
mendous quantities of coal and iron
and statesmen and consumes a large
amount of the finest scenery in the
KEast. It is prosperous in spite of the
Jact that J. P. Morgan once sold it to
the Cncinnati, Hamilton and Dayton
Railroad in cold blood.

Dum-Dum Bullets

SOLD TO THE BRITISH.

‘Washington, Jan. 7.-=The letter of
the Seer.—ttar& of State Bxryan to Count
Bernstorff, German . Ambassador to.
the United States, refusing .the . lat-
ter’s request that the United States
investigate charges of export of dum-
dum bullets for use of the Allies is in
part as follows:

“Your Kxcellency states that the
British .Government has ordered from
the Winchester Repeating Arms Com-
pany 29.000 ‘riot guns,’ mod-
el 1897, and fifty million  ‘buckshot
cartridges’ for use in such guns. This
Department saw-a- - published state-
ment of the Winchester Company, the
correctness of which the Company
has eonfirmed to the Department by
telegraph. In'  this statement  the
Company categorically denies that it
has received an order for such guns
and cartridges from, or made any
sales of -suich material, to the British
Government, or to any other Govern-
ment engaged in the present war.

“Your Excelleney further calls at-
tention to ‘information, the accuracy.
of which is not te be doubted,” that
eight ‘millicn cartridges = fitted with
mushroont bullets, have been deliver-
ed since October of this year by the
Union Metallic Cartridge Company
for the armament of the British army.

“In reply I have the honor to refer
to the letter of Decemiber 10, 1914, of
the Remington Arms-Union DMetalic
Cartridge Company ,of New York, to
Your Excecllency, called forth by cer-
tain newspaper reports, of statements
2ileged to have been made by you in
regard to the sale by that company
of soft-necsed bullets. From this let-
ter, a copy of which was sent to this
Department, by the company, it ap-
pears that instead of eight million
cartridges having been sold, only a
little more than 117,000 were. manu-
factured and 109,000 were sold. The
letter further asserts that the cart-
ridges were made to supplpy " a de-
mand for a better sporting cartridge
with a soft-nosed bullet than had
becen manvifactured theretofore; and
that such cartridges cannot be used
in the military rifle of any foreign
power. The company adds that its
statement can -be substantiated, and
that it is ready to give you any evi-
dence that you may require on these
points.

“The Department is now in receipt
from the Gompany of a complete de-
tailed list of the persons to whom
these cariridges were sold.:  From
this list it appears that the cartrid-
ges were sold to firms in lots of thirty
to three thousand,; and one lot each of
three thoussend, four thousand and
five thousand. Of these only 960
cartridges went to British North Am-
erica, and 100 to British FEast Africa.”
Doctors and Gas Fires

In an article which receéntly appear-
ed in the'London “Evening News,” Mr.
W. G. Faulkner stated: “Im making
my inquiries I discovered ome signi-
ficant fact. This was that one com-
pany—the Gas Light and Coke Com-
pany—had among their ‘comsumers
2,500 doctors who ‘had gas fires instal-
led in their houses, some as many as
ten or a dozen; ‘that 1,600 - of - these
doctors had becomé usérs of gas dur-
ing the past three year#; and that ncc
one had/ever given them’ up.”

Professor C. V. Boys, FiR.S. says,
in the “Standard”: “Sentiment and in-
ertia are ‘the only obstadles dgainst
the general adoption of gas fires and
cooking appliances. ‘Wonderful
strides have been made, in spite of
deep-rooted prejudice. A gas fire,
burning with a flue, 18 an admirable
agent for heéating a réom; and, as a
scientist, I fail to understand how
such a gas fire dries the air in & “oom
more than any other fire.”—novl17,tl

Copenhagen.

The announcement by the Ham-
burg-Amervican line that they intend
to ‘establish a line between Hamburg
and Copenhagen is somewhat strange.
It suggests the use of Copenhagen as
as entrepot for goods in transit to
Germany. We have no doubt that
Copenhagen has been used as such a
mart during the past five months.
But it is curious that the shipping
company itself should draw attention
te any such use of Copenhagen, for
it is giving notice to the fleets of Bri-
tain and her allies to keep their eyes
on contraband goods shipped to Copen-
hagen. e have little doubt that a
strict watch has been kept on this
traffic and particularly that which is
carried on across the Atlantic, for in
former wars, Copenhagen has played
the same role. Her people are fully
entitled to deal with the belligerents
in contraband and the belligerents
have the 1ight to seize the contraband
if they can. The chance of seizure
between Copenhagen and Hamburg
via the Kiel Canal is very small. The
only practicable course is to seize
goods shipped to Copenhagen from
Atlantic ports, which are suspected
as being intended for transhipment to
Germany. In the early French wars
of the revoluticnary 'period, Copen-
hagen beeame the great entrepot for
a contraband frade in the Baltic.
But Denmark became involved in
the war and Great Britain attacked
it and in the Battle of the Baltic,
Nelson deéstroyed the Danish Fleet.
This was in 1801. A British Admiral,
James Gambier, also seized the Dan-
ish fleet in 1807 in his attack on
Copenhagen, six years later. In view
of the watch the British fleet can keep
on the Atlantic trade with Copen-
hagen, it is unlikely 'that sufficient
contraband can get through to keep a
line of sicamers running. It is more
than likely that Copenhagen is being
used as a gigantic warehouse to col-
lect -goods from Norway and Sweden,
and the Island of Zealand itself for
transhipment to Germany It is well
situated for such a purpose and its
harbor is ome ot the best seaports in
the Baltic or the Sound. Its popula-
tion is close on half a million and its
exports consist of buuer ‘bacon, corn,
coffee, suger, coal, mefals, and petro-
leum. It may be remembered that

KARLSRUHE HAS A BASE AT HAY-
TIEN PORT IS BELIEF.

Port au Prince, Hayti, Jan. 3.—(De-
layed in transmission.)—The German
cruiser Karlsruhe has received sup-
plies at Mole St. Nicholas. That was
the report received here to-day.

Officials of the Government denied
the report, but, according to a letter
received here from a prominent resi-
dent of Cap Haytien, advices have
been received there that the Karlsruhe
has established a base of supplies at
Mole St. Nicholas, and that steamships

from New York city and New Orleans

have been taking coal and provisions
there for the German war vessel,

which has been calling for them when

necessity demanded it. &

The Karlsruhe, it was stated, has
been sighted in the Windward Pas-
sage. She was headed toward Mole
St. Nicholas, according to native resi-
dents.

Negotiations by Germany for a naval
base at Mole St. Nicholas have twice
been on, and a contract was drawn
up conveying the Mole to Germany for
naval purposes a little more than a
year ago.

President Oreste was about to at-
tach his signature to it, when Mr.
Osborn, then the U. S. Assistant Sec-
retary of State, came to Port au Prince
on bdgard a United States warship and
prevented the transfer.

For many years the German Gov-
ernment has been reported to be anx-
ious to acquire the plade for a Carib-
bean naval base, and German citizens
have made efforts to get control of it.

THE HULL OF A DREADNOUGHT.
An amazing amount of material
goes to the making of a 22,000 ton
battleshin. Into the hull alone enter
some 9,809 tons of steel and iron, an
amount more than equal to_the whole
of ‘the material from keel to ﬁghtmar
tops in many of the pre-Dreadnought
war vessels. Of this amount of ma-
terial, over 6,000 tons is steel plating,
2,856 tons is for shapes, channelling,
and angle pieces; the weight of the
rivets, used exceeds 530 tons, these
rivets ranging in diameter from 3-8
in. to 1% in., and there are over 400
tons of specially shaped steel castings
ranging iu weight from two to eight-
een tons each. These figures include
nothing for gun mounting or special
armouring. but are for the mere con-
struction of the bare hull alone.

Newloundland

and Canada.

The Canadian Congregationalist
says: “Tle possibility of a wunion
of Newfoundland with Canada is re-
ceiving aitention from political lead-
ers here as a result of the European
‘War. Advocates of this idea point out
the danger to this colony of a separ-
ate- existence if misfortune should
come to the Allies in the present
struggle, and they emphasize also the

strategic advantage to Canada of the

possessicn of Newfoundland at the
mouth of {he St. Lawrence River.

In this connection, the possible fate
of ‘'the French Island of Miquelon, in
the event of a German victory, is be-
inrg considered on account of its suit-
ability as a naval coaling station.

Six years ago the German cruiser
Panther made a long stay in St
John’s Harbor and the officers took
many trips to the suburbs. They also
went down the coast to the fishing
seltlement of St. Pierre, Miquelon. It
is now believed that they made exten-
sive notes during their vigit. The
harbor of St. Pierre is recognized as
one of the best-in this region, as it is
free of ice during the entire winter.”

BRITISH STEAMER CHARCAS WAS
SUNK

By the German Auxiliary Cruiser

Prinz Eitel Friedrich.

New York, Jan. 8.—Details of the
sinking of the British steamer Char-
cas off the coast of Chile by the Ger-
man auxiliary cruiser Prinz  Eitel
Friedrich, formerly a North German
Lloyd steamer, were brought to New
York to-day by the Charcas’ captain,

A. C. Norris, who was a passenger

abdard the steamer Carillo from Colon.

Captain Norris said he was over-
hauled in foggy weather eight miles
from the Chilean coast. A boarding
party from the cruiser took off the
crew and opened the Charcas’ sea
cocks.. Then, from a ‘distance of a
mile, the cruiser fired seven explosive
shells into the steamer’s hull. The
Prinz Eitel Friedrich, Captain Norris
said, was fitted with four 4-inch guns
and machine guns.

LOVDON To-Day.
Amer]can comment on the British
preliminary reply .to President Wil-

| son’s protest against the detention of

American ghipping by British war-
ships was read with great interest.
British officials to-day expressed much
pleasure at the repeated evidence of
the friendly spirit in which negoti-
ations were proceeding with the Brit-
ish Foreign Office. It wasg pointed out
by officials there that it was never
maintained that partial statistics con-
cerning American trade with Euro-
Pean neutrals were conclusive, but on
the other hand that they were merely
suggestive. Britain, one prominent of-
ficial said, fully realizes Germany
made heavy purchases of copper and
other metals useful in war from her
European neighbors before proceeding
to hostilities and that consequently a
large supply of copper was ‘required
by these neutrals for domestic use.
Cases have been established, they ad-
ded, however, where copper has been
imported from America and then for-
warded to Germany, which makes cau-
tion on the part of Britain' necessary.
A large shipment of crude rubber for
the States will be released shortly
under an agreement reached by the
British Government and American
manufacturers that the products from
this material are not to be shipped to
any port where they may reach Brit-
ain’s enemy.

It is the crucible in
which they are put to test, in which
their strength and their weakness is
revealed. That which seems right to
us may be woefully wrong; our
hope if something better to-morrow,
may well lie in those who disagre=2

with us.

Discussing the War.

In my mneighbourhood there “are
two women who are diametrically
opposed in their views as to what is
right and who is wrong in the war
in Europe. Now they can't boith be
wholly right, though it is possible that
they may both be partly so. The dis-
agreement is itself an honest one, but
it is neither quiet nor sympathetic—it
is vehement and bitter. And in that
both are wholly wrong.

To make yourself capable of quiet
sympathetic disagreement is to de-
velop heart and mind. A small man
or woman is incapable of it. It means
the breadth of understanding and the
depth of intuition to put ourselves in
the other fellow’s place and to under-

fuse to subscribe to his opinion.
The Impassable Chasm of Sex.

Disagreement and discord are one
and the same thing only when we
make them 0. Between you and your
father, or you and your son, there 1s
the eternal “difference of the genera-
tions.” Between you and your clos-
est friends there is inevitably a dif-
ference of bringing up. Between you
and your husband there is the impas-
sable chasm of the sexes. These are
inevitable; the wise man is he who
faces the inevitable and makes the
best, not the worst of these differ-
ences.

If you must disagree—and disagres
you must—resolve that you will have
it “quiet, sympathetic disagreement.”
To disagree violently is to achieve
nothing and to lose much. In any
event, it is not nearly so important
that you influence the other fellow,
as it is that you maintain your in-
fluence with your self—the only in-
fluence compatible with poise and dig-
nity; that which keeps you from any-
thing but “quiet, friendly, sympathetic
disagreement.”

Sweden Explams -
Copper Shipment

L.ondon, Jan. 7.—The Swedish Le-
gation yesterday issued a statement
concerning copper imports to Swe-
den, which purports to show an in-
¢rease of 4,794,623 pounds over 1913.
It peoints out, however, that of this
increase, 1,879,534 pounds were im=
ported since the war started. This
was entircly due to growing domestic
consumption, to which the electrifica-
tien of . the state railways and. the
needs of the army, largely contribut-
ed.

‘The statement also says that in-re-
cent years, Sweden’s importation - of
copper hus been steadily increasing,
at the rate of about twenty per cent.
yearly.

The statement says the much talk-
ed of increase in importations of cop-
per from the United States can be at-
tributed to the fact that no copper is
now oObtainable from -Germany, from
which country considerable quanti-
ties were imported, before the war.
With the export of copper from Great

1 Britain, virtually prohibited, only the

United States is left to supply Swe-
den with the metal.

OUTBREAK OF SPINAL ' MENING-

LONDON, Jan. 11.

In consequence of a sericus out-
break of spinal meningitis in the
Canadian Camps at Salisbury Plains,
which has zlready caused a number
of deaths a determined effort is be-
ing made in the highest British-
Canadian circles to sceure the drastic
step of having the entire contingent
billeted or else removed to France at
cnce, the latter move being consider-
ed preferable.

LLONDON, Jan. 11.

Only a2 change of weather or the
entrance into the war of Roumania
or Italy, or both, is likely to bring
any marked change in the military
situation in Europe for some time to
come. What turn the weather will
take no oune can predict, but the be-
lief is growing in those countries al-
lied against Germany, Austria and
Turkey, that Roumania, with her well
trained army of not less than 400,000
men, will at an early date throw her-
self into the conflict, which would in
effect link Roumania with the ex-
treme leit now forcing its way into
Hungary, through Bukowina. Taking
into conslideration the Serbians and
Montenegrins, this would form a line
menacing Austria-Hungary along the
entire southeastern frontier from
Russia to the Adriatic. Just as ru-
mors persisted for days prior to Tur-
key’s entrance into the war on the
side of Germany, which tended to dis-
count the step when it was event-
uaily taken, so rumors now centre
about Roumania and Italy, and there
is a strong feeling among the gener-
al public in France and England that
definite action will not long be de-
layed. Meanwhile the Armies already
in the field in the East and West re-
main virtnally deadlocked.
