_THE SUPPLY OF DOCTORS.

A census of medicalvstu'dent%z pre-
pared for the Army Council, and
quoted at the winter -session of. the
General Medical Council this = week,
puts the total number in all stages at
the present time as 6,103. Of these,
4,724 are men and 1,379 womens In
the case of men students 2,000 are in
their fourth or fifth yéars and within
sight of obtaining their medical
qualification—at this stage, it will be
remembered, medical study is a “re-
served occupation,” conditional only
on membership of an Officers’ Train-
ing Corps. The total number of sec-
ond and third year men students ' is
1,202, and assuming (what is net like-
1y to be the case) that they all gua.lify
as doctors, and in the shortest possi-
b¥e time, they will provide an addi-
tion to the medical profession in
1919-20 of 651 members each year.
This a very small number of possible
recruits for a profession whose num-
bers on the last day of 1915 were re-
corded as 43,225. In the case of wo-
men medical students the figures
give striking evidence of an inten-
tion to fill the vacancies in the medi-
cal profession. Of the total of 1,379
women students the numbers de-
crease steadily from first year to final
year, being 636, 295, 163, 145 and 140
respectively. In 1921 the number of
women entering the medical profes-
sion may possibly be 636, while the
number of men is an unknown quan-
tity, but quite possibly smaller. Such
a condition of affairs has had no
parallel before, and is likely to lead
to remarkable developments.

On the eve of the passing

of the year we have at-

tempted to present, as

well as such short space
will allow, a general review of the
most important events that have
marked its course. At any time a dif-
ficult task, this has been this year a
particularly hard one, for reasons
that are obvious. We have thought it
well to subordinate everything else to
a narrative, in the broadest terms, of
the chief phases of the war, which
have this year transcended in magni-
tude and importance all that have
preceded them. We have  therefore
been compelled to omit much that we
should have liked to include, but to
touch even the fringe of the events,
many of them revolutionary in char-
acter and marking an epoch in the
world’s history, that have occurred
this year would alone be a consider-
able undertaking. Notwithstanding,
we trust that our account, despite its
brevity and many imperfections, will
serve to give our readers a fairly
correct idea of the way in which
things have gone in the war and an
impression which will show its title
to be justified.

We have particular pleasure in pub-
lishing a succinct summary of the
distinctions won by the Regiment
from the beginning, and also a brief
description of the part played by its
officers in the briiliant action of Octo-
ber 11th-13th. For both of these we
are indebted to the kindness of His
Excellency the Governor. An exam-
ination of the former will show that
the Regiment has won the -following
henours:” one C. M. G.,, one Distin-
guished Service Order, five Military
Crosses (one of them with a bar), five
Distinguished Conduct Medals, thir-
teen Military Medals- and one St.
George’s Cross (Russian). Truly a
remarkable and splendid showing for
one battalion!

These two memories, the fine per-
formances of our soldiers and sailors
and the great improvement in the for-
tunes of the Allies, will be uppermost
in our minds to-day and will recur to
us when we look back upon the year
1916, They fill us with pride and
hope, and it’ is with pride and 'hope
that 'we step across the threshold of

the New Year. May it be a happy one
to all our readers and may it bring
the true and lasting peace for which
the great Alliance and the Empire
have for so long been striving!

The Action of
Oct. 11, 12, 13,1916

The Brilliant Performanee of the
Officers of the Regiment.

The following short sum-

mary of the part played

by the individual Officers

of the Regiment in the
charge and fighting of October 11th—
13th, that resulted in a great gain for
the British and severe losses to the
enemy, will prove of interest.

Sixteen officers in all participated,
of whom five were killed, five wound-
ed and six came through unhurt. A
Company was led by Captain A. O’-
Brien, who was wounded at the mo-
ment of victory and succumbed to his
injuries six days later. Second Lieut.
S. Ebsary was also wounded fatally,
dying on October 15th. Second Lieut.
G. Emerson was wounded, and is now
doing well in a Manchester hospital.

Major W. F. Rendell led B Company
and was wounded; he is now re-
covering rapidly. Captain B. Butler,

guishing himself, winning a bar to his
Military Cross, and escaping un-
scathed. His work was remarkably
brilliant. Second Lieut. A. M. Clous-
ton also came through safely. Lieut.
Cecil Clift, leading his men with ex-
ceptional dash and gallantry, fell at
their head. He has been reported
missing, but it is known that he gave
his life and died heroically.

C Co. was commanded by Captain
J. J. Donnelly, M.C., the hero of Cari-
bou Hill, and he too lost his life in
action on the 12th. With him died
2nd Lieut. Norris, the Regiment los-
ing two of its finest officers. Second
Lieut. S. Foran was among those who
were unhurt, while Lieut. J. Clift was
wounded and is now enjoying a well
earned rest at home among us.

Capt. J. W. March, M.C,, led D Co.
into action as few others could have
led it. He displayed remarkable
skill and personal bravery, and re-
ceived the Military Cross for his per-
formance. Lieut. R. Bartlett and 2nd
Lieut. C. S. Frost were both wound-
ed, while 2nd Lieuts.'J. F. Edens and
S. Gane took part in the attack and
were uninjured.

This is only the bald official sum-
mary of the individual performances
and fortunes of the brave young offi-
cers that led and directed the battal-
ion in this very brilliant action, yet

Empires Were Allowed - to do  so
Only After Accepting Humpiliating
Terms of Vassalage to Teuton In-
terests.

Many dxsclosures regarding the
military, social, and economiiec situa-
tion in Germany are beéing made by
Mr. D. Thomas Curtin, the London
Daily Mail eye-witness, who has re-
turned from there after ten months’
adventurous, touring. - He shows in
the following how the German Gov-
ernment “works’” the mneutral, and
particularly the United States press:
In order to understand thoroughly
the importance the Germans attach
to the pessibility of their forcing the
United States to intervene against
England, it is necessary that I shouid
explain, and at some length, the
extraordinary measures taken by the
German Government in regard to
American newspaper correspondents
now practically imprisoned in Ger-
many.

It is imperative for the understand-
ing of the news that will come from
the other side of the Atlantic in the
next few weeks that the conditions
under which the American journal-
ists are working should be wunder-
stood here and in my native country.
It is they whom the Germans rely
upon to stir up war feeling in the
United States.

Towards the end of 1915 the Ameri-
can mnewspaper correspondents® in
Berlin were summoned to the Kriegs-
Presse-Bureau (War Press Bureau)
of the Great General Staff. The offi-
cial in charge, Major Nicolai, notified
them that the German Government
desired their signatures to an agree-
ment respecting’ their future - activi-
ties in the war. ™ It-had been decided,
Major Nicolai stated, to allow the
American journalists to visit the Ger-
man fronts at more or less regular
intervals, but before this was done it
would be necessary for them to enter
into certain pledges. These were,
mainly:

1. To remain in Germany for the
duration of the war, unless given
special permission to leave by the
German authorities.

2. To guarantee  that despatches

would be published in the United
States precisely as sent . from Ger-
many—ihat is to say, as
passed by the military -¢ensorship.
. 3. To supply their own-' headlines
for their despatches, and“to guaran-
tee that these, and none others,
would be printed.

After laboring in vain to instruct

Major Nicolai that with the best of
intentions on the part of- the corres-
pondents it was beyond their power
to say in exactly what form the
“Omaha Bee” or the “New Orleans
Picayune” would publish their
“copy,” the correspondents -affixed
their signatures to the weird docu-
ment laid before them. It was sign-
ed without exception by all the im-
portant correspondents perinanently
stationed in Berlin. Two or three
who did not desire to hand over: the
control of their personal movements
to the German Government for an
unlimited mumber of < years did not
“take the pledge,” with the result-that
they were not invited to join the per-
sonally-conducted trips to the fronts
subsequently organized.
' Nothing that has “happened in Ger-
many SO illustrates the vassalage (o
which neutral correspondents have
been reduced as the humfliating pled-
ges extorted from them by the Ger-
man Government as the price of re-
maining in Berlin for the practice of
their ‘profession.

‘l'llE TRAN‘SFERENCE OF THE
INITIATIVE.

HE year that is just ending
~will be forever memorable as
+ marking the . real turning
'point of the war, a descrip-
tion not too narrow to beapplied tothe
whole ftwelve months when the
already great length of the war is
considered and the gradual process of
the change in the relative fortunes of
the rival belligerents. This is the fea-
ture that mosttrulydistinguishes1916.
The initiative, the ability, that is, of
one side to compel the other to follow
its military dictates and not to im-
pose its own, did not pas$s from Ger-
many and her Allfes - to the Entente
Powers until the summer, though the
preparation had been made before;
nor did it pass entirely then, as the
Trentino and Roumania testify; but
that it has so passed there can now
be no question, and®@even these two
great enemy offensives, and in a
sense even that at Verdun, were large-
ly of a defensive nature. For it has
been one of Germany’s first maxims
that attack is the best defence, and
the necessity she was under when the
year opened of pushing home some-
where a great and decisive attack was
becoming increasingly pressing.
The previous year had been her
triumph. Though held in the West
she had with ease kept her lines
there intact against the greatest ef-
forts the Allies could make, at Neuve
Chapelle and Loos, while Mackensen
drove the munitionless Russians back
and ever back until he was almost
within striking distance of Riga, Wil-
na and Kiev, and Poland was com-

with marked clemency and honour.
In pleasant contrast to these events
was a successful Russian- offensive in
Asiatic Turkey. Under the Grand -
Duke and General Judenitch a large
force crossed the Caucasus moun-
tains, and in a rapid campaign that
seemed to take Turkey completely by |
surprise captured the stronghold of
Erzerum on February 16th after a
short but furious and directly frontal
attack. Trebizond, on the Black Sea,
was next taken, though not until
April 18th. Reinforcements to the
Turkish arms and Russia’s pre-
occupation in ‘her greater European
campaign then imposed a halt, though
a further advance westward was made f
in July, when Erzindjan, the capital
of Western Armenia, was also taken.

While the Crown Prince was hurl-
ing his forces vainly against Verdun
and still winning a few kilometres of
ground at a terrible cost, another
stage in the war, which showed more
clearly than Verdun that the turning-
point had been reached, began in the
Italian theatre. Our Allies had by
prodigious labour eaten their way
into several of the mountain passes
that surrounded the Austrian town
of Trent. Suddenly, in May, a huge
Austrian army of 400,000 men and-an
enormous artillery of - large guns,
both drawn principally from the East
front, drove down these passes with
the clear purpose of cutting through
the Italian forces and, issuing into
the Venetian plains, surrounding and
cutting off Gen. Cadorna’s army on the
Isonozo. At first the surprise of the at-
tack and greatly superior range of the .
Austrian. guns prevailed over the de-

pletely subjugated to his arms. Then
she had turned on Serbia and by the'
end of the year conquered her and
her little neighbour Montenegro. The
remnants 6f the latter’s armies were
escaping by sea from Albania, the
Dardanelles expedition had definitely
failed and the deadlock in the West
seemed more than ever unbreakable.

YERDUN.

Thus the outlook that 1916 present-
ed to the Allies was anything but
favourable.

Yet the outward seeming of things
was not the true one. Germany’s tre-
mendous and successful efforts were
yet not. successful enough to compass
the decision she sought. She knew
the silent work of preparation that
was going on among her enemies and
that some time her strength must
wane while theirs waxed. It was ne-
cessary for her to strike somewhere
with decisive force. She chose the
West front, making a fatal mistake,
but applying good tactics in select-
ing as her point of attack one of the
strongest parts of the line, Verdun.
No less than two and a half millions
of men were assembled from the
various fronts and an array of guns
of which the fire, when it began, sur-
passed in weight and intensity any-
thing theretofore dreamt of. The at-
tack opened on February 19th and
was destined to continue almost with-
out _intermission for six months.
After a week Fort Douaumont fell
and the position looked critical, but
General Petain obtained reinforce-
ments and conducted a system of de-
fence and counter-attack which was
marvellously effective, After the first
month the situation was in fact saved
and the French victory won, though
the Crown Prince persisted in the
adventure and Vaux and Fleury, three
miles from Verdun, were taken in
June, This was the limit of his
achievement. His loss of men has
been calculated at as high as half a
million, and undoubtedly the Verduan
failure precluded the resumption of
“the invasion of- Russia, which would
probably have been a far sounder
policy: The completeness of the fail-
ure is now seen in the recent bril-
liant recoveries by the French of
practieally all the ground lost in the
great offensive. :

THE EAST AND THE TRENTINO.

Meanw! two large and ignomin-
ious ‘British failures must be placed
against the success of the French.
On January 9th the last soldier of the
ill-fated Dardanelles expedition - left
the shores of Gallipoli. The failure
of the great undertaking was relieved
somewhat by the gallantry of. the
troops. and the umarkable and bril-

Butt
Cadorna rallied his troops, summon-,
ed reinforcements and before the
plains were actually reached was
able to announce that the attack had
been definitely checked. Whether
this would have been the case if

version at that moment is a moot
question; beyond doubt her attack
compelled Austria to desist, but it 1s
probable that the Italians would in
any case have held their ground. Be
that as it may, the offensive was a
terribly costly blunder. It achieved
nothing, it lost Austria 100,000 men
and as soon as the pressure was re-
leased General Cadorna resumed the
attack. The Italians are now in
much the same position as before in
the Trentino, but during the summer
they switched their major effort to the
more important region of the Isonzo.
After most patient and skilful prepar-
ation, Cadorna on August 9th launch-
ed a sudden attack against the sup-
posedly impregnable bridgehead . of
Gorizia, on the Isonzo. It was taken
and with it ‘a large number of pris-
oners. Gorizia itself fell soon after
and an advance against Trieste was
begun. The contending armies now
face one another in entrenchments
on the Carso Plateau, and the spring
will see a renewalrof the Italian at-
tack which should soon compass the
capture of that part of the Italia Irre-
denta and possibly much greater re-
sults.

The Russian diversion which we
have mentioned began with June.
Taking advantage of the transfer of
so many Austrian troops to Austria,
and the preparations which Russia
had quietly made during the winter,
General Brussilof assaulted the Teu-
tonic lines on a front extending from
the Roumanian border northward be-
yond Lutsk. After a terrific bombard-
ment, which belied the impression of
Russia’s dearth of munitions, the
Russians attacked with their infantry
and broke through the Austrian defen-
ce everywhere. They retook Lutsk in
the north, advanced towards Lem-
berg, and conquered practically the
whole of Bukowina in Austria, taking
Czernowitch on June 17th. The first
month of their offensive netted them
over 200,000 prisoners and a great
quantity of Dbooty. Thoroughly
alarmed, Germany hurried troops, es-
timated at nearly 200,000, to.the East
and Austria withdrew as many men
as she could spare from the Italian
theatre. The Russians were held be-
fore Kovel and Lemberg, and still
are, but they pushed Bothmer and Lin-
singen back across the Strypa and
the Stokhod. The Germans under
Hindenburg made a couple of at-
tempts to break the Russian line in
ithe northern section: as a diversion,
but they were um.mmng. The losses
of the 'l‘eutonic Powers in this fight-
ing must *have exeeeded half a mil-
lion mén. Austria without Germany’s
Fmtanee would have fared badly
indeed, and was at one time panic

THE BATTLE OF THE SOM'EE
A British oi{tensive in the West had

many, who had massed a great num-
ber of troops at the places where she
expected it most likely to come. It
‘began on July 1st south of Arras in
the region of Albert, France, and
somewhat to the surprise of the Ger-
mans was made in concert with the
French, the two armies uniting at this
point. 'What still more surprised
them was the greater initial success
of the French, whom they had fondly
supposed to be exhausted by the
strain of Verdun. The attack follow-
ed more than a week of heavy bom-
bardment along the whole line, in-
creasing to a terrific intensity for
several days before it was delivered.
It covered a front of about twenty
miles, from Gommecourt south to the
river Somme, from which the cam-
paign takes its name. Checked in the
north at Gommecourt and Beaumont
Hamel (where so many of our brave
men lost their lives but won for
Newfoundland undying fame), the
British forged ahead in the centre
and south, while the French met with
even better success. Fricourt, Con-
talmaison, Curlu, Estrees and a score
of other places of immense strength
were taken in the first stage of this
tremendous battle. Day after day the
Allies’ fire was kept up, being inter-
mitted only to allow of an infantry at-
tack. Trenches and redoubts con-
sidered iinprggnable were taken in
succession, being rarely and then for
a short time only recaptured. This
methodical, unremitting sstyem of at-
tack has characterised and distin-
guished the battle of the Somme, and
also the fan-like extension of the
front as the Allies progress. It has
proceeded in this fashion up to De-
cember, since when the weather has
checked it temporarily. The capture
of Courcellete, Thiepval and Combles
mark the succeeding stages of the of-
fensive, which may be said to have for
its first great object the taking of Ba-
paume and Peronne. They have not
yet been taken -but the way has been
prepared. The Allies now command
virtually all the high ground in their
neighbourhood. The French threaten
Chaulnes, south of Peronne, and the
British quite recentlymade an im-
portant advance on the Ancre. It is
clear that only unfavourable weather
prevents a resumption of the fighting
and a repetition of these successes.
But it is not territory that matters so
much. ' Though the Somme fighting
has ‘been tremendously costly to the
two Allies it has won for them com-
pensations far outweighing them. It
has demonstrated = their superiority
over the Germans in artillery, in mor-
ale, in personnel and in their air ser-
vice, a superiority which is certain to
increase with time and gives them
perfect confidence in the future. It
has been greatly costly to Germany
also, it relieved Verdun, it ate up
many German reserves and it tested
and triumphantly vindicated the great
new armies that Kitchener called into
being. Most of all it has demon-
strated the ability of the Allies to
break through the strongest defences
Germany can construct and oppose to
them.. During the winter the work
of preparation will go on with in-
creasing energy, and it is known that
Britain will be able to put into the
field three. guns to Germany’s one and
a much greater output of shells.
There is no reason to believe that the
attack that is certain to come in the
West next spring and summer will be
confined to the Somme district; in
fact it is most probable that several
points will be selected, if an advance
is mot indeed attempted along the
whole line.

THE BALEKAN AND ROUMANIAN
CAMPAIGNS.

On August 27th the expected and
welcome declaration of war by Rou-
mania upon Germany was announced,
coincidently with that of Italy up-
on Germany. Undoubtedly Roumania
was impelled to her decision by the
Allies’ victories in the West and at
Gorizia but most particularly by the
. Russian successes at her very borders
in Bukowina. It is greatly to be de-
plored that her first flush of enthusi-
asm led her into a disastrous mistake
in strategy, which seems to have been
made ‘against the wishes and advice of
the other Allies. Her proper caurse
was to attack Bulgaria simultaneously
with an advance by Sarrail’s troops
in Macedonia. Instead she went after

Salonika, owing to the unfriendly and
even threatening attitude of Greece
and to other causes which are still a
mystery, was not able to strike with
force enough to help her materially;
and there is evidence that Bulgaria
treacherously gave her to understand
that she would not make war on her
but would shortly retire from the
contest or even change sides. What-
ever the reason, however, she struck
at Transylvania with nearly her whole
force, leaving her left flank, the pro-
vince of Dobrudja, virtually unpro-
tected. At first she had her way.
Hermannstadt, Kronstadt and Orsova
fell to her arms without offering any
real resistance. But this was not for
long. The resistance soon stiffened
and she was held. Mackensen, the
genius of the campaign, struck in the
Dcbrudja, took Turtukai and Silistria
on the Danube, soon after Tchernavo-
da and Constanza, cutting off an im-
portant railway communication with
Bucharest, and then pushed north as
far- as Hirsova. Here he appeared to
be held, but in reality was only wait-
ing for the armies in the west to
achieve their objectives. There a
great army under Falkenhayn, who
had been deposed from the high com-
mand by popular clamour and re-
placed by Hindenburg, was slowly but
surely bearing the Roumanians back
th'rough the passes of the Carpathians.
The fluctuations of the battle, which
raged all along the west border, gave
the Roumanians the appearance of
more strength than they possessed.
The Teutonic campaign proceeded
with the regularity of clockwork.
Held for a time in the north and cen-
‘tre, they broke through the defence
in the South, and captured Craiova,
cutting off the small garrison that re-
mained at Orsova. Mackensen had
meantime moved great part of his
troops southward from Dobrudja and
effected first a crossing of the Danube
at Simnitza and then a junction with-
Falkenhayn south of Bucharest. Men-
aced at the same time in the north,
west and south and with a large force
in the east separated from them only
by the Danube, and hopelessly out-
ranged and short of shells, the Rou-
manians saw that an attempt to make
a stand would only be disastrous.
They evacuated Bucharest almost
without a shot fired and retreated
steadily northward. The unpar-
allelled speed of the German advance
is to be attributed more to this fact
than to their superiority in arms or
tactics. It is now claimed that the
Roumanian - army, which is what
counts, is safe ‘behind the Russian
lines, prepared in advance and pro-
bably based either on the Sereth or
on the Pruth. The'advance still con-
tinues, and even if it is soon brought

to a stop, two-thirds of Roumania will |

have fallen into German and Bul-
agrian hands and the richest of her
grain lands and oil wells. In addi-
tion the Roumanians have probably
lost heavily, though  the losses in-
curred on the other side are a con-
siderable gain to t¢he Allies as a
whole through Roumania’s - interven-
tion.

The long-expected drive of Sarrail
from Salonika can even now scarcely
be said to have come off. So openly
threatening was King Constantine’s
attitude during the progress of the
Roumanian campaign that the Allies
presented demand after demand until
on December 1st open fighting occur-
red at Athens between the Greek
Royalists and marines of the Allies.
An ultimatum to Greece followed, re-
sulting at last in the demobilization
of the Greek army, which is now pro-
ceeding  satisfactorily. ~With this
danger behind his lines and doubtless
from other causes as well, General
Sarrail was unable to launch a gen-
eral offensive of sufficient proportions
materially to aid . Roumania. Not-
withstanding, much has been done
that will be of future value. The
British forces have made progress in
the Struma region, at the east end of
the line, while the way has been be-
gun for an invasion of Serbia in the
recapture, on November 19th, of Mon-
astir. ' This was effected after long
operations in which the French, Rus-
sian- and Serbian forces co-operated
brilliantly, the chief honors going to
the Serbs, who are now established on
their own soil again. All the Allies
seem now bent upon devoting their
greatest . énergies to the problem ‘of
the Balkans, and the return of the
warm weather will probably witness
a large concerted/attack by the Allies
based on Monastir and Salonika and
directed up the Vardar and Struma
Valleys. ’

advanced. From that moment the is-
sue of the fight was never in doubt.
Only the failing light and their own
clever manoeuvering under cover of
darkness saved the German fleet from '
entire destruction. The losses of the
British in this titanic engagement
were three battle cruisers, three ar-!
moured cruisers and eight destroy-
ers; those of the eiemy were estima-
ted by Admiral Jellicoe at a iminimum
of three battleships, five light cruis-
ers, six destroyers, one battle cruiser
and one submarine, in addition to
which many olhers of all classes were
known to be seriously damaged. Thus
it will be seen that absolutely the
German losses were probably higher
than the British, relatively much
more s80. The test of victory, how-
ever, is not in losses but in the re-
sult, and that was conclusive. The
German fleet, or what remained of it,"
limped home to port, not attempting
even to attack a squadron of older
British battleships that hung around
the coast the following day. Russia
was at once released from the menace
of an attack upon her right flank by !
land and sea, which Germany was|
now far too weak to attempt. That
this has had a great effect upon the
summer's operations cannot be de-
nied. Despite Germany’s boasts of a
victory, the confidence of the British
in their fleet was confirmed immense-
ly by the battle and the enemy was
taught a lesson from which she will
probably profit for the rest of the
war.

DEATH OF LORD KITCHENER.

An event deservfng separate notice
occurred on June 5th, before the news
of the Jutland Battle had been fully
assimilated, when Lord Kitchener
and his staff were lost inthe armoured
cruiser Hampshire off the Orkneys at
the outset of her voyage to Russia.
Though claims have been made that
the tragedy, which happened sudden-
ly and in a heavy sea, was the work
of a submarine, it is almost certain
that it was due to a floating mine. The
blow to Britain ‘and her Allies was a
very heavy one, but it struck them
when the greater work of this very
great man, the foremost figure in
Britain if not of the whole war, was
already completed. He had called
into being with amazing rapidity, and
organized and trained with a thor-
oughness that is oniy now . showing
its value, an army of some Iour mil-
lions. He lived to see few of them
in action, but their wonderful work
on the Somme has been proof of
what we owe to his energy and genius.

POLITICS AND ECONOMICS.

Next in importance to the military
and naval operations, and vitally
necessary to them, is the matter of
finances. At the end of two and a
half years of war the Allies can look
with pride to the stability of their
financial position, which ~has admir-
ably withstood the colossal and un-
dreamt of strain. Britain has con-
tinued her task of lending great
financial assistance to her Allies,
amounting, if we include the Col-
onies, to about £400,000,000 for the
year. Her national debt at the end of
this year will stand at the enormous
figure of about £&,p00,000.000‘ As
an interesting comparison, though it
is quite impossible to obtain authori--
tative figures, that of Germany is.

of the Allies. So far these sweeping
recommendations have merely been
generally outlined and in some de-
tails have been sharply criticized by
many among the Allies themselves;
but there will be abundant and valu-
able fruits of the new energy and di-

rection of ‘their enterprise. It is re-
cognized everywhere that a new com-
mercial era has dawned. In Britain
one elogquent sign of the times is the
projected establishment of a great
British Trading Bank, designed,
somewhat on lines familiar in Ger-
many, directly in many ways to
create, foster and assist coémmercial
expansion. But these large economic
ideals were certain to affect the Col-
onies very materially, and we shall
be certain to see them not merely
consulted in the lack of making them
materialise, but themselves playing a
large part in it. Already an indica-
tion of this is given in the announce-
ment of the great Imperial Confer-
ence to be held next spring in Lon-
don. "

Political spheres have just witness-
ed, in France, Russia and Great Brit-
ain, what can only be termed a revo-
lution. The underlying cause in each
case has been the general and popu-
lar dissatisfaction with the manner in

; which the war was being conducted,

and the demand for a more vigorous
prosecution of it and a greater unity
This feeling
was encouraged in England by the
Press and became s0
strong a month ago that it was plain
that a changge had to come. The
break occurred when Mr. Asquith
and Mr. Llioyd George, the minister
whose record and known abilities
marked him out as the most fitting
teader of the movement, fell out. Mr:
Lloyd George demanded of the Prime
Minister the establishment of a War
Council which should have supreme
control of all decisions and large op-
erations and of which the Prime
Minister himself should not be a
member. Mr. Asquith was unable to
accede, and under threat of his min-
isters’ resignation tendered to the
King his own. Mr. Bonar Law, call-
ed upon as a matter of form to form
a ministry, declined and the great
task was left to Mr. Lloyd George.
He rose to it well. Misgivings were
allayed and confidence raised to en-
thusiasm when the personnel of his
Cabinet was made known. The War
Council, presided overs by the Prime
Minister, who is represented in the
House by another minister, consists
only of five members, and is vested
with the supreme powers which the
course of the war has shown to be
absolutely essential to it. More im-
portant even than the ministerial
changes is the programme of the new
Government recently announced . by
the Prime Minister. It includes a
great scheme for the mobilisation of
the whole country’s resources, the
enlistment of labor on a scale and
conditions unapproached. before, a
state control of shipping and food,
and many other matters subsidiary
to these. Though it is too soon just-
ly to aporaise the work of the new
Government, it has already given
evidence of a directness and rapidity
of action that is refreshing<gad en-
couraging.

PEACE TALK AND 1917 PROSPECTS

The third calendar year of the war
closes ‘amid much talk of peace.
Having achieved almost the utmost
possible in the fleld, having suyffered

His ‘partner, Mr. John Hender-
son, had predeceased him but a week
before. In February and March the
legal profession sustained a severe
Joss in the'deaths of Mr. Martin Fur-
long, K.C. and Mr. Justice Emerson.
Mr. Furlong died in the prime of life
when his brilliant faculties were at
their best, the acknowledged leader of
the Bar in Newfoundland. Judge
Emerson succumbed to an illness
which he had for years borne with
remarkable fortitude and an intellect
unimpaired until the last. He had oc-
cupied the Bench since 1896, display-
ingga unequalled grasp of legal prin-
ciples and a keen perception of the
meritg of the cases brought before
him.“ Another leading figure was re-
moved by the death of Mr. E. M. Jack-
man in Montreal.

THE LEGISLATURE.

THE FISHERIES AND TRADE OF
THE COLONY.

Newfoundland has on the whole
shared in the prosperity that has
come to this side of the Atlantic. The
codfishery around the  Island last
summer was below the average and in
many -northern districts a failure. In
most of ‘the southern districts, how-
ever, it was exceptionally good. An
average Labrador and short K Bank
fishery were offset by the abnormally
{ high prices that prevailed and the
easy marketing of our fish through the
absence of Norwegian competition.
The Seal Fishery proved, in contrast
with that of last year, an unqualified
success. The eleven steamers that
prosecuted it brought home 240,000
seals valued at $640,000, the Florizel
hailing for the heaviest load on re-
cord. The fast diminishing whale
fishery was' followed only by the
Cachalot, which however secured sev-
enty-five whales.

Figures for the year’s trade are not
yet available, but there is no doubt
that it has been good. The fiscal year
ending June 30th last showed an in-
crease of over $4,000,000 in imports
and $6,000,000 in exports over those
of the previuos year, and the improve-
ment has undoubtedly been maintain-
ed. A great trade has been done in
the war industry of pit props, but
there is not too great likelihood that
it will continue. in future years. New-
foundland has suffered in common
with other countries from the tonnage
shortage and high food pnces and the
coal problem is again agltatmg the
minds of the authorities.

‘Secrelary Lansing

Explains the Statements Made in His
Note of Yesterday.—Government
Advised to Aeccept Note in Friendly
Spirit.

‘Washington, Dec. 21.—Secretary of
State Lansing, late to-day, issued a
statement amplifying and quafifying
the one he made this morning fe-
garding the P siflent’s notes ' to the
belligerents, Pecause, ﬁe said, he fear-
ed some incprrect inferences were be-
ing drawn from his first utterance.
Mr. Lansing said his purpose in mak-
ing the second statement was to make
it clear, beyond quéstion, that there
was no .change in the policy of neu-
trality of the United States. - He also
said his purpose in amplifying his
statement was to make it plain that
the notes to the belligerents should,
in no sense, be construed as a threat
to any of the Governments.

Mr. Lansing’s first statement, made
orally, led to exaggerations of its
‘language and purpose' throughout’
Its most strik-
ing phrases, on ‘which the wildest
speculations were based, were that
the TUnited States was “drawing
nearer the verge of war,” and that
the sending of the note “will indicate
‘the possibility of our being lorced in-
to the war.,” |~ -
It becanie apparent that the Secre-

1tary’s statement was not * fully ap-

| proved at the, White House, which

‘was concerned ‘lest any word should

reach the foreign capitals, to be con-

strued as indicating that the Ameri-
can note was anything but what it
indicated on its face. So, after a con-
ference between " President Wilson
and Secretary Lansing, the second
statement was prepared and distri-
buted. -
Entente diplomats, at first at an
utter loss how to handle the unex-
pected situation, became convinced
that a clearer understanding of the
necessities and purposes of the
United States proved that their fear
of a move favorable to Germany was
not contemplated, and that this coun-
try would not try to force peace on
Europe. Their view grew that the
United States feared that unless the
peace proposals go through now, a
period of ruthlessness and retaliation
may set in on both sides which -will
inevitably force_this ¢ountry into ac-
tion.

the reckoning, and a comparatively
few were entered at Lloyds. Where
once hundreds of sailing ships com-
prised the tonnage of the nations, it
was reduced to tens, or less. The
opening of the Suez Canal was the
figst direct blow to deep- -water  ship-
sailing, and then the opening of the
Panama Canal was a finishing stroke.
The great ship-yards of Maine had to
go out of business, for they had
launched from their docks their last
big ships. The death knell of the
sailing ships as we saw them a gen-
eration and two generations ago, had
struck, and with their passing went
many of our “captains courageous.”

But now the tide has turned and the
result is that the “White Wings” of
the past are being restored, to a de-
gree, to some of their former glory,
and everywhere the sailing ship is in
demand. This, of course, is caused
by the great loss of steamers some
fifteen hundred, since the outbreak
of the war, and also by the increased
demand for tonnage in connection
with the war. From every sea steam
ships have been commandeered, and
most of the great ocean liners have
been disorganized. The palatial pas-
senger ship has been converted into
a troop ship, and the beauteous liner
into an ocean tramp. All these cir-
cumstances have tended towards the
revival of the sailing ship, and al-
ready every available hull has been
called into commission.

What a different view we take of
these things to-day! What answer
would we get if our Newfoundland
trade asked for a bounty for being
shut out of the Greek market?

I have often heard of the wonder-
ful prices for fish during the Na-
poleonic wars. Judge Prowse tells us
that a common hand at the fishery ob-
tained $300.00 and even $350.00 wages
for the summer, whereas a splitter
obtained $450.00 to even $700.00 wages.

James Macbraire impressed on his
brother merchants that while they
had been making money it ¢could not
last when the war ended. He was
wise enough to sell out to them and
retire to his home in Ireland, but the
other merchants ccntinuéd the race,
and the crash came in 1814 when
nearly ail the merchants were ruin-
ed. The “Year of the Rals”—the win-
ter of 1815—was probably the .very
lowest ebb our country has ever ex-
perienced.

These old records show that fish
sold here in St. John’s for $4.30 per
qtl,, and a severe cull at that. ;

To-day the fishermen are getting
$8.00 per gtl. and over for their fish,
and, I understand, Mr. Coaker told
them at Catalina, a few days ago, that
it was going to be $10.00 per qtl. next
year.

The fishermen got their flour for
$8.00 to $10.00 per barrel all the
summer, whereas, I have shown from
these old records that it was $15.00'
per brl. one hundred years ago.

The country was never so prosper-
ous as it is to-day. Let us hope that
the merchants are making something
out of present values for undoubtedly
they are paying prices to-day that our
great-great-grandchildren will speak
of in years to come.

There are some very interesting
facts mentioned in these old recorés
to which I would ask special atten-
tion. )

Baine Johnston & Co. of Greenock
refer to the openihg of the Brazil
market with great expectations. It is
wonderful what foresight these old
merchants had—they had an eye for
every possible opportunity. Just com-
pare that with the item I have already
quoted about getting, at the present
time, into the French markets for our
codfish.

When we come to think of Newfound-
land History without Walter Baine
Sr. and Jr., William Johnston and his
nephews James and Walter Grieve,
not to mention the present energetic
and gentlemanly principal of that his-
toric old firm, Walter Baine Grieve, it
would appear as if the most import-
ant pages had been torn from the
book.

If the firm had gone out of exist-
ence in 1809, in all probability we
would never have heard of John Munn
and all he and his relatives did for
Harbor Grace as the great firm of
Punton & Munn, as it was an off-
shoot of Baine Johnston & Co., and
they still fiy the same flag—the well-
known blue and white.

The late Sir Robert Thorburn, the
Premier of our country, who enforced
the Bait Act against the French Gov-
ernment, was another off-shoot from
the parent firm. Where, I ask, would
Newfoundland be to-day if the Bait

- Act had not been enforced?

When we remember the miserable
manner we were handed! over to the
tender mercy of the French by those
in power at Downing Street, in Lon-
don, at that time, we may well thank
our stars that Newfoundland is not a
French colony to-day. .

I am fully convinced that New-

A new thrust has seem-
ingly been started by the Austro-
Germans along the Moldavian front,
thus adding to the difficulties of the
Russians and Roumanians, already
hard pressed from the south and east.
Several lines of positions. and four
hundred prisoners were taken by the
invaders gn the first day of their of-
fensive into Moldavia from the west,
which may have for its purpose the
cutting off of the retreat of the Rus-
so-Roumanian troops now operating
along the southern Moldavian border.
Along the river Kasine west of Gove-
sha, Petrograd says, the Roumanian
troops were driven back nearly a
mile. A desperate battle is also re-
ported to be taking place near Ses-
mero near Oena and within the Mol-
davian boundary north of Rimnik Sar-
at. All the attacks were repulsed, ac-
cording to Petrograd. Field Marshal
von MacKensen has reached Dum-
trester, about 12 miles west of Rum-
nik Sarat, N.E. of that town. The
troops under his command have cap-

tured several villages. The number |

of prisoners taken by this army totals
400, in addition to cannon and ma-
chine guns. - The Dobrudja is now
almost cleared of the defenders, as
Berlin says that Ratchelu, northeast
of Matchin, the bridge heéad across the
Danube from Braila has been con-
quered. Ranchelu is on the Danube.
West of the Meuse in the Verdun re-
gion the forces of the German Crown
Prince have repulsed attacks by the
French troops against the mew Ger-
man positions at Lemort Homme
where the 2nd and®3rd line trenches
were entered by the Germans and 220
prisoners and seven machine guns
taken. Paris admits a slight success
for the Germans in this sector, say-
ing that a trench south of LeMort
Homme was-éentered by the attackers.
Other efforts to advance between the
Meuse and -Avocourt and on the front
of both LeMort Homme and Hill 304
were repulsed by the French. Except
for some engagements between pa-
trols around Brody in Galicia no ac-
tivity is reported from the eastern
Macedonian and Austro-Italian fronts.
British and French troops carried on
successful raids on-the west front at
various poiﬁts.‘
