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Prince Sails on 
Dominion Tour.

Litigation Against Reid N.F. Co. 
— Sinn Feiners Raid Military 
Depot—Labor Trouble Acute 
in Great Britain.

THE PRINCE LEAVES.
LONDON, Aug. 5.

(Via Reuter's Ottawa Agency)—The 
departure to-day of the Prince of 
Wales for Canada is the theme of 
many editorials. The Times states: 
“The Prince of Wales stands pre­
eminently for the promise and hope 
of th. Empire. His record of work 
already done ig astonishing in its 
variety, and his manner of doing it 
has been invaluable—the manner of 
a man unspoilt by his great position 
and who has learned in the hardest 
school the priceless lesson that a 
man’s a man. The Prince of Wales 
has shown that he has been profound­
ly impressed by the sterling worth of 
the individual Briton in the various 
ranks of life. His knowledge of the 
racial character will stand him in good 
Stead wherever he goes in the Domin­
ions. He has only to be his own sim­
ple, modest, unaffected self to be wel­
comed for his own sake just as the 
dominions’ troops welcomed him for 
tor the man that he was and not for 
his rank.’’

HONOURS FOR MILITARY CHIEFS.
LONDON, Aug. 4.

High titles and money grants will 
be given by Great BritaiiTto her vic­
torious Generals and Admirals of the 
Great War, according to time-honour­
ed customs. The tote of thanks to 
the victors will be presented in the 
House of Commons on Wednesday, ac­
cording to present plans. The name 
of Marshal Foch will be included. 
Field Marshal Sir Douglas Haig and 
Vice-Admiral Beatty—as expected— 
will be made Earls and each given a 
grant of £100,000. Field Marshal Vic- 
count French of Ypres, and Admiral 
Viscount Jellicoe ofz Scape, will be 
given grants of £50,000 each. A num­
ber of other commanding officers will 
be given money grants making a total 
for all £600,000. Premier Lloyd 
George’s name was proposed to-day 
for some honor by Sir J. F. Remnant, 
in the House of Commons, but Andrew 
Bonar Law, the Government leader, 
replied that he had mentioned the mat­
ter to the Premier, who said he would 
not for a minute agiee to it.

GREAT NAVAL PAGEANT.
LONDON, Aug. 4.

BRITAIN’S LABOUR TROUBLES.
LONDON, Aug. 5.

With the Yorkshire strike unsettled, 
the bakers’ strike continuing, a num­
ber of minor sporadic strikes in other 
trades in sympathy with the smould­
ering. discontent of the police at the 
failure of their strike to secure the 
withdrawal of the police bill, and the 
possibility of another big railway 
strike, the labour situation has again 
become so threatening that, it is stat­
ed, Arthur Henderson, the labour 
leader, who is attending the socialist 
conference at Lucerne, has been 
hurriedly summoned to London. Liver­
pool was quiet to-day, but it remains 
the centre of agitation, for a strike of 
the dockers is now being threatened 
in support of the striking policemen. 
The executive of the dockers’ union 
met to-day and passed a resolution de­
manding reinstatement of the dismiss­
ed policemen, failing which they will 
give whole-hearted support to the 
police. Another meeting of organiz­
ations of all trades was convened at 
Liverpool to-night to consider the ad­
visability of calling a general strike 
in support of the police anion and el­
ect a strike committee. It was stated 
that Tom Mann, president of the work­
ers’ union, will go to Liverpool to 
take charge of the situation.

Dislocated Jaw

But that one little in­
harmonious chord may yet 
swell jnto a crescendo of con­
demnation which will possibly 
produce effects not thought of 
by the originators of, and par­
ticipants in, the design. The 
undue exhibition of a local af­
fair, which has caused, already, 
much heart burning and bitter­
ness, should not have been ex­
ploited in an imperial parade. 
We attribute the incorporation 
of the late episode down north, 
into the features of yesterday’s 
processionals a mistake of the 
heart rather than of the head, 
and though doubtless intended 
to be humorous only, the inclus­
ion of it has left behind an 
opinion that it had been much 
better omitted.

But notwithstanding this 
error of .judgment, we believe 
that popular sentiment will 
ever acclaim yesterday’s im­
perial march as the most im­
posing and spectacular that it 
has so far been our lot to have 
presented. Mere words are ab­
solutely inadequate to convey to 
all those who went to so much 
trouble in preparing their char­
acter costumes, direct thanks, 
but their reward was fully and 
handsomely accorded in the 
plaudits of the thousands who 
had gathered to show their ap­
preciation of Newfoundland’s 
contribution to the greatest 
peace pageant of history.

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Once a Peer
Always a Peer.

But Some Titles Can be Taken Away.
In these days the Sovereign can- 

hot make one of his subjects a Peer 
*f the Realm without the consent of 
the Prime Minister. Once, however, 
t subject has been made a peer, nei­
ther the King nor the Prime Minister 
ean degrade him. The only crime for 
which he can lose his title is high 
treason, and in such case he must be 
tried by his peers.

In the same way, a Baronet can­
not be degraded. There is, we be­
lieve, no instance for a century past 
in which such a thing has happened.

It is different when we come to the 
orders of knighthood. The orders of 
knighthood are the only honours 
which the King can confer without 
consulting his responsible Ministers, 
and for any criminal offence which 
might be considered likely to bring 
the Order into contempt, the holder 
of such an order can be degraded. 
Set such degradation can only be ef­
fected by due process of law. The 
King himself cannot do it of his own 
Initiative.

There is, however, one order—

and a very dearly prized one—which 
it is entirely within the King’s power 
to take away.

It is that of Privy Councillor. 
Without consulting anyone, the Sov­
ereign may erase the name of any 
Councillor from the Council Book.

The last occasion upon which a 
t Councillor suffered in this fashion 
was in 1798.

A dinner was given at the Crown 
and Anchor Tavern on the occasion 

. of the birthday of the great minister 
I Fox, and the Duke of Norfolk, rising, 
proposed the toast, "The Sovereignty 
of the People."

This toast gave the bitterest of­
fence to the King, and the Duke, as a 
punishment, was removed from the 
Lieutenancy of the West Riding of 
Yorkshire.

Shortly afterwards Fox himself, 
not at all discouraged by the fate of 
his friend, proposed the same toast 
at a dinner of the Whig Club. As 
soon as he heard of it the King sent 
for the book of the Privy Council, 
and with his own hand erased Mr. 
Fox’s name.

Typists in Japan.
To master our typewriting machine 

is comparatively easy; but in Japan 
the operator has to use a machine 
with 3,000 characters. The invention 
is that of a Japanese engineer ^ho 
studied for several years in U. S. 
universities. The type slugs rest in 
a gridlike frame, over which the print­
ing handle and the type-selecting and 
grip-bar move freely in every direct­
ion.

Commercial schools were establish­
ed last year in Japanese qities for the 
purpose of teaching how- to operate 
the typewriters. Women are expected 
to follow the profession, much the 
same as in this country.

“A priceless washout,” “She blew in,”
* They wrangled it,” “In the pink,” 
"I’m O.K.” and “I don’t think,” are 
seme of them strictly beautiful. It 
would be interesting to know not only 
who invented these ugly phrases, but 
how he or she managed to make 
them popular. It’s not so easy as it 
seems. Try it! Invent a silly slang 
impression, and essay it to one cf 
your flapper friends. She will stare 
at you with that sort of a stare that 
makes you feel you are a failure; in 
other words, she will “Offer you the 
frozen mitt” or she will probably say 
“Hullo old bean, what’s the stunt? 
Are you off it? Up the pole?”

Perhaps the new language is only 
the outcomè of the war, and we shall 
revert to pure English again now, 
and use our own lovely and tender 
endearments instead of the “cheerio” 
and “go h’on” phrases. We have al­
ready gone one step on the way. 
“Camouflage” is dead. It is out of 
date as that one-time expression 
“taking the bun” for which we have 
substituted “the united limit.”

How Graham BeU
Keeps Cool.

“You heat your house in winter, why 
not cool it in summer?” asks Dr. Gra­
ham Bell, the Canadian inventor of 
telephone fame, who is' devoting his 
energies to keping Washington cool. 
He says:—

“We get up to the Arctic regions and 
heat our houses, and live. We go down 
to the tropics and die.

“I have found one radical defect in 
the construction of our houses that 
absolutely precludes the possibility of 
cooling them to any great degree. j

“You will readilp understand the 
difficulty when you remember that 
cold air is heavier than warm air. 
You can take a bucket of cold air, for 
example, and carry it about in the 
summertime and not spill a drop, but 
if you make a hole in the bottom of 
the bucket, of couse the cold air will 
run out.

His Tank Room Felt CooL
“I began to think that it might be 

possible to apply the bucket principle 
at least to one room in my Washing­
ton home and thus get a place of re- ; 
treat in the summertime. It seemed to 
be advisable to close up all openings 
near the bottom of the room to pre- | 
vent the escape of cold air, and open 
the windows at the top to let out the ' 
heated air of the room.

“Now it so happens that I have in 
the basement of my house a swim- j 
ming tank and it occurred to me that 
since this tank holds water it should 
certainly hold cold air. So I turned 
the water out and made a room of it 
The tank seemed to he damp and the 
sides felt slippery.

“I reflected, however, that the con­
densation of moisture resulted from 
the fact that the sides of the tank 
were cooler than the air admitted. 
Water vapor will not condense on any­
thing that is warmer than itself, and 
it occurred to me that if I introduced 
air that was m’uch cooler than I want­
ed to use, than it would be warming 
up in the tank and becoming dryer all 
the time. It would not deposit mois­
ture on the sides and would actually 
absorb the moisture there.

“I therefore provided a refrigerator 
in which were placed large blocks of 
ice covered with salt. This was plac­
ed in another room at a higher eleva­
tion than the tank, and a pipe cover­
ed with asbestos was employed to 
lead the cold air into the tank.

“The first effort was the drying of 
the walls. Then I felt the level of the 
cold air gradually rising. At last it 
came over my head. The tank was 
full and I found myself immersed in 
cool air. I felt so cool and comfort­
able that it seemed difficult to be­
lieve that Washington stood sizzling 
outside. I climbed up the ladder in 
in thé tank until my head was above 
the surface, and then found myself 
breathing a hot, damp, muggy atmo­
sphere. I therefore speedily retreated 
into the tank, where I was perfectly 
cool and comfortable.

Cold Air Pipes.

“Guided by this experience, I tried 
another experiment in my house. I 
put the refrigerator in the attic and 
led the cold air downward through a 
pipe covered with asbestos into one of 
the rooms of the house. The doors 
were kept shut and the windows were 
opened at the top. The temperature 
in that room was perfectly comfort­
able, about 65 degrees.

“Some time ago, the newspapers 
were speaking of an ice plant that had 

. been installed in the White House, 
j and congratulated the President, then 
Mr. Taft, upon a temperature of only 
80 degrees outside. Under similar 
conditions I enjoyed in my house a 
temperature of 65 degrees (the ideal 
temperature), with a delicious feeling 
of freshness in the air.”—Montreal 
Keekly Star.

Movies in India.

“The white woman in India realises 
that she is receiving less respect from 
the natives than before, and a great 
deal of this is due to the indiscrimin­
ate showing of films on social and 
marriages problems,” said Miss Con­
stance Bromley, recently, who has 
just returned to England after four 
years in India, and who was for some 
time manager of a large picture 
theatre in Calcutta, mainly frequent­
ed by Europeans.

“The natives are great film en­
thusiasts, and there are 14 picture 
houses in Bombay alone. They will
