There {8 a veritable “hell on eartn”
up in the Canadian wilds, reports 4
Government agent who has just re-
turned from Fort Norman, on the Mac-
kenzie River. He went there to in-
vestigate the new oil discoveries and
found in many places enormous quan-
tities of burning cogl and shale. The
ait is full of sulphur and burning coal.
At night along the river great cliffs
of sizzling molten clay may be seen.

This sounds very Dantesque, but its
probabillty cannot be demied. It is
well known that the fantastic and
highly-colored “bad lands” forma-

tions of the State of South Dakota |

nwe their origin and conditions to
just such a happenipg. In fact, some
of the beds of coal in that region are
still burning. Similar phenomena arse
known in other parts of the world. _

Mome may marvelthat coal and iron’
are found so far north, even within the
Arctic Circle, since “coal, especially,
is known. to be derived from plant lite
whi¢h flourished‘in a tropical or mild
climate. The coal beds of the Mac-
kengie River region, however, are
several million years old. - At the time
they weré formed the climatic condi-
tiond of the earth were very different
from now. It is not only conceivable,
but ¢ertain, that tropical conditiong in
the relatively recent geologic ~past
have existed at both>the North and
South Polar regions.

Society for the Control of Cancer with
headquartérs in New York and with
Dr. N. 8. Fraser as its local repres-
entative is now being repeated and
over 10,000,000 citizens of the United
States, Canada and Newfoundland are
being provided with information on
this mysterious and dread disease.
The Bociety, a philanthropic organiza-
tion embracing among its members
many of the foremost physicians, sur-
geons and scientists in North America,
s conducting annual campaigns, in
an effort to show the average citizen
what the early symptoms, or danger
signals of the disease are in order
that persons afiiicted may receive
quick treatment and save their lives.
Once a year a drive is made with far
reaching results. The symptoms are
easily recognised by the laymen. The’
Society’s message is one of hope

While physicians may disagree on

belief that the one real hope for a per-
son afflicted with cancer is to obtain
early knowledge of the fact and act
at once. In the great majority of

ing an early warning is cured. Last
year 90,000 persoms in ‘the TUnited
States and 150 Newfoundlanders met
death throngh cancer, fargely bécause
treatment began too late, and .the So-
ciety is now bent on saving those with
cancer at present in an incipient stage
or persons who, later, may become
victims of the malady.

"ed a Shipping Department and a Mili-
tia Department during the war. Their
usefulness is over but still the staffs
are going on drawing fat salaries.
The Hducation Department’'s duties
can be performed in the Colonial
Becretary's ofice where it always was.
Before the war an outport member
got $8000, and & St. John’s member
8200, To-day everyone gets $1,00. Up
to this present Government the Minis-
ters got $2,400, to-day they get $4,000, '
and they are no better men and they
are not doing the work. I believe I
can go in the Government and cut
down expenditure $2,000,000. If any-
thing is bought for the hospital it is
bought locally under a system of pat-
ronage which is costing the country
twice as much as the goods are worth.
All we want is statesmanship. Some
say you must not talk politics.
