Newfoundnland is still a great wild
country.

Patterson, solicitor, appeared for the
plaintiff. Defendant was represented
by Mr. E. Keith Walcott, Barrister-at-
law, associated with Mr. E. R. L. Ward,
Barristersat-law, and instructed by
Mr. W. St. Clair Hutchinson, solicitor.
After evidence for both sides had
been heard, Counsel on both sides
then addressed the Court and His
Honor summed up.
The jury retired for about 156 min-
utes to ‘consider their verdict, and on
their return to Court found that the
£300 clalmed by the defendant was
due him by the plaintiff. They were
of opinion that the plaintiff had agreed
to pay the defendant a sum of £25
monthly and the £75 commission
claimed for each year.

Judgment was accordingly entered
for the defendant and for the amount
of the counter-claim with costs.

Several o® the wharves along
the northern waterfront are dil-
apidated; with few exceptions
the coves are filthy, and in some
of them the sanitary conditions
are indescribable.

Yesterday persons were seen
dumping cartloads of wastg pa-
per into the water of one of
these coves off Water Street,
and it is not long since we were
informed that the ballast of a
vessel was thrown overboard in
the vicinity of the King’s wharf.

Time and again the appoint-
ment of a Harbour Board has
been suggested. Nothing has
come of it, however, because the
port appears to be “nobody’s
child” and therefore nobody
cares what happens to it.

Our criticism is in no sense a
reflexion upon the Harbour Mas-
‘ter, a conscientious official who
ably carries out his duties, but
the problems which the harbour

'to be undertaken by one individ-

Non-Sinking Ship

COLLAPSIBLE AIR CELLS, HE
CLAIMS, WOULD PREVENT
SEA DISASTERS.

By ROBERT E. MARTIN.
Appalling disasters such as that

which recently befell the foundered
Japanese freighter, Raisuku Maru, off
Nova Scotia, with a loss of more than
40 lives, gave to Adam T. Drekolias,
of New Brighton, Staten Island, N.Y.,
the idea for an invention that he
claims will keep any ship from sink-
ing, no matter how badly damaged.
His invention is a collapsible cham-
her designed to imprison air in the
hull of a disabled vessel. Even if a
ship were completely filled with wat-
er, he claims, the device would keep
its upper deck above the surface, give<
ing the crew a chance for their lives
until rescuers arrived.

Occupying space ordinarily wasted
in liners and battleships, Drekolias’
device, he believes, would bring about
a great change in shipbuilding. Space
now occupied by bulkheads could be
used for cargo. Isolated portions of
a ship cut away from the main part
would still float, The same equip-
ment used for keeping the boat afloat
would serve as fire extinguishers.
Moreover, the captain could control
the equilibrium of his ship so that it
would rise and sink at his will. This
feature would be of special value in
warfare when a battleship could be
lowered until only ita guns remained
above the surface,

As long as the weight of a ship is
less than the weight of the water dis-
placed by the vessel, or just equal to
it, the ship will float, Drekolias’ in-
vention is based on this well known
principle, first pointed out by Archi-
medes. The apparatus has proved
successful, he says, in more than 700
experiments made with the ‘model
£hip.
