DISTILLERY SEIZED AT STRATFORD.— |
The distillery and brewery of Mr Peter |
Kastner, at Stratford, was seized laslw
week for alleged frauds on the reve:
by District Inspector Romain and Excnset
Officer Davis. The distillery was entire- |
ly refitted in December last, and has lan
rubning up to the present time. The
concern was valued at from $8,000 to
$10,000 at the time of seizure. The proof
of the frauds was so evident that the own- s
er abandoned all defence, and the whole
plant, consisting of worms, stills, tubs,
etc., and a large quantity of corn. Thls
material will shortly be sold. The |
greatest credit is due to Mr Romain
and his assistants for the seizure, as the’
fraud bas, no doubt, been going on since |
the opening of the distillery, and has baf-
fled the skill of the local detectives.

Interview between John McGee
andWhalen.

On Wednesday afternoon Mr. John
McGee had an interview with Whalen.
John McGee is brother to Thos, D’Arcy
McGee. Mr John McGee was accom-
paned to the gaol by Mr. O'Rielly and
others. When the party came opposite
Whalen’s cell, Mr. McGoe, who was fore-
most, was at once addressed by the pris-
oner, who said-—“Ah! Johu McGee, I
know you; we have met before!” Mr.
McGee at once recognized Whalen, and
said they had met beforein his late broth-
er's house there was no hesitation or
reservation in the prisoner’s manner at
all. As to Mr. John McGee's wishing to
see Whalen, it arose in this way-—last
New year'’s day, a person called at Mr.
D'Arcy McGee's residence in Montreal,
and said he wished tosee Mr. McGee. On
theday in question the man who called
was shown up stairs to Mr. Jno. McGee,
brother of deceased, and this visitor find-
ing he could not obtain an audience of
the deceased statesman, told some sort
of half-hesitating and very doubtful look-
ing story about a number of men in Mon-
treal having banded together to burn Mr.
McGee,s residence that day weck, and
then left the house. The story was not
at the tim arded as probable, and
since the assassination, it occurred to Jno
McGee that possibly the man who visited
his brother's house had not told his real
errand there. The statements made
since Mr. John McGece's val confirm
fully what we have " previou stated
the deceased statesman long ipat-
ed a violent end. The information giv-
en by his relatives confirms the state-
ments. The warning he received on more
than one occasion in Quebec, the threat-
ening lctters and intimations he had re-
ceived of late years, all indicated that
there were some who entertained feclings
of the most intense animosity towards
him, such feelings as might naturally be
expected to eventuate in the assassination
which recently ended Mr. McGee's career
