Still Grumbling.
The Mail is at present in a very 

discontented mood, which is not to be 
wondered at, after the many and 
serious reverses its party experienced 
at the hands of the electors in the 
late contest. Having exhausted its 
arithmetical skill m trying to figure 
out a large majority for the Govern­
ment, and having by this means suc­
ceeded in keeping up the sinking 
courage of the Government, supp'or- 

i ters—at least for a time—it now 
turns its attention to matters pertain­
ing to the Local Legislature, and at­
tempts to extract son^e little comfort 
irom the anticipated changes which 
will likely be made in the complex­
ion of our Local Government.

Its attacks on Messrs. Blake and 
Mackenzie are of the silliest character 
imaginable, and shows the straits it is 
put to in its endeavour to dqpiage 
them in the eyes of the people. It 
blames them now for retiring from 
the Local Legislature, when it knows 
perfectly well that according to the 
provisions of the Costigan bill they 
were obliged to resign their seats be­
fore, accepting a nomination for the 
House ofCommons. TiîeMail says they 
were not compelled to leave the Local 
House, but could have remained in 
another session. Well, they could 
have done so. The Costigan bill was 
so clumsily worded that they could, 
without evading or breaking the law, 
have resigned their seats in the Local 
Legislature, been elected for the House 
of Commons, and then gone back to 
their constituents for election for 
the Local Legislature again. But if 
they had done this, what a hue and 
cry would the Mail and other Tory 
papers have made over this clever 
manœuvre. They would have de* 
nounced it from one end of the Pro­
vince to the other as a cute dodgé, 
unworthy the reputation and standing 
of statesmen, and would have 
blazoned it abroad to the world that 
the affairs of the Province could not 
have been carried on without them. 
But, now when Messrs. Blake and 
Mackenzie have decided to take the 
only honest and straight-forward course 
thatjwas left them, they are blamed 
because they did not resort to a dodge 
which only men like John A Macdon­
ald were capable of carrying out, and 
which would at once have been taken 
advantage of by them if it suited 
their purposes.

The fact is that there is no pleasing 
the Mail, or any of the Tory papers. 
Turn which ever way Messrs.Blake or 
Mackenzie will, they were blamed. 
Had they chosen to remain in the 
Local Government, they would have 
been accused of trickery. Having 
left that Government they are now 
assailed as traitors and cowards. Yet, 
nevertheless for all this outcry they 
have the confidence of the people, 
and having that, they and the party 
to which they belong, can afford to 
smile at the frantic attempts of the 
Mail and other Tory organs to fasten 
any charge of inconsistency on them.

Sault St Marie Canal.
The Collin g wood Bulletin has a time* 

ly article,showing the advisability and 
even necessity for the immediate 
construction of a canal on Canadian 
territory at“ Sault St. Marie. The 
trade between the ports in Ontario 
and those on Lake Superior have 
within the last year or two immense­
ly increased, and it will assume stiil 
larger dimensions as the mining in­
dustries on the North Shore are year 
by year developed. We can see no 
good reason why the people of Can­
ada should allow the Americans to 
reap all the benefit which accrues 
from the trade passing through their 
canal. And even though they were 
content to have it so in the future, 
the old canal has been found alto^ 
géther insufficient for the increased 
trade, and our cousins have, with 
their characteristic energy, begun 
to build a new one, which will be 
ready for traffic next season. The 
Bulletin in urging this matter on the 
Government says :—

“ It is admitted upon all hands that a 
canal on the Canada side of the straits 
would be much more easily constructed 
and would cost less money than the 
American canal. Not only so, but it 
would afford greater facilities for shipping 
on account of being shorter and more 
easily accessible from both lakes. With 
regard to the cost, it would be compara­
tively small, and would paya satisfactory 
percentage in the shape of tolls. During 
the year 1871 the tolls collected were 
very large, and last June there were no 
less than 87,163, an increase of $4,280 
over the previous. With such a large and 
rapidly increasing revenue, the construc­
tion of this canal could not be attended 
with any great risk, besides giving Can­
ada a position of independence which she 

-can never have without it. It is to be 
hoped the Government will no longer ne­
glect a werk of such importance to the 
whole country, and one which must 
handsomely repay the comparatively 
small outlay required in its construction.”

Johnston, a celebrated swimmer, un­
dertook to swim across the English chan­
nel, from Dovqr to Calais, 26 miles, on 
Saturday. He had accomplished about 
seven miles when he became totally num­
bed by the coldness of the water, and he 
was threatened with cramps. He was 
taken up by a boat which had kept along 
side from the start.

Halifax, a description of whose arrest 
here some few days since was duly ' tele 
graphed to The Mail. It appears that 
an escort from his regiment arrived here 
last evening to convey the prisoner to 
Halifax;and Slade was brought before Mr. 
O’Gara for the purpose of being handed 
over to the military authorities. Slade 
was allowed to sit without being hand­
cuffed or guarded in the court room until 
his case came up. When Mb name was 
called he walked up to the dock .and 
leaned on the railing, looking on dream­
ily, as if his thoughts were elsewhere. 
Lance - Sergeant O’Shaughnessy took 
the stand and was about to be sworn, 
when Slade asked the Police-Magistrate,
“ Are you going to remand me again?’, 
Before Mr. O’Gara had time to reply’ 
Slade drew a table knife from his coat 
pocket and rushed at him. The action 
was so quick that he had mounted the 
steps leading to the bench, and raised 
his knife over Mi. O’Gara’s head before a 
motion was made to arrest him. Chief 
Langrell, who was standing near, in one 
bound reached the desperate prisoner, 
and seized him by the collar. Even then 
he would have‘been too late if Mr. 
O’Gara, with great presence of mind, had 
not thrown himself off the chair. The 
knife just grazed his side, without even 
tearing his clothes, and stuck in the 
chair where Mr. O’Gara had been sitting. 
Policéman O’Keefe at the same instant 
threw himself on the prisoner. Slade, 
bent on murdering the magistrate, en­
deavored to break from the_pplicemen, 
and actually struck backward with the 
knife to compel them to loose their 
grasp. The point of the blade however, 
had been bent by striking the chah-, and 
it didjiot injure his captors. In another 
instant Slade was hurled bn his back on 
the floor by the brawny constable, while 
Detective O’Deill and others immediately 
came to his assistance. One of the police­
men raised his baton as if to strike the 
prisoner, but was prevented from doing 
so by Mr. O’Gara, who called out to them 
not to hurt him. The whole affair was 
over in less than a minute, and the busi­
ness of the court was resumed as if no­
thing unusual had occurred.

The Renfrew Election.
We have already noticed more than 

once the scandalous proceedings of the 
Ministerialists in South Renfrew, and the 
transparently monstrous frauds by 
which a majority is shown for Mr. 
O’Reilly. Nothing but pure desperation 
could have tempted any body of men to 
resort to such courses, which, in the na­
ture of things can only issue in the long 
run in shame and exposure to all con­
cerned. In its way it is quite as bad as 
the celebrated Quebec election some 
years ago, when a good many Dukes of 
Wellington, Neroes, Cæsars and George 
Washingtons voted as registered electors 
of the ancient capital.

It will be remembered that certain 
new townships, not yet fit for any kind of 
municipal organization, gave Mr. O’Reilly 
more than all his claimed majority. We 
said, at the time, that we scarcely believ­
ed that there was.in those townships as 
many inhabitants all told as voted for 
the Government candidate. Official sta­
tistics confirm the view we took of the 
matter.

The principal strength of Mr. O’Reilly 
was in the two townships of Haggerty 
and Sherwood, both set aside as free 
grant districts, and, from that very fact, 
to be presumed to be very sparsely set­
tled. Now, in these two alone, Mr. 
O’Reilly received 372 votes, and Mr. Mc­
Dougall not cne. This is one fact. Now 
for some more.

In the whole of Haggerty there have 
been seven patents issued ; while there 
are fifteen purchasers who have not re­
ceived their patents, and who are presu­
medly not voters ; twenty-five have lo­
cated under the Free Grant Act ; making 
a grand total of forty-seven occupants of 
land. !

In Sherwood there are 30 patentees- 
26 locatees under the Act of 1860, who 
have not got patents, and 8 loeatees un­
der the present Free Grant Act. At the 
very lowest computation a majority ot 
the locatees are not now in the district, 
having abandoned their lots. Taking the 
most favorable view, however, we may 
suppose that there are 30 locatees of all 
kinds remaining, and that all the holders 
of patents, and purchasers who have not 
got their deeds, voted, and voted freely 
for Mr. O’Reilly, we should not have 
more than 80, all told, in those two town­
ships who could possibly cast a vote. 
Take 80 from 372, and we leave 292 bo­
gus votes to be accounted for. Where 
did they come from ? But grant all that 
any reasonable or unreasonable man 
could ask. Give Mr. O’Reilly all the 111 
who hold or have ever held lands in Hag­
gerty and Sherwood, and we have still 
261 votes that can be accounted for on 
no plan compatible with honor and ho­
nesty. The whole thing, in short, is 
monstrous and has not even a decent ap­
pearance of legality.

No wonder that the returning officer 
has as yet failed to make any official re­
turn. It will need a good deal of cook­
ing before it is presentable, and many a 
one, we fear will have hard times in the 
witness box before the play is played out. 
Globe.

And whereas there Is no interest In ar 
rear.

And whereas tbe Corporation -el th 
County of Wellington hath not Ig the 
municipal year contracted any debts of 
loans over asd above. tbs sum required

hath been duly published according to 
law, Therefore the Corporation of the 
County ol, Wellington, in pursuance of 
the power» in it. in that behalf veiled, 
and by the Council thereof enacts ee fol­
low» : That the Warden of the said 
County for the time being, be, and be 
hereby authorized, empowered, and r 
qulred for the pnrposeeaforeaaid, to issue 
in due form of law the sum of twenty 
thousand dollars in debentures of the 
said Corporation of the said Countv in 
anus of not less than one hundred dol­
lars each, payable in twelve years at far­
thest from the day on which this by-law 
Is appointed to take effect, at the office 
of the Treasurer of the said County, and 
that every such debenture shall bear In­
terest at tbe rate of six percent.per 
annum from the date of its issue, payable 
half yearly at the said office, and shall be 
signed by the Warden, and countersign­
ed by the Treasurer for the time being 
of the^ said County, and shall have at­
tached thereto coupons for tbe payment 
of said interest, which debentures the 
Warden hereby authorized to negoti- 
ite and dispose of.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, for the 
purpose of forming"» sicking fund for
the payment of said debentures and in­
terest, an equal special rate of one-fourth 
of a mill in the dollar in addition to all 
other rates be raised, levied, and collect­
ed in each year upon all rateable proper 
ty in the said county during the contin­
uance of the said debentures.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, the pro- 
ceeds of the said debentures shall be ap­
plied and apportioned to the several pur­
poses hereinbefore mentioned, and in the 
•mounts and proportion aforesaid, the 
grants of the said local municipalities to 
be paid to the Treasurers thereof respec­
tively, to be applied by tfcero strictly to 
the purposes aloresaid, and an account of 
such application to be returned by each 
Reeve to the Council of the said County, 
at the next December Bentos of this 
Council.

No person lending money upon or pur­
chasing said Debentures ifrell be bound 
to see to the application of the proceed» 
thereof.

AND BE IT ENACTED that, this By 
law shall take effect upon, jtm and af­
ter the first day of October, is the year 
of our Lord one thousand eight hundred 
and seventy-two.
