A Romantic Career.

One of the strangest careers of modern
times has just terminated in the death of
Lady Ellenborough at Damascus. Forly
years ago she was one of the most noted
women in Europe, and her residence in
the east has long been a sort of scanda-
lous romance. The daughter of the late
Adwiral * Sir Henry Digby, boautiful,
witty and rich, she married in} 1824 the
Earl of Ellenborough, who was after-
ward Governor-Gengral of India, and
who at that time was one_ of the most
brilliant men of his day. She whs about
seventeen years of age at the time of her
marriage, and Ellenborough, who was a
widower,  was thirty-four. They lived
together some six years, and her dissolute
eaniuetwasa causeofscandal for sometime
provious to the catastrophe of her elope-
ment with Prinee Felix Schwarzenberg,a
celebrated rowe then Austrian Minister in
London.  The event. caused an immense
sensation in the world of aristocracy and -
fashion. Ellenborough procured a di-
vorece from Parliament, and never married
again ; but his runaway wife soon separ-
ated from Schwarzenberg, and in 1862
married Baron Venningen, a Bavarian.
Tiring of him presently, and with her
great wealth and personal tascinations,
having little difficulty in proeuring di-
vorces under the ensy laws of Germany,
