The Virginias Case.
N. Y. Tribune Thereon. 

More Herald Reports.
New York, Djo. 22.—Attorney-General 

Gastar's decision regarding the Virginias 
constitutes the leading topio of discus­
sion in the morning journals. The 
Tribune eays If our Government has 
really reached this deeision there should 
be no hesitation in pressing on with the 
utmost frankness and promptness the 
measures for the condemnation of the 
compromised vessel. We have no doubt 
whatever that the Virginius carried the 
American flag fraudulently, that she was 
not only engaged in a filibustering expe­
dition of the grossest kind, but that she 
was to all intent and purposes an insur­
gent steamer belonging to the Cubans, 
and only using the American flag as a 
blind to cover an illegal expedition. All 
this, of course, could not be known at 
first. The Spanish Government has had 
time tq pat in its evidence and, ef course, 
that evidence woul l be placed before the 
Attorney-General for examination. The 
Virginius has practised a cheat upon the 
Unit i States Government, and had no 
right > carry the American flag and was 
engagea in an enterprise which was a 
distinct violation of the law.

The Herald's Washington despatch 
contains a long statement to the effect 
that the right of the Virginias to carry 
our flag is fully established, and that 
such is the judgment of the Administra-

The Madrid report that the Spanish 
Government will make a demand for the 
return of the Virginius is not credited in 
Washington. ___

EXECUTION OF NESBITT.

The Boston Ten-Drinkers, 
The Republic south of the lakes 

will soon be a hundred years old 
Our neighbors at Boston last week 
celebrated by their annual “tea-party” 
the hundredth anniversaryof the most 
notable act of resistance to the im­
position of taxes by the homo govern­
ment on the then colonies, which 
led to the Declaration of Indepen­
dence. A tax of threepence a pound 
had been put on tea. At Boston, on 
the evening of the 16th of December, 
1773, a party of citizens disguised as 
Mohawk Indiaps boarded the tea ships 
in the harbor and threw their cargoes 
over board. To punish this, the 
British Parliament the following year 
passed a measure taking away from 
Boston its privileges as a port of en­
try, and transferring the trade to

It is gratifying to find that a. gene­
rous spirit actuated the meeting at 
Boston last week, when one of the 
leading speakers, Hon. It. C. Witi- 
throp, disavowed any intention in 
the observance of the anniversary to 
renew accusations or revive resent­
ments against Provincial Governors 
or British Parliaments or Ministries.

When John 
Hau pden so heroically resisted the for­
ced loans and the ship money of Charles 
I, he pointed the way for James Otis and 
Joseph W arreu and Samuel Adams to 
resist the .stamp act and the tea tax of 
< leorge III. No, no, my friends; we 
have not come to Faneuol Hall to day to 
arraign or reproach any one.’’

Mr. Cartwright was sneered at by 
the Tory press for his criticism of Mr. 
Tilley’s budget speech last session, 
and hie so called“alarmist utterances'' 
were denounced.

* ceding upon that expectation in his 
expenditures, reminding him of the 
lav/ of re action, or alternate per­
iods of dullness ; and clearly predic­
ted on this oceasioii a falling off in 
our import trade this year. This has 
taken place ; the difference at the 
port of Montreal alone, we believe, 
l eing some four millions against the 
ten months of 18?3, in favor of 1872- 
For the year ending June last, as we 
showed a few days ago, our imports 
had largely increased, but this fall 
our merchants have wisely curtailed 
their purchases abroad, narrowing 
their operations to a safer basis.
