The learned Solicitor General followed
with an address to the jury, in the course of
which be stated the various points he expect~
ed to prove and the law bearing upon the
case.

Mrs Pidwell, sworn—Am the of
plaintiff ; went to San Francisco on the® 3rd
of March, 1866, on the Labouchere; started
to return in the Laboachere on the 14th of
April following ; had a large leathern trunk
and two smaller ones; made a list of the
articles in the trunks after retarning to V ¢»
toria [list produced. Counsel for defendants
objected to list being read and objection was
sustained;] I had dresses, shawls, undercloth~
ing and such thiogs as a lady nsually travels
with, in the truoks; I lost somethiog over
8500 worth of goods; I paid $30 for my
passage on my return on the Labouchere to
8 young wan, who, I think was named War-»
ren and who acted as purser, he gave me a
receipt (something like the one produced in
Court); my luggage was taken into the sa-
loon of the ship and when I last saw them
they were placed by thesteward under the
saloon table at my request, as he could not
get them imto' the stateroom ; the steward
said he would attend to the trunksin the
morning ; I went to bed aboat 10 o’clock and
bad just dozed off when I feit a shock, the
vessel seemed to strike and tremble and

excitement among the passengers—a great
deal of fear was manifested; [ sat down by
my trunk and after a time went back auod
lay down in my room until the steward
came and told me I had better get up as we
might have to go ashore ; I got into a boat
and reached the land ; I vever saw my tranks
after that, nor my box of plants; the other
box, valued at $13, was retarned to me ; I did
not see the Labouchere sink; I returned to
San Francisco and remained there from Moo
day till Saturday, when I left for Victoria
again ; I paid $41 to get back: I recollect
one silk dress, hanging up in my stateroom,
which was roined by the wreck.

Orcgs-examined by Mr Walker—Saw no
trunks landed on the shore, but a dress of
mine was handed me by the captain ; Capt.

both ways ; she made one round trip before
the 3d of March, one round trip and a half
carrying freight and passengers; Capt
Mouat had sole charge of the ship at San
Francisco when [ left there at the latter end
of March,

Cross-examined—Capt Mocuat was in the
service of the Company for many years ;
he was about 16 years master,
Re-examined—He had-gore to California
and the Columbia River several times, and
to the North West Coast several times ; with
these exceptions be had been continuously
employed in coasting and in land naviga-
tion.

J. T. Pidwell, examined—Am the plain-
tiff in the action; I don’t know the goods
which were put aboard at San Francisco;
Ican tell what was taken from here and re-
turned ; my wite showed me a list of certain-
articles ; what she stated in Court as to value
was incorrect, arising from excitement on
appearing in Court the first time in her
life; - om her reiurn from Sap Francisco
I went over the list; 1 bonght every-
thing except o few articles of trinkets -
I came to a reasonable estimate of the value

$590 ; for some jewelry about $85 or $100 ;
the whole; with other things, $727, giving
credit for return of fare, ete.; there was no
compromise made with the Company; 1
never aathorised anybody to receive any sum
of money for me.

Cross-examined—Many of the things 1
purchased and koow the valuo of , the pur«
chases extended perbaps over ten years; I
generally keep my head clear; I suggested
an arrangement ‘and got a peremptory denial
for claim from Dr Tolmie about 12 moanths
ago; 1 do not know that the tendency would
be to ruin Capt. Mouat; the claim was against
the H. B. Co. ; I mentioned in round numbers
the value of the goods to Dr Tolmie—$700 to
$1000; I am not backed up by anybody in
the suit ; persons came to me and talked of
the suit; I do not know the Company are
threatened with several actions ; Mr Adams
and Mr Anthony had freight on board ; so
bad Reid the boatman and others; we got
the opinion of able legal gentiemen on the
law of the case; subscribed in the first in-
stance to get legal opinion.

Edward  Dickinson, sworn—Was 8 pas-
senger on the Labouchere when she was
wrecked ; there were ubout 90 or 100 pas-
sengers on board of her; the boat was in

unfinished carpenter work lay about the
deck, and they were at work on the vessel :
she started about two hoyrs after her ad-
vertised time; it was dark when we got
outside, rough when crossing the bar; do
not know whether there was a fog or not
after crossing the bar ; pat on my boots and
hat when the vessel struck; ran on deck and
saw high rocks looming up over the side of
the vessel,and white foam all around us;
it was a dark pight, no fog, saw the
rock ; the steward was ripping up the saloon
table to get at the pump in the center of the
cabin ; that pump did not “feteh” for two
beurs ; the chief engineer, assisted by Frank
Sylvester, ove of the passengers, fixed the
pump; I worked on a small pump at the
stern ; during the night I asked Captain
Mouat what he intended to do; he said he
couldn’t tell till morning; to let the water
ron from the cabin deck overboard, holes
were bored in the staterooms; I went to
bed at 1, and was ronsed at between 4 and 5
<’clock ; went-on deck and saw land ahead ;
don’t know what the captain did; beard the
vessel was sinking ; saw great confusion on
board, and passengers trying to lauoch a
boat ; only saw two life-preservers, there were
none in my state~-room ; the boat had no
oars ; saw no pilot boat in sight ; Ideft the
ship on a raft, and was picked up by a fish-
ing smack.

. Cross-examined by Mr Walker—A fow
articles were thrown off 'the vessel into the
sn ; 8aw the trunks placed in her; |
‘morked until the oaptain told me there was
o daoger, when 1 went to bed ; the reason
that the pamp in tha cabin threw no water
was not because there was no water to
throw, because the pump at the stern threw
water freely ; the pump was not in order;
it may be that a vessel settles more at the
stern and that a pump may draw water there
and pot further forward ; know nothing of
the engine pumps; the captain said there
was no immediate danger, and [ went to bed;
I dou’t know what rock it was I saw, it
might have been one of the Farallones ; the
captain seemed to be cool and collected.

Re examined by the Solicitor-General—I
saw the vessel lying at the wharf at two or
three o’clock in the afternoon; everything
seemed to be in the greatest confosion.

The Court here took a recess for ten
mioutes.

RE. H. Adams, sworn—I was a passen:er
on board the Labotichore on the 14th April ;
went to bed about 8:30'p. m. ; did not go oo
deck until she <truck ; there was great con-~
fusion ; when I went down to the cabin I
observed the steward tea'ing away the tables
to get at the pump; the pump would not
work ; there wus a small one in the stern
which worked ; I had- goods and luggage on
board ; theré were trunks and luoggage of
other persons ; there did not appear to be
any checks used lor the baggage ; I saw no
sach system ; there were more goods on
board than my own ; eaw no life-preservers
on board; I escaped in an Italian fishing
boat ; I saw no pilot boat; am a liitle short-
sighted.

Cross-examined—In other ships there are
checks given for baggage; on the Labou-
chere there did not appear to be anyone to
attend to such ; 1 had merchandize on board,
for which I got a bill of lading; I was one
who consulted about getting reclamation
shortly after the aceident ; I am certa nly in-
terested in the result; I have not contributed,
nor do I mean to do so—to the costs of the
suit,

Re-examined—It is usual, on San Fran-
cisco steamers, to get checks for luggage;
there was no such system on the Labouchere
that I could see or hear of; I have no direet
interest in this suit; have not contribated
in any way to the costs ot this suit.

By a Juror—My baggage was placed in
my staterocm, put there by myself.

James Allan, sworn—Was cook on board
the Labonchere; before the ship struck I
went down' forward to change my shoes and
saw Jack, an Indiau, standing cn the look--
out : he was one of the crew; he had been
on board the Enterprise no one was with
bim on the lookout at the time, which was
about a quarter of an hour before she struck.
Cross-examined—The night was dark;
could see breakers ahead quite close; could
oot see any great distance ; there was no one
else on the forecastle on the look out; there
was no ooe that 1 could see overhead on the
look out; after she struck I got on deck ;
saw the land about balf an hour afterwards.
The written evidence— taken before a
Commission—of W. A. Elliott, engincer
of the Labouchere at the time of the
wreck—was read to the jury by the counsel
fur plaintiff.

Coansel for;the plaintiff proposed to pro-
duce the Commission issued by Governor
Kennedy for the enquiry into the loss ef the
steamer, but it was objected to. Evidence
was tendered to show that a copy was made
by some one who saw the report, and which
was published in the Governmert Gazette;
also, evidence of Mr Fowler, to show that
all the public documents were sent up to
British Columbia ; also, of Mr Griffith, to
prove that the report printed was a copy of
the report made after the enquiry.

This evidepce was objected to by the op=
posing counsel, who maintained that Governor
Kenoedy had po power, as VicesAdmiral, to
order a Commission of Enquiry into the lass
of the vessel, and bo “to'call Mr-
Drake to show that the proceedings were
illegal. . 5

His Lordship overraled the objcction and
disallowed the evidence of Mr Drake on the’
ground that a witness cannot be called to
prove a matter of law, :
Objection was made to any hearsay evi-
dence of a report made.

Mr Walker claimed that the party in
whose possession the report was should have
been subpcened to produce it. He had not
been so subpewned and none of the evidence
taken befors the Commission could. be pros
duced here. The decision of the Commis-
gion was not a judgment in rem. Mr
Walker also claimed that the Commis-
gion had wmot been legally constituted
and proceeded to quote from the Mer-
chant’s Shipping Act in support his position,
whea His Lordship interrupted him by say»
ing, that a part of that Act applied to the
Qolounies and a part did not, Besides, the
power was vested in the Crown to order a
Oommission to inquire into any matter.

The Soliciter General replied that the
Court bad no power to compel the produc-
tion of the public documents.

Mr McCreight followed the Solicitor Gen-
eral in support of the admission of evidence
taken befere the Commission, and quoted
autbority to show that the decision was
clearlt a judgment in rem., which was de-
tined to be an adjudication upon the status of
some particular subject-matter, for instance
—the loss of the Labouchere. The learned
couneel pressed the admissibility of the evis
dence.

Mr Ring replied at considerable length in
opposition- to the admission of the evidence
taken before the Commissien.

His Lordship decided that the document
was admissible ; it was a public document
and if the document was before the court it
must be introduced. The document is not
produced, and the plaiotiffs propose to give
secondary evidence, to the effect that the
Colonial Secretary had refused to give plain-
tiff the document ; but that is not enongh.
They might bhave given the public officer
notice to prodace the document, or a stb-
peeaa might bave been served upon him.
‘Had he been properly spplied to, his Lordship
said, that there was .no doubt he would h .ve
complied with the request; if he had zot
complied, there was the subpcena to falt back
{apon, and the court was of opinion that the
mainland was under its jurisdiction. ‘The
secondary evidence was ruled out.

Mr Riog rese to ask- for a non-suit, it hav«
ing been shown that the trunks were under
the control of Mrs Pidwell all the time,

The Court said that it was no answer to the
complaint to say that the goods were under the
control of the plaintiff, because it was alleged
that they were lost through the negligence
of the defendants, and therefore the question
of the control or custody of the goods was
immaterial.

The evidence for the plaintiff here closed.

Mr Walker addressed the jary for the
def-oce. The case was one that if it were
decided against the defendants wou d pour
such a flood of lawsuits upon them as to keep
them in the jury box for the remainder of
their natoral lives |His Lor:ship—Don’t
frighten the jurymen ; laughter.] He' asked
the jury to dismiss everything they had heard
or read on the subject of the loss of the ship
and to try the case on its menits. The ques-
tion was one that sought to relieve parties
shipping goods from insuring them and to
throw the onus of their loss on the owners.
Why did sbippers insure goods? Because the
ship was not responsible for the loss of the
goods.

The learned counsel quated copiously from
Addison, to show that the defendants were
not liable for goods lost.

Mr Walker—Have the defendants no
common law exewmption, as according to Ad-
dison ?

The Chief-J ustice—I shall so tell the jury;

wa- lost through the negligence of the cap-
tain or any of the Company’s servants, then
tbe defendants are liable. H's Lordship
added, that he thought it best to tell Mr
Walker of his intention a} first.

Mr Walker then announced his intention
to confine himself to the facts of the case,
and rapidly sketched the course of the La-
bouchere from the harbor of San Francisco
to the time of the accident, and the incidents
which traospired thereafter.

At the conclusion of Mr Walker’s address,
the Court rose uatil ten o’clock, a, m.,
Wednesday.

W. A Mouatt, sworn and examined by
Mr Riog—I was master of the Labourchere;

I checked the iron steering com-
passes at the wheel ; I found nearly half-a
point variation in one of the compasses in the
pilot house ; the pilot house was put square
with the beam of the ship; saw ‘how 1he
compasses pointed and then, from the posi-
tion I was in, saw what bearing Point Bonita
was on ; by the compass it was the bearing
in which it ought to have been [witness took
a chart and pointed out the position of Point
Booita] ; I left the wharf between 5 and 6
o’clock in the evening ; cleared the Heads in
an hour and a- quarter; a mizaling rain was
falling and the wind blew stiff until 9, when
it fell calm and a very dense fog prevailed ;

There
is a current setting on the shore from the
north, with a southwest wind, and I did say
that I believed it was on Point Reyes that I
got ashore, supposing my compasses had been
correct ; it is as likely that I would be on
Farallones as on Point Reyes; I took Mr
Townsend’s werd for it that there must have
been 3% points difference; I did not lay the
courses off on the chart, he did.

To the Solicitor General—I cannot tell what
to attribute the loss to; I did compare one
steering compass immediately after she strack,
with another compass further aft, and fouad a
deviation,

The Ceuneel for the defence accepted His
Lordship’s suggestion, that the former-evidence
given by Capt, Mouat, as taken down by the
Bench, be used. His Lordship stated that, a3
woll as he could recollect, the published states
ment givendn the papers were very correct,
butthe Judge’s notes were legal. It would
save & great deal of time, and Capt. Mouat
would be able to correct or add to his evidence
at that time given. The evidence was then
read over by His Lordship te ‘the jury! The
loes of the vessel at that time Capt. Mouat at~

“tributed to the deviation of the cempasses,

ariging from the quantity of iren intreduced
during the alterations. I mow doubt that.
After the reading of the evidence given at the
time of the-enquiry, institated by the-Govern—
aent last year Mr McGrath, a sailing-master
from the Reyal Navy, .demenstrated from a
chart.of San Francisco harber, to His Lord:
ship, “certain points connected with the dis~
aster.

By the Solicitor General—In eomparing the
port steeriag compass with the cabin compass
I found a point and a half difference after she
struck; there was half a point difference
between port and starboard before striking;
after I found a point and a half difference, I
had mo reasoen to think that the steering com-
passes were incorrect; we steered by the port
compass; I conld not tell which compass to
believe ; I expressed to persens standing by
at the time of the accident, that there is where
the mistake is, there is a . peint and s half
differemce in the compasses; had I found the
difference haif an hour earlier I don’t kmow
what [ could have done; I never before had
any fault to find with her compasses; It did
not occur to me to shift my compasses to the
old place in order to ses if the alteratioz was
the cause of the accident by causing the davia:
tion in the compasses.

At this stage His Lordship announced that
the sailing master showed from thie chart that

To the Court—By taking a solar or lunar
observatien as well as by swinging the ship,
the correctness of the compassges could be
agcertained ; there are other modes, for ins
8tancte, comparing & number of compasses.

To Mr Ring—I pever swung my ship ; it
was never pointed out as & duty ; I know of
no maritime rule makiog it imperative to
swing a ship ; swinging is one means of ad-
justing ' compasees : witness stated several
methods which are used for detecting crrors
in the compasses ; I used the means best, as
I thought, to adjust my compasses; the mere
sounding by the deep sea lead would not be
the means of ascertaining my position or of
finding my way back to San Francisco; up
to the present moment I can’t say in which
compass was the error ; assuming there was
a pilot boat there it would take some time to
take me ; at the time my ship was making
water very fast. [In connection with evideoce
as to the adjusting of the compasses, His
Lordship relerred to the 301st section of the
Merchant’s Shipping Act, and asked wit-

it ‘my duty exeept it I tound it I would
correct it; my ship was not surveyed at my
request ; I mean I don’t know ; I never had
a copy of the regulations issued by the
Board of Trade.

To Mr Ring—There is no British survey-
or who files eertificates in San Francisco ; in
my judgment I took steps to adjust my com-
passes ; the magnetic condition of a ship is
changed as she moves on; tbe book states
that it is absolutely dangerouns to place too
much reliance upon the swinging of a ship;
the most effectual way of guarding agaiast
local attraction is to raise the compasses
above the deck of the vessel; | could have
saved the ship had it not been for the fog.

To a juror—I had alterations made for
carrying passengers as in the California
steamers; I had an Indian lookout and my
second mate; he was on the land side and
the Indian forward.

James Smilk, sworn, and examined by Mr
Walker—I was second mate on the Labou-
chere; I bave been 33 years at sea; the

.compasses of the Labouachere were sent ashore

to be adjusted; I have been mostly in wood-
en ships; never saw any of them swang to
adjast the compasses; I have sziled irom the
London docks and there is only the Victoria
dock where ships can be swuog; I was on
the starboard side (irom®& p.m.) of the ship
when she struck; it was thick and foggy and
very dark; { could see enly about 100 yards
when she: siruck; I was keeping a sharp
lookout; kept my eye on the Indian boy a-
well; Capt Mouat was on the port side of the
burricane deck; the boy bad the name of
being the best night lookout; I knew him
about 3 months; he first gave the alarm,
being 50 feet further forward than I; 1 kept
my eye on the man at the helm; the course
given was West nothing to theNorth; this
was at' 8 d’clock, which was continued until
the accident; the helmsman was on the port
side; there was & compass on that side; the
pumps were iu order after the &ccident, the
engioe pumps and the band pump;the engine
pumps sucked for a little time; the weather
still continued thick and foggy up te close on
daylight; the vessel was kept runaing all
night; in my judgment there was no other
course to follow; I was on the steamer before
the alterations were made; we lessened the
amount of iroa about the smoke stack; there
was about as much iron ;put in as was tuken
out; there was an iron chain arouad the
wheel before the alterations; alter the altera-
tions the amount of iron there was diminish-~
ed; the only extra iron was the connecting
rods under the deck.

Cross-examined by Mr Wood—I have
been a quartermaster in am iron ship; bave
been in wooden steamers; came from Eng-
land in the Labouchere.; don’t think the La«
bouchere was swang in Loandon; came out
before the mast; never heard any complaints
of the compass; am emploged by the H. B.
Co. on the wharf at present; there is a re-
gular place for swinging ships at Greenwich ;
an iron ship should be swung before going to
sea; I don’t think it necessary to swing a
wooden  steamship; I did pot consider ic
necessary o de anything mere than Captain
Mouat did , I was oot present when Captain
Mouat was taking an observation of Peint
Bonita’; before starting I never saw great
confusion on board ; the workmen were out
of the ship about half an hour before start=
ing; I think OCaptain Mouat did perfectly
right ; I attribute the accident entirely to the
weather; the compaeses may have been
wrong ; I am notacquainted sufficiently with
the coast to know if the course steered was
eorrect; I never gave an opinion on this
case before because I was in California;
there was nothiog that Captain Mouat did
but what I would bave done.

To Mr Walker—If he tried to find his way

board the Labouchere in England until on

would have taken a different method in test«
ing.

gI’o the Bench—I might have moved a
compass to the maintop and compared it with
the compasees below ; if they differed I
would trust to the one aloft until I got ob-
servations.

By Mr McCreight—I could pot trust the
cabin compass before testing its accuracy:

By Mr Walker—Providing the steering
gear bad not been removed [ would not con~
sider it necessary in going out of port to take
a compass to the masthead ; have'taken a
cargo of iron from London to Madrid,

Capt. Hedstrom, of British ship Vortigern,
sworn—Have been a master mariner gince
1846 ; never swung a merchant ship under
my charge ; have carried a cargo of iron
twice without accident; compared the com-
pass on board and if [ do not find more than
half & point difference feel I can trust them
until I get an observation ; remember once
on the ccast of Norway, when I had a cargo
of iron, and when there was a vivid Aurora
Borealis, there was a great variation ; we had
no guide of the compass at the time, they
seemed to have lost their magnetism ; I could
‘depend on them before and a few hours afters
‘wards; have sailed out of San F

Oross-examined by Mr Wood—When
coming out of Ssn Francisco I nearly lost
my vessel; I noticed the ship out of its
proper place, but whether it was caused by
the cuirents or the variation of the compass
1 could oot tell; I had to anchor near Point
Reyes to save my vessel from going on the
rocks.

To the Court—I don’t think the alterations
on the Labouchere caused any material varia-
tion in the compass ; if I had bad alterations
made in my ship, such as were made in the
Labouchere, I should not consider it prudent
to put to sea without submitting my comw
passes to some test; I should place my comw
pass outside of the atiraction of the iron,
and should place my ship’s head where there
was no local attraction and then change it to
the opposite side.

To the Solicitor General—I have no ex-
perience, by practice, us an officer of a
steamship ; my idea of adjustment is not the
same as Capt. Mouat’s ; 1 should not content
myselt with sending the compasses to an op~
tician ; it could have nothing to do with ada
justing for local attraction; do not think the
alterations in the Labouchere caused any
smore local - attraction than before; mever
knew a fog to affect & compass: The witness
was proceediog to give a detailed aocount of
the place in which he found his ship near
Point Reyes, when Ris Lordship interrupted,
sayiog that the evidence must be rejected,
because the voyage of the ship Vortigern
was not being inquired into.

Counsel for defence objected, -and asked
that a note be taken of their objection.

Capt. Hedstrom then repeated the evid~
ence given in his direct examination with
regard to finding bimself, from some unknown
cause, nearly on the rocks at £oint Reyes.
The Court here adjourned until 18 o’clock on
Thureday morning.

Capt. James Wilde, sworn—Have been a
seafaring man since 1841; have béen in the
service of several steamship companies ;
never knew or heard of one of those vessels
swinging to test her compasses before leaving
port ; on arriving at a port chronometers and
compasses are sent to an optician’s for ad-
justment ; when the ship is ready for sea
they are brought on board by the optician :
in leaving a harbor ths master takes his
beariogs from some well known beadland ;
when he gets outside he takes an. observa-
tion; I was in Court yesterday when Capt.
Mouat gave his evidence; I think he took
the proper precaudions to guard against ac-
cident, and should have acted similarly my-
gelf under like circumstances ; most steering
wheels have an iron chain around them ;
that chain does not affect the compass; the
Indians on this coast are good look-~outs,
‘they are generally more acute in sight ‘and
_hearing than whites. _

,‘S‘gon«examimd@_bx Mr Wood—I left the
Wi servioe fourteen years ago ; their
ere not swung during my time there;

heard of wooden steamships being
1g; ‘don’t’ believe they are ever swaung ;
“pledge’ my reputation. as a mariner on that
opinion; a compass varies according to the
direction of the head of the ship ; don’t bee
lieve the Isabel’s compass varies a bair ;
don’t go in for swinging ships, nor do I be-
lieve in important deviations; I should have
adjusted my compasses before leaving port
on the Labouchere, and taken my bearings
from some well known beadland ; If I bad
time I should have taken the bearings before
leaving port,and if I had not time I should
bave taken them on the way out; it all de-
pends upon_time.

His Lordship—Then you think that a
prudent mariner would go to sea without
comparing his compasses ? :

Witness—Not if I knew they were out ot
order, but I had used them before and found
them all right; I should not hesitate a mo-
ment; I don’t think the alterations on the

Labouchere made any differencein the com-
passes. :

To Mr Wood—Capt. Mouat acted rightly
in taking the bearings by Point Bonita- if I
had no doubt of my compasses, the bearings
would satisfy me ; if I were not certain, I
should take the bearing of Fort Point on the
opposite side; I was a master mariner for
seven months, in a 189 ton sailing vessel ; al
steamers have standard compasses; most
captains consider a tellstale in their cabin a
standard compass ; too many of these pre-~
cautions are nonsense ; there is only a trifling
difference between the compasses of a sailing
vessel and a steamer.

To ‘the Court—There might be a little
more local attraction on a steamer than on a
sailing vessel, caused by the iron work ; I
have been eight years connected with the
customs of the Colony, and have been out of
nautical practice during that time.

Capt. J. Nagle, sworo—Have. been fifty
years connected with nautical matters ; was
27 years a master; never saw a wooden
vessel swung to her compasses ; have carried
half a cargo ‘of iron from England' to the
East Indies, and also to the West- Indies ;
the iron was below the deck, and I never
found it to affect the compasses; Know
nothing about the currents off -the Coast of
California ; have known Her Majesty’s ships
to go on shore here during a fog.

This question was objected to by Couuosel
for plaintiff, and the objection was sustained
by the Court.

Cross-examined by the Solicitor General—
Have been out of full practice for nearly 20
years; the compass [ have was never known

attraction ; I don’t think that the alterations
on the Labouchere made mueh difference in
the compass; never bad my wheel moved
from the aft to the for’ard part of the ship,
but I have bad houses built over my wheel :
I call a deviation what is caused by local
attraction ; deviation is a new idea to a
sailor who has been away from the sea as |
long as I have.

Re-examined by'Mr Walker—I have made
experiments to show the effect of iron on

Objected to by counsel for plaintiff, and
his Lordship ruled that the experiments
must be produced in Court. In Mme.
Lafarge’s case, his Lordship said, her life was
declared to be forfeited by te-ts sworn to by
scientific men, but she came forward and
proved that the tests were all falsa.

To the Solicitor General—I have never
considered cfoss-bearings necessary ; if Capt
Mouat was misiaken in a point or two it was
of no consequence, because he cculd get an-
other bearing.in a short time by another
headland ; the observation Capt Mouat took
might have been 114 points out ; I believe
that Capt Mouat, from my experience of him,
was correct in - his -observation ; had I been

Mr W: lker offered to produce the-Ameri-
can Consul to show the American law with

The ' evidence of Capt Edward Stamp,
taken by Commission—The evidence stated
that it was not the duty of'a master of a
wooden merchant ship to swing his ship ;
bave seen iron ships swung ; have no faith
in magnets ; do not know of the atmosphere
producing any variation in compasses ; high
coast ranges produce variations in the com-
pass ; have travelled with Capt Mouat fre-
quently and know that ships are lost through
fogs and stress of weather ; have known two
iron ships that I commanded to be swang ;
two wooden ships th t I commanded were
not swang to my knowledge ; the Isabel was
not swung ; the compass at the wheel is in-
Correct, the compass aft is correct ; remems
ber the Labouchere when she had her wheel
aft ; bave known s piece of iron not larger
than a koittiog needle to affect a compass
2}¢ points; as master of the Labouchere I
shonld have considered it my duty to have
tested the accuracy of the compasses, in con-
sequence of the alterations ; but I should
not bave done 8o by swinging the ship.

The case for t-e defence bere closed with
the understanding that it should have the
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witness, should he make hig appearance bes
fore the case bad been given to the jury.
EVIDENCE IN REBUTTAL,

R. H. Adams, recalled for the plaintiff—
to prove what goods were delivered at Point

ed in consequence of the heavy breakers
which lay between us and the luggage ; 1
don’t know what became of the luggage, but
Isaw some carpet bags that had been tarn
open aod robbed of their coutents; I found
iy coat on one of the sailors which be ac
vledged he had taked out'of my trupk.
To Mr Walker—Mrs ‘Pidwell ‘was not
present when Capt'Mouat fold me about the
luggage ; I vouldn’t walk where Capt Mouat
might go in a boat.

To the Solicitor General—All my evidenc
is in regard to a merchant seaman’s duty ;

Capt, Oldfield, of H.M.S. Malacea, sworn

it might have been; the comparisons taken
by Captain Mouat would not have satisfied
me ; it I found the slightes: deviation I would
bave the vessel swung or taken cross-bearings;
the half point difference found hetween the
steering compasses would have caused me to
swing her; with regard to the bearing taken at
Bonita Point, I can’t say anything ; 1 bave
seen Royal Naval yessels swung in the inner
dock at Southampton.

Capt. Moriarty, R.N., examined by Mr
McCreight—Have heard of the Labouchere’s
alterations, and think it would bave been ex-
pedient to test the compa ses because their
respective positions weie removed ; if en
board a man-of-war I should bave the ship
8wung ; in a merchant steamer I should have
been satisfied with bearings ; if I found the
compasses to deviate on shore I should
think it right and prudent to swing my ship.

By request of the Court, Mr McGrath,

Eence on the part of defendaats’ servants,
The answers upon which the jury bad to find
were,—That they were nog carriers; that
they did not reeeive the castody of the
goods; that they did ot promise te carry
the goods ; then, that there wag g safe de~
liverance of their goods : that their ship was
lost through aceidents and dangers of sea;
further that gords were not shipped by a bill
of lading; and, lastly, that they paid back

the passage money, which Mrs Pidwel] aceepl~
ed as full satisfaction of all claims againgt the
Company. The defendants say, first, thag
they were pot common carriers, Captain
Mouat bad given evidence as to the alter-
ations effected on the vessel for convenience
of passengers and freight, and Dr Tolmie teg«
tfied that the vessel wag eogaged in the car~
rying trade, had already made one trip,
and was completing the last balf of an-
other when the disaster occurred. It was
clear, then, that they were common carriers.
Mre Pidwell proves that she went on board
the ship, poid $30 to Warren, the Company’s
agent, delivered ber baggage to him, and re-
ceived a receipt in the form of g passage
ticket. The plaintiffs constrae that into be-
ing a contract to carry her and her baggage
to Victoria, and his Lordship said he was
bound to tell the jury, in point of law, that
if the defendants are ecmmon carriers they
were bound to deliver by that eontract with
{wo exceptions—viz, the act of God and
the Queen’s enemies. The act of God was
8 diisaster that no buman skill, prudence or
forethonght could avert, and if the jury wae
of opinion that the vessel was lost in the
face of all the skill, prudence and forethought
of the defendants, then they are not liable,
The plaintiff bad made out the point that the
Company had not carried the wife of plaintiff
* securely and safely” to the point of des~
tioat on. The point of non-delivery was fully
established. The final question would be
whether the defendants were guilty of -neg.
ligeoce. The defendants were liable for
every expense incurred previous to the arrival
of the ehip at Victoria. There is no evidence
that a bill of lading was necessary for the
property. Such is not the custom. These
points must be found for the plaintiff, and
the case is narrowed down, aye or no, whether
the vessel was lost through circumstances
ttfat no buman prudence or skill could avert ?
A shipowser was bound to have his ship,
its tackle and apparel in good and suffisient
order, Compasses w-re a part of the ap:
parel of a ship. The captain and officers
should be competent, having a sufficient
knowledge of their business, and they were
called on to exercise reasonable care and
skill in the management of their vessels. I
they fail for want of reasonable care or skill,
then they are liable, That skill varies ac-
cording to circumstances. There are various
degrees of nautical skill. Ycu would not
put the captain of a man-of-war in command
of a scow, nor would you put the captain of
a scow in commend of a man~cf-war., Thus,
if a ship is described as a sailer or sailing
vessel, no amount of skill is n-¢ ssary with
regard to steam ; -if a vessel is intended for
a steamer. then a limited amount of kooww
ledge of sailing is alone Decessary. Bat if
she is destined for both sail and steam, a
knowledge of both is required. If a vessel
is intended as an ordinary carrier of
freight, not ¢o much skill “is required ;
But if a vessel is intended as a passenger
ship, to carry a number of valuable lives, a
higher class of man is required. The captain
ia bound to know all that is reasonably ne-
cessary for the pnrpode for which he is em-
ployed ; and if the vessel is lost through his
want of skill, even if every possible care is
observed, then the owners are liable.  His
Lordship next proeeeded to review the
evideoce. Capt. Monat had been examined
twice, and, strange to say, on two very
material points his last evidence differed
entirely from bis evidence on a previous oc-
casion. It was for the jury to say how far
these contradictory statements were entitled
to credence? What was the character of
the man? What influences were bronght to
bear upon the witness 2 2nd under what state
of circumstances the evide.ce was given in
each case. When Capt. Mouat was examin-
ed first, shortly after the wreck, the facts
were fresh in his memory. He is examined
again in this case (thirteen months after-
wards) and gives a different statement of
the circumstances, His Lordship proceeded
to review the evidence given by Capt.
Mouat before the Commission, and to com-
ment thereon. He said that because Mouat
bad no Trinity House certificate was ne
reason to suppose that he was not a skilful
mao ; but no man could procure a Trinity
House certificate except be was skilful, and
the possession of ape is the best evidence
or a man’s fitness. Capt. Mounat should have
koown there was a variation in his com

passes ; but he did not discover that there
was a variation until half-an-hour after he
lelt the Golden Gate, and he attributed it to
the iron work around the pilot house; the
tendency of the variation was to set the ves-
sel in shore and take her on ' Point Reyes.

Before the Commigsion, Mounat swore_ that |

not huve anchored : - there-is good, anchorage @ three-of thevompassesvaried a'poitt and

& half. "A point of variation: was: equal: to
six miles in runnieg to' Point Reyes; a point
and a half would be ‘a variation of9 miles
and a fraction. The captain laid her 'S W
by S, to get her -off shore. “ When he dis-
covered the vafiation, why did he not shape
her ‘course further south? Because it was
blowing hard, was an additional reason for
laying her further couth. The course of the
vessel was 'fu.ther followed by the Chief
Justice, who showed that the steamer was
runoing dae north at the time she went
ashore. At that time ' the Captain knew of
the deviation in the compass, but made no
allowance for wind or strong sea. When he
found the deviation, why did he not come to
anchor? There was good anchorage ground
all around him. The tacking in and out of
the ship after she ‘struck was good pollpy,
according to the evidence; but the point
was immaterial in this issue. There was not
the slightest reason to suppose that Capt.
Mouat did not do all that humanity eould sug-
gest to save the lives of his passengers.
When he went ashore after the wreck, be
entered and extended a protest before the
Commissioners ; in that protest he attributed
the loss of the ship to the state of the
weather; on the 4th of May, before the Com.
mission, he attributed the loss 1o the com-
passes being out of order. He said he had
abuodance of time to get back to Bap
Francisco, but did not kno» where he was ;

The fact of
his sails not being bent was negligence, yet
nothing resulted therefrom, and the jury were
advised to put that ont of their mind. After
she struck, the Captain says he fonnd that
the compasses were out a point and a half,
Mr Ring—But after she struck the pumps
were working and the movement of the iron
handle must have affected the compasses,
(mgrinfgt). ' _ ‘

Capt Mouat in his evidence said. that the at~
 mosphere affected his compass ; he don’t
agree with his counsel as to the influence of
the iron pump handle [ laugh], Oapt Mounat
farther said that he could not get back to
San Francisco becanse bis compasses were
wrong, and yet he says in another part of his
evidence that he knew how to adjust them,
These statements certainly do not agree In
the wind up of his evidence Capt Mouat
says—*I am still at loss to understand the
cause of the wreck ; if there was a variation
in the compasses I should bhave attrivuted
the loss to that ; I do not think there was a
variation, but [ did 8ay to a passenger that
the fact of the compaes being 13¢ points out
was the cause of the disaster.”

Mr Ring here rose to make a suggestion ;
but his Lordship declined to hear bim, saying
that these interruptions were not only inbar-
monious but were sometimes done with the
intest to defeat justice.

Mr Riog protested that he was following
the example of the best English pleaders at
the bar;

His Lordship—If there is anything wrong
in the charge you can take notes and move
for a new trial on the ground of misdirecs
tion The charge was then continued : The
evidence of Capt Mouat was entitled to seri-
ous attention and careful weighing. Mr Me-
Grath showed by the chart that it the vessel
bad taken her true course she would have
been 13 miles south of Point Reyes. How
was it Capt Movat found himself on P._int
Reyes instead? The only theory tending to
account for it was by the evidence of Capt
Oldfield who thought that the wind and car-
rent might make a difference of five miles;
but Mr MeGrath thought it would not make
more than a mile’s difference.

Capt Oldfield here rose and explained a
portion of bis evidence relative to the leeway
of the ship.

His Lordship—Capt Oldfield saye that
either the compasses were wrong or the
steering was bad to bring the ship on Point
Reyes. It there was bad steering there was
negligence, If the compasses were bad, the
owners were liable for not having provided
proper_instruments,

"Mr Ring—There is no decided evidence
that the vessel struck on Point Regyes.

His Lordship—Capt Mouat says she did
strike there. Itis for the jury to decide
whether she did or not. I do not think there
is any doubt oo the subject. Several gentle-
men called for the detendants swore that it
was not usual to swing ships ; there are ne
doubt cases of captaing who would think it
unoecessary to do so, but the skill required
in the navigation of a schooner up the coast
is very different from that required in the
oavigation of a passenger ship ; and it is for
the jury to say whether the witnesses were
competent to take charge of a passenger
ship, and if not, they were bringing in a class
of knowledge of a lower sphere to adapt it
to a higher sphere. Other gentlemen ot the
highest experience had testified that the
rule of the Navy was to swing ships every
year. But all: admit that it was the ouly
accurate test, and all, except Captain Old-
field, say they would not have gone to sea
with but the single observation of Point Bonita.
There are some men so lion~hearted, so selfs
confident in their powers of avoiding danger
that they wounld go to sea under any circum~
stances and inany condition [a laugh| A man
of the highest stamp (he didn’t mean a pun
on the name)—Captain Stamp—says he
thinks a vessel ought to be swuog ; as owner
of the Labouchere that he should have taken
some step of the kind. The jury were left
to decide whether the adjustment of the com-
passes did not mean something mare than
sending them to an optician. _The gubsian~
ial ion Was.-aye Of 0o, did t e Labou«
chere put to sea on the 14th of.April, 1866,
without due, precaution such .as a pradent
mariner wonld bave taken to see .that - the
compasses were.correct;  If Oaptain Moaat
but to sea without taking such precaution, it
is my duty to tell you that it was negligence
—that through that negligence the ship weat
ashore. If, on the other band, you think that
practical means—all tbat a prudent mariner
would take—were adopted 'to see that the
compasses were correct, then there is no
negligence ; and if you find that when he

found the compasses to be intorrect he should
have anchored, then his failure to do so is
negligence.. If you ihink that the ewners
and captain took all reasonable precaution in
fitting odt the vessel, and that the captain
was right in proceeding upon his way withoat
anchoring, when he found the com asses
were wrong, then you must find for the dew
fendants on the question of negligence. Gene
tlemen, you are called on to dismiss from
your miods all previous prejudices—all you
may have thought—all you may bave read
upon this subject. It has nothing to do with
the case' before you, Let it operate on your
winds as npon a piece of white paper. What
you have here to do, do featlessly ; and I
am sure that as Englishmen you will do it,
Mr Ring here rose and asked the Judge
to direct the attention of the jury to a cere
tain portion of the evidence of Capt Stamp.

Mr Nathan, one of the jurors, said he came
into the box to find an honest verdict, and 1t
biv judgment was in error, he could pot
belp it. He could only see the case in the
light in which it was set before them.

Mr  Stahlschmidt, another juror, said he
was in doubt what the issue had to do with
the case.

The Chief Justice replied that the Court
would give the verdict the proper direction
The jury should trast to him to shape it
accordiog to law,

The jury again retired, returning after a
short absence with the anoouncement that
they etood six to two “ that no ordinary
skill or foresight would have prevented the
disaster,” and five to three * that nothing
could have prevented the disaster,”

The Chief Jastice declined to rec:ive the
verdict and sent the jury back to their room.
But no change having ‘been arrived at they
Were called in at 1014 o’clock and dismissed,
after a brief address from His Lordsbkip,
in which ‘he said he regretted that the case
bad not been disposed of, and that issues
which they should have found upon would
have to be decided by others.

VON BISMARK AND THE CESSION OF: ‘LUXEM=

" ‘There is so much confusion in the different
Tumo.s concerning the cession of the Grand
Duchy of Luxemburg by the King of Hol-
land 1o the Emperor of the French, that it
is quite imposgible to know whom and what
we are to believe, - Nothing eau be more
ruse than Herr von Bismark’s speech in the
German Parliament in answer to an enquiry
of Herr von Benigsen, who wishsd to know
bow the relations between France and Pruse
sia stood. The great diplomat said :—* We
attach great value to our friendly relations
with Fraunce, and our best efforts are used
to avoid hurtiog her susceptibilities, I cannot
therefore reply to the second part of the
interpellation relative to the conduct Pruse
sia will adoptio concert with her allies in
that event: I find the language of the hon
Herr von Benigsen proper for a deputy, but
I think it 1s bardly diplomatic. As to the
first question in which you ask for informa-
tion on the pretended negotiations which
have taken place between France and Hol-
land for the cession of the Duchy, I can de-
clare to you that we have no knowledge of
the conclusion of such an arrangement be-
tween those States. The allied Federal Goy-~
ernments are convioced that no foreign
power will violate the undisputed righte of
Germany. We hope to protect them all the
more efficaciously by peaceful means, as the
debates of Parliament will show more clearly
the indissoluble ties which bind the Govern-
ment to the people.”

The attitude of the German papers has
chaoged within the last few days. The
Kalnische Zeitung and vhe Kreusz Zeitung,
which at first vomited fire and flame, and
threatened us with an invasion ¢f Prussian
goldiers, have rather moderated their tone,
and now endeavor to shaw that the treatics
whieh gave Prussia the right to garrison and
command in the Grand Duechy bave lost a
part of their validity. by the  dissolution of
the Confaderation. Though there is a very
great disinclination on the part of the French
to see anything interfere with the success of
the Great National Exhibitiop which is cal-
culated to attract millions to the capital of
the polished world, a war with Prussia
would be most popular. The fiascos of the
present head of the French Government have
sacceeded each other in rapid succession,
and the people ot this country fear that
the prestige of France is oo the wane,
and that somethi.g must be done.to re-
store it. As far as the Emperor of the
French is concerned personally, his very
great desire is to end his days in peace like
an industrious householder. “Absorbed by the
thought of founding a dynasty, he feels the
necessity of being on as good terms as possi-
ble with the great dynasties of the continent s
and, truly, the Hohenzollerns have become
powerful in the wozld since the last few
months. However, the French are patient to
a certain extent ; but when they see the dige
nity of the country sacrificed, then they are
ready to overturn the idols they worshipped
a few days before. Our opinion is that the
alarm cry raised by the press of France with
respect to our nstural bobndaries is only for
the purpose of expediting the acquisition of
the territory of Luxemburg. I might inform
you that this is now what the French ecall
the guestion brilliante, or burning questien, of
the cay. This and the protracted ilipess of
the Prince Imperial must be the cause of
great anxiety to both the Emperor and the
Ewmpress. We saw the former the day before
yesterday (April 7Tth) at the races of tbe
Bois de Boulogne ; he looked careworn, and
evidently took but little interest in what was
going on arcund him.

The ordinary general meeting of the pro-
prietors of the Bank of British Colum }
was held yesterday, at the London Tavein;
Mr T. W. L. Mackean in the chair,

- The report of the directors and the ace
counts were taken as read, The report
stated: . ;

“In the Colonies of British Columbia and
Vancouver Island trade having been in an
unsatisfactory state, the directors ‘deemed it
prudent to cartail considerably the busincss
of the branches thers; consequently the
profits for the half-year are small, the
balaoce at credit of profit and loss account
on 31st of December last being £5787 125, 9d.
The branches at Portland and San Fran-
cisco, on the other band, have been transacts
ing an increased amount of safe and profita-
ble business. The directors do not consider
it advisable on the present occasion to recom-
mend a dividend, but propose to appropriate
£2934 to meet bad debts incurred during
the balf-year, leaving the sum of £2853
12s. 9d. to be carried forward. It will be
satisfactory to the shareholders to know that
material reductions have been made in the
expense of the bank’s mansgement., The
saving that will be thus effacted during the
curtent - ear, the sounder basis of business
in the Colonies, and the further safe develop-
went of the braoches at Portland and San
Francisco, warrant the d.rectors in expeecting
a more satisfactory result in the fature; The
recent union of Vancouver Island and
British Columbia will, it is believed, by
stopping antagonistic legislation and reduc-
ing expenses of Government, remove im-
pediments to the progress ot the Colony,
and as the nataral resources of the country
are great, the directors have coofidence in its
fature prosperity. As the paid-up capital is
ample for the present requirements of the
bacok, there is no intention to make a call
douring the current year. Mr Alexander
Mackenzie has retired from the board on ac-
count of the state of his health. The retir-
ing directers are Mr Colvile, Mr Gillespie
aad Mr Robertson, but being eligible, offer
themselves for re-election.”

The futility of the Colonial Gove
ernment attempting to flounder out
of the mire of its financial difficulties
was never made mare clearly apparent
than by the statement publisbed in
the last Gazette of the total value of

The statement embraces the three best
months, when stocks are replenished
in readiness for the Spring trade ; and
when, it is well known, a larger
amount of goods is brought in than
during any other three months of the
year. The attenuated columns. foot
up the miserable sum of $185,837 99
at Vietoria, and $41,459 59 at New
Westminster — in  all, $227,297 58.

remaining three quarters will reach
the same amount (which we are well
ansured they will not) we have a total
revenue for the year from Customs
Duties of only $184,000! The Gove
ernment estimate of revenue trom
Customs Duties, as transmiited to the
Legislative Council on the 18th of
February last, was $400,000, The
difference between the estimated and
the actual Customs revenue, therefore,
is $216,000, or more than one-
half. At the time the Estimates were
sent down we advised the Government
not to place too much reliance u%t;),n
the correctness of its figures, e
furnished a statement of the varioms
cargoes on the way hither; the pro-
bable consumption of imported goods
and the revenue therefrom ; and
pointed out the necessity for greater
retrenchment in the econduct of public
‘business. Our warnings were un.
heeded.  The spirit of recklessness
that had seized upon the Government
invaded the Council Chamber, All
attempts al retrenchment by the pop~
ular members were voted down; the
‘“pound ot flesh” was ruthlessly cut
from the lean frame of the body-
politic, and the Administration we e
enabled to acquaint Downing Street
that the Council had voted the hand-
some sum of $700,000 as a mark of
public confidence in and attachmont to
‘the SBeymour Government. The vote,
however, was ore thing—the squeez-
ing process whereby the dollars are
to be extracted, is another. Let the
pressure be ever 8o groat, wesee no
bope, fromthe showing of the Cus-
toms revenue, of any increase from
that department; and it there have
been as great mistakes made in estis
mating the probable ro enue of other
departments as has been made in that,
the total amount received by Govern.
ment for 1867 will certainly not ex-
-ceed $300,000. Where tne remaining
$400,000 are to come from, we are at
a loss to understaud. The taxation
canoot be increaced ; it is already too
heavy. There will be no material
augmentation of the population for at
least ajtwelvemonth; and as the re.
demption of bonds due this year and
the clamoring of the insatiable Inters
est mcth will absorb $212,000, our
readers can readily see that less than
$90,000 will remain in the colouy to
defray necessary expenses aud pa
salaries, instead of the $" 00,000 that
are required for that purpose! Is the
end nos plain to .the merest tyro in
politics !

The Duties of Jurars.

Epiror Bririsn CoroNist :—The interest
excited during the last week by t trial of
the case of Pidwell vs. Hndson Bay
Company, and the disagreements of the
jory, must lead thinking minds into the ine
quiry 88 to the causes that have pro=
duced such ap effect. Trial by Jjury has been
the boast of Englishmen for ages, and it 18
to be hoped that the day is far distant when
it will be thought necessary to abolish the
institution. Nevertheless, it must be ad-
mitted that * justice” is often defeated
throngh the very means devised for its pro-
tection ; sometimes from conscientious con-
siderations, but oftentimes from personal
considerations or pecuniary benefit.

The qualifications of jurymen and the
duties they are called upon to discharge, are
frequently misunderstood, and perhaps by
none more than by those who, having received
DO preparatory trainin: through petty or
common jaries, have yet been placed on our
Grand Jury list, from which apecial juries
are mostly taken, uoder the supposition that
they possess more intelligence and honor. The
qualification for Grand Juries differs materi=
ally from those of Common Juries, but es-
pecially in this : Grand Juries dispute the
right of any power to prosecate s fellow-
beiog without & just cause being first made,
lo appear to them. They assume the right
to control both Crown and Court, and there«
fore “ find ” or-ignore such bills of indicte
ment as shall seem right to them. Bat

decide_in  the ecase brought. ‘before  them
according 1o evidence presented by plaintift
and defendant. They arenot the Jjudges of the
law, but of the fact; the law is given by the
Jjudge, whose peculiar duty it is to define and
Iay it before the jury. The jury draw their
conclusions from the testimony given ; if at
all conflicting they estimate the credibility
of the parties tendering it. Fora petty juror
to question the law or the application of the
law to the fact, is stepping far beyond his
prerogative. For jurors to take the bearing
of the law in the case from the coloring the
feed Counsel of either side may give, would
be to dispense with the office of judge
altogether. The points of law noticed by
Counsel, or exceptions taken, are not to inter-
fere with the action of the jary ; they simply
find on the facts; the points of law are
generally discussed in Chambers on some
future ocoasion before final action is taken in
the case.

Special jurors are petty or common jarors,
but being selected from the Grand Jury list,
many of them never had the preparatory
training - for common jurors, agd are ill
qualified to serve as such, for they in many
instances assume what they have thought to
be the right of grand jurors ; and by so doing
show that they are not competent to decide
any cas: where life or property is at stake.
This must be evideat to all intelligent men
who have attended our courts of law, or who
bave read the reports of them.

I have said that the duty of & common
jaror is to give his verdiet according to she
testimony. For this to the world they are
held responsible ; the judge for the law and
its application to the case at issue. But
when jurors assume the right—notwithstand-
ing the clear and unbiased testimony of dis~
interested, intelligent and scientific witnesses

seek a“sofation  which nyust
clusions not creditable to such opinions:
