Berlin, June 16.—Emperor Frederick 
111 died at 11 o'clock this morning at 
Potsdam. Towards morning the royal 
sufferer refused to take medicine, and his 
strength rapidly diminished.

THE DEATH BED SCENE.
Shortly after midnight the Empress 

dismissed the members of the Imperial 
family from the sick room and watched 
alone at the bedside. Doctor Howell re­
mained in the room until the Emperor, 
was conscious, and about one o’clock wrote 
to Dr. Howell, “Ho* is,, my "pulse T’ 
Soon after this belabored breathing and 
spasmodic struggles marked the near ap­
proach of death, and the empress sum­
moned the family who at , eight o’clock 
gathered at the bedside. Chaplain Per- 
sius, in the absence of Chaplain Koegel, 
who had been telegraphed for, adminis­
tered the sacrament. Among others 
present in the palace before the Emper­
or's death were Count Von Stalberg 
Wemigerode, court chamberlain ; Gens.

day. Prince Bismarck, Chancellor of the 
Empire, formally announced the decease 
of Emperor Frederick III, and proclaimed 
the accession to the German throne of 
Emperor William II.

Emperor's death: “The royal sufferer 
has ended his earthly career. By God’s 
decree the Emperor, King, our gracious 
master, passed to his eternal rest shortly 
after 11 o’clock this morning, after long 
and grievous sufferings, which were borne 
with admirable fortitude and submission 
to God’s will.

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NATIVES OF PATAGONIA.

Of the Men—W.-men Do AH the 
Manual Eeboi—Ornament*.

Four years age Chili and the Argentine 
_.3puhlic divided Patagonia between 
them, the former taking the Straits of 
Magellan, the key to the commerce of 
the west coast, and the latter the pampas.
Thus in the partition the Indians fell to 
the Argentines, but they kept as far away 
from their owners as possible, for fear of 
being impressed 
numbers have 1
that there are not more than 8,000 of 
them left, and these remain around 
Puenta Arenas, where they find the so­
ciety of the Chillanoe more agreeable than 
that of the Argentines further north.
They are still mindful of their tribal 
relations, and have similar customs to 
those of the Sioux. The term Patagonian 
is unknown to them and was given by 
the early explorers because of their large 
feet. Those who formerly inhabited the 
lower latitudes had the tribal name of 
Tehuelches, while further north they 
were called Chennas.

The native dress of the men is a chirpa 
or breech clout; a shirt of calico, which 
is a modern innovation ; leggings of 
horsehide or the skin of the puma (the 
pampa lion), and over all a splendid robe 
of guanaco fur fit for any king. These 
robes, like the blanket of the North 
American Indians, are never laid aside, 
and are worn like the celebrated breeches 
of Bryan O’Lynn. The leather side is 
painted in bright colors, with symbol and 
tracery to represent the achievements of 
the owner in battle or in the chase, and 
some of them bear fantastic designs. A 
well tanned robe is worth half a dozen 
horses, and is much prized by the owner, 
who will not part with it unless he is very 
drunk or thftiÉy. 
made of the skins
sewed together ^ith the sinews 0 the 
ostrich, so that the shape of the animal 
will appear. The fur is soft and silken, 
the backs and sides being of fawn color, 
and the belly of the purest white. One 
can buy them of the traders at Puenta 
Arenas, but they seldom go to market, as 
people on passing vessels pick them up 
for curiosities.

The Indian women dress as the men 
do, and it is difficult for a stranger to 
distinguish the sex of a Patagonia native, 
except from the difference in stature, as 
the women are short and stumpy and 
generally have a baby slung over their 
backs. They do all the manual labor, 
pitch the tents or toldoe, as they are 
called, skin the game-that is brought 
down in the chase, make the robes, cook 
the meals and everything else in the way 
of drudgery, for their lords and masters 
are opposed to every form of work that 
cannot be done in the saddle. Both the 
men and women are given to wearing 
loads of solid silver ornaments, much of j him 
which is antique, and handed down from 
generation to generation. The silver 
comes from the Andes, and is obtained 
by trading with their neighbors, the 
Arucaniah Indians of Chili. Hunting is 
their business, and their amusements are 
gambling and horse racing. They 
great smokers, but do not have the calu­
met of their North American brothers, 
using cigarettes exclusively, like the 
Spaniards, from whom they have ac­
quired the habit, and rolling them with 
the skill and grace of a haughty don.—

It is an interesting fact that not only 

is the presence of extensive growths of 
the willow found to be anti-malarial in 
its influence, but that from a certain 
<l>ecies of this same beautiful tree, or its 
bark, is derived the comparatively, new 
but well known antiseptic preparation 
called salicine; it is of apure, bitter taste, 
highly febrifugal in quality, is largely 
used in various .solutions, also in surgical 
operations, and is the most effectual, pre­
ventive of putrefaction in the system yet 
known. For these purposes the willow 
is now being extensively and systemat­
ically cultivated. At the end of two 
years the switches are from four to seven 
feet long, and are cut and gathered into 
hunches like sheaves of wheat; in the 
stripping building they are steeped in 
water and the bark at the larger ends 
loosened for a couple of inches by ma­
chinery; one by one the switches are 
placed in the mechanical stripper and 
with a pair of pliers are pulled through 
with a sudden jerk, being then wiped off 
with a wooden cloth, bundled, and laid 
away to dry. All the leaves and bark 
are dried and baled, the average yield be­
ing a ton to the acre, the willows com­
manding, when dry, $200 per ton.— 
Frank Leslie’s.

How the Grouse “Drums.”
I have had some experience with the 

ruffed grouse. The peculiar noise made 
by them while drumming is usually 
made while the bird is standing upon a 
log, but the log has nothing whatever to 
do with the sound produced. The bird 
while drumming assumes an upright po­
sition and droops his wings until the 
flight feathers almost or quite touch the 
log or other perch on which he stands. 
He then, by an intense muscular effort, 
makes quick, spasmodic beats with his 
wings. In doing this the ends of thp 
wing feathers may, and perhaps some­
times do touch the log ; but it is the in­
tense quiver of the flight feathers, aatbey 
come in contact with the still air, in the 
short and intensely rapid beats that 
duce the soft, yet powerful and far reach­
ing sound. No impact of a feather or 
feathers with a solid substance—especially 
a moss covered log—could ever make a 
sound capable of lieing heard for a quar­
ter of a mile. The air seems to be tilled 
with the sound, soft as it is, and it seems 
to come to you from every direction, so 
that it requires a quick and practiced ear 
to locate it correctly. This is proof posi­
tive that it is produced by vibratory ac­
tion in the air, and not by the impact ef 
two solid substances.—Cor. American 
Field.

The Sise of a* Idea.

Says the Empire: The Vancouver News 
assures us that Arbor Day in British Col­
umbia, supposing such an anniversary 
were to be instituted, would not be all 
fun, for “the Western idea of a shrub is a 
tree of 70 or 80 feet high, and the plant­
ing of it would not be the pure, unadul­
terated fun that our eastern contemporary 
seems to imagine.”

The act of the licensing board in giving 
permission to Mr. Fee to retail liquors at 
the corner of Quadra and Pioneer streets 
has created such a feeling of indignation 
among the residents in that district and 
the disapproval of citizens generally, that 
some steps will probably be taken towards 
securing its cancellation or withdrawal. 
The outrage—for it cannot be termed 
otherwise—perpetrated on the community 
in which the saloon is situated, has 
brought down on the heads of those who 
sanctioned it the virtuous indignation of 
all citizens. No excuse has been offered 
for the action, further than the statement 
that a bench of magistrates have no dis­
cretionary powers in the matter. This is 
absurd, for several previous boards, 
by refusing to grant the license, 
have proved that a licensing bench 
has the power of withholding or granting 
a liquor license. It is claimed that Mayor 
Grant could not act otherwise than he did 
in the matter. Had he been possessed 
with a desire to protect the interests of 
the ratepayers, who elected him for that 
purpose, he could hav@ strongly remon­
strated against the license being granted, 
and if this had not the desired effect, he 
''ould have vacated his seat and thus have 

revented an injustice from being inflicted 
n a large number of respectable citizens, 
lowever, he permitted the act, and is, 

therefore, responsible for it. The last 
has not been heard of this matter, for the 
residents of the neighborhood are deter­
mined to use every endeavor to annul the 
action of the bench, and the general pub­
lic are likewise determined to secure such 
changes in the law as will prevent a re­
currence of the unfortunate incident.

Here 
he dodged clear of the 
ware and running clear through the shop 
into the yard in the rear, was at length 
caught and securely tied by the breathless 
but triumphant Indians.

The German Ministry.
The governmental crisis in the German 

ministry, which the late Emperor Freder­
ick brought about and which apparently 
ended in the dismissal of Herr Von Putt- 
kamer, has not been brought to a settle­
ment as yet. Count Wm. Zeibitz 
appointed to succeed Puttkamer and take 
the portfolio of the interior, but the 
count’s departure to-day from Berlin and 
return to his duties -as president of the 
province of Posen, indicates that negotia­
tions for his appointment to the Prussian 
ministry have failed.

Dillon’* Sentence Confirmed.
Dublin, June 20.—The appeal of John 

Dillon from the sentence of six months’ 
imprisonment for inciting tenants not to 
pay their rent was heard to-day. The 
court of appeal confirmed the sentence.

Dillon Sympathized With.
An address, signed by 160 members of 

parliament, expressing indignation at his 
harsh and unmerited punishment, 
presented to Mr. Dillon after his sentence 
had been confirmed. Dillon was taken to 
Dundalk, County Louth, where he 
put in jail. He received an ovation along 
the route during his jouniey.

The three buildings for the unmarried 
men of “C” battery are completed, but it 
is difficult to understand how they can be 
occupied. The houses for the married

After this Rev. Mr. McLeod gave 
his lecture on “That Young Man. ” Hen­
derson’s hall was crowded to the doors, 
and the audience were delighted with the 
reverend gentleman’s discourse. The 
total sum realized by the opening services 
and the lecture on Monday eve­
ning was $266, a handsome figure.

Much of the success of the Presbyterian 
cause in Chilliwhack is due to the zeal and 
liberality of Mr. A. C. Henderson, sr., 
who donated the fourteen acres of land in 
the centre of the village of Centreville for 
the church and manse, a gift valued at 
not less than $1,600.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
The convention re-assembled at 3:16. 

Farrell, of Texas, seconded the nomin­
ation of Harrison eulogizing in high 
terms his political and personal record. 
Gallinger, of New Hamshire, also spoke 
in favor of’ Harrison’s nomination. In 
the course of his speech he incidentially 
mentioned the name of J. G. Blaine. 
This evoked the most enthusiastic ap­
plause and cheering. Allison’s name was 
next placed in nomination by Congress­
man Hepburn and was seconded by 
Bosworth of Rhode Island. There was 
no further response to the roll call 
till Michigan was reached. Then there 
was great applause when the name of 
Russell Alger was presented by Hon. 

E. Fraser, who made a very elo­
quent and stirring speech in support of 
his nominee. Alger’s name was seconded 
by Chas. E. J. Noyes, of Massachusetts, 
in a short address. Referring to the 
democratic “bandanna,” Noyes said that 
“against the snuff tag of democracy the 
republicans presented the stars and stripes 
and inscribed protection for American 
industries.” Patrick Egan also spoke in 
support of Alger’s selection. New York 
state being called, Senator Hiscock made 
a decidedly forcible speech, nominating 
Chauneey M. Depew. He was frequently 
interrupted by cheering. He made a 
great point when he said that, although 
Depew was president of a railroad 
system, no wrecks strewed its path. 
At the conclusion of Hiscock’s speech 
the New York delegation mounted upon 
chairs and endeavored to start a furore, 
but the effort failed. Hartley, of Min­
nesota, seconded the nomination, and 
pledged a 60,000 republican majority in 
the state if Depew was nominated.

Ohio was next called, and immediately 
there was a scene of enthusiasm from all 
parts of the great hall. George Hastings, 
of Pennsylvania, who was to nominate 
Sherman, was compelled to wait till the 
audience exhausted itself 
most at the start he mentioned the name 
of Blaine, and the’ effect was electrical. 
Two-thirds of the delegates jumped on the 
seats, waving their pocket handkerchiefs, 
pocket flags end hats. The scene was 
repeated when he concluded his address.

Governor Foraker now took the plat­
form to second Sherman’s nomination. 
Simultaneously with his appearance a 
large floral tribute was carried to the 
platform.

Prof. Langston (colored), of Virginia, 
and Delegate Darac, of North Carolina, a 
black negro, also spoke in advocacy of 
Sherman’s nomination. Charles Henry 
Smith, editor of the Philadelphia Press, 
made a short, but forcible, argument, 
favoring the nomination of Edward H. 
Fitler, the present ihayor of Philadelphia.

Mr. Mcllmoyl, on rising, criticised the 
million dollar loan and dwelt at some 
length on the increase of taxation and 
then went on to state that the amend­
ment to the School Act passed during the 
last session was the entering of the thin 
edge of the wedge to do away with our 
present school system and thought that 
Victoria District would be one of the first 
ones to suffer.

Mr. Anderson on being called for, 
clearly showed that the million dollar 
loan was a necessity for developing the 
mineral and agricultural resources of the 
country. He stated that the whole 
amount had been negotiated for 
at once owing to the favorable 
state of the money market, and that 
$130,000 of the amount had been set 
aside for developing the mining 
of the province. And that if even our 
good quartz mine was developed it 
would more than pay back the million 
dollar loan to the province as it would 
cause an influx of capital * throughout the 
province. $200,000 had been set aside 

bonus for building a railroad into t 
great and promising Spullamacheeu val­
ley, one of the best wheat producing sec­
tions of the country, and with this aid it 
would eventually supply British Columbia 
with its flour. He stated that the ex­
penditure in excess of revenue received 
from the district last 
$11,636, and that even with the 
increased taxation the expenditure 
for |1888-89 would be nearly $7,000 in 
excess of revenue. He went on to 
that the school act amendment passed last 
session was very favorable to the district 
as country children could rarely secure 
any benefit from the present High school 
system, and thought it hardly fair to the 
district, as they derived little or no bene­
fit, He then compared the average 
amount of tax paid by the people of the 
district and the amount it cost to educate 
the children, the average cost for each 
child being something over $34. He told 
Mr. Mcllmoyl 
him as a gentleman, but that owing to the 
stand he had taken in the present contest, 
he did not think it would be advisable to 
elect other than a supporter of the present 
government, as they could not possibly 
injure the government party, but that 
they might greatly injure the interests of 
the district in the way of appropriations.

Mr. Sluggett criticised the actions of 
the government, and was frequently in­
terrupted while making his remarks.

Depended Upon,
To the Editor: Your editorial on this 

subject in Sunday’s issue almost censures 
the justices of the peace who granted a 
license to Mr. Fee. It is, of course, com­
mendable to advocate any/measure calcul­
ated to bring about a more satisfactory 
mode of regulating the liquor traffic, but 
as regards the gentlemen who granted Mr. 
Fee a license, they are deserving of praise 
for having the courage of their convic­
tions. It is a thankless work anyhow, 
and if magistrates are to be censured for 
doing what they believe to be right, it 
will soon be difficult to get one to sit in 
the licensing court. The license was not 
granted “from indifference or other 
cause,” for the members of the bench, 
who had been regularly notified by the 
mayor to attend, clearly’ expressed the 
opinion that it was only a matter of com­
mon justice to grant Mr. Fee a license, 
that they were unwilling to make fish of 

and fowl of another, and that every 
of good character is equally entitled 

to a license. A justice of the peace should 
not usurp powers which ape not given to 
him by lay, no matter Tiow desirable it 
may be that he should have such powers. 
There is something it the licensing acts 
authorizing the presenting of petitions in 
rural districts and conferring a discretion 
to grant or refuse a license, but there is a 
section in the statute which 
says that those provisions shall not 
apply to 
ria, Nanaimo and New Westminster. 
This question was raised on two previous 
occasions and if a discretionary power 
had been given by the statute, you may 
be sure Mr. Richards would have seen it 
and pointed it out. If it is desirable to 
limit the number of licensed houses an 
appeal should be made to the legislature 
to amend the act. It is certainly not the 
fault of the licensing court. In ray opin­
ion the practice of granting a license to 
one man in a city and refusing another, 
is an erroneous policy. To say nothing of 
the injustice of such a course, it is not in 
the interest of temperance, but directly 
in the interest of the liquor dealers. In­
stead of decreasing the consumption of 
liquor, it only increases the sales in the 
houses already licensed, thus giving them 
wealth and power, and making their 
license worth a large bonus, which they 
may sell to any stranger that comes along 
and effect a transfer without difficulty, 
while old settlers have, on several occa­
sions, been refused the privilege of carry­
ing on a hke business. Temperance 
workers and liquor dealers are 
to be at opposite pol 
on this question. They "both seem to 
think their respective interests are fur­
thered by discontinuing the granting of 
any more licenses. It is alleged that a 
popular mayor was elected two successive 
terms by the combined temperance and 
liquor yofces because he had promised to 
put his foot down and stop the granting 
of licenses If total prohibition is not ob­
tainable, then licenses without limitation 
of number with increased rate of taxation 
seems the more rational

ticularly to this point. Bismarck received 
his appointment in the Prussian ministry 
from the King in 1862. Gladstone was 
“sent for” to form a government in 1868. 
Bismarck has held his position from the 
day of his appointment down to the pres­
ent time in the face of every political 
storm, while Gladstone has been com­
pelled by circumstances to resign his posi­
tion no less than eight times. When one 
of Gladstone’s measures has been defeated 
he has been obliged by parliamentary 
usage to surrender his office, but when 
one of Bismarck’s measures has been de­
feated he has simply held on phlegmati­
cally and introduced it again, perhaps 
with better success. In Germany the 
law making power is vested in a federal 
council of representatives of the varions 
states, of which Bismarck is president. 
No constitutional change can be made if 
14 members of this body object to it, and 
as the king appoints 17 members he has 
complete control in this respect. 
In England the Commons control the gov­
ernment by the power of voting or with­
holding supplies, but in Germany there is 
a fixed opposition, and the popular body 
have merely the power of assenting to or 
withholding assent front changes proposed. 
If they do withhold their assent the gov­
ernment is not disturbed, as the provi­
sion for ordinary expenditures is already 
made and the affairs of state can be car­
ried on as usual. If the popular repre­
sentatives are contumacious they may be 
dismissed. These facts no doubt account 
for the growing power of socialism in the 
German empire. The article concludes:

A people so enlightened and so imbued 
with love of liberty as the Germans will 
not endure forever to be denied the prac­
tical control of their own affairs, Bis­
marck has gratified their patriotic senti­
ments by securing German unity, 
has indulged their thirst for military 
glory. He has made the empire domin­
ant in European diplomacy. The people 
are so proud of him that they will bear 
from him almost any arbitrariness. But 
the national liberal party of Germany is 
growing rapidly in numbers and ip the 
courage of its convictions, and, unless all 
signs fail, Bismarck will have no succès-

The alarmists say very truly, that the 
great metropolis has neither natural nor 
artificial defences against an invading 
army; that the city is within some three 
or four marches of the coast, and that if 
an army of sufficient force were once 
landed, and no sufficient force were ready 
to meet them the invaders could march on 
London and capture it.

Many readers of The Colonist have 

perused with more or less'-pleasure the 
writings of Count Tolstoi, the eminent 
Russian novelist. His works have a de­
cided flavor of originality and naturalness. 
He has, however, ceased to depose bis pen 
to fiction, having concluded that it is 
morally wrong to write novels. Although 
one of the greatest and wealthiest of Rus­
sian nobles, he now, from a sense of duty, 
labors and fares like a peasant. He 
literally Barns hi* bread by the sweat of 
his brow. A woodcut represents him be­
hind one of the rude plough* of his 
country, drawn by a single grey florae^ 
turning up the soil of his fields. He still 
writes, but only on religious subjects, 
and proposes to make the Sermon on the 
Mount the rule of his daily life. He de­
clares, too, that he never knew what real 
rest and peace of mind were until he car­
ried his belief into daily life. Tolstoi is 
undoubtedly eccentric, and in 
respects misguided, but no one seems to 
douty the thoroughness of his conversion. 
There has bee# agre%t apd marked change 
in his life. We hold in tijie ne^w wopld t^e 
same parallels of latitude as Russia in the 
old, But in Canada, when one of our 
great me# --professes conversion he does 
not take to the plough, hprd manual labor 
aud coarse fare. Our standards are digèr­
ent, apparently, and more congenial to 
luxurious tastes. If one can go to Heaven 
just as well in a palace par, why should he 
choose to walk thither behind a pjough ?

In the first election after Confederation 
Mr. Carmichael was elected by a majority 
of 368 in a poll of 3,664 votes. As Mr.
Carmichael was a Grit and a Repealer, the 
county could not very well have been 
hopelessly Tory then. In 1872 the codnty 
had two members, and both Liberal-Con­
servative candidates were elected. Mr.
McDonald, now Chief Justice of Nova 
Scotia, had a majority of 206, and Mr.
Doull’s majority was 206. The total vote 
polled was 4,446. There was nothing 
hopeless in this majority. In 1874 the 
other party came in again, Mr. Car­
michael, Liberal, having a majority of 65 
and Mr. Dawson, Liberal, a majority of 1.
The total vote was about the same as in 
the previous contest. The county was 
apparently not hopelessly Tory at that 
date. In 1878 over 5,000 votes were 
pçlled, the Conservative majorities being 
313 and 248. The county was still close.
In 1881 there was a sharp contest over the 
election of a successor to Mr. McDonald 
on the appointment of the latter to the 
bench. Mr. McDougald, the Liberal- 
Conservative candidate, was elected by a 
majority of 208. In the next year the 
present Minister of Marine and Fisheries 
made his appearance. The contest was 
again close, and Mr. T upper’s ma­
jority over Mr. Carmichael was 284 in a 
poll of over 5,000 votes. It will readily 
be seen that up to six years ago the coun­
ty was uncertain. An uncompromising 
opponent of Sir John Macdonald sat for 
Pictou during ten years of the fifteen 
from 1867 to 1882. It is true that in the 
last contest the Opposition in Pictou was 
considerably demoralized. The party did 
not put a full ticket in the field, and thus 
the Liberal-Conservatives won their first 
easy victory in the constituency. If the 
condition of 1887 continues there must be 
some reason for the fact. The National 
Policy cannot be so bad a thing after all, 
if the people like it better the more they 
get accustomed to it. And then the 
“great give-away,” “the base surrender 
of our fishing rights,” it is curious how 
the electors of one of the great Maritime 
Province counties did not rise up in open 
rebellion, at the nod of the patriotic Grit, 
and politically annihilate him who has suc­
ceeded to the portfolio perhaps most re­
sponsible for it. There could be no better 
testimony to the fairness of that treaty, 
to the protection of Canada’s best inter­
ests, than in the “walk-over” which the 
Hon. Mr. Tupper has just enjoyed in Pic­
tou. A young man, in the prime of life,

DEATH BY ELECTRICITY.

^ ; "
Governor HU1 has signed a bill abolish­

ing hanging for all murders committed 
after January 1, 1889, and substituting 
for that penalty, death by electricity. In 
the language of an English critic, this is a 
great social experiment “of exceedingly 
psychological as weU as political interest.” 
Whether it wiU more effectually than the 
present method subserve the main purpose 
of capital punishment which is the lessen­
ing of the crop of murderers, remains to 
be seen. There seems to be ample scien­
tific authority for the statement that it 
will be absolutely painless, and it is a cur­
ious question whether the horror of its 
suddenness and certainty will more than 
outweigh the comfort to be derived from 
the reflection that it does pot involve 
even the briefest moment of agony. One 
admirable feature of the bill is the secrecy 
of the time of execution for which it pro­
vides and thp consequent removal of the 
disgusting features of journalistic enter­
prise which attend deaths on the scaffold. 
It is a speculation more curious than in­
teresting, whether the instinctive sense of 
justice of mankind will revolt against re­
serving for the exceptionally wicked the 
privilege of a painless death. It is certain 
that if the New York experiment succeeds 
in removing executions from the category 
of spectacles duly reported in every detail 
by the newspapers, it will be generally 
imitated in other States of the Union, 
and perhaps in Canada.

hard work to convince the Chamber of 
Deputies that the time has come for a 
revision of the Constitution and a general 
election. No representative body is likely 
to be brought easily to acknowledge its 
own impotence, and to risk, without some 
obvious reason, a new appeal to the peo­
ple. There is a vagueness about the 
Boulanger programme which may be part 
of its attraction to an ignorant electorate 
which wants it knows not what. But 
subjected to the cold ordeal of discussion, 
the General’s policy resolves itself into 
the abandonment of parliamentary institu­
tions, and the elevation to power of a Gov­
ernment whose strength would be derived 
mainly from the power confided to its 
head, presumably Boulanger himself. 
This, as M. Floquet very aptly remarked, 
is merely a manifesto of Neo-Csesarism 
whose adoption would mean the triumph 
of a temporary dictator. There is hope, 
however, for the future of free institutions 
in France that Boulanger’s motion was 
rejected. But the evil day will be merely 
deferred if the strife of political faction 
continues to be so bitter that no Govern­
ment can count for any length of time on 
the support of a working majority. 
Boulangeriam will have its uses if it opens 
the eyes of the contending factions to the 
folly of trifling with the destinies of the 
Republic in the pursuit of the lowest 
forms of personal ambition.

out in deep water. When the Dunsmuir 
hove in sight we went out to her, but 
owing to the high wind and rough sea, we 
were unable to take on our cargo. The 
steamer took the boat in tow and towed 
us down near Jack Hart’s 
calmer water. We then 
frieght, which consisted of iron and sup­
plies for camp, in all about three or four 
tons. On our trip yp to camp we lost our 
small boat, which we were towing, and it 
was impossible for us to make shore owing 
to the heavy surf, so we stood out from 
shore on our way to Comox. 
Blackett, who w^s steering, told me 
if we could make * the ontside 
of “Bentley” Point (which is the worst 
piece of water on the coast) we would be 
safe. J ust opposite the point, about one 
and a half miles from shore, Mr. Blackett 
told me to look out, that she was going 
down and to be sure and catch an oar. 
I went forward and let go the jib halyard, 
which was the only sail we had set, but 
before I got back aft she began to fill; we 
tried to right her by sitting on the wind­
ward side, but she would not come up and 
sank from under us. When we found 
her going we jumped clear of her, Mr.

This reply opens with a cour­
teous allusion to the great English stafces-

I gladly acknowledge the inestimable 
services that you have rendered, not only 
to England, but to mankind. Most 
are chilled and narrowed by the snows of 
age; their thoughts are darkened by the 
approach of night. But you, for many 
years, have hastened toward the light, 
and your mind has been “an autumn that 
grew the more by ripening.”

In the argument that follows Mr. lnger 
soil restates with his usual fluency and 
aptness, the old charges against the 
Church, the Bible and against God. 
There is little new in these; they have 
been urged in whole or in part, with some 
difference of order and arrangement only, 
during generations, even centuries past. 
One comparatively new feature of Inger- 
soll’a reply is an attack upon the doctrine 
of the indissolubility of marriage as 
taught by Christ. The gist of this charge 
is found in the following passage :

Do you not know that the indissolubil­
ity of the marriage contract leads to its 
violation, forms an excuse for immorality, 
eats out the very heart of truth, and 
gives to vice that which alone belongs to 
love ?

It is easy to ask such a question, and in 
asking it Col. Ingersoll will have the sym­
pathy and support of the loose, lawless 
and immoral elements of society. But the 
thinking world has had of late abundant 
opportunity to study, side by side, the re­
sults of two systems. Several states of the 
Union have legislated in the direc­
tion of Ingersoll’s teaching and 
}iave provided for easy dissolution 
of the marriage tie. It is needless to say 
that the fruits of this legislation do not 
commend themselves to those who have 
any regard for social order, the safety of 
the state or the welfare of the race. In 
another part of his reply Ingersoll tells us 
tftat the doctrine of immortality was 
taught by the Greeks, Hindoos, Egyptians 
^nd Romans befqre the birth of Christ. 
No one will deny the statement. It seems 
an undoubted fact that a belief in immor­
tality has run through all nationalities of 
men, ancient and modern, civilized or 
savage. But what does this prove ? Cer­
tainly it does not disprove the doctrine of 
immortality as set forth in the Bible. 
We see in the creatures of a lower order 
than man an instinct which is unerring, by 
which the fish, spawned in the upper waters 
of some stream, is guided to the sea for 
its fuller development, as the water fowl, 
born in northern latitudes, is directed to 
the south on the approach of winter. 
These instincts do not mislead or disap: 
point the fish and the bird. They fidd 
the new, necessary and more favorable 
conditions they seek.

THE HOSPITAL SITE.Tirchow failed to find any cranial 
ones in his scientific examination of 
the ancestral skulls. They have never 
intermarried, having the purest blood of 
all royal families—a custom which tends 
to preserve and intensify peculiarities. 
William II. has the appearance of a young 
man of twenty-five. His upper lip shows 
a sparse blonde moustache, his nose is 
slightly Roman, with a medium forehead 
and his hair stands back like Beethoven’s. 
But, despite the comparatively weak chin, 
his cold blue eye has a brave, daring ex­
pression, which reminds one a little of the 
great Frederick, whom he is fondly said 
to resemble in character. He is slender in 
build, and shorter in stature than his bro­
ther, the “naval Hohenzollem. ” His 
right hand is badly crippled, and his right 
arm at least two inches shorter than his 
left, a defect which has caused as much 
annoyance and mental pain as ever Byron’s 
deformity did. He tries upon every oc­
casion to conceal it, but tries, of course, 
in vain. Yet the skill he possesses is re­
markable. He carries his sword upon 
parade as well as any officer, and has be­
come a most excellent fencer, rides like a 
Cossack, and shoots with unerring aim. 
No officer in the army is more popular 
than this royal scion and none more 
clever. No wonder that his men are at­
tached to him. He lias a pleasant word 
for all, and cracks his joke with the com­
mon man as though he were of his num­
ber. His training has been very demo­
cratic He attended school at Cassel, 
boarding with one of the teachers and 
treated exactly as one of the other boys. 
Taking his lunch one day, he noticed one of 
his comrades eating the black bread which 
the poorer classes use in Germany. Wish­
ing to taste it, he offered to trade with 
the boy—the son of a poor mechanic— 
who, of course, was only too glad to do 
so. It pleased the prince's palate so much 
tliat he made an agreement to exchange 
lunches with the boy every day—and 
thenceforward he always feasted upon the 
black bread, baked in the house of the 
mechanic. He was graduated after sev­
eral years at Cassel among the first in his 
class, to the great satisfaction of his par­
ents, who attended the commencement. 
He afterward—as is the Hohenzollem 
custom—attended the university at Bonn 
and joined the famous $&xo-Borttssen 
corps, over who*e annual meetings he has 
always presided. The malady and suffer­
ing of the Crown Prince roused the sym­
pathies of the whole population, but de­
spite his popularity, despite the way they 
loved him, it is safe to say that the major­
ity of the nation feel more enthusiastic 
over his son, and look, upon William, the 
new Emperor, as the wearer of the mantle 
of Frederick thé Great, and believe him 
destined to fulfil the cherished hopes of 
Germany, further the plans of Bismarck 
and Moltke and cement the union of the 
Fatherland.

At the opening of the public meeting 

held last evening to discuss the Jubilee 
Hospital site there were about one hundred 
citizens present, which number was grad­
ually increased until at 9 o’clock there were 
over one hundred and fifty. On the first 
resolution the speakers in its favor had it 
altogether their own way, there seeming 
to be a lack of interest in the matter. The 
resolution carried with but few dissenting 
voices. There was considerable discussion 
on the second resolution, for and against, 
but it was finally carried. The matter 
will be brought before the several com­
mittees and the provincial government 
for their further consideration. No al­
ternative site was proposed to take the 
place of that on Cadboro Bay road, ex­
cept the present Royal Hospital site, to 
which there was much serious objection 
raised in the general committee by gentle­
men of undoubted ability and knowledge. 
Hence the question is in the same posi­
tion, so far as the recent movement is 
concerned, as it was when the two sites 
were discussed in committee. The gen­
tlemen who now have practical direction 
of the business, and who composed the 
committee which soqghf; long and vainly 
for a better location than that selected on 
Cadboro Bay road would, perhaps, even 
at this late hour take into favorable con­
sideration a site within convenient dis­
tance, even though it might be less 
favorable otherwise than that on Cadboro 
Bay road. But up to the present none 
has been suggested to them. It is trusted 
that this momentous question will be 
settled without ill-feeling being engen­
dered, so that there may be a united and 
generous support to the institution, when 
it has been finally established. The pre­
sent directorate and committee and the 
general committee were animated from 
the beginning by a strong de­
sire to do that which would 
prove of the greatest benefit, and they 
have pursued a fair, reasonable and 
business-like course. As before stated 

at this, almost the twelfth hour, if 
an alternative and suitable site, other 
tthan the condemned Royal hospital 
grounds, was submitted, we have no doubt 
that the gentlemen who now have been 
given charge of the whole matter, would 
be willing to reconsider the present choice. 
Whatever is done should be done prompt­
ly, so that the work of construction may 
proceed.

Italian archaeologists, who for some 
time have been at work uncovering the 
ancient Greek city of Sybaris, in Italy, 
have lighted upon evidences of a more 
ancient pity upon which Sybscia was 
built. The Necropolis is in an undis­
turbed state and adds strong evidence to 
the belief in a high Italic civilization 
prior to the Etruscan and contemporane­
ous with the building of the pyramids. 
Italian scientists place its decline at 1000 
B. C., and believe that its people were 
the real inventors of the pre-historic walls 
which exist all over Italy where there are 
no signs of Etruscan habitation. A re­
port shortly to be issued under the aus­
pices of the Italian government is claimed 
to be a complete demonstration of the 
pre-Etruscan civilization.

The Anglican Synod of the Diocese of 
Toronto adopted the report of the com­
mittee appointed at the last meeting to 
take into consideration the union of the 
church in British North America. The 
report recommends tha£ power be given 
to dioceses within the several Provinces 
of the Dominion to form themselves into 
councils. The bishops of the Provinces 
would constitute the upper house to be 
presided over by an archbishop elected by 
the bishops of the various dioceses con­
cerned. The report further recommends 
the formatjoq of 9 Dominion Synod to 
meet every five years and to be presided 

by a Metropolitan elected by the 
archbishops. The legislation of the Pro­
vincial Councils as set forth in the report, 
is confined to matters affecting the pro­
vincial affairs of the church. The Domin­
ion Synod in addition to being concerned 
with the standard of worship and disci­
pline of the church would act as a court 
of appeal in cases affecting the general in­
terests of the church. The committee was 
instructed to co-operate with other dio­
ceses of the Dominion with a view to 
practical legislation.

Beacon sti eld at the Berlin Congress, 
secured “peace with honor. ” Mr. 
Mcllmplyl voted to have the pro­
vince build and sustain tl>e 4*7" 
dock. Mr. Smithe threw the burthen 
of construction and maintenance on the 
Dominion Government and thus averted a 
grave financial disaster, Mr, Mcllmoyl 
refused to listen to ajfy terms of compro­
mise for the construction of the Island 
railway. Mr. Smithe accepted a reason­
able compromise and secured the con­
struction of the line. Mr. Mcllmoyl vot­
ed for an assessme nt act which made taxes 
delinquent in March of each year, added 
25 per cent, to the original amount and 18 
per cent, interest on the both amounts, 
chargeable from the day when the taxes 
first became delinquent, making in all a 
penalty of 43 per cent. ! This last pro­
vision bore with peculiar severity on the 
constituency of Victoria district—especi­
ally upon those who in 1879 were en­
deavoring to carve farms out of the green 
timber with which at that time the penin­
sula was densely clothed. If Mr. Mcll­
moyl is capable of setting party fealty 
aside for the good of his constituents, 
when the bill referred to was before the 
legislature was the time for him to have 
revolted and refused to support a measure 
fraught with such evil 
to the whojie forming community. A word 
of remonstrance from Mr. Mcllmoyl would 
have spared the country the infliction. 
The government qf the day would have 
listened to the indignant proteat of sup­
porters. But the protest was not entered 
and the bill passed in spite of the efforts 
of the minority led by Mr. Smithe, The 
rejection of Mr. Tolmie (of which, hap­
pily, there is no fear) would be calamitous 
for the district, while it would not affect 
the standing of the government at all. 
The government has 19 members in a 
house of 27. Take one away and 18 
would still be there to sustain the gov­
ernment. The effect of a divided repre­
sentation, with Mr. Anderson striving to 
advance the district’s interests and Mr. 
Mcllmoyl clogging his efforts by oppos­
ing every move he might make, 
would be disastrous. The electors of 
Victoria district do not want a divided 
representation—one representative pulling 
in one direction and the other in another. 
No circumstance could be more disastrous 
to the district. The plain duty of the 
electors is to send Mr. Tolmie to 
strengthen Mr. Anderson’s hands; not 
Mr? Mcllmoyl to weaken them. Aa for 
the “independent” professions qf tlje Op­
position candidate, they are aa wortbl 
as the principles he advocated when in the

operations of the war, namely, the cross- 
ing of the Meuse. The result of the en­
gagement on the memorable ist of Sep­
tember, between the troops of the Crown 
Prince, aided by those of Prince Frede­
rick Charles, on the one side, and the 
flower of the French army under M&C 
Mahon, on the other side, resulted direct­
ly in the downfall of the dynasty of Na­
poleon, and paved the way for the 
triumphal march of the Kaiser and his 
victorious veterans to Paris. The Crown 
Prince entered Versailles on the 20th— 
loss than three weeks after the surrender 
at Sedan—and remained at the head of 
the forces, by whom the beleaguered city 
was invested, till the dark day of doom on 
which the gay capital was forced to sur­
render, and had to endure the humilia­
tion of beholding the haughty Uhlans 
ride insolently through her battered 
streets. On the 28th of October he was 
created a Field Marshal of Prussia, an 
honor never previously conferred on a 
Prussian prince of the blood, and on the 
8th of November he received the honor­
ary appointment of Field Marshal of 
Russia. Since the close of the war with 
France the life of the Crown Prince has 
been comparatively uneventful. When 
his father’s life was attempted by Dr. No- 
beling in 1878 he was appointed Regent 
till his father’s recovery. The death of 
the Emperor, and his immediate 
sion to the throne are matters of recent 
history. The story of his illness needs 
not to be told. All the world has heard 
and sympathized with the uncomplaining 
fortitude displayed by the Royal sufferer, 
and the patient, untiring devotion exhib­
ited by his not less heroic 
the eldest daughter of 
beloved Queen. The marriage of “Do­
ser Fritz,” as he was commonly called by 
his adoring fellow-countrymen, with Vic­
toria Adelaide, the Princess Royal of 
Great Britain, took place on January 25, 
1868, and had been a singularly happy 
one in spite of all the sorrows and anxi­
eties of the past few months. They have 
seven children, uf whom the eldest was 
born on the 27th of January, 1869. That 
is the “Prince Wilhelm” in whom such a 
lively interest has recently been taken as 
the future Emperor of the Fatherland; 
his full name is Frederick Willie Vic­
tor Albert and he is married to the Prin­
cess Victoria, of Schleswig-Holstein-Au- 
gusten burg, by whom lie is the father of 
several children.

THE LICENSING SYSTEM.

After numerous unsuccessful attempts, 
Mr. D. F. Feo, grocer, corner of Quadra and 
Pioneer streets, has at last secured from a 
licensing court permission to retail spirit­
uous liquors on his premises. The resi­
dents of that neighborhood filed a protest 
on the occasion of the' first application 
against the liceusiqg qf anyone to retail 
liquors, and this protest 13 still op file. 
Its influence was recognized by several 
licensing boards and Mr. Fee’s applica­
tion denied, not solely on account of the 
petition but because it had also been de­
termined to issue no further liquor 
licenses, except to bona fide hotels. How­
ever, by persistency of effort, Mr. Fee 
has found a bench of magistrates who 
have looked ui»on his application with 
favor. We do not mean to say that Mr. 
Fee is not a fit and proper person to re­
ceive a license, for he is a worthy citizen, 
and will undoubtedly exercise his 
privilege with due discretion. But in 
view of the fact that almost every rate­
payer in that neighborhood, irrespective 
of creed or profession, requested that the 
license be not granted, and also from the 
fact that other licensing boards had ad­
mitted th® reasonableness and justness of 
the prayer of the petition, we think that 
the licensing court of Friday last did not 
act in the public interest in granting the 
license. If this precedent of dealing with 
the difficult question of liquor licenses is 
t# be followed, we may expect to see li­
censes asked for and granted for every 
residential portion of the city, irrespect­
ive of the fact that the great majority of 
ratepayers are opposed to such a practice. 
This recent opposition to the expressed 
wishes of the residents of a district nat­
