The Chinese New Year is always re-
gulated by the moon, and is unde:
by the majority of those of Chinatown
to begin with the new moon in February
—according to the Chinese calendar. The
months of this calendar are so rotated
that each corresponds with the moon,
containing 29 or 30 days—none shorter
jor longer. Each new moon’s first day is
the feast day-of a new month. i

Mhis calenlation is made by a board of
learned agtronomers fin \Pekin ffor a
period of three years. Every third year
is leap year, and contalns 13 months;
the others contain 12 months ezch, the
different reckoning in time making the
odd months. The month is not divided
into weeks, and there are no Sundays.
The Joss house, or. temple of worship,
is open every day in the year.

These official calendars are sent to the
leaders of the Chinese colouies through-
out the world, and by them - distributed
to.the most prominent local leaders. The
calendar is about eiil.lt inches in length,
and the pages, of which there are mbout
200, are some' three inches in ‘width,
The reading matter is on historical and
astromomiieal subjects, mainly; but there
is much additional matter of a statisti-
scal and useful nature, similar to that
foupd in our “annuale.” The present
reigning monarch comes in for a good
<share of “personal menfion,” end the
“son of the moon” is made to appear—
at least to Celestial eyes—even greater
than the moon. Time is dated ‘corres-
ponding to the years the present mon-
arch has reigned, and when he is sue-
ceeded by a new monarch time bégins
anew, aund the calendar is dated the
year 1. The book is'read from what we
style the end to the beginning, and the
coliimne or characters are in vertical
‘ines, and are read downwards and from
wight to left. /

‘Their use
is forbidden, /but permission 8 givem on
such festive occasions as this, and a-
town celebrates in the time-honored. way
to the consternation of the lurking devils
who are—the Chinaman believes—routed
by the firecracker bombardments, which
are such recognised features of Chinese
celebrations.

This year. the alleys re-echoed as of
old with the sounds of the firecrackers,
and the evil epirits who infest thuse
alleys will awake this moruing with that
proverbial tired. feeling, a dark ‘brown
taste, and the conclusion  of  having
passed a bad. night, for not only were
the firecrackers crackling and splutter-
ing, but punks burned on every window'
sill,, and even watermelon rinds were
pressed into service to hold the smould+
ering sticks, whose smoke is perfume to
the nostrils 6f the Chinese, but Geath to
the devil. b

Another feature of this annual Chin-
ese celebration is the blooming of the
lilies on the sills of (ninatown’s win-
dows -in their litle ‘dishes, and with
their bulbs nestling, among the pebbles
the lilies bloom, white and gold, with
their petels like frostéd satin—and woe
to him whose lilies have ot flowered be-
fore this New Year time began. He is
unlucky, of fate accursed, and fortune
will forsake him during the year.
runs the Chinese superstition,

There is a story of a nvalry in China
of many years ago where the rivals who
fought for the possession of a Chinese
meiden used the lilies, the like of which
now adorn every Chinese house in a
novel and thoroughly Oriental manner
to decide which .should die. "He whose
lily bloomed first was to have life, the
other death. ‘Their friends were in-
fo: ,.and on a small table hefore their
family Joss the “two small bowls with
the lily bulbs were placed. Carefully
each combatant tended the lily, eagerly
they watched the sprouting leaves day
‘after day, and with but two days before
the New Year neither flower had bloom-
ed. « Then a day later as with staring
eyes they watched their several plamts
for the expectant flower, a bloom came
on one, and an hour later the defeated
rival was hanging 1 & T1Ope in a
‘back room of @an opium’ den in ome of
Chinatown’s alleys. He had taken his
life, and kept his word, and as the story
runs his lily never bloomed.

“"Another feature in conmection  with
the - celebration is that the New Year
sees 4 settlement of all accounts, and if’
Chinese firms :are on the verge of col-
lapse, the New Year will bring them
bankruptey, for to the credit of the
Chinamen be it said that he realises that
his bargains are binding, and that the
New Year must see him free from debt
if possible. To be in debt at New Yea

time is to ‘loose face,” and the sacrifices
which a Chinaman will make on the ap-
,proach of the New Year ¢to enable him
to avoid being posted as insolvent are
as extraordinary as they are admirable.

Instances
are on record of dutiful sons or daugh-
ters cutting flesh from their own limbs
and serving broth made from it to their
sick parents, believing it to be a most
efficient ‘way -of hastenintg their, recoy-
ery. - Neither ig it uwcommon, en the
life of a parent is despaired of, for one
of the children to present several years
of life.to ‘the sufferer, expecting to

Chief Seeheeltnn, of the Cowichans, be-
gan by stating that this was the
second time that he had appeared before
a commission with his complaint, the
former occasion being that of the Chin-
ese ‘investigation.

Through their
being wsed on the-bay there would be
no fish left. The river was not a big
one, and there were three big nets. The
Jepanese, had come into the land too,
and were taking away their. bread.

The
nelts were taking trout as well as cohoes
‘and dog salmon. ' His Indiaus all go to
the Fraser river to the fishing. Years
ago the seiners used to: give the dog sal-
mon to the Indians, but now that a mar-
ket had been found for this sort of fish,
there ‘were mome left on the bank. The
Indians still used weirs, but not so many
as in years gome bye. These were erect-
ed in ‘April, while the “quallow” (dog
salmon) - did wot run until’ September.
The weirs brought them their food, and
they were not in the water all the time.
Every freshet swept them awny. When
they had lots of weirs there were lots of
salmom, but sidee the seining there were
not so many to-be had. The logs coming
down the rviver' disturbed them very
much, aud spoiit the spawning beds. In
Mr\Lomas’ day some sockeyes had been
put in, but it was not a sockeye river.

The result of the first division of the
convention is perhaps significent, as Mr.
Burnett is recogunized as'a 'warm per-
sonal friend and ardent supporter of Mr.
Joseph Martin.

The credential committee, appointed in
accord 'with Frank Burnett’s resolution,
had.a warm session this afternoon and
practically turned down the provincial
executive. It will be remembered that
objection was taken as to the members
of the provincial executive acting as
delegates ex officio.” "This guest’» was
brought up in the credential commitiec.
It was moved that the, executive commit-

. tee be mnot allowed; 10 act as. delegates.

‘The ' vote resulted in a tie, the secretary
refusing to cast his vote. The chair-
man, Mr. J. C. Brown, gave his cast-
ing vote against the adwmission of the
executive: to the convention.

On the question of double representi-
tion from Nanpaimo, the straight Liberal
delegates were accepted, and ‘the Lab r
delegates, known as Ralph Smith’s con-
tingent, were turned down, the comm’ -
tee refusing to recognize them as dele-
gates.

In the case of Esquimalit and ‘Cassiar,
where there were three delegates in-
stead of two, one of the delegates retired
gracefully from the field in each consti-
tuency.

° HOW. THE ROW BEGAN.

‘When the delegates re-assembled, Mr.
Brown, as chairman of the credential
committee, stated that he had been in-
structed to verbally report that it had
been decided to ask everyone to leave
the room, when the persons. whom the
committee had decided it right to admit
would be called from the roll, and t>
them the report would be presented.

Senator Cemplenian said that he was
bound: to say it the majority report was
carried, the executive and editors
would leave the room, never to return.
Every lawyer in the ;room offered a
suggestion as to how to avoid the diffi-
culty and have the matter adjusted so
that the delegates could decide as to
whether or not they would abide by the
decision of the credential . committee.
None of them solved the problem.
Mr. Swanson, however, found the key
to the ‘Chinese puzzle, by moving, in
amendment, that the report of the cre-
dential committee be amended by admit-
ting .the executive and Liberal editors.
The vote was taken on this resolution,
the ayes.and nays being ‘called for. The
name of each delegate accredited by the
credential committee was called out,
Some were absent, having already re-
tired; others declined to vote.

A RETREAT.’

The vote taken resulted in the amend-
ment offered by Mr. Swanson being de-
feated by a vote of 70 to 40. The Viec-
toria and Kootenay delegates then rose
from theijr seats and gave their victorious
‘Liberal friends three rousing cheers and
retired,

In the excitement and confusion which
prevailed, those who left tiie rovm with
the avowed intention of absenting {hem-
selves entirely from the convention were
in the 40 who voted for the amendment,
among them being 10 out of the 12 from
Victoria city, all from Nérth Vietoma
and South Vietoria, 8 out of the 6 fram
Esquimalt, all from Bast Lillooet, West
Lillooet, ‘Cariboo, East Yale, Greenwood,
Rossland and ‘Similkameen.

‘When "the remnant of ‘the tonventior
ad come to order, Senator Templeman
rose in his place and stated that, adher-
ing to his resolution in the early part
of the meeting, he would now ask them
to appoint another chairman, as he had
:been turiied out of the convention a, a
delegate, and conld not aceept the ¢.- -
tingency. of being appeinted out of c¢onr-
tesy. He had only remained in the caair
in hopes that he might'restore haimgny
t> the meeting.

EXIT THE SENATOR.

Mr, G. R. Maxwell was then proposed
and seconded, ‘Senator Templeman put-
ting the motion. Mr. Maxwell was elect-
ed' by acclamation, took the chair, and
Senator Templeman  left the hall. Mr,
Maxwell at once got down to busiuess,
and in marked eontract to the delayed
proceedings during ‘the evening.

TLiberal association, and T. 8. Baxtor'
secretary.

Mr. Justice Martin Sustains
Right of Action By the

And Therefore Dismisses - With
Costs Motions on Behalf of
£ ", Company.

In the Supreme court yesterday, be-
fore Mr. Justice Martin, Mr.' Cassidy,
K.C., counsel.for the White Pass & Yu-
kon railway, moved for an order dis-
missing the actions brought as test cases
by claimants who.seek ¢o recover ‘enor-
mous sums of money from the railway
company on the ground that their freight
charges were extortionate and exacted
in the absence of legal authority. The
two cases heard-this morning weré those
brough.rt by the Upper Yukon (Consoli-
dated company. and Mr. .Josepn ‘Cleari-
hue, the claimahts being represented by
Mr. Frank Higgins and Mr. R. T. El-
liott.

. 'Mr, Cassidy, in an able and exhaustive
argument, occupying several hours, forci-
bly presented the railway’s side of the
case, discussing the various questions in
detail and contending that the Railway
‘Act did not vest in the claimants any
such right of action as that here attempt-
ed to be sgt up; that part of the railway
ran through United ‘States territory, and
hence the control of the railway and its
rates were mot within the legislative
jurisdiction of the ICanadian parliament;
that the court would have no power to
apportion  the rates ~betweoan the por-
tion" of the line lying-in United States
territory and the portion lying in Can-
adg; and that in all other respeots the
claimants were shown to have no chance
of success owing to the decision, in the
case of Lees v, Ottawa and New York
Ra]lyvay company, decided by Chief
Justice "Meredith _and two associate
judges, in Qntario,-about 4 year ago.
Mr, Higgins, in reply, cited the pro-
visions ‘of the Railway Act relied on by
the claimants, and also several cases de-
cided by the House of Lords in England
and by the Supreme iCourt of Canada,
establishing the right of action claimed,
and showing that the decision of the On-
tario court could not be sustained, as it
‘was cobntrary to a long. line of high
authorities directly opposite to its terms;
also raising the question that the rail-
‘way company had received a Canadian
charter through the disputed territory
and were bound by its terms.

In giving his decision, Mr. Justice

Mr. Bodwell—“T said in Victoria that Ifartin declined to be bound by the On-

tario case, pointing out that it appeared
to have been air unargned case, and that
the attention of the Outario court had
not been directed to the important sec-
tions of the act and to the authorities
bearing on the .question.  He further
held that the statements of claim dis-
closed good causes of action-arising un-
der the terms of the Railway Act. In
S0 far as related to the guestion of
United States territory and to the ar-
guments brought forward against the
powers of the Canadian. parliament to
regulate rates, His Lordship confined
himself to an expression of opinion that
these ' were ‘questions of :great “import-
ance, and that he could not accede to the
contention of *he rajlway company, that
they were so far settled as to bind.him
to take judigi‘a] notice of them for.the
purpose of. dismisging these actions, and

ofl | that he ‘entertained somie doubt as to the

power of the railway company to “ap-
propriate and-reprobate’ i.e., ‘to obtain
a charter and secure the benefit thereof
and then to disavow the obligation: im-
posed thereby. He, therefore, dismiss-
ed the railway company’s motion with
costs, and the actions will go on to trial;
The decision appears to be of the ut-
‘most importance, as the questions em-
braced in it are those most strongly re-
lied on by ‘the ‘claimants and are thus
passed upon in their favor. The elaims,
therefore, seem to be based upon'a more
substantial foundation than has' hereto-
fore been generally supposed. £

TheVancouver Province says: ‘It is
practically certain that freight rates on
the ‘White Pass & Yukon railway will
be very materially reduced by the time
navigation on the Upper Yukon opens
this spring. Not only will the freight
charges on the railway from Skagway
to White Horse take a drop; but; there is
every Teason ‘to believe that the rates
on the British Yukon Navigation com-
pany’s steamers will “also be reduced.
This will enable transportation” com-
panies operating from ‘British 'Columbia
ports to quote a through freight traffic
rale which will place Dawson merchants
upon a fair competifive basis with stores
and outfitting ‘ports ' controlléd by .the
Northern Commercial company, which
brings its merchandise to the. Yukon via
St. Michael.. Such is the .condensed
opinion of 2 man prominent in shipping
affairs in this city.

On Friday last the Alaska Steamship
association  held a meeting ‘in  Seattle
to discuss the drafting of a tariff on
through. freight to Dawson and other
upper river points. Owing, however, to
the fact that the management of the
White Pass road has not yet announced
its through rate from Skagway to Daw-
son, nothing could be done. As the Brit-
ish Yukon t‘avigatio,n fleet of river
steamers is controlled by the White Pass
directorate, the railway company is en-
abled to fix rates' on down river trans-
portation. - Mr. A. B. Newell, vice-presi-
dent of the White Paes road, is at pres-
ent in the ‘East, but he is expected on
the Coast in about two weeks, when an-
other meeting of the Alaska ‘Steamship
association will be called, and a through
tariff drafted. - :

Wway construction, previded the public in-
terests are properly safe-guarded. 'The
Vancouver platform declares against
land grants. In his letter to the editor
of this paper, Mr. Dunsmuir said: I
am not in favor of the government un-
dertaking on its own account as a gen-
eral principle the building of railways,”
and he ‘proceeded to give his Teasons.
The platform declares for government
ownership of public services and utilities.
The latter proposition is so expressed in
such’ very general terms in the platform
that it may mean little or nothing, Mr.,
Dunsmuir's views are, on ‘the other
hand, clear-cut and unmistakeable. We

Mr. Palmer said that
it was true that he had disposed of his
interests on Texada Island, principally
because his numerous other business en-
teprises prevented his giving the per-

al ‘attention -to’ the mines and lime
kilns .which . he would .desire.  -Some
months ago Mr. W, G. Tanner, of Ta-
coma, entered into negotiations with Mr.
Palmer for the purchase'of the Marble
Bay mines, in the interest of a syndi-
cate of which Henry Hewitt, treasurer
of the St. Paul and Tacoma Lumber Co.,
Coli .. W: Th -General Mclntyre,
H. A, Hay'wuﬁ; afl of Tacoma, and
some Hastern ' capitalists  are ‘members.
This syndicate also owns & large area of
coal lands at Mount Tacoma, Wash,
where they are -erecting a number of
coke ovens, ‘and where they also con-
template the establishment of-an exten-
sive iron and steel works, securing the
ore from the deposits on the West Coast
of Vancouver Island.

These gentlemen after having had ex-
pert opinion . as 1o the walue and per-
manency of the Marble Bay ores, com-
missioned " Mr, Tauner to secure the
mines as well ‘as the lime kilus, ana the
o y owned by Mr." Prlmer

The second attempt at assassi-
nation, although deliberately - plamned,
was frustrated by the Imperial guards,
who accidentally came upon a party of
the conspirators engaged in the attempt
to fire one wing of the palaces.

After the failure of this aftempt, a
number of the incendiaries—the exact
number taken is not known—were arrest-

|ed by the provineial authorities of Hoen-

ana, and—as is usual in Chinese cases of
this kind—torture was at once applied
‘with a view to extorting confession. . The
unfortunate captives were at once taken
to- the inmer gate mt the big walls of
Kaifeng-fu' and were placed in large
bxunboq cages with oy their heads
protruding, and their bodies supported
only by their chins. As none: would
confess, ‘although so cruelly tortured,
hot irons: were applied to the legs of
some, and under this torture one of the
eopspirators weakened, and amid the
curses of his suffering conspirators in
the mearby cages, he related the details
of the plot of the anti-dynastic .con-
spiracy. To this ‘“‘confession,” all the
unfortunte prisoners were forced to ap-
pend their signatures.

According to the account received. by
the North China Daily News, one part
of the confession declared that a num-
erous body of men had been specially
detailed to ‘destroy the Chenting-Pekin
railway—if all else failed—and take up
some of the rails as the Imperial grain
came oun, ‘while other bands of

men had been ordered to fire at the Im-
perial. train whenever chance: offered on
the way,

In the meantime, it appears, a search
was made in the house where two of
the conspirators were arrésted, and this
search revealed a quantity of correspond-
ence betweep members: of the society,
and also a number of detailed reports
on ‘the strength of the garrisons of al-
most, every .walled city-of the Chinese
Empire, ' their« capability of resistance,
the character of the men and their offi-
cers, - and other papers relating to the
defence of the cities of the E
faet, information such as wounld be gath-
ered by an army preparing to go to war.
In the eyes of the IChinese- manadarins,
however, ong of the best finds made was
that of a dozen or more volumes con-
taining the mames of the Homan mem-
bers of the two secret societies, Kolao
Huyi  and Taton Hui, interested in the
proposed  rebellion against the Manchu
dynasty, .

When the details of tais piot were
told, steps were at once taken by Viece-
roy Yuan Shih-kai to safegnard the Im-
perial party, and as is known, these wieps
toiled any organized attempt at assas-
sination being made after the court left
qufefng for Pekin. Vieéroy Yuan 'Shih-
kai took prompt measures to guard the
railway from Chenting to Pekin with
encampments of all his available troops
on both sides of the line along its whole
extent. At the same time he ordered
mounted troops to soyur the country for
15 i on either side of the railway,
with orders to.scatter any body of men,
exceeding two or three in number, and
arrest any suspicious characterq in sight
at the time of the passing of the train,

Had it mot been for the digcovery of
the plot, the court would mot have re-
turned fo Pekin for some time. It was
intended to remain at Kaifeng for some
time, and after a start was dat length
made from there. stops were also to have
been made at Chenting and-Paoting. The
scare over the Kaifeng discoveries caus-
ed an abandonment of the dilatory pro-
gramme—and the court is in Pekin ear-
lier thap it would otherwise have been.

I\“.aifeug-fu, where this extensive re-
bellion was to have been fomented, is a
city which has a big place in Chinese
history. About a thousand years ago (A.
D. 960 to- 1129), ‘Kaifeng-fu was the
metropolis of ‘China, - It has many a page
to itself iu the story of China’s history.
Onte, in 1282, it was besieged by the
Mongols, and eo says the historian, “the
garrison of .

According to recent advices from the
Orient, a despatch fromi Hangchow, the
capital of ‘Chekisng, says: ‘On the 10th
of January more than 2,000 vagabonds
came to a village, situated at a distance
of about 20 li from the distriet: city of
Tuyanghsien, in the prefecture of Hang.
chow, and put up at a large temple in the
village for the:night. These vagabonds
eave out that they were natives of Tai-
chow and Wenchow and bhad been com-
pelled by famine to'leave their homes in
search of food. They begged for bread,
fuel and money from the people of the
village, and, when they found that the
villagers were mnot as liberal in -their
charitable aid as they expected them 'to
be, they fell upon them and plundered
their houses. The poor villagers found
themselves powerless to resist the vaga-
bouds, because they had a good supply
of fire-arms, which they carried about
their persons in their fravels. These
worthies even went so far as .to clear
the village of all its inhabitants and oc-
cupy it by force. 'When the matter
was brought to the motice of Chen Yi-
pei, the district magistrate of the place;,
he at once repaired to the scene of the
disturbance with a . small body of
“braves” at his command, in order to
restore peace, but, to his great dismay,
he found the rioters too fierce to cope
with. He, thercfore, reported the mat-
ter to Governor Jen Taoyung, and re-
quested that imperial troops be promptly
despatched to the place to punish the
handits and restore the village to its pro-
per owners.

Prince Tuan, says the N, C. Daily
News on the authority of native papers,
is still reported to be residing in a forti-
fied mud-walled town_south of Ninghsia
and northeast of Suchow, Kansu, called
Chingchip’u, a place which he made his
refuge upon the flight of the court to
Taiyuan. Here Tuan and Tung have
made their headquarters, and as a rally-
ing point for their followers and all who
hate the foreigner, hate the government;

EXPLOSION IN CHICAGO.

A Family Wiped Out and Many. People
Injured.

‘Chieago, . Feb. §.—By an explosion of
illuminating gas in 'the basement of a
two-story frame building.at 276 Twenty-
Second street, this evening, a mnumber
of people, the total said to be 11, lost
their lives, and the building 'was blown
into kindling wood. .

By 8:45 p.m. five bodies had been re-
covered from the ruins. They were all
of ‘one family. Not a member of the
family escaped. 'Two other explosions
of gas followed so quickly that it was
hard to distinguish them. The first to
explode was a main at Twenty-Second
street and Archer avenue, Then the
manhole, half a block south of Archer
avenue. was thrown into the air by a
Toud explosion, Theé fire spread below
the street and -smaller manholes wer
blown into the air. ;

The flames from the first gas main
reached the Throstle butcher shop. The
building was a three-story frame struc-
tare, and it had been weakened and
nearly wrecked by the shock. It is sup-
posed that the occupants of the build-
ing were knocked unconscious or were
too panic-stricken to rush from the
place. The dry and rotting frame struc-
ture was soon on fire, and in an instant
the flames had enveloped the building.
With a roar the building collapsed and
the occupants, with one exception, were
carried with it to the basement. .The
adjoining buildings also caught fire. It
seemed that the whole block wonld bed
wiped out before the firemen could get
the blaze under control.’

Many persons 4n the buildings near
the explosions were knocked down. On
several street cars near the place, win-
dows were smashed and the passengers
severely shaken up. “When people in
the cars saw the flames gush from the
ground they rushed for the doors. A
number of persons were bruised and
knocked down in the excited exit. Among
them are supposed to be three children
of ‘the Throstle family whose bod’es
have not yet been recovered. It is mot
kuown positively that they were in the
house at the time, but a search-of the
neighborhood has not shown any trace
of them.  There were six children in the
family and thare js littie donbt all mem-
bers of the family ware killed. Three
other people who are said to be dead are
supposed to be customers in-the meat
market. = The direct cause of the explo-
sion is pot known, but_all ‘indications
show that it was due to. escaping gas in
the basement of the Throstle house.

The Will of the Late Chief Steward

Walker Probated. .
Final steps have been taken at Van-
couver for the winding up of the estate
of the late Thos.

A certified copy
of the will atid order for probate were
obtained by Messrs. McPhillips & Wil-
liams, solicitors for the deceased’s heirs.
