If Mr. Mowat
is willing to risk it, his supporters should
give him to understand that they are not,
and should insist on the education depart-
ment being at once placed under the charge
of onie who is capable both of administering
it well and of defending his administration
successfully.

Assuming a reconstruction of some kind
o be an absolute necessity we repeat our
strong conviction that Mr, ll?vut'l wisest
policy is to take the educational portfolio
himself, promote Mr. Fraser to the attorney
generalship, and tske s second layman icto
his cabinet as commissioner of public worke.
This chavge would be popular for several
reasons. It would give the province a wise,
able and experienced minister of education
in whom the public would have so much
confidence that the abolition of the educa-
tional portfolio would soon cease to beagi-
tated ; for the people have no real desire to
see the education department erected into

' an irresponsible burean, aud the clamor for
such an anachroniem wonld never have been
xaised but for the vacillating and irritating
mafmer in which educational affairs have
for' some years past been msnaged. It
would bring into deserved prominence a
member of the cabinet who has been kept

. too long in & position which precludes him
fromgiving thegovernmentthe full benefit of
his great administrative and forensic ability.
And it Wwould afford Mr. Mowat a chance of
yielding gracefully to the not unreasonable
demand that the overwhelming preponder-
ance of lawyers in his cabinet should be re-
duced.

LATE POLLING H)URS AT ELECTIONS.

From the English workingmen comes an
exceedingly useful and practical suggestion.
They want tha polling day extended for
their accommodation, and why should their
request not be complied with ?  The work-
ingmen here should agitats for the same
thing, and they will find it easy of accom-
plishment. Their case needs only to be
stated in order to convince. Every man
who has to work for his living must under
the present’ arrangement of polling hours
sacrifice some valuable time in order te poll
his vote, Many of them qualify as electers
on their dwellings in the upper part of the
city while they work at factories, lumber
vards and other establishments which are
often a long distance off. They have no
time between nine and five except their din-
per hour, and even if that was not a

necessity fo them for fts proper wse, it is
insufficient to emable them to go ‘to
the.polls and return without loss of time
and doeking of wages. Moreover they are
in this way placed in the position of unjust
employes, for a man who cannot coerce his
employes into voting as he wants them to
vote isoften able to,prevent them from voting
at al), by simply refusing them leave to quit
work, even for an hour, except at the risk
of their position.

It has long before this become evident that
both the natural and the moral convulsi ns
anticipated and predicted for this period
have surely come to pass. Without at
present going into the details of such occur
rences, there can be no doubt that during
the past three years and culminating,for the
present, in 1883, there have been witnessed
the most astonuding and alarming natural
disturbances, and the longest and most
sanguinary catalogue of crimes that has
ever been known to occur within the same
pariod of time.

Now the fact that the occurrence.of one
of the recent earthquakes was predicted
months in advance—with only a few days
difference bet ween the time prediuted and
the time of its actual happening—this fact
scems to offer 8 foundation from which
oould be reasoned out the cause or causes
of the physical disturbances under | eonsid-
eration.

THE OOTTON MANUFACTURERS' | ASSO0-
CIATION.
Immediately it was known that the cot-
ton manufacturers had formed tliemselves
into an association a number of our contem-
poraries opened fire upon them all along the
line. It appeared to be taken for granted
that this action on their part was something
unwarrantable and outrageous—something
that the community hada right to resent
and punish, This combination of theire, it
was assumed, couid mean nothing else than
monopoly. Now, we trust it is pretty well
understood by this time thab The World is
no supporter of monopoly in any form, hav-
ing always been particularly outspoken
against it. . But on the subject of the alleged
cotton monopoly we have not been able to
agree with our free trade contemporaries.
On this question we venture to t1ke two
positions,one afirmative ard the other nega-
tive, both of which we feel quite*confident
can be successfully maintained.
In the first place, then, we affirm that the
cotton manufacturers have a right to com-
bine, and to form themselves into an asso¢i-
ation. Those who would deny them this
‘right had better take care what they .are
committing themselves to, and the indefen-
sible position irto which their own logic
must draw them. Deny the right of cotton
manufactarers to combine, and what be-
comes of the same right on the vpart of
cotton  operatives, or other bodies of
working men? The right of workiog
men to combine has  just geen
very ably maintairea in Englaid
by Mr, Frederic Harrison and others, who
have been showing the good that trades
unions have accomplished during the last
few decades. The time was when the right
of workmen to form unions ‘was denied by
the masters,” but that period has long
passed, in England at all events. At the
time'of the telegraphers’ strike The World
made it a nmain charge against the Weastern
Union directors that they had refused to
recognize the operators’ union, whereas in
England such recognition has long ‘been
a thing settled, and is not now disputed by
the wealthiest and proudest employers in
the land. Now it may appear fto
some that it ought to be @&
highly . popular  thisg to attack
the cotton monopolists, as they have: been
called, and to denounce them as greedy,
grasping cormorants and such like, And it
may be thonght perbaps that this pughs. to
to be specially pepular with workingmen,
who would rainrally like to see & ‘body of

the workir gnen are well advised they will
commit themse!ves to no such falsé position
as that of denying to any body of employers
the right which they claim for themselves
and mean to assert and maintain.

Employers in other branches have their
associations, and why not the cotton manu-
facturers too! Even before the N. P. was
established the manufacturers of stoves and
of a:ricaltaral machinery had their respect-
ive a:sociations, the chief purpose of which,
it was well understood, was to regulate
prices.  But nobody found any fanlt with
them ; somehow or other they escaped cen-
sure altogether. Perhaps it was™becanse
they kept so quiet about it, their meetings
being generaliy held in a hotel parlor, with
reporters and outsiders strictly excluded.

Our rext position is a negative one; we
plumply and equarely deny the possibility
of monopoly in the cotton manufactare.
Monop»ly there may be, and aciually is, ib
railwsys and telegraphs, simply because the
number of lines, of either, is limited by the
difficulty of getting chaiters, capital, right
of way, &c., with good prospects ‘of succass
in the fight which new companies have to
face. But there is no limit to the mumber
of cotson mills that may bs  established, if
only the money wanted can be obtained.
Capitalists might form new companier, and
put uo several cotton factories in
both Toromto and Hamilton, for in-
stance, But let them try to  build
and run another railway between the two
cities, and they would find it a very differ-
ent mitter. Suppose thut there existed
something like monopoly in the grocery
business, in Toront), we might expect to
see very shortly such a starting ap of new
shops as would spsedily correct the evil.
Bat try to start a new telephone company,
and you will quickly find that to be ‘‘a
horse of another color,” From the nature
of the business, monopoly in the cotton
trade is practically impossible ; and the fear
of it is an entirely visionary apprehension

We have experience near at band and
ample emough to prove this. For now
twenty-two years cur republican meighbors
bave had in operation a teriff which
imposes upcn cotton goods duties much
higher than ours. And be it recollected,
too, that among American manufacturers
the art of working combinations is particu-
larly well undertt od. And yet, as s matter
of fact, cotton gocds are so cheap in the
United States to-day that Canadian free
traders wish for open ports in order that
people here may be able to get gheap cof:

ther, cver the border high protection hss
caused such an expansion of the cctien
manufacture in the south that noithern
mauufacturers complain of too much com-
petition and the disappearaucs of profits.
The fact is most distinctly before us that
very high protection, for tweniy-two years
continued, has failed to develop either
monopoly in the cotton manufacture or
high prices for cotton goods, We hold our
two positions;proven until somehody be able
to show to the contrary.

The Drunkard’s Responsibility.

The Rev. Mr. McLeod preached a tem-
perance sermon last evening in the Central
presbyterian church, his text being chosen
from the 30th and 31st verses of the 15th
chapter of Numbers. In the text and con-
text distinction was established between
sinning through ignorance and sinning pre-
sumptuously or “‘with a high hand,” as it is
in the margin and ought to be in the text.
'1%19. sermon was in the main an enforcement
of the scriptural doctrine of the heavy. re-
sponsibility of the drunkard for his beset-
ting sin. For him to plead ignorance is im-
possible from the very nature of the case;
that plea cannot for a moment be enter-
tained. He sins presumptuously and with
a high hand, It was possible that harm
may have  been aone by the toe common
error on tha temperance platform of putting
the responsibility too much on brewers,
distillers and liquor dealers and too little on
the drunkard himself. The drunkard should
never be encouraged to imagine that others
ave responsible for his sins as thereby his
own accountability would be diminished.
The dread truth of the scripture was thst
God holas the drunkard a presumptuous
sinner, one who knowingly and with a high
hand defies his law. On this point the
word of God was most emphatic in both the
old testament and the new, and -sinners
ghould lay it to heart.
