A Spectral Track-Walker on the Elevated
Railread.

From the New York Journal.
Above the wide expanse of rocky frozen
|ficlds, dotted here ‘and there with the
shanties of those who till them in summer,
and lighted with torch-like rows of street
lamps, a train early yesterday morning
made its torturous way around the curve
that marks the Sixth avenue elevated road
between One Hundred and Fourth and One

Hundred and Sixteenth streets,

Suddenly ‘‘down brakes” whistled
shrilly from the. little engine, the engineer
reversed the wheels, the brakemen twirled
the hand-brakes vigorously aud %he train,
though moving slowly, stopped with a jerk
that threw half the sleepy passengers from
their seats.

The moon' wae shining brightly, and,
with the engine’s head-light, illumined the
track for hundreds of yards ahead. A
Journal reportef, who in sngprise had
rushed to the platform;-could clearly see a
figure that, skimming along the track’s in-
