Burchell Will Hear His Fate at
Woodstock. ‘

HIS WIFE IS REMANDED.

Biagistrate Hill Decides That There Was
Enough Evidence to Send to a Higher
Court for Murder—Mrs. Burchell
Go Back to Her Old Boarding Ho

- for Eight Days—A Weird, Wild Day at
Niagara Falls—The Accused Puts on &
Bold Front and Fights It Out.

NiAGARA Faris, March 12—This has
been probably the most exciting day in these
since the famous Benwell murder was
made known. The excitement was only
intensified by the delay in the proceedings
through a misunderstanding or a mishap for
which Sheriff Smith of Welland seems to be
responsible. It was just 8 o’clock

to-night when Magistrate Hill concluded his
fuvestigation and fully committed J. Regin-
ald - Burchell to the county jail of Oxford, at
Woodstock, to stand his trial for the murder
of Frederick Cornwallis Benwell. Had the
delay not occurred the
have been over early in the afternoon. Mrs.
Burchell, the female prisoner, goes back to
Baldwin’s boarding-house on another eight
days’ remand, during which time, the magis
trate remarked, her case may be finally dis-
posed of. Magistrate Hill, like nearly
everyone in this district, does mnot
believe the | woman guilty of any
knowledge whatsoever of the terrible crime
charged against her husband, and so0 he
seemed to indicate by more ways than one
before he ordered her remand. Ere those

.eight days have expired it is more than

probable that the unfortunate woman will
have been comforted by her father and sister,
not in a county jailor behind prison bars, but
in the comfortable home where she is now in
nominal custody. As for Burchell, he will be
sent to Woodstock with all despatch by an
early train to-morrow.
The Crowd Would Not Tire.

From early this morning until long after
dark hundreds of men and women of all ages
and degrees tramped the muddy streets of
this sleepy town waiting the arrival of
Burchell from' the Welland jail. The rain
fell incessantly during the day and the whole
place looked gloomy and foreboding, The
steps and approaches of the stone building

stable Heenan of St. Thomas. As the officers
and the prisoner stepped from the cars there
was a cry of “There he is.” {

cuffed as he walked briskly at the side of the
officers. He was about as sprightly a looking
young man as you would meet anywhere, not
even an athletic tournament excepted.

It was said by
some who saw her two weeks ago that she
was but the shadow of her former self. In
striking contrast was her general demeanor to

Mrs. Burchell was then removed to the
Baldwin-home, which, by the way, was the old
family residence of Mr. C. W. Bunting dur-
ing his sojourn in the Coun of Welland as
its member of Parliament. en Mr. Bunt-
ing moved to Toronto he sold the house to
Mr. Baldwin, its present owner. Itis a white
two-story brick house, in the middle of a
large plot of ground.

Burchell to the Bar.

There was a buzz of excitement when
Burchell was ushered up to the stage and
took the seat just vacated by his crestfallen
wife. They did not get a chance to speak as
they passed by. He faced the audience like
anend-man inaminstrel show; never once did
he look in another direction. He did not cast
as much as the slightest glance at any of the
witnesses; not even News Agent Duffy when
he was telling his startling story. He
smiled and nodded a couple of times
at scquaintances in the audience. Then he
would give a hurried ila.nce at the reporter
sitting next him as he jotted down bits of
evidence. As for the witnesses, he seemed
to have the most thorough contempt or un-
concern for what they were saying. The
witness:chair was almost next where Bur-
chell sat and those giving testimony had to
turn sharply around to get a view of the side
of his face. He never ted so that they |
could look full into his features; in fact he
paid absolutely - no attention whatever
to them or their testimony. Once he
glanced nervously at the original of
a telegram which was Mp t in evidence.

The Magistrate asked Mr. Poole to look at
the prisoner and say if he were one of the
young men whom he saw in his train. Then
the witness answered: ‘‘He resembles the
man in the daik clothes, but I could mnot
identify him as the same person. I did
pnot look at him particularly in the
train and would not say that  this
was the same n. I never remember
seeing him on my train on any other previous
occasion. I saw this &)Brisoner here in this
courtroom a couple of days after his arrest. n

Harry Wright, a brakeman, was on the
train on Feb. 17 but did not remember seeing
the prisoner aboard. He did not know who
ot off or on at Eastwood.

John Halligan, another brakeman, was on
Conductor Poole’s train.  He did not remem-
ber seeing prisoner on that train that day.
« But after leaving Eastwood on Feb. 17,”
he continued, ‘‘I found a pair of gloves in
the front.seat of the smoker. I don’t know
who they belonged to. I gave them to
Station Agent Morice and have never seen
them since.”

James Welsh, the baggageman of the train,
never saw the prisoner before. He. however,
remembered putling off the gun-shaped box
at Eastwood; it was larger than an ordinary
%\xan box. The box was handed in as we left

milton by a baggagia porter, who said
it was for Eastwood. ‘I saw two gentlemen
get off at that station, but don’t know
who they were. Our train leaves the Falls
at 7.05. There is no connection with it from
Buffalo. The Erie flyer leaves at 7.35, with
a Buffalo connection, and overtakes us at
Hamilton. So does another fast train. Our
train stops at Eastwood, but the fast trains
mentioned do not.”

News Agent Duffy’s Startling Narrative.

There was a breathless silence when James
Duffy, a sharp-looking young news agent,
took the chair. This candy butcher, or
whatever you like, gave his evidence in quite
a positive manner. He went on Conductor
Poole’s train as far as Hamilton, then he
shifted to the **Erie flyer” and rode to Lon-
don. He saw nothing of Burchell up to that
time. He came back on No. 10 mail train,
which leaves London at 220 p.m. Then he
proceeded: *Just after we left Princeton
(6 miles east of Eastwood) I saw the prisoner in
the front seat of the smoker. He was alone.

This is evidently the telegram Pelley got at Buf-
falo on the 17th, but which he afterwards threw
away without remembering where it was from.
Pelley was called but could not identify the writ-
ing on the oﬂgg&l. The fact that the telegram
was dated “1889" was referred to.

Mr. Phimister also produced two other tele-
gams. which had been delivered to Burchell at

There was no signature to this telegram, but it
is supposed to have been sent by Pelley after he
had gone to New York to hunt ug Benwell. The
man was'dead by that time, and he went to New
York because Burchell had told him
Benwell was _there. This telegram was
received by Burchell on the " very day
that he went to Princeton and identifled
Benwell's dead body. Pelley returned from New
York the next morning (Sunday, March_ 2) and
Burchell was immediately _arrested. The
“Stafford” telegram is believed to be entirely
fictitious, and was really sent by Burchell asg a
confederate to himself.

Nothing to Say—At Present.

This concluded the evidence for the prosecution.

He
informed an officer that he sent letters
from Welland jail to his _sister, Miss Maud
Burchell, Rainhall, near Liverpool; to his
brother, Rev. Oswald Burchell, Lechlade.
Gloucestershire, England, and J. F. Lynch,
49 Cleveland-square, Hyde Park, London,
and that his father was the Rev. Joseph
Burchell, Tector of Church and rural dean, proc-
tor and convocationer of Archdean, Manc ester,
and had died during 1878. Healso wished to con-
tradict statement made by George Youn of
Woodstock that he had been a schoolmate of his
at Barnshire, which was not so. He was not the
son of the livery man by the name of Birchall re-

ferred to.

The World mmmf:d to get a word with Bur-
chell as he was leaving the stage and he utterly
repudiated Young's st t that they were
schoolmates wgexher. “My father,” he said,
“never kept nor had the slightest connection
a livery stable. I do not know who t
Young is.”

Much of the evidence produced before
Magistrate Hill was gathered by Chief Thomas H.
Young and gathered within a short space of time.

Mr. James A. Macdonald, the well-known young
Toronto barrister, was present at the trial. ‘When
Burchell learned that he was there he sent for
him, but the Magistrate would not allow him to
see the prisoner. Before Burchell’s trial be
Mr. Ivey told him that if he called in an
lawyer he (Ivey) would have nothing whatever to
do with the case.

All the witnesses were bound in $100 each to
appear at the Woodstock trial.

Mr. Pelley will go from here in the morning,
when he will remain the guest of Rev. Mr. Blani
to whom he is related, fora few days. For some
reason or other the authorities do not desire to
have him linger any longer in the vicinity of this
part of the frontier.!

-Have a Speedy Trial,
[From The Hamilton Times.]

The statement is made that Burchell, the
alleged murderer of young Benwell, will have
to lie in jail until the fall if he is to be tried
in Oxford County. We tbink it would be a
great mistake were his trial postponed for
such a length of time. All the evidence
necessary can be collected before that time.
Witnesses may die in the meantime and
many other things happen which would not
help in arriving at the truth. Besides, it
would he unfair to keep the*Teiends of the
prisoner coming from England too long in
suspense.

LONG-WINDED SPEECHES.

Manitoba Legislators Sit All Night Dis-
cussing the School Question,

WinnpEe, March 12.—The Manitoba Legis-
lature sat all night and up to after 9 o'clock this
morning but the Government nevertheless failed
in its efforts to get through with the burning
question of separate schools.

Mr. Martin, the French member for Morris,
made the longest speech of the debate, in fact,
one of the longest ever delivered in Canada,
speaking between 9 and 10 hours. He commeuce(i
his speech shortly before 10 o'clock last evening
and concluded at 744 this morning. He reviewed
the whole question, making an earnest and vig-
orous plea for the maintenance of Catholic
schools.

The amendment moved bi‘ Mr. Gillies to have
the matter referred to the Federal Government
for decision as to its constitutionality only re-
ceived 5 votes against 30.

The six months’ hoist was lost, 7 to 19.

This afternoon Premier Greenway gave notice
that to-morrow night he would move that:

Whereas it was a principle conceded under the terms
upon which the provinces were confederated that the
public lands should inure to the respective provioces,
and whereas Manitoba’s claiim to such has been ad-
Imitted by an annual grant of $100,000, and whereas sald
sum is entirely inadequate, therefore be it resoived
that during recess steps should be taken to reopen the
question with the Federal authorities with a view of
securing what is just and cquitable in the premises.

AN HOUR WITH COMMITTEES.

Immigration Facts and Figures—The
Crofters’ Condition.

OTTAWA, March 12.—At a meeting of the
Committee on Agriculture and Colonization
this morning, Mr, Lowe, Deputy Minister of
Agriculture, appeared and gave some in-
teresting facts regarding immigration. The
number of emigrants who came in by the St.
Lawrence in 1889 was 27,571, against 37,700
the previous year, 4 decrease of over 10,000.
Those reported as sqttlers coming by the St.
Lawrence in 1889 was 18,732 and to:Montreal

Manpitoba and the  Northwest was 26,809
during the year. Of these 16,000 went via
Port Arthur and 4491 by Americdn railways.
