PETROLEUM IN ATHABASCA, seven cremated it noonday.
Fire la • Washington Mattress Factory 

Spreads So Bapldlv That Seven 
Employed Were Earned.

Washington, Sept. 17.—Fire was dis­
covered at noon In the mattress factory 
of Stumph A Bros. So quickly did the 
flames spread that the operatives em­
ployed on the fourth and fifth floors 
were obliged to flee to the roof and com­
pelled to jump for their lives before the 
long ladders arrived. Four of these 
jumped, one of them, James E. Vaughn, 
sustaining such fractures that he cannot 
live. The other three all will recover. 
So rapid and complete was the work of 
the flames that within less than half 
an hour from the time of their discovery 
the greater part of the four walls had 
fallen in and the firemen had pulled down 
the sole remaining piece of brick 
over 20 feet in height, which marked the 
location of the handsome five story struc­
ture which had stood there two hours be­
fore. The work of searching for the seven 
bodies of those known to have been in the 
building and not accounted for
was begun. It was not long before the 
searchers found three bodies close to­
gether, 15 feet from the street entrance, 
every particle of clothing burned from 
them and the bodies charred beyond re­
cognition. Later the searchers found 
another of the missing ones. This body 
was discovered a few feet from the engine 
and is presumably the engineer, and this 
also was burned beyond any chance of 
recognition. The four bodies lie at the 
Morgue to-night, one barely distinguish­
able from the others except for the num­
bers placed on the charred corpses.

The fire besides destroying the Stumph 
building consumed the Woodruff building, 
a government file factory,and these build­
ings in falling wrecked five smaller struc- 
tures. The entire loss will probably be 

tne about $86,000. Insurance unknown.

Ottawa, Sept. 17.—News has been re­
ceived here by Hon. T. M. Daly, Ministef 
of the Interior, and Dr. Selwyu, Director 
ol the Geological Survey, of .most satis­
factory indications in the borings now 
being carried on by the survey in eearch 
for petroleum in the neighborhood oi 
Athabasca Landing.

Prospects of An Immense Yield. 
Edmonton, N.W.T., Sept, 2.—A trader 

down from Athabasca Landing, 100 miles 
to the north of the place, states that 
W. A. Fraser o' Toronto, who has been 
boring a test well for the Government 
in the Athabasca oil fields, has already 
struck splendid signs ot an immense de­
posit of petroleum. Fraser arrived on the 
ground on Aug. 1 ajtd commenced to bore 
on the 16th,and two days ago,when the 
trader left, a depth of 885 feet had been 
attained. The work la being pushed on 
with the greatest possible expedition. 
Dr. Selwyu bimeelf was on the 
spot and approved ol the site selected 
and takes, it is believed, a favorable view 
of the prospects.

Will Supply Canada sad Asia.
There must be something in the Atha­

basca oil country, for a syndicate, in­
cluding ope Toronto man, offered 
Dominion Government $100,000 for the 
monopoly of the oil district not many 
months ago.

If the oil is found in large quantities, 
as. there is every reason to expect, Cana­
da will own the largest oil fields in the 
world, and we will bo able to supply oil 
from Athabasca to 
Columbia and all the 
the Union, and to the islands 
Pacific. The greatest market for oil not 
yet exploited in Asia, and, if we have the 
oil in Athabasca' it can be exported from 
there to the millions of Asia cheaper than 
from any othef oil field.
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In a manner worthy of the gravity of 

the project, the Deep Waterways Conven­
tion was yesterday ushered into being. 
Delegates representing the principal cities 
of Canada and the United States were 
prelent to discuss the scheme, which has 
properly been termed continent-wide.

At both sessions there was an evidence 
of deep interest in the question, and the 
Convention went about its work in an 
extremely business-like manner. While 
not boasting n large attendance the con­
vention was certainly a representative 
one, delegates coming from all the prin­
cipal commercial organisations west of 
Toronto. Visitors came from Montreal, 
although the city by Mount Royal did 
not send any accredited representatives.

Yesterday was occupied chiefly with 
the work of organisation and of getting 
the convention into runnung order.

When Aid. Stewart opened the tenders 
for electric lighting yesterday, he un­
locked a veritable surprise packet, and 
the members of the Fire and Light Com­
mittee raised their eyebrows in aston­
ishment..

It was well 
that such was the case, otherwise the 
proceedings would have been robbed of 
considerable interest, for the announce­
ment contained in the last envelope open­
ed seemed to sound the deathknell of the 
proposed municipal electric lighting 
plant.

The Toronto Electric Light Company 
hold the present contract for lighting the 
city, and the remuneration they enjoy, 
is 29 3-4 cents per lamp per night, or 
an aggregate annual cost of $109 per 
lamp. Their contract expires at the end 
of the! present year. Now they tender to 
do the work for 20 1-2 cents per lamp 
per night, or $74.82 1-2 per annum—a 
redaction, which, on 1800 lampe,amounts 
to about $44,427 per annum.

The Fire and Light Committee met at 
11 o’clock yesterday morning for the 
purpose of opening tenders for the In - 
stallation of a municipal electric light­
ing plant, electric street lighting and

This department was divided into 
sections—engine equipments, counter, 
shafts and pulleys, belting, boilers,pumps 
and steam piping, économisera, dynamos 
and station electrical apparatus, are 
lamps, poles and overrhead circuits and 
mast arms and lamp attachments—and 
what with these and the many alterna­
tive estimates provided by the tenderers, 
the figures were so complicated that it 
was impossible to obtain an accurate 
idea of the whole cost.

“The tar sands, the principal bitumen- 

bearing formation of the district, are 
described in a preceding part of the re­
port. This unique formation is of Dakota 
age, and constitutes in this region the 
basal member of the cretaceous series. 
It rests uncomformably on the Devonian 
and is exposed overlying the latter along 
the valley of the Athabasca for a distance 
of 90 miles. Lithologically it may be 
described as a soft sandstone, the cement­
ing material of which is a bitumen or in­
spissated petroleum derived from the 
subjacent limestones. The boundaries of 
the tar sands were only precisely defined 
at\ a few points, but they were estimated 
to have a minimum distribution of fully 
1Q00 square miles, where either complete­
ly- uncovered or buried beneath a part of 
the overlying Clearwater shale on the 
highlands, and exposed in the river val­
leys. They vary in thickuess where the 
section is complete from 140 to 225 feet. 
Taking the thickness at 150 feet, and as­
suming the distribution as given above 
at 1000 square miles, the bituminous 
sands in sight amount to 28.40 cubic 
miles. Of this mass, if the preceding an­
alysis is taken as an average, although 
it is probably rather high, 22.9 per cent, 
in bulk or 6.60 cubic miles is bitumen. 
The amount of petroleum which must 
have issued from the underlying lime­
stones to produce 6.50 cubic miles, or by 
weight approximately 4,700,000,000 tons 
of bitumen, cannot now be estimated* as 
the conditions of oxidation and the or­
iginal composition of the oil is unknown. 
It must, however, have been many times 
greater than the present supply of bitu­
men.

“The commercial value of the tar sands 
themselves, as exposed at the surface, is 
at present uncertain, but the abundance 
of the material and the high percentage 
of bitumen which it contains make it pro­
bable that it may in the future be profit­
ably utilized for various purposes when 
this region is reached by railways. 
Among the uses to which it is adapted 
may be mentioned roofing, paving, insu­
lating electric wires, and it might also be 
mixed with the lignite which occurs in 
the neighborhood and pressed into bri­
quettes for fuel.

It afterwards attacked 
Frederick Vogt of East Zorra, smashing 
two of his ribs and cutting him about the 
head. He was rescued promptly by Jacob 
Falk, a neighbor, who kicked tho hull in 
the eyes. The bull was shot.

1The Chances of Oil.
“The tar sands evidence an upwelling 

of petroleum to the surface unequalled 
elsewhere in the world, but the more 
volatile and valuable constituents of the 
oil have long since disappeared, and the 
rocks from which it issues are probably 
exhausted, as the flow has ceased. In the 
extension of the tar sands under cover 
the conditions are different, and it is hero 
that oils of economic value should 
be sought. In ascending the Athabasca 
the tar sands are overlaid at Boiler Ra­
pid- by a cover of shales sufficient to pre­
vent the oil from rising to the surface, 
and in ascending the river this cover gra­
dually thickens. Favorable indications of 
the presence of oil in the vicinity of the 
Athabasca are also afforded by the ex­
istence of the natural gas springs referred 
to previously.

“The question of the continuity of the 
tar sands and their petroliferous charac­
ter under cover can, however, only be 
settled in a decided manner by boring, 
and it is highly desirable that drilling 
operations should be undertaken for this 
purpose. At the mouth of the Pelican 
River the tar sands are probably covered 
by about 700 feet of strata, and this am­
ount increases as the river is ascended. 
At the Athabasca ISShding, if the forma­
tion extends to that point, it probably 
lies* at a depth of from 1200 to 1500 feet 
below the surface, but the distance of the 
Landing from the outcrop of the tar 
sands, and the variability in the thickness 
of the cretaceous formations make it im­
possible to give more than a rough esti­
mate.”

Sept. 16, says a great bat­
tle has been fought at Ping Yang be­
tween the Chinese and Japanese troops, 
ini which the former were utterly routed. 
On Thursday a Japanese column from 
Pong Ban made a reconnaieance in force, 
drawing the fire of the Chinese forts, 
and thus ascertained their positions.

Fighting Began Saturday Morning.

By Friday night all the Japanese were 
in position for a combined attack upon 
the enemy. The Genean column threat- 

ued the left flank of the Chinese, the 
Pong Ban column threatening the Chi­
nese centre, while the Hwang Ju column 
operated against the right, which bad 
been reinforced the day before by a de­
tachment of marines from the fleet at 
the mouth of the Taitong River. The 
Chinese had utilised the old defences at 
Ping Yang, and had thrown up new 
works, making the position an exception­
ally strong one. The battle was opened 
on Saturday at daybreak by a Japanese 
fcannouade of the Chinese works, which 
was continued without cessation until 
afternoon, the Chinese responding. The 
work with the heavy guns showed good 
practice. At about 2 o’clock a body of 
infantry was thrown forward by the Jap­
anese and maintained a rifle tire upon the 
enemy until dusk.

Yesterday The World scored victory No.

The 
victory is a substantial one, but even bet­
ter results will follow later on.

In the course of this contest, which has 
been in progress many months, The World 
has found it necessary not only to pro­
duce evidence to show that the city and 
citizens are being overcharged by the elec­
tric and gas companieS, but we have had 
to expose a conspiracy that sought to 
give the Toronto Electric Light Company 
a, renewal of the contract at a slight re­
duction, if any at all, of its present ex­
cessive rates.

The conspiracy was well planned, and 
all but achieved its purpose.

On June 28 the Fire and Light Com­
mittee met to decide on the question whe­
ther the contract should be renewed or 
a civic plant acquired. At that meeting 
Secretary McGowan was brought forward 
to show that the net cost of furnishing 
an1 arc light for a year would be $108.86 
under the most favorable conditions. The

16,00# Chinese Will Fight No More.
The Pong San column, swarming over 

the defences in front, completed the rout. 
Half an hour after the attack was opened 
the positions at Ping Yang were in pos­
session of the Japanese. It is estimated 
that 20,000 Chinese soldiers were engag­
ed in the battle.. The Japanese captured 
immense stores of provisions, munitiôns 
of war and hundreds of colors. The Chin­
ese loss is estimated at 16,000 killed, 
wounded and taken prisoners. Among 
those captured by the Japanese are sev­
eral of the commanding officers, including 
General Tso Fung, commander-in-chief of 
the Manchurian army, who was severely 
wounded.

The Japanese loss is only 80 killed and 
270 wounded, including 11 officers. Most 
of the casualties among the Japanese oc­
curred during the first day’s fighting and 
very few were the result of night attack.

This Settles the War For a Time
The Japanese forces are in active pur­

suit of the fugitives, who have thrown 
away their arms and readily yield them­
selves prisoners. A desultory war may 
be carried on for some time to come, but 
unless China shall succeed in getting an­
other army into the peninsula, Corea will 
undoubtedly remain in possession of the 
Japanese.

Searching the Monies for Oflleers.
Within 10 hours alter the conclusion of 

the battle the military engineers had 
completed a field telegraph line from 
Seoul to Ping-Yang. A number of prison­
ers were brought into the Japanese camp 
from* houses in which they had hidden 
themselves during the final assault. Sev­
eral thousand Chinese fled towards a val- 
lay to the northward and, finding their 
retreat in this direction cut off, 
die red in a body. Pi mg-Yang is now beinj 
searched in the belief that a number o 
important Chinese officers are in hiding 
in the city and under the protection of 
friendly Coreans.

The number of Chinese killed in the 
battle is estimated at 2300. 
of Ping-Yang were badly shattered by 
the cannonade which was poured upon 
them by the guns of the Japanese, but the 
city itself is slightly damaged.

A flying column of the Japanese army 
is pushing northward with the object of 
taking possession of the mountain passes. 
At the same time a proclamation has 
been issued promising full protection to 
the Coreans if they will refrain from acts 
of hostility toward the Japanese. On 
the other hand they are informed that 
if they give shelter to or engage in 
traffic with the Chinese they will be 
summarily dealt witty by process of mar­
tial law.

A despatch from Tokio says: Continu­
ous artillery salutes are being fired in 
celebration of the victory of the Japanese 
aimy.
Aa Invasion of China Expected at Shanghai

The Shanghai Mercury prints a special 
edition containing despatches from the 
front and in its editorial comm,, ate on the 
result of the battle expresses full appre­
ciation of the crushing defeat and great 
slaughter of the picked troops, compris­
ing the Chinese army engaged. The paper 
dilates upon the consequences of the dis­
aster to the Chinese army and expresses 
well grounded fear of a speedy Japanese 
invasion.

pire supported the conspiracy as ably as 
it could, but it protested too much in 
its favor, and as it turned out, its sup­
port was really responsible for the rout 
that the conspirators were put to. The 
Empire claimed that “it was very fortu­
nate for the taxpayer that Secretary 
McGowan was called in to verify the 
engineer’s report.’* Furthermore, The 
Empire “took it for granted that McGow­
an’s figures were correct,” and it called 
upon Engineer Keating to prove that they 
were not. How ridiculous this is the 
public may judge when they are reminded 
that McGowan is merely a desk official, 
without any practical or scientific elec­
tric education. He was merely a stool 
pigeon set up by the men who were work­
ing in favor of the Toronto Electric Light 
Company.

McGowan, in fact, had received all his 
statistics from the Toronto Electric Co., 
and several of the aldermen were aware 
of this fact. It was manifestly absurd 
to say that the onus rested with Mr. 
Keating to disprove McGowan’s figures. 
Mr. Keating had already disproved them 
by the figures he had collected from all 

the United States, showing that 
many cities were getting arc lights at 
even less than $76 a year.

The Globe of the same morning thought 
we ought to go slowly, that it would, be 
wise to wait for Niagara power, and it 
finally fell back on McGowan’s figures 
for its chief argument against the es­
tablishment of a municipal plant. It 
said : “In regard to the Engineer’s fig­
ures, it is important to note that the 
calculations of Mr. McGowan, secretary 
of the Fire Department, do not make 
out as strong a case for civic lighting as 
that established by Mr. Keating. The 
wary taxpayers will be inclined to add 
a percentage to the figures of each.” 
According to The Globe, then, the city 
would be getting its light at a cheap 
figure if it secured it at McGowan’s es-. 
timate of $103.85 for each arc light.

At the time in question The World 
pointed out that it was the president 
of the Incandescent Light Co., Mr. W. 
R. Brock, who used the columns of The 
Empire, of which he is also president, 
to further the interests of the triangular 
monopoly; and that Mr. Jaffray, also in 
the electric combine, used the columns 
of The Globe for the same purpose. Here 
was a flagrant case of the prostitution 
of the press. Instead of watching the 
interests of the people and of their read­
ers, these two journals were covertly 
scheming in the interests of the electric 
companies as against the citizens.

However, the plot was exposed, and j 
the effect of the exposure was seen in 
the figures that were given to the pub­
lic yesterday. Had the job gone through 
we would be paying for the next five 
years the McGowan estimate of $103.86 
each light. As it is, we have an offer 
of a shade less than $75 per light—an 
aggregate saving of over $37,000 a year 
for live years. This is a big saving, 
indeed, but later on we hope to be able 
to show that it is a small affair com­
pared with the substantial advantages 
that the city and citizens will reap if 
they instal a plafrit of their own.

While building operation» are alack and 
there are a large number of men out ol 
employment in the city, the Dominion 
Government should proceed with the ne- 
ceeeary improvement» in the various pub­
lic buildings in Toronto. The customs 
house, examining warehouse, postofiice 
hud Receiver-General’s office all require 
a thorough overhauling.

The customs house was built about 
twenty year» ago, and there has never 
been a dollar spent on the interior for 
cleaning, kaleomining or painting. In 
the long room there are crack» in the 
plaster through which a man conld put 
his hand, while the ornaments in the plas­
ter have in many cases fallen off. The 
walls are filthy, dirty. On the ground 

■ floor about thirty yards of plaster have 
falls » off the ceiling.

The examining warehouse is in an 
equally woeful condition of ill-repair. At 
the present time parties having business 
to transact 
the customs 
staircase to the express office. There is 
plenty of room on the ground floor where 
the express office could be located. This 
has been reported on the estimates made, 
but nothing has so far been done. The 
floors of the examining warehouse are 
rotten, and in some places have had to 
be taken upl entirely, while the roof leaks 
badly. The premises require a thorough 
overhauling.

The Receiver-General ie crowded out 
and needs increased accommodation in 
the way of vaults, there being nothing 
like sufficient space.

The Inland Revenue Department is also 
too crowded and extra space is required 
here.

The postofiice requires remodelling 
throughout, additional room provided for 
letter carrière and the sorting depart­
ment, while the roof leaks.

Toronto is one of the best paying points 
In the Dominion of Canady, and is treat­
ed the worst. The Government should 
lose no time in carrying out the neces­
sary repairs and improvements.
