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THE NEW TRINITY CHURCH, WATFOBD.

CHURCH DEDICATION
The New Trinity Church, Watford, will 

be Dedicated and Opened for Service 
March 30th.

The new Trinity Church will be opened 
and dedicated to God’s service on Sun­
day, March 30th, 1913, when three serv­
ices will Lie held. . At 11a.m., Jlis Lord- 
ship the Bishop of Huron will dedicate 
the building and preach. He will also 
preach at the evening service. In the 
afternoon, Rev. Roger Howard will 
preach. There will be special music at 
all services and the choir will appear 
vested for the first time.

For the benefit of readers at a distance, 
a short description of the building and 
furnishings is given.

The building is a fine structure built of 
red pressed brick on medusa cement 
blocks which show six feet above the 
level, It is situated on the corner .of 
Main and St. Clair streets, on the lot 
where the home of the late George How­
ard stood. The building is 34x65 with 
tower 10x10 extending on the south east 
corner. The roof is slate. Entering the 
tower several stairs lead up to the church 
proper, and stairs down lead to the 
schoolroom. Entering the church one 
is deeply impressed by the beauty of the 
building and the richness of the windows 
and furnishings. The ceiling is of nar­
row Georgia pine, in natural color, and is 
divided into 26 panels. At night the 
building is brilliantly lighted by twenty- 
four 40 c. p. tungsten lamps, eight in the 
ceiling and the rest bracketed on the 
walls. The upper portion of the walls 
are painted a light drab, the lower part a 
sky"blue, the decorations are black and 
gold and the doors and sills grained. 
There are two side aisles and a centre 
aisle, which together with the chancel ' 
are richly carpeted. The seats have ‘ 
quarter-cut oak ends on each of which is ! 
carved a maltese cross. They were made j 
by Wm. Smith & Co., Chesley. The 
windows, 26 in number (20 of them 
twins) are all made of richest stained 
glass. The three chancel windows were 
placed by the Rev. O. W. Howard, of 
Montreal, and Rev. R. S. W. Howard, of 
Chatham, in memory of their parents 
Mr. and Mrs. Geo. Howard and uncle, 
Mr. Lawson Williams. Tl^ese windows 
aie after the Eglish style^Cud were manu­
factured by the MacCausland Co., of 
Toronto. The subject of the windows is 
“Feed My Lambs.” On north side of the 
nave is a window in memory of John and 
Ann Mavity, erected by their daughter, 
Mrs. C. A. Class. The subject of this 
window is “Behold I stand at the door 
and knock.” Next to this is the 
Daughters of the King window, elaborate 
in design, bearing the words “Harken, 
O daughter, and consider, and incline 
thine ear.” On the south side of the 
building Mrs. Thomas Woods has placed 
two windows in memory of her husband. 
The subjects of these are “Getlisamene” 
and “The Good Shepherd.” Next to 
these is a window, the subject of which 
is “Consider the Lillies,” erected in 
memory of the late Peter Dodds by his 
family. At the east end of the building 
are three windows, the large centre one 
being placed by Mrs. D. S. Childs, of 
Flint, Mich., in memory of her parents, 
Clark and Sarah Vananken. The sub­
ject is “St. Cecellia.” The subject 
matter of the smaller supporting 
windows is “Cross and Crown” and 
“Bible and Dove.” The remaining wind­
ows are of cathedral glass, and all (ex­
cept the chancel) were manufactured by 
the Hobbs Hardware Co., of London.

The chancel furnishings are very im­
posing. "Sm^e hi tar rail, lecturn and pul­
pit book-stana are of heavy, burnished 
brass, and were presented to the church 
by Mr. and Mrs. D. H. Howden, of Lon­
don. The polished brass prayer desk is 
the gift of Miss Isabel Harris, of Wel­
land, and her sister Miss Kate Harris, of 
Watford. On it rests a large prayer 
book, the gift of Mr. and Mrs. T. 
A. Adams, who also gave the two brass 
offertory plates. The credence table, 
made of oak, and the handsome book­
markers, are the gifts of Rev. and Mrs. 
W. M. Shore, of Warwick. On the rear 
table are two heavy brass flower vases, 
the gift of Mrs. (Dr.) James, of Sarnia., 
The engraved brass alms basin (imported 
from England) is the^jjip. of Mr. and

Mrs. Thos. Harris. The altar service- 
books are the gift of Mrs. Henry Conn, 
of Sarnia, and the elaborate altar frontal 
was given by Mr. and Mrs. A. G. Brown. 
Allethe brass work was made by the 
Dennis Iron and. Wire Co., of London.

On the left ,of the chancel is the vestry 
from which stairs descend to the base­
ment. On the right of the chancel is the 
organ chamber containing the pipe or­
gan, an instrument of very pure tone and 
considerable volume. The church has a 
seating capacity of 280.

The basement school room is 31x46 feet 
with 10X ft. ceiling, and is a bright and 
pleasant room. It is not yet furnished 
but will be in time for the opening. The 
building is heated with a large Kelsey 
Warm Air Generator, put in by the 
Howden Est. *

The contractors were Henry Hume and 
Arthur Higgins. Wm. Marwick did the 
brick and cement work, and London 
slaters were engaged to do the slating. 
T. Dodds & Son did the tin work, glass- 
work and eavetroughing, and F. J. 
Hughes the painting and decorating.

The building'is complete in every par­
ticular and is probably the handsomest 
and best furnished church of its size in 
Western Ontario.

place, moping about and indulging in 
mournful complaints, he naturally 
feels that it is no place for him, and 
he at one shakes the dust off his feet 
while he pulls out with all possible 
speed for some other place. Conse­
quently try and make a live, enter­
prising town out of the one in which 
you live. When you are working 
for or saying a good thing for your 
town you are accomplishing all the 
more for yourself.

One of the saddest things in rural 
Ontario is the neglected cemetery to 
be found here and there in every dis­
trict. Broken and over-turned tomb- 
etones, weeds and undergrowth, 
sometimes down fences and stock 
running among the graves, make up 
a sad picture. Surely the living owe 
soibething more than this to the 
dead. A little money, a little time, 
a little thought of duty is all that is 
required to remedy past neglect. A 
high-class funeral, a mountain of ex­
pensive flowhrs, new black clothes 
and much crepe, the ornate church 
service, a flood of tears more or less 
prolonged, a mostly monument and 
—then utter neglect of the sacred 
spot where the dead sleep. Plenty 
of time for all social, commercial and 
political gatherings, but no time to 
get together and do something for- 
the decent upkeep of the place where 
our dear ones lie.

The Home on the 
Hackensack

A Story ol General Wash­
ington's Secret Service

By WILLIAM T. HANCOCK

There still stands on the Hqekwisnt’k 
river, in New Jersey, after weathering 
the politlcul and atmospheric «tonne of 
nearly two centurie», a floe specimen 
of the homestead» built by the early 
Dutch «çttlera In America. It was for­
ty years old when the Revolutiomiry 
war opened, and Its original owner bail 
then long passed away.

a commission in the army, and, his re­
quest having been granted, he openly 
took sides with the patriots.

Rural Mail Regulations
New regulations have been received by 

postmasters fçom the Postoffice Depart­
ment, governing the duties of . rural mail 
couriers and the extension of their work 
among boxholders. Each courier is sup­
plied with a school bag attachment m 
which is a supply of stamps,money orders, 
postal notes, requisitions, receipts, etc., 
which he is supposed to distribute among 
his patrons, who, when a money order or 
postal note is required^ must fill out one 
of these orders and hand it to the courier^ 
not leave it in the box. If any registered 
mail comes for residents along a route, 
they are served with a notice one day, 
the letters or other registered matter is 
brought them the next day and receipts 
are taken for same by the courier, who- 
also gives certificates for registered mat­
ter handed him on the road, "and receipts 
for moneys given him for postal notes, 
etc., for which requisition is made. Each 
courier carries a special stamp pouch, 
from which he dispenses stamps, not 
singly, but in 25c or 60c lots, and only tç^ 
persons who have boxes.

To the Editor of-the Guide-Advocate.

Dear Editor,—Please allow me a little 
space in the Guide-Advocate for the pur­
pose of referring to a subject that is 
being widely discussed these days. On 
Wednesday of this week, March 19th, 
the centennial of the b^rth of Dr. David 
Livingstone occurs, and all the evangel­
ical denominations the world over are 
making an effort, I understand, to cele­
brate in some way this notable event. 
Now, the question being asked by many 
people is this : “What denomination 
did Dr. Livingstone belong to?” I have 
met a number who were of the opinion 
that he belonged to the Presbyterian 
body ; I have met others who regarded 
him as an Anglican, while quite a few 
are not sure what he was. Now for the 
purpose of making clear to the readers of 
the Guide-Advocate the true denomina­
tional identity of Livingstone, let me 
state a few particulars about his life.

David Livingstone was Lorn in Blan- 
tyre, Scotland, in the year 1813. His 
parents were poor, but honest and up­
right, and were exceedingly anxious that c 
their three sons should fill honorable ' 
positions in life. Their prayers were 
answered. John, the eldest, emigrated 
to this country and became a prosperous 
farmer. He died, some years ago at 
Listowel, Ont-, and is buried there. 
Charles, the youngest, went to the United 
States, and there became a minister of 
the Gospel. David, the second son, was 
he who was destined to travel where no 
white man had ever trod, and on whose 
life-work just now the attention of the 
wnole world Christian is turned. Neil 
Livingstone, the father of the mission­
ary, had been a deacon in the old Cong’l 
chapel at Blantyre tefr twenty-two years 
before he died, and all his family were 
members of that place of worship. At 
the age of nineteen, David Livingstone 
made his way to the University of Glas­
gow for the purpose of studing medicine, 
and thereby fitting himself for foreign 
missionary work. While in Glasgow he 
also studied theology under the leader­
ship of Rev. Dr, Wardlaw—one ot Scot­
ian’s most famous divines, who trained 
men for the Congregational ministry. 
On obtaining his Diploma of Licentiate 

jlt-Paenity^of Physicians and Surgeons, 
^Livingstone was accepted by the directors 

of the London Missionary Society for 
service in the foreign missionary, field, 
and in due time he made his way to the 

1 Dark Continent, there to carry out his 
great and noble work. Now I would 
like to explain clearly to all who might 
be interested, that the Lohdcn Missionary 
Society, under whose auspices Living­
stone went to Africa, is not in any way 
connected with the Presbyterian body, 
nor with the Anglican body; it is strictly 
and entirely Congregational in its con­
stitution, and is maintained by the Con-
fregational churches of Great Britain.

he Society will accept men from other 
denominations for service abroad, but 
they all adopt Congregationalism before 
going. Dr. Livingstone, however, be­
longed to the Congregational body before 
he was accepted by the London Missiun-
