SAVED THE PARTRIDGE.

Tliree-Year Closed Season Had Good 
Results.

Trout fishermen from all parts of 
the province of Ontario bring glad 
tidings to gun sportsmen and nature 
lovers at large.

And that is that the dram of the 
partridge is once more heard in the 
land.

Since 1918 there has been a close 
season on partridge, which ends on 
November 5 of this year. This close 
season seems to have had the desired 
result. For years the unlimited 

,slaughter of Ontario’s finest game 
bird went on unchecked. Then sports­
men took alarm. The partridge, 
which used to he frequently found in 
wood lots on farms not an hour’s run 
from Toronto, suddenly disappeared. 
Even to the desolate stretches of the 
Georgian Bay and in Muskoka it be­
came a rare bird. His muffled drum­
ming no longer thrilled the early 
trout fisherman with visions of the 
autumn hunt.

Three years’ close season, in which 
the killing of any partridge was for­
bidden and three ideal springs dur- 
ing the resting period have done 

' wonders to depopulate scores of coun­
ties with the disappearing bird.

And-—more credit still to the de­
partment—there is a strictly limited 
"bag.” Only five partridge may be 
killed on any one day. Only five 
may be found in a man's possession 
at any one time. And only ten part­
ridge may be killed by one man in 
any one season!

If that Isn't giving the partridge a 
chance and at the same time giving 
ail but a game-hog a reasonable 
amount of sport, what is?

The United States sportsmen are 
very much worried this year over the 
game bird and animal situation. 
Cheap licenses and unlimited bags 
and long open seasons are blamed 
for the destruction of game in many 
parts of the States. William T. 
Hornaday, director of the New York 
Zoological Park, had a full page 
article in the Sunday Tribune re­
cently entitled “Thoughtless Amer­
ican Hunters Are Killing Their Own 
Sport." He advocates far larger non­
resident license fees, much shorter 
open seasons, and a severely restrict­
ed limit to the number of all kinds 
of game that may be killed.

In some respects Ontario has to 
co-operate with the States in regard 
to some kinds of game, such as ducks 
and geese. If the United States per­
mits the limitless killing of wild 
ducks there is no use restricting 
Canadian gunners, as ducks are mi­
gratory, and our preserving of them 
would merely enlarge the United 
States bags. Ducks may now be shot 
In Ontario from September 1 to De­
cember 15, and the limit of one man 
is 200 in a season. Sale of any game 
bird is now prohibited, and that will 
save some ducks. v

In regard to deer, the situation 
seems good. Mr. D. McDonald, De­
puty Minister of Game and Fisheries, 
says that deer are abundant through 
the forested parts of the province 
and especially in the country north 
and west of Lake Superior. The 
short season and limit of one deer 
per hunter has helped increase their 
number.

There are now three different Rea­
sons and three separate zones for 
deer-hunting in Ontario. South of 
the line of the French River, Lake 
Ntpissing and Matlawa river, the 
season is from November 6 to Novem­
ber 20. a period of 18 days. North of 
that line to the Canadian .National 
Railway, the former G.T.P., the sea­
son is from October 26 to November 
20. a period of 37 days. Noyth of the 
Canadian National (G.T.P.), from 
October 1 to November 30, a period 
of two mdnthe. Thus the Canadian 
sportsman has plenty of time to select 
his hunting trip.

Men and Women Who Have Gone 
Over Niagara Falls.

When Charles G. Stephens, Eng­
land’s daring young man of 56, went 
to his death over Niagara Falls in a 
barrel he was merely following the 
trail that was blazed by a woman, 
comments the New York Evening 
Post. Mrs. Anna Edson Taylor, 43, 
entered an oaken barrel weighed 
down by a blacksmith's anvil and 
tumbled over what is never called 
anything but "the fearful brink.” 
She emerged somewhat hysterical but 
quite alive, and being a school teach­
er said she was not sorry she had 
done it "it it would help her finan­
cially."

People will tell you that numbers 
of mad adventurers have gone over 
the falls in a barrel, but only two are 
on record: Mrs. Taylor, the pioneer, 
in 1901, and Bobby Leach, who made 
the dive in a steel cask in 1911. 
Plenty have plunged without a bar­
rel, willingly or unwillingly, and un­
counted breath-taking feats have 
been performed at the Whirlpool 
Rapids, where the only barrel fatality 
(also a woman, Maud Willard) oc­
curred. But Mr. Stephens will by no 
means be guilty of a commonplace 
in braving the Horseshoe Falls itself.
It is a drop of 168 feet, and the 
time and place of "exit cannot be ar­
ranged beforehand.

Bobby Leach is the one human be­
ing who ever saw the falls, so to 
speak, from the inside. Mrs. Taylor 
dropped from the higher to the lower 
level of the river outside the main 
flow of wild waters, but the weighty 
of Leach’s barrel caused him to 
pierce the spill and drop through the 
heart of the cataract, at which point 
Re' pulled the plug out of the airhole 
in order to enjoy the unique glory 
of the view. He had telephoned hie 
wife that he was coming home by 
way of the Horseshoe.

Efforts were made to arrest hita 
before he could start on the voyage, 
but once launched he qulcked reach­
ed a location to which the police did 
not care to follow him.

The fashion of doing Niagara 
stunts began in 1829, when Sam 
Patch leaped from a tower ninety 
feet high on Goat Island to safety 
in the waters of the lower Niagara. 
The appalling tightrope performances 
of M. Blondin and the Signorina 
Spelterina followed, and in 1861 
Capt. Joel Robinson in his heavily 
mortgaged old tub, "The Maid of the 
Mist,” dashed through the rapids in 
order to escape paying levy. After 
Carlisle D. Graham, the Philadelphia 
cooper, began knocking about among 
the giant waves and wicked eurrti ’s 
of the whirlpool in a barrel in 1886. 
he was followed by so many barrel 
voyagers, some even journeying in 
couples, that the feat lost its novelty.

To cap the climax a venturesome 
cow in 1910, having been brought up 
beside the falls and hence knowing 
no better, got into the extraordinary 
habit of wading out near the whirl­
pool’s edge and standing there chew­
ing her cud, greatly vexing sight­
seers who had come to be awed.

Eskimo Develop Mentally.
Although isolated for thousands of 

years, anthropologists assert the Es­
kimo has developed mentally and 
physically to such an extraordinary 
degree that he can teach every race 
many things. He developed theories 
long ago that modern men are begin­
ning to think about only now. He 
has outstripped other races in that 
he makes himself the playmate and 
the educator of his own children. An 
orphan among the Eskimos soon 
finds a home and is given the best 
of care and education.

The Eskimo regards honesty as 
paramount. He will never misrepre­
sent facts, and although he may 
want to dispose of an article badly 
he will rather depreciate it than run 
the risk of over-praising. A man 
who lies or deceives another is se­
verely punished.

An Eskimo will not permit a fel- 
lowman to need for food or clothing, 
once he has enough for himself and 
his family. War, to the parka-hooded 
men of the north, is unknown. They 
decide differences by staging dance- 
duels and out-singing each other, ahd 
old men act as judges to decide win­
ners. In this way honor is satisfied 
Brutality is unknown. In combating 
nature, fighting the walrus the 
whale and the bear with primitive 
weapons, the Eskimo displays un­
usual coolness and plans his way out 
of danger with extreme self-posses-

Some farmers have been quick to 
grasp the lesson for 1921 in the 
sharp decline lately in the number 
of breeding sows. A canvass ‘of hog 
breeders in Ontario in the last two 
weeks shows that the trade in young 
stock to replenish the supplies on 
farms has not for many years been 
more active than this fall. One well- 
known breeder in Ontario states he 
is almost sold out With twenty-five 
years’ knowledge of the Canadian 
bftpon trade, he attributes this to the 
fact that farmers have come to under 
stand that there is “sure money” for 
the man who can breed for litters 

..•next spring.
Yet the awakening has to go fur­

ther. In some sections of the Prairie 
Provinces the drop was as much as 
60 to 76 per cent, compared with two 
years ago. In the Eastern and Mari­
time Provinces also marked reduc­
tions have been recorded. Not until 
every farmer understands that it is 
best to keep or secure and to breed 
at once his normal number of sows 
will conditions begin to be steadied.

The importance of a quick recov­
ery cannot be over-emphasized. The 
great harvest of feed grains now 
available will largely be disposed of 
at a loss if not fed to live stock. 
Prices of hogs today compare more 
favorably with the price of grains 
than for some time and the demand 
exceeds the marketings. Canadian 
overseas markets demand steady sup­
port if they are not to be lost.

In no line of live stock is the sup- 
iply so cut down. It is already cer­
tain that hog prices and consequent­
ly bacon prices will remain compar­
atively high next year. Whatever is 
done to restore supplies must be done 
quickly. The breeding season for 
pigs begins in the first week in Nov­
ember and continues only until about 
the middle of December. If the op­
portunity is allowed to slip the re­
covery in numbers will be so retard­
ed that our present cheap foods will 
be still more cheapened, leading to 
loss. '

PARTICULARS OF MISS BOWIE’S 
' DEATH

(From Alvinston Free Press)
A sad fatality which has cast a 

sad gloom over the community took 
place Tuesday afternoon about 4.30 
when a Chevrolet car, driven by Miss 
Florabel Bowie, daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. John Bowie, of Brooke, met in a 
head-on collision with train No. 364, 
eastbound, on the G. T. R. at the 
second crossing just outside of town, 
alongside of Darwin Oke’s residence.

The deceased had been in town 
with her sister, who was to take the 
train from Alvinston which caused 
her death. After leaving her at the 
station, she had started on her way 
home. Along the roadway she pick­
ed up two school children, Orval and 
Annie Wallis, 10 rid 9 years, and 
was going to give them a ride home. 
From 4vhat we cun find out she was 
driving along at a fair rate of speed 
when she neared the railway and 
apparently did not notice the train 
coming. At this point the view of _ 
the track is very limited until you f 
get right onto the track, as an orch-1 
ard and buildings of Mr, Oke hide 
from view any train coming from the 
west.

Dr. Axford and Mr. Oke were in 
the orchard at the time and saw the 
train coming, also the car. They 
shouted a warning to her that the,' 
train was coming, but she evidently 
did not hear them until it was too 
late. The stories are contradictory 
whether she ran into the train or 
whether she met the front of the 
engine head on. But from the fact 
that the fender on the engine and a 
step are broken, it is supposed she 
did not notice the train until she was 
right upon it. She swerved the car in 
the direction that the train was going 
in an effort to save herself but the 
force of the collision completely 
overturned the car, demolishing it.

She was thrown clear of the car, 
up against the fence, where she was 
found immediately afterwards by Dr. 
Axford, with a fractured skull. She 
did not regain consciousness and died 
in about twenty minutes. The child­
ren who were with her escaped in a 
marvellous manner,- the boy being 
thrown about 120 feet and the girl 
90 feet. They suffered no more than 
a severe shaking up and cannot rec­
ollect how they were thrown that 
way.

Miss Bowie, who was in her 19th 
year, was well and favorably known 
throughout this community and her 
sudden death can hardly be realized 
by her many friends. The funeral 
took place Thursday afternoon to 
Alvinston cemetery.

Seme years ago Dr. Baraduc of 
Parts attempted to photograph the 
soul at the moment of It» departure 
from the body, at death. Bis wife 
was lying upon a bed, and from her 
body Issued, at the very moment of 
dissolution, three white, misty ball* 
which gradually condensed and con­
solidated lnte one—being bound to­
gether, apparently by white threads^ 
Hereward Carrington writes In ten- 
lie’s. Dr. Baraduc took photographs, 
on specially prepared plates, every 
fifteen minutes for three hoofs after 
death, and on all these plates obtained 
these marking»—shewing the gradual 
process of the withdrawal of the soul 
from the body, and Its final detach­
ment therefrom some hours later. 
These photographs represent so far 
as we can see, the first successful ac­
tual photographs which have been 
taken of the departure of the soul 
from the body at the moment of death.

They are net, however, the first 
’•’psychic" photographs which have 
been made, since Dr. Durvllte, In 
Prance, and ethers, have obtained suc­
cessful markings upon photographic, 
plates, of radiations Issuing from the 
human bedy. Dr. McDougall of Hay-' 
erhill, Mais., all», some years* ago, 
succeeded (apparently) in weighing 
the soul at the moment of deathi He 
found that it weighed about two and, 
a quarter ounces. He placed the pa­
tient, bed and all, upon a delicate 
balance,* and, *t the very moment of, 
death, «be balance showed a sudden 
and unaccountable loss of between twej 
and two and a half Ounces.

Retention of the Meconium 
Foals Very Common.

in

Symptoms Described—Anticipation of 
the Trouble Advised and Mechan­
ical Treatment Suggested — Live 
Stock Notes.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture. Toronto.)

D
URING foetal life the liver of 
th< foal Is active. It secretes 

a limited quantity of bile, 
which after being conveyed to 
the small Intestine becomes formed 

into dark-colored balls of various 
slid» and different densities. These 
pass backwards and occupy the in­
testines. The substance Is called the 
"meconium." At birth the rectum 
Is usually full and both the large and 
small intestine contain a considerable 
quantity. Under normal conditions 
a quantity of this substance le voided 
shortly after birth and at frequent 
Intervals afterwards until It has all 
been voided and the excreta Voided 
afterwards Is of a yellow color. The 
appearance of yellow faeces always 
Indicates that the meconium has been 
all voided and that the excreta ap­
pearing is the effete material of nour­
ishment taken after birth. This con­
dition should be present at about 24 
hours after birth. In many cases, 
either through want of sufficient ex­
pulsive force or by reason of some 
lumps of meconium being so large 
that the animal cannot force them 
through the anys, the substance Is 
not voided. Retention of tneconium • 
probably causes more deaths in foals 
than any other condition.

Symptoms.—The foal elevates the 
tall, arches the back, and makes In­
effectual efforts to defecate. At first 
he does not appear to suffer acutely, 
but as none passes he becomes un­
easy, the efforts are more violent and 
more frequent, he refuses to nurse 
normally, and later on will not nurse 
at all; lies a great deal evidently suf­
fering acutely, becomes more uneasy 
and weak and dies in a variable time.

Treatment.—Some breeders give a 
laxative or purgative immediately 
after birth as a preventive. This, we 
consider, is a mistake, as it Gotten 
causes acute diarrhoea, which Is al­
ways serious and often fatal.

When we know that the trouble 
is in the rectum and that drugs given 
by the mouth have little or no effect 
upon the contents of this organ, we 
can readily see that by increasing 
the actions of the Interior intestines, 
but not removing the cause of trou­
ble, is very liable to cause serious 
complications, in cases where reten­
tion -Is present. In most cases the 
trouble can be removed mechanically, 
by the attendant carefully trimming 
the nail of his forefinger (in order 
to avoid scarifying the lining mem­
brane of the rectum) inserting the 
finger Into the rectum and removing 
all of the meconium he can reach. 
Then giving an injection of a few 
ounces of warm soapy water or water 
and oil or glycerine. This to be re­
peated at interdis of 4 to 6 hours, or 
oftener if symptoms indicate a neces- . 
sity, until the faeces become yellow. 
The condition is not so often noticed 
in foals whose dams have had con­
siderable grass before parturition, as 
in those of dams who have been on 
dry food.

It ie probably wise for the atten­
dant to anticipate the trouble and 
mechanically remove the meconium 
of all foals shortly after birth. When 
carefully done it cannot injuriously 
affect the colt, it avoids trouble and 
at least relieves the foal of the neces­
sary efforts to void the substance.— 
J. H. Reed, V.S., O. A. College.

This Job is preferably done after 
threshing, as the dust from threshing 
tend* to settle In subies, especially 
of the "Bank-Barn” style, which are 
all too common on Canadian dairy 
farms. Under a barn, and especially 
when housed with other animals. U 
not an Ideal place tor milch cows.

Select th* Breeding Poultry Stock.
In selecting the male always look 

for a vigorous, active bird, whose 
head Is broad with a comb of bright 
red color. The sides o'f the shank* 
or legs should show considerable red 
color. Be sure that such a bird has » 
well-muscled breast that is straight. 
If possible secure one bred from a 
laying hen.

All that has been said of the mal* 
applies to the female. Most laylny 
hens do not develop much Internal 
fat on what Is commonly called a crop 
behind. Those of the yellow-legged 
broods lose much of this color, and 
those broods having white ear lobw 
show very little, if any, cream colon 
In them if the bird is a good layer, 
—Ontario Agricultural College Notes,
