who became acquainted with these
great souls who were struggling out
into .the light of a new freedom. It
created a body of co-operation which
proved a great force in a bigger vis-
icn and cleaner civic life.

The same result was achieved in
the work among the children. The
children learned . cooking, sewing,
housekeeping, household economics,
sanitation and hygiene; put they
got more than that. They got the
personal inspiration of the characters
of the fifty-eight volunteer workers,
who either taught their classes or act-
ed as big sisters, big brothers, or
home advisers to those families. Dis-
couraged mothers made another try

#cleaning up and, trying, succeeded.
Children learned to make their own
nightgowns, and in doing so learned
the habit of going to bed in a healthy
way instead of with the limited pre-
paration of taking off their boots and
saying their prayers. Where boys and
girls were breaking with the home,
the sincere respect of the uptown
mother for her down-town neighbor
brought back that respect and saved
the Children's Aid Society a “ward.”
The very first people of the city of
Fort William are among our personal
workers, and it is as it should be.

When children are ill and should
5o to the hospital, the personal friena
of that home calls for the mother,
goes with her to the hospital, dissi-
pates all the foolish fears these poor
primitive people have for institutions
and proves a valuable aid to the mel-

‘lusmule a course of lectures on the
care of the baby. These simple direc-
tions which had been demonstrated,
were printed ip the people’s native
language on one side of lidtie
pamphlet for the mothers to keep for
reference, and on the other side in
English for the childrep to read. Thus
we are .training the future mothers
also.

And do they give it back? Yes, one
thousand fold. We had a mothers’
club, where Italian and Austrian

iothers knitted socks and made
comforts for the Italian and British
soldiers. When our city librarian
wished to take a library survey of the
city of Fort William (by the way, we
have a branch of the public library
and do a great deal toward cirecting
their reading), she was stuck at the
foreign quarter. I asked my senior |
class if those who would like to do
something for their city would remain
at the close of the night school. All re-
mained and I sent them out two and
two—Italian and Slav—to do that
quarter of the cilty, and we werc
forced to conclude that no
volunteer workers did their
better.

When a local option campaizn was
put op at the head of the lakes a
young man who got his training with
us took charge of the foreign sec-
tion of Port Arthur, and every poll
gave over the sixty per cent. vote
for the Lill.

HOSPITAL SHIPS
SUNK

Londcn, Nov. 22—Tht British hos-
pital ship Britannic has been sunk
with the loss of about 50 lives, says a
British official announcement to-day.
The Britannic was sunk by a mine or
a torpedo yesterday morning in the
Aegean Sea, according to the official
statment. There were 1,106 survivors,
of whom about 28 were injured.

London. November 24.—The British
hospital ship Braemar Castle of 6,280
tons gross, bound from Saloniki to
Maita, with wounded, has been mined
or torpedoed in the Aegean Sea, it
was officially announced today. All
on board were saved.

London, Nov. 25—A raid by six
the English coast, which took place on
the Engish coast, which took place on

f’l‘hursday night, was announced offici-

ally today. The raid was ineffective,
according to the statement, which de-
clares that the six German destroy-
ers participating in it steamed away
quickly after firing a dozen rounds, one
shell striking a small vessel but caus-
ing little damage, and no injury to the
crew. Apparently the raiders were
operating in the vicinity of Ramsgate
the coast, about fifteen miles
north of Dover,

Orsova and Craiova, and perhaps re-
joined forces on the Alt.

Optimists here expect a strong
counter-offensive at the right moment
by the strong Russo-Roumanian
force known to be in the Alt Valley.

The situation in Roumania, as de-
scribed in today’s news, shows that
General, Von Falkenhayn's forces,
having gained the railway at Craiova,
have rapidly pushed to the southeast,
and are, according to German official
accounts, already in touch with Field
Marshal Von Mackensen’s forces,
which crossed the Danube at Zim-
nitza, and advanced with equal rapid-
ity and are now before Alexandria.

The German reports do not state
where the two forces -joined hands,
but says that the roads leading east-
ward from the Alt River are encum-
bered with fleeing Roumanian supply
columns, and marked by burning
villages.

The Roumanian official communi-
cation, to a large extent corroboraies
this news by reporting an engage-
ment with an enemy column advanc-
ing towards Roshiori de Vede, cn the
railway, a little north of Alexandria.
Thus the Central forces are now ».ith-
in fifty miles of Bucharest, which is
threatened from the west, north and

south.

DIPHTHERIA IS PREVALENT.

—
(Issued by the - Department of the
Public Health, Nova Scotia.)
While there is no season in which
we are quite free from this disease, it
is usually most common during the
colder months. It would appear that
our experience of former years, in
this respect, is to be repeated this
year. Recently cases of the disease
are being reported from many parts of
this Province, and several communi-
ties are facing limited epidemics.
As in the case of several other in-
fectious diseases, diphtheria frequent-
ly is somildin type that it escapes re-
cognition, and those who suffer from
unrecognized attacks, not being re-
stricted in their movements, may dis-
tribute infection to many of those
with whom they come in contact. La-
boratory tests often prove to be the
only means by which a diagnosis can
be made. By passing a swab of absor-
bent cotten over the tonsils, some of
the organisms which cause diphtheria
are detached, and may be identified
by the use of laboratory metheds. It
is very important that a swab should
be taken from every sore throat and
sent to the laboratory for examinat-
ion, as otherwise the diagnosis will
surely be missed in many cases, and
“missed cases” are without doubt
largely responsible for the spread of
diphtheria.
Persons who have had the disease
throats for some time after recovery,
and during ths time they are cap-
able of infecting others. No one
should be released from quarantine
for diphtheria until laboratory tests
prove that the ‘diphtheria germs no
longer exist in the throat.
Antitexin, if administered in suffi-
cient quantity before the body is over-
whelmed by the poisons produced by
the germs, is a certain cure. It
should be given very early in the
course of the disease, so a prompt
diagnosis is of the utmost importance.
Given in a small dose to those who
have been exposed to infection, it con-
fers immunity for a short period, but
seldom for more than three or four
weeks.
Children are especially prone to be
infected by the diphtheria germs, but
a considerable percentage of children
are immune 1o ke disease. Probably
not more than ten per ceni of adults
are susceptible, A simple test enables
us to determine whether or not any-
one is immune to diphtheria. Should
make its appearance in a
school or institution, this test should
be used. Those who prove to be sus-
ceptible should then be kept under.
especially close supervision, and
should be isolated on the first ap-
pearance of symptoms suggestive of
diphtheria.
No matter how mild the attack from
which one may suffer, one who has
diphtheria may infect others. And of
those so infected, some may develop
the disease in its most virulent form.
It is therefore the duty of everyone
who has a sore throat to make sure
that he is not infective before he.
mingles with others.
The Department of the Public
Health issues a leaflet setting out
the preventive measures which should
be adopted by those who have to care
for patients suffering with this dis-
ease. This may be obtained free of
charge upon application to the Pro-
vincial Health Officer, Halifax.

WINTERING IDLE ~ HORSES

CHEAPLY,

Below are given some results ob-
tained at the Experimental Station,
Cape Rouge, Que., in the chap winter-
ing of idle horses. The methods fol-
lowed and the feeds uscd wes 1 as
to make the plan applicable to, and
worth a trial in, practically all parts
of the Dominion.

More Horses are Required

Help is scarce, high-priced, and
often times unreliable so that larger
implements and more working siock
have to be employed. It is not always
possible tc buy a good team at a
reasonable piice in the spring, while
it is often hard to get a decenti figure
for the same animals in the autumn.
It would thus seem advisable, when the
grcand freezes, to lay ide, as it were
for the winter, all horses which are
nct absolutly required =znd to feed
them as cheaply as possible without
impairing their future usecfulness,

A Cheap Winter Ration

upon this subject,
started  at the

To gather data
an experiment was
Cape Rouge Station in 1911 and has
been continued during five consecu-
tive winters, with mares and geldings,
some nervcus, others quiet, aged five
to eighteen years. It has heen found
that they fared well on a daily. ration
of one pound mixed hay, one pound
cat siraw, and one pound carrots or
swedes for each one hundred pounds
of their weight. Not only did they
gain an average of twenty-nine pounds
during the five months of the test, but
they showed, the foilowing season,
that they had lost no vitality nor
energy.

Chang(

The rule generally followed was to
gradually cut down the work, also
the feed, frcm November 1 until Nov-
ember 15 when the animals under test
were placed in box stalls. - They never
went out during the winter, with the
exception of an ccc 1al drive of a
mile or so. . On April 15, easy sobs
were given to them anc small quan-
tity of concentrates was ailowed until
by May 1 they could be under harness
ten hours a day and were on full feed.

must be Gradual

These are important points not to be
forgotten to lower and raise the ration
little by Mttle, and to leave the
horses practically idle.
Detalls Essential to Success

If horses, due to a hard season’s
work, are in low condition, they should
be fed up to their normal weight be-
fore being left aside for the winter and
enough exercise should b allowed dur-
ing that period to prevent stocking,
Another good thing is to give a pur-
gative 80 as to clean out the system
before the long rest. One should also
remember that some animals are
more restless than others and Ciscipate
more energy, which means that wore
fcod will be required, so that (he
above mentioned quantities should be
increased or decreased slightly, ac-
cording to circumstances.

Notes on Different roughages

Mixed hay, for this purpos:’, can be
of any grass or weed - which horses
will eat, must not be mouldy or
musty, and should not be worth w.ore
than half of timcthy. Roots may be
carrols, mangels or swedes, though
the first are always liked, and the two
latter are sometimes refusd at first
which requires skill on the part of
the feeder to have enough eaten; |t
roots are not given, bran should form
part of the ration, as animals at rest
will soon get costive and will not
thrive very well on dry roughags
alone. Oat straw should be used, as it
is more palatable than other sorts,

How to Feed

It would probably be well te chaff at
least half the hay and straw, but as
the idea is to lower expenses, thérc
seems no doubt that the cost of cut-
ting these roughages would be great-
er than that of the extra feed neces-
sary to supply the energy used in mas-
ticating them. The roots were sliced,
most of the time, for the experiments,
and it seems better to give them thus,
though it is not absolutly necessary,
as long as they are not of such sizes
as to be swallowed whole, when there
may be danger of choking.

When to Feed

It wae noticed at Cape Rouge that[

the legs of horses kept in box stalls
and fed as previously described, did
not stock up. If there is no box- stall,
it is advisable to turn the animals
out every day, when the weather per-
mits, so that they may take some ex-
ercise. In this case, it .is probablc
that somewhat more feed will e need-
ed, to make up for the lost energy
and that. As to the number of times
to feed, it seems that twice a day is
sufficient, and that about the same
quantity can be given both morning
and evening.

It has been proved by more than
one experiment that hens lay more
2ggs when separated from male birds
than they do if kept constantly mated.
Pullets mature in better form if sep-
arated from cockerels as soon as the
sexes can be determined with cer-
tainty. It is better to sell the cockerels
for market purposes than to keep
them until older, and only such as are
to be reserved for breeders should be
kept, and these should be shut by
themselves. Cockerels that are kept
separated from hens and pullets un-
til fhey are to be used are better as
| brecders. Eggs from hens kept away
from male birds keep longer. Male
birds kept confined are hetter off than
if allcwed to run at large. All this
