It is not my intention at this time, 
to again repeat that which I have so 
often done in former reports, viz., the I 
regulations for the 
patients, but circumstances compel 
me to again call the attention of 
those who desire to admit patients 
to the Hospital that the necessary 
course must be pursued.

One more feature in the way of ad­
missions, and to which I wish to re­
fer, and that is the admission of men­
tally deranged patients to the Coun­
ty Home, with the intention of hav­
ing the examination at that Institu­
tion and finally the transfer to the 
County Hospital. Were it not that 
the condition of the patient was actu­
ally known, there would be no just 
reason for complaint, but when it is 
quite evident that several cases have 
been admitted to that Institution 
with the intent that they be trans­
fered to the Hospital, there is every 
reason for criticism. Not only is Jt a 
source of annoyance and inconvenience 
to the management, but unconstitu­
tional, and the necessary information 
for admission can scarcely, if ever, be 
obtained under these conditions.

Whenever the admission of a patient 
to the Hospital is sought for. anoli- 
càtion is made to the Superintendent 
upon the prescribed form (the state­
ment) This form is made out by the 
nearest relative or friend, and if the 
information asked for therein be care­
fully and accurately written out, it 
is the chief source on which reliance 
can be placed insofar as the previous 
history and present condition of the 
patient is concerned, and it is upon

The year 1909, while not a record 
year in the history of town’s advance­
ment, has been marked with a small 
degree of prosperity in every indus­
trial line within the town.

Prominent amidst our many indus­
tries is the Bridgetown Larrigan 
Company. This concern was first es­
tablished by W lliam H. McKenzie in 
the year 1892. A few years after its 
establishment he associated with him 
the late Wm. E. Crowe of Halifax, 
and the business was then run in the 
name of McKenzie & Crowe. The vol­

garding farm help by Staff Captain 
Jennings of the S. A. Immigration De­
partment, which will be found on our 
third page. Capable heljp is the crying 
need of the farmer, whose bulk of pro­
duce is greatly limited by lack of assis­
tance at critical seasons- The immigra­
tion department of the Salvation Army 
•undertakes to supply this deficiency 
along lines already advocated by the 
Monitor-Sentinel, that is by making 
jiermanent arrangements for the hous­
ing of farm laborers and their families. 
The system of living from hand to 
mouth so much in vogue among this 
class of laborers is too common and can­
not be expected to give satisfactory re­
sults. It is a very small or inferior farm 
that cannot afford to give comfortable 
housing and constant work with suitable 
remuneration to its wage-earners.

ing of each oven, some fourteen inch­
es across, and, arrived in position, 
the lever being moved, the slaek 
pours into the oven beneath through 
the aperture either to the east or 
west, as required.

About six and a half tons of slack 
is put into each oven at a time, and 
ignites, of course, spontaneously from 
the greate latent heat, and after 72 
hours' burning yields four and a 
quarter tons of coke, the loss being 
approximately about 35 per cent., the 
resultant coke making up the bal­
ance of 65 per cent.

When the time arrives for the ovens 
to be drawn, the Russian "drawer” 
partially breaks open the dried loam 
and brick door of his pven, and a 
fierce, blinding heat blares forth into 
the darkness* silhouetting his stal­
wart figure as he stands were, water 
pipe in hand. nlaylUg on t£e farv 
mm. within, arid which, when suffi­
ciently cooled off, he presently rakes 
out with a huge iron rake some twelve 
fee* to length and weighing 60 to 70 
pounds.

This is hard work, but BêtiM ad­
mirably suited to the men who under­
take it, mostly Russians and Slavs 
unable to speak a word of English, 
but quite happy with their job. For 
clearing an oven the men get paid 
gi, end as when in full work they 
dear out two and three ovens a night.
