It is flot, perbaps, generally lknown that the captain of a
mon*of-war is mîdcredf te keep bis ship properly prejîared
for bati as Weil in tante cf peace as oF war. E'%ery cvti
ing befre dark the quarter: arc clrated andi evtry arrange-
vaent miade for night battît, tei prevent surprise by a betuer
prepared cncmy. 'Wbtin at anchor in a harbour, espccially
a1t night, the ship àa always prepaîed te repel sny atttepits
or an enemy te beard or atiack with torpeiloe or li:e-ships.
In addition te the daily sInd weekly drills and vxercises,
once evety tbree montbs the crew aie exercisedt at nighit
quartersi, t' time, of course, being kept secret by the cap-
tain, seo that ne prepaations tan bemade beforchand, the
excrcises bcing intended te rcpresaent a surprise. In the
dtad of night, whtn only the officers of the watcb and the
sentries posted ini the various parts cf the ship are awake,
the notes of a bugle vibrate between the decks. lImmedia-
tely, as if by miagie, everything becomes alive ; muen are
sean scranuiing eut cf their hainiocks, and Iights flash in
a&l directions; the huge sheill are lifted by hydraulic power
front the magazines, placed on trucks, and wbtcled by
means cf railway)s te tht mulrets ; mien run bere and thect
with rifles, boarding pikes, axes, cases cf powder and amn-
munition; others art engaged laying fire-hose along the
deek-:, others closing tht watcrtight doors, white far dlown
below the enginters, stokers and fircuien are bosy getting
up stema for working tht clectrit light engines, turrets,
etc. At the -torpedo ports the traincd borpedo mien arc
placing tht Whiteheads in their tube--, others are preparing
case cf gun-cotton for boom torpedots. In ten minutes,
however, &Hi ît gain sulent and each mn stands ait his
station resuiv for action.
