St. Augustino's clîurelî, Wa8hinglon. D. C.. on Suiffday.
May .1,' by Arclîbislîop Ireland, to wlîici wo roferrecl last week
iii our editorial coltnns. For thie information of tiiose who
may not bo aware of tlîù filet %vo wilt stato that St. Augustine's
elitrcli %vas bouit by theb colored Catliolics of Washington and
is uised b' tlîern. It is one of the handsomtest cliurclîes iu
the national capitail.

Tite Archbialiop rond the Epîstle and tie Gospel for the
day ani dien proccdcd to deliver lais sermion. He said that
it was witlî feelings of pleasurû tînit lie cano ann the Cnth-
olics of the puris> of St. Auîgustins. and cnjoyed the privilege
at ail tintes tu spealc to lits colored fellow-citizens ; for in themn
lie saw a people sveliiig to obtain thoir riglits. Tihcy w~ero
by hieliven entrusted with the workitug out of the problin of
clirity. bruievolcnce. and religion, and it was a plcasure te
assist tiiereiji withi a fow words in Liant groat work plat lapon
titern by Providence.

Twenty-live yenrs nga titis country was afflicteil withi the
seolîrge of slawvry, and no Churistian conid lookc baclc on thiat
condition of affaiis and( thîink or it %vitliçaut feelings of deep
simule for Iîuinanity.

anîd virtut). liecause o! the simple accident of color itdid tact
follow Lat tlîey wero te be trentedl on different lines religiously,
