Ilaving traverscd h)y thrco routes frot

tho Red River to the %western boundary
of Maniitobia, NwO enter upon the territory
of .Assinliboiti, sud have olily geneo a fe%'
muiles oni the <.P.R. main lilie btyond thae
provincial limîit, whien %ve rencli the thi-4
ing town of Moosonîlu. liere %ve have
no cvidences of boomn, but we Cali Seo
lîow the nlatural growtlh of a town in the
iiiiddle of a ricli Pull rapidly settiug tip
country lias gono onuvard. 'rhree years
ago a few slied-filze buildings igi-rkcd the
site of this town, but iîov iL lbas a popu-
lation of close upc» i500, aud hos soule
forty places of business. [t lias good
solid inerchauts, who carry large Stocks
of goods, al is aitogetlher a busy point.
As yet it lias tio permanent industies, bunt
a. fleur mill of over 100 barrols a day eap-
acity, ia about te bo coîîstructed, aud
aLlier mnaiufacturiii,, concerhîs muust s(.,n
follow, if the town keeps Pace with thc
growth, of the surrouîîding counîtry.

\Vlitewood is the next point of aîîy
iniportance on the line of the .P.R., end
liere we bave a tlourishimg village wvitli
sonie dozen or so busin-ss places, plow-
ing iu ketpinô withi the settleuîeîît, of tIme
surr"uding country, and steadily înakimîg
its way te a country town of importance.
Twenty-tiree miles fuither vv est Bionati
view is reachied, alld lîcre a hively towmi
of soute 300 people lias grown up. Lt
bas a gocd country' aroiintl it, and Lut for
the proxiinity of a large Indian reserva-
tion, wouid have a mueli ilore rapid

growth than iL, lias. Its boit), the end of
a division of thme C.P.R. causes the loca-
tion of quite a few meclîanics, sud mîakes
it quite a lively place at aIl tinies.

Going westward we pass tlirough tIme
village of Orenfeli, sud the inucl i uore
important one of Wolseley, SURl travelling
thîrougli a ricli prairie country, wlmere set-
tlinent is stcadily progressing, until
Indian Head is rcaclied. Ilere are the
Iaeadquarters of tice Weil known Belà
Farm, witli its thiousands of acres under
cultivation, and its elevator aud flour iii
of 100 barraI capacity near thme railwvay
Etation. The town i Lsel contains about
a dozen otiier business institutions, ail of
which are now prospering. Elevei mileas
furthor west and we reach Qu'Appell..

'1 lie
town is bemutifuîlly Iocatel anîd for lietel
accomnodation sud oaller travelling coini-
forts is far aîiead of any otlier towîi of iLs
size in tîme L'orti%~vest, wliilo it lias as oee
of iti businecss colîeeri&3 tz jîtiatu Unk.

Lopaving the C.P.R. (rack nt QuiAp.
pelle Station, a drive of le-.s thi twenty
miles to the north lîvings us to Fort
Qu'Appelle. the ci loverlinent hîead-
qunrters of this territory. Trhe lirst view
of this beautiful.y Ieated~ townl inlakes
the, traveller tliai'kfui th-it lie is beyoud
lieairing- tue seceeh of the locomotive. IL
is niestled in the bottoui of a lovely valiey,
wiil Iligli fro\vnill! blillys ou1 citiier side,
and a chiai» of siivery hai<es liiked, by a
ri% et- lying betwveem titeit. Dut as xi trad-
ing point Fort Qu'Appelle lias its attrac-
Lio-.s, alld te tweuty oddà buqinless
institutions there ail do a profitable busi
iiese. l'le country avotuud is as ricli os
it is picturesque, and but for the fact
tliat toc nuch of it is tno% ilu thie bauids
cf land graiuig corporations, its settle-
ment voimld be illcre rapid tian auîy
district west of Manitoba. Tlie Mille is
doiîbtIess short tàntil a railway wiIl
traverse tItis beautifuil viîley, altlioughi iL
sens ahmnost sacrilege that it sîiould i
disturbed by the whistle of the stesîn
ho> se.

Detwecn Qu'Appelle station aud Reg-
ina, a distance cf tliirtv.tlice miles, thmere
.1rc 11c poinits ot any trade imuportance,
muid ais wo tient. thie latter place tîme belt
u! Settlement marrows down to a coin-
paratively uarrow stripe along ecdi side
of thme CP.R., the oîily exceptions being
the ldîs (,! coloiization compaujes, whiere
seLLiers are in -inme instances over 100
miles frern a railway station. At Reg-
inia we are in the cenmîerial centra as
iveil as the ('overuinent seat of Assii-i
bois, and tlic town seemns like a r'Iief spot
in thie centre of anl oceami cf uioncotonty.
Tho unchaunging, flat, treeless prairie is

si-mni renehedt, muid aîthicugli tmo SOU of
tia couîntry is a iite cf aigricultural
wencl fo)r its future Lillers, the country
lins but fewv attractions te te coe cf the
visitor. Rlegitiui itseif lu uîidoubtedly anl
importanlt, trade point the imost s'O West
cf Brandon. It lins a populationi very
littie shorb of 1,000, and contaims soute
sevensy places cf businiess cf every des-
cription. Sottie cf its mercantile cstab-
lishucuints arc cf considerablo magnitude,
amdit lias as enterprising ai lot of businecss
ine as catu bo fcuund anywmcre ii tlîe
Norml-.,vct. We cannot, say tîmat ne cevi-
deumees cf boomi are to bo seeîî iii sud
areunid te town. On tîme contrary its
trade lias beemi greatîy eîîecked by the
eonibhmed avarice aitd stîmpidity of a col-
lection. cf speculative politicail barmacles,
aî,d te wonder is Lîmat to.day it is cf se
mîuclî commen.rcial importance. "Dut tIîo
trading power cf tlîe towit is begiintming to
iuake itseif felt, slld s new cra iii affaira
lu Settiuig iin, whirhî tiîest somi1 bc folcwed
by rapiti trade pregress. As the counîtry
arouild settles up, Reginia inust advance
iii trade, unit it beconies an important
jobbiing poinît, amud already sorti cf iLs
mnerchiamts do qîmite a respectable volume
or wvhîlesale, business. It lias as yet neQ
inidustrial institution cf any conisequente,
lI. besides iLs; mercantile limues it lins a
clîartered bank bramîchi sud a private batik,
bothi of whiehî do quite a profitable busi-
niass. Shomld it corne our duty te treat
of Lihe trade pr- gr(ss cf the territorial
capital thîrce yenrs lience, we hnave no
dcuht bult our sketch wculd, supply a
amarkcd contrast te whist we hiave liera
giveu.

MANITOBA RAILWAY RIGIITS.
\W'bat a patronizing Journal the Jionc-

(ary imes is, wvhen iL condescoe te
notice Manitoba affairs ; aimd hov sweetly
precictîs are iLs littie lectures 'apeal the
nauglitiness cf the Prairie Province, aIl
cf -wîih arc doubtics delivered witm a
sing-lo (esire for our edification in whist lu
riglit sud jusL Its issue cf Oct. Cnd
gives one cf timese r'cmiglitfuh littIe picea
cf comînendation sud rebuike, ini the fornm
cf an editorial notice cf thea petitiim pre-
seîîted by thue BWuipgIoard cf Tiade
Loe ic liister o! tic Iuiterior cmi tI-
subject cf Manitoba railway restriciton
L~y tue Domninion Govertinient To avoid
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any seniblenco of mutilation or garbliiîg,
WC quote the article lu full.

"«Mr. Whiite, tle io îw Mîinistcr cf the
Intorior, oii bis ai-rival iii Winînipeg wa3
prcscnted with an address by th> Board
of Trade. Iii tlîis documnent the restric-
tion which prevcts newv railways run-
îîing soutli of tie Ganadian Pacifie to the
.Anierican frontier forms a subj'ct. of coin.
plaint; its exceptional nature la poiaitcd
out, and Maniitoba is rcpresentcd ces beiîîg
deprived cf riglits whicii belong te lier
under tho Britishî North Anicerican Act.
But IL la rot stated that 'Manitoba,
tiirougli its legisiature, conseiited ta the
restriction, and in order ta ebtain wlnt
alie niust have deeincd ta ho a greater
gooci. Gocd faitlî deciiands that ien-
wlîile the obligation bc obscrved by tie
contracting parties. It is net ta tho credit
of the Province that it lia repeatedly
passed railway charters in derogatioîi cf
its owiî hor. ilut tho Bloard cf TIrade
does, net propose any violent procedure,
aiid wo heartily agree with it in the hope
that it îîîay sean be possible te reinove a
restriction whîichi, considcred by itseif, is a
sericus disadvantage te Manitoba. But
we are net permitted to forget thiaï; witIî-
out this restriction, the Pacifie llailway
would net have becii undertaken by tlwe
syndicate on1 the ferais agreed uponi."

AîLer readug thîis pieco of comnîenda-
tien as te moeration in demnanda, every
meinher cf the WViinnipeg Board cf Trado
niust led flattered; the Pres-deîît inighît
leed tlîat lic nîicasurcd tîvo inches more
araund thte chiest, aîid tho Secretary
might bo excuscd if lie iiped i s nos(, ou
his coat cuti', and coiteîîced tue drafting
cf soilne freali petitions, bclicviiîg tlîat at
laubt lie had struck has natural sphere cf
uscfulness.

But unfortunately the lecture portion
of tho a-ticlein thc 11onelary l'i>ies dees
net tally Weil vith the facts cf the lat
five years political history. lIn tho fii-st
place tho Legisintureocf Mfanitoba noever
agreed, te waivc its- riglit ta charter rail-
ways ta tho international bouiidary uine
vithin the limits ai the original province;
and secendly thue Legisiaturo lias net
brokoen faiLl in the charters iL lias 3raiît-
cd, as tiiesci without exceptior were îîîeaut
te readli the boundary witlîin thiese orig-
inal limita. Furthermore ive ksioNw of no
agreemeat between the Domniion Gov-
qrament and the O.P.R. Company wlîicli
guarnatees te time latter any moncpoly
withia these original provincial limita,

aud wo believo tho kno-,ledgo of the Àlfon-
clary lTt>ies upon this sub*ject does neot
cxtend beyend aur awui. Thmis latter fart
can ho learned frein a porusai of tho Miin-
ister's reply te thc Board's potition; and
a vcry cursory glance at the proposcd
raoutes of the railways ehiartered by Man-
itoba and disîullowed by tlîe Doniîon
during tlio past four ycara will substan.
tiatc the dtatenient pre.ceding if,

\Vo have ne desire te wiîitowash the
pi-osent Governiî,.ut and Legislatureocf
2îManitoba, and wvo have vcry little faith
iii e wisdoin orlhoncstycf eilier. Thioro
is sudh a thuuîg, lîowever, as sianciering
Uic dcvil, and thc statcnuts cf tlîo Jone-
(«ry Times savor strongly af such an un-
nccssary and waliton prececding,,.

.As ta thie petition cf tmo Board cf
Trade, it nieroly asks for tue power ta
exorcise a righr, of whicii the Dominion
CGovernînoneit lias iîcvcr deiîied tho exis-
tenîce, but wlîich, lias beon wvitleld purely
as a inatter of poiicy. NV hother the exer-
cisc of tlîat riglit tîvo or thîrco years aga
wculd have blocked or deiayed thc cou-
struction of tlîe C.P.R. la net now a part
of oui- business, or for thiat maLter of Lue
business cf the .1!anciary ffinies. Tiie
concession is askcd for by the Board of
Trade now, wiîoî ne sucli danger exists,
the C.P.R. being practicaily coitiplAted to
tIme Pacifie Coast and around the nerth
shcre af Lake Superior, anîd the request
la oniy for a riglit, flho existence cf wlîich
lias noever been denicd, except by the
Mone<ary Timîes.

INS0LYENCIES OF LAST QUARTER.
IL cames oui' duty once more te take a

retrospective view ai tho record cf cein-
nuercial. inisiortune in the Nerthwest, aud
in iookilng back ai-ci tho quarter ecnei
September 30th, tue view is net se black
as ta shock us, but lias some hiepeful signs
about iL. Frain.statistics suppiied by flie
mercantile agency ai Messrs. Dîun, Wiînan
& Co., we iind tbat tue inselvencies which
accured during this peried number loeven
anîd tieir gross liabilities amoutit ta $1 27,-
603, wiîilo thicir estiimated agsets foot up
te ll09

A comparison af tue above ligures witii
tiiose ai tiie seconîd quarter of the year
give a hopeful, aiado te those now given.
Duiin- thé second quarter of Lha year wo
had sixteen failures with liabilities ai
$167,999 or four mrue insolvents, aud
$40,306 XnQTO liabilities than the past
quarter, \%Vhen, hewever, we compare

last qutrter's figures with tlîose of tho
saine quarter of 1884, tho comparison
stands against. ir thc tiiird quarter of
1884, vo hiad in the Northwcst only seveua
failures, witlî nggregate liabilities of $49,.
884. That quarter was undoubtcdly an
exceptiolnal one, as the one bofore it
showcd 17 failures with liabilities of $174,-
200. Yet tho first thrco quartera of 1885
slîoy quito an increasu ia aggregato lia-
bil«-ties over thosc of 1884, aithougli the
ni aber of insolvents differs but little.
The outlook liowever warrants in antici-
pating that hy tlîo'closeofa tho year aur

The most striking feature of the in-
soivoncies of the past quarter is t'aeir
location. Usually tie nuniiber is divided
so as to show a nîajority otîtside of the
City af Winnipeg but this (tme WC bave
ta record nine failures in the city, and only
t.woin ail tho balinéof theNcrtîwesf. (0f
caurse the bulk af the failures ini the city
lias beeiî of concerns, the co!iapse af which
astonislied no , qrson, as they bave been
hanging sinco the depression af 1883.
B~ut the saine mi-lit be said af anc af the
tîvoin UîoŽ'-orthiwestoutside. But wemust
renicemiber that wchave hiad a rebellion
la the LZortliwest in 1885, and while sonie
districts miay have profited by the stir
caused tlierehy, others wc*re sufferers. The
city cf Win;nipeg was aniong the latter,
and wvas doubtiessa the heaviest sufferer af
al]. One fourth cf tic wholo field force
af the Northwest was drawn froam the city
and wvhen teainsters and aLliers employed
an transport îork is added, WVinnipeg had
during the rebellion over two tlîousand
men absent in service cf the Governaient,
which mueans that anc fi! th af tho entire
aduit population of the city, wcro away
froui it for four or five months during the
spring and suinuier, and the purchases ai
tiîat proportion cf the population trans-
ferred frira aur city retail merchauts ta
thoseocf towris and ,villages in the Narth-
west TerritNries. Only the retail mer-
chant cf this city know what a strain Up.
on tlîis elass this exodus caused, cspecially
as it fell upon the City after two years af
a stc-ady decreaso in population. The
wonder is that se few tmîdA-qî succumhed
under the pressure. But îz'îne have gone
under du ring the past quarter, and theae
have without exception been of the mer-
cantile class, the class 'whiciî had te 1 ia=
tho heaviest load of the rebellion. Uet us
hope that the closing quarter of 1885 will
supply a record cf misfortunes so light
that we will have ample proof in it af
aur having reachcd a state ai commercial
safety, such as no other portion of Canada
can i rov,
