“ Woodnotes” and. 3,000 of his «Gleanings.” In
doing this be travelled through the majur part
of Scotland and England and a portion of Ire-
land and the Isle of Wight.

And it is as clear as noon-
day that if Canadaimports United States cattle
before that country can be officially, profes-
sionally, and satisfactorily deciared free from
pleurc-pneumonia, cattle from Cansdian ports
will be slaughtered at our ports of landing as
United States cattle now are. No argument
in favour of the interests of railway companies,
sbippers, or others connected with the cattle
trade will find favour here; and it was not a
little ridiculous to suppose that a plea based
on such. grounds that should bave weight
with the Privy council.”

How Plunts Protect Thomselves.

In a recent lecture, Francis Darwin gave
some curions instances of the way plants are
protected tromr insects and other dangers.
Opium, strychnine, Dbelladonna were all
formed by plants as a means of defence to
protect them from cattle, cte.  Poppics and
bitter almonds are also protected by poison.
Other plants, such as fennel, anise and eura-
way seeds, were not eaten by birds on account
of theirsirong aromatic ftavor.  The lime is
also protected by this aroma, and is able to
grow wild, while the orange, citron and
olive reqnire constant care. Flowers are often
more fragrant than the leaves of the plant,
and owe to this principle their safety from at-
tack from catterpillars. The most peculiar pro-
tection, perhaps is thatenjoyed by the common
lettuce, which when pricked even by fn ant's
foot spurts up a sticky juice and drowns the
intruder.

The talk about Sir John Macdonald going
to the old country to besworn in as n member

Swornin as
an ordinary Privy councillor he may be, but o
Privy councillorship is a Imere honorary
position, and carries no salarivs with it, nor
does it reguire that the possussor of the
title should live in Eugland.

Curlous Statisties,

In tbe Pail Mall Gazelte are published some
curious statistics with regurd to the lssting,
or, as it is called, the «life,” of romg of the
working materinls used on American lines of
railway. Twenty-six railrond companies have
submitted returns, from which it appears that
a locomotive engine lasted from eight to
twenty-four years, the average duration being
fifteen three-quarter years. DInasrenger « cars”
endured from eight years to twenty years, the
average being fifteen threc-quarter years ; the
average life of stock cars being ten years, and
that of freight cars eleven and a balf years;
and the railway bridges, built so largely of
wood in the United States, endure from five
to twenty years. As to the lifo of rails, the
statistics seem to indicate that those of iron
last from three to twelve years, the mean be-
ing seven ; while steel rails are credited with
{from nine to twenty years' service; and an
average of fourteen years is obtained from the
returns. We do not find our companies
.making returns of this kind, which would be
useful and interesting. Our contemporary
seems to think that in this country weshould
_be able to show better results. This we should
like to have proved by statistics.

R Sinking of a Monntain.

BRITISII TRADE RETURNS FOR MAY.

The accounts relatinz to the trade and
navigation returns of Great Uritain for the
month of May, have been issted. They ex-
bibit a continued decline in the value of im-
ports fromx other countries, but, as regavds
the exports of British and Irish  produce,
they are more encouraging than the returas
for many months past, a distinct thongh
comparatively small advance having becn
made upon the figures for the corresponding
period of last year. The month’s imports
reached a total value of .C206,6867.53, as
against £31,028,708 in May, 1878. The total
for the five months of thie present year was
L14,872,043, comparing with £160,086,751L.
The exports for the mouth were £16,520,490,
or .£355,410 in excese ot May last vear. 'The
total tor the five months, however, is only
L74,242,052, as compared with £79,568,762.
The most satisfactory featuresin the month's
exports was an increage of upwards of .£9,000
in cotton and twist, and of over L8,000
in cotton mannfactares : auwd an increase of
L0060 iniron and steel. Linen manufice-
tures, on the other ha o, decliced to the ex-
tent of L£30,000; silk manufactures, £15,000:
and woollen und  worsted manufactuves,
£45,000.

A Marvellons Cnse of Trance.

The case of a woman in the state of trance
now under the care of Dr. Langdon Down in
the London Hoespital, has excited much in-
terest, and presents a well-marked example of
this condition. The patient is a woman
twenty-seven years of age, of rather small stu-
ture, and weak mental capacity,  She was ad-
mitted, says the Dreitish Nedieal Jowrnnl, on
April 3rd, on account of symptoms connected
with extensive disease of the beart, for which
she had been treated as an in-patient in 1877,
When admitted, there was marked aplhonin g
she complained of great precordiul pain, and
frequently expreseed her arm idea that «she
was going to be married.” At the time she,
had no difficulty in taking liquids; no mark-
ed nervous symptoms were present bevond
the loss of voice. About May 7th, prostration
became marked, without any signs specially
attributed to the heart-disease and she evinced
great disinclination to take food of any
kind. In a few days she fe!l rather suddenly
into a state of trance, in which condition shu
lins remained ever since. At first she conld
be induced with dilliculty to take liquids, but
soon rhe would not swallow even such food,
and nutrient encioata had to be given.  Tor
a few days she would reply to questions by
monosyllablea, but Inter gave no sign of con-
sciousness, remaining perfectly passive and
motionless rnd could not be roused.  There
was never any kind of copvulsive scizure,
local paralysis, or sign of any further lesion
connected with the heart-disease ; the pulse
remnined full throughout; the bowels were
coufined. There was well marked reflex ne-
tion on touching the conjunctive; the pupils
were of moderate size and active to light. No
reflex action ~as obtained by tickling the feet,
and she secmed quite insensible to pricking
or pinching the skin.  The temperature re-
mained normal.  TFor three days she was fed
by an clastic catheter passed through the nos-
trils to the pharynx—a proceeding which she
made some attempt at resisting.  This coundi-
tion differs from catalepsy in its lifelessness :
but for the performance of the organic fuuc-
tions there is no muscular rigidity ; the limbs
when raised fall as if lifeless, and if placed in
certain attitude, ave not retained fixed, as in
catalepry. At present the patient remains in
the. state described, giving no signs of con-
sciousness ; her condition appears to be exact-
ly that of the famous Welsh fasting girl, and
thero is no sign of special disturbunce result-
ing from her heart-disease.

The Dublin correspondent of the Times
say : “The pressure upon the agricultural
classes, which has been felt throughout the
United Kingdom, has hitherto been borue
with patient endurance in Ircland, though
proofs of its severity are to be found in the
records of the Bankruptey court, and the gen-
ernl stringency of their banking accounts,
Although the frying scason of winter has
passed and there is now a geodly promise of
improvement the weather having taken a
fuvorable turn and vegetation now reviviog,
still ax the landlord or agent pays his custom-
ary round of vixits to collect his rents, it s
not to be wondered at that signs of embarrass-
ment and sullering should be more apparent
and complints become more bitter. 1t is
probable, however, that if o shovt com parison
were made between the condition of the ayri-
cultural classes ab both sides of the lrish
Channel, it would be found that thiose on this
side are on the whole better oft. It must not
be expected, however, that they will continne
much longer to sit down in silence and apa-
thy under the burden of their privations and
perplexities. A hint lias been given which
has quickened their intelligence, and mur-
murs of distress which have a tone ol menance
in them are bezinuing to he hemrd. The
subject of =a reduction of rent
hins been broached in two or three places in
the west, and the tenants liave been recom-
mended to demand an abatement.

Happily, post traveling was as yet uninter-
rupted; and telegraphic communication
could still be effected between places con-
nected with the wire. At each relay horses
were to be had on the usual conditions. At
each telegraphic station the clerks seated at
their desks, transmitted messages delivered to
them, delaying for State despatches alone.

Thus far, then, Michael's journey had been
accomplished satisfactorily. The courier of
the Czar bad in no way been impeded ; and, if
he could only get on to Krasnoiarsk, which
was the farthest point attained by Feofar-
Khan's Tartars he knew that he could arrive
at Irkutsk before them. The day after the
two carriages had left Ekaterenburg they
reached the small town of Toulougrisk at
seven o’clock in the morning, having covered
two hundred and twenty versts, no event
worthy of mention having occurred.

This, the first industrial town
established by the Russians in bSiberis, in
which may be see1 a fine metal-refining fac-
tory and a bell foundry, had never before pre-
sented such an animated appeaance. The
correspondents immediately went off after
news. ‘That brought by Siberiun fugitives
from the seat of war was far from reassuring.
They said, amongst other things, that Feofar-
Khan's army was rapidly approaching the
valley of the Ichim, and they confirmed the
report that the Tartar chief was soon to be
joined by Colonel Ogarefl, if he had not been
50 already. Hence the conclusion naturally
arrived at was that operations would be
pushed in Eastern Siberia with the greatest
activity.

On the other hand, it had been necessary to
summon the Russian troops from the Euro-
penn provinces of Russia chiefly ; but, being
still at some distance they could not oppose
the invasion. However, the Cossacks ot the
government of Tobolsk bad been advanciog
by forced marches toward Tomsk, in the hope
ot cutting off the Tartar columns.

At eight o'clock in the evening, seventy-
five versts more having been accomplished by
the two carriages they arrived at Yaloutor-
owsk.

Only by dint ot & large bribe could Michael
get over the unwillingness of the iemschik,
for in this instance, as in many others, he did
not wish to show his podoerojna. The last
ukase having becn transmitted by telegraph,
was known in the Siberian provinces; and a
Russian especially exempted from obeying
these orders would certainly have drawn pub-
lic attention to himself—a thing above all to
be avoidad by the Czar's courier. As to the
iemschik's hesitation, either the rascal traded
on the travelers, impaticnce or he really bad
good reason to fear some misfortune.

However, at lust the tarantass started, and
made such good way that by threein the after-
noon it had reached Koulatsinskoe, eighty
versts further on.  An bour after this it was
on the banks of the Irtych. Omsk was now
only twenty versts distant.

The Irtych is a large river, and one of the
principal of those which flow towards the
north of Asia.

The Tartars, who wers
wull aware of this fact, consequently tried at
this period to carry it by main force, and in
thi» they succeeded after an investment of n
few days.

The garrison of Omesk, reduced to 2,000 men,
resisted valiantly. But, overhelmed by the
troops of the Emir, driven back little by little
from the mercautilc portion of the place, they
were compelled to take refuge in the upper
town. :

It was there that the governor-general, his
officers and soldiers, had envrenched them-
selves.

After having crenellated the houses and
churches, they had made the upper quarter of
Omsk a kind of citadel, and hitherto they
held out well in this species of improved
kremi, but witnout much hope of the pro-
miged succor. In fact, the Tartar troops, who
wetes descending the course of the Irtych, re-
ceived every day fresh reinfocements, and
what was more serious, they were then Jed by
an officer, a traitor to his country, but a man
of much note and of an audacity equal to any
emergency.

This man was Colonel Ivan Ogareff.

Ivan Ogareff, terrible a8 any of the most
savage Tartar chieftasins, was an educated
soldier. Possessing on his mother's side, who
waR of Asiatic origin, some Mongolian blood,
he delighted in deceptive strategy and the
planning of ambuscades, stopping short of
nothing - when he desired - to fathom some
secret -or to set:some {irap. Deceitfnl by
nature, he willingly bad recourss to the vilest
trickery ; lying'.when occasion demanded;
excelling in the adoption of all disguises and
in every species of deception.

bath as on any other day of the week.

The protest of some of the churches against
the Sunday trains was laid befure the rapid
transit people yesterday, and it was nsked that
the runpivg of the cars should at least be sus-
pended during the bours of worship. It is to
be hoped that the compuny will not make any
such concession. Loud tones and rounded
phrases are not a necessity of worskip, and
the prayers of the righteous are as distinctly
heard at the throne of gruceif sent up through
the silent prompting of the heart as if thun-
dered forth by the most powerful clerical
lungs. Therapid transit Sunday trains will
carry thousauds of people out of the clore at-
mosphere of the city mnto the pure country
air, and it is presvmption on the part of the

1 ho Death of the Princoe I'mperinl

Loxpoxs, June 20.—Later advices from Cape
Town, giviig additicnnl particulars of the
death of the prince imperial, state that the
scouting party which be accompavied bad
rested for an hour, when Licut. Carrl and the
prince saw Zulus in the muize fisld. They
immediately saddled their horses, when the
Zulus fired & volley and rushed upon them.
The prince had apparently grasped tho kaddle
flap which, teariog in his bands, threw him
backwards and the borse escuped. The prince
then started on o rum, but was overtaken
about three hundred yards awiy by the Zulus,
who slew him. The prince had seventeen
assegni wounds, one through the left eye.
The members of the staff bad been opposed to
the prince accompanying the scouting party,
but he laughingly overruled their requests.
About three hundred yrrds from the place of
surprise was & deep cutting into which the
goldiers fled in their retreat. When Lieut.
Carri arrived eafely across be looked back
and saw following him the prince's riderless
horse. The body of the priuce was found in
this cutting stripped of all hig clothing and
ornaments except the neck laocket. The body
is coming to England. The Zulu scouts report
that Cetewayo bas sworn in the presence of
all his tribes never to accept the Dritish
terms,

The third stage Las not besn arrived at in the
grenl growing centres, Gard, Vauchnso, &c.,
and at the fourth in the Bouche-du-Rhone,
var, &c. The decrease in the educations
must now of course inkure a small crop, no
matter how the weather turns out.”

A statemont, says the Landon Lancet, has
lately been made to the cilect that during the
lust two years the consumption of opium by
tho working classes in England has consider-
ully increased, and an explanation has been
ndvanced that the increased consumption had
been induced by the restriction of the eale of
intoxicating liquors by the early closing of
public houres, That the rals of narcotic
drugs has of late greatly increased there is
little renson to doubt, but it is rather to the
Lardness of the times than to any restraint in
the sale of drink that the increased consump-
tion of opium by the working classes is to be
attributed.  Opium ia cheaper than alcohol,
and iwopence expended on the former will
give more prerent enre than sixpennyworth
of the latter. Nor when first commenced does
its uso produce such uaplensant after cffects
as an intoxicating dose of alcohol.

If an Orange
procession is objectionable to the Catholics of
thig’city we must remember that other dis-
plays may beobjectionable to the Protestants.

We must
yield to their wishes if we expect them to
yield to ours. On all questions out-
side of faith and morals, the Catholics
of DMontreal must be, nnd we hope ever
will Le, ns Tolerant of the feelings of others
as they expect these others to be Tolerant to
hem. 'This etcrnal trailing of the coat tail
can only end in trouble for all concerned.
Where the Catholics are strong to yield
a point is to gain a victory: where the Pro-
testants are strong to give way is to triumph.
We do not expect, nor is it desirable, that
any man sbould abanden Principle, but
where Principle is not at stake, all good
citizens will yicll an inch of triumph to gain
an il of peace and good-will. We must too
remember what one side may regard as a
triumph in Montreal, may rebound to their
disadvantage over the rest of the Domimon,
nay, perbaps, in Montreal itself, fur the
triumph of one party only leads to the an-
noyance of the other. As for nur part, we do
not want to triumph over our felluw-citizens,
and we would yie'd a point any day rather
than give them unnecessary offence.

Stanley with a few follow-
ers marched through the heart of Africa sur-
rounded by miltions of savages, often at-
tacked by thousands of sabls warriors, and
yet he made his way through them all. Be-
tore Isandula no officer in tle HBritish army
wounld, we believe, have hesitated, with one
thousand men armed with Martini-Henry
rifles, and supported by artillery, to go any-
where in Africa, and to face fifty thousand
savages. Lord Chelmsford is blamed for act-
ing as we believe the whole urmy thought ut
that time proper, but which the heroism ot
the Zulus proved to he a miscalculation. T'he
fact is that it is the Znlus who have upret all
previous calculations, and it is not that the
British troops have fauiled. With any other
savage fov the fighting would have been of an-
other nature, but it is Zulu valor
that hrs, we think, been the cause of the «in-
decision,” and in face of such an epemy as the
Zulus have proved themselves to by, what is
culled  indecision,” may be a soldierly virtue.
Mistakes may Lave heen made and weakness
exbhibited, but we should not lose sight of
the fuct that the gallantry of the foe hns tind
a good deal to do with the disasters of the
war. Much aa all British rubjects must wish
the overthrow of the Zulu chief, yet fair-
minded men must give him his due.

Sm—With respect to the highly sensa-
tional report in the Guzette of this day, anent
the discharge of patients from the Longue
Pointe lunatic asylum, I simply desire to
state that by an order-in-council «f 28th of
December lnast I am authorized to report the
first week in ench month the names of all
government patients in the institution it to
be discharged. :

This duty 1 bave regularly performed since
then, with the exception of the months of
March and April, when I was confined to my
house from the cffects of an accident.

My duty in causing the discharge of pa-
tients couflicts with the pecuniary interests
of the contractors—¢ Hine illa lackryma.”

While I consider it unnecessary to.make
any reply to the report in question further
than to give a general and emphatic denial as
to the correctness of the statements and in-

Dear  Sir,—In your last issue I npote
your remarks anent the reception of the Mar-
quis of Lorne in this city, in which the Orange-
men arc represented as being in the proces-
sion, as was also his lordship Bishop O Brien.

was only on Friday, the 25th of April, that
the opportunity offered itself of going there
as I wished to go. 1 had frequently, indeed:
resolved to nundertake the short journey, but
somebow 1 had alwaye postpouned it. In com.
pany with one of the most distinguished
priests of Brussels, who bad kindly obtained
tor me the necessary permission, I left the
Bouth Railway station at 10 a.m., and by a
slow train reached Wanage about 71133
having bad to change carriages at Bmine,
Manage is just somewhat larger than 7
village.

No one,
bowever, necd bave any difficulty about the
general direction he ought to toke, as Doix
d'Haine and its mnewly.restored church are
distinctly visible to one looking across the
valley. DBefore long we found curselves re-

and in front of a little cottage surrounded by
o small hedge aud garden, and somewhat
raised above the level of the roadway.

And I never doubted that it was
Christ our Lord who was suffering visibly for
the sins of men in the tortured body that was
stretcbed on the bed beside me.  There were,
perhaps, over twenty persons in the little
apartment and in the doorway. Amongst
thesa were seveial secular clergy aud a Re-
demptorist futher, who was giviug a mission
in the neighbLorhiooud, and who occupied the
corner of the room opposite to that where
Lounise lay. Two Irish seminarists from
Louvain knelt by the bedsids before me. At
the foot of the Led stood the three or four
nuns whont T have mentioned. The remainder
was composed of lay gentlemen, come—who
can tell whence? probably from distant
countries—to see this marvellous work of
God. Ido not mean to tell over againthe
well-known history of Louise Lateau. My
purpose bas been to record my own first im-
pressions, as I have done, and to mention the
changes that have already taken place in her
condition and the most recent phases of the
mysterious dispensation by which God claims
the sufferings of this guiltless child to stay
uis vengeance on the wicked. Louise does
not look her age. She was twenty-nine on
the 30th of last January. Me face is rather
round than oval. She has the cheek-bone of
tha Celtic race—the race that has ever
heen nearer to God than the rough and course
Teutonic nature. Bois d'Haine is in the
Walloon country, aud its people are unac-
quainted with Flemish. I cannot tell why
tho Jearned Dr, Lefevre, of Louvaip, has said
that Louise is ntterly devoid of imagination.
The features are those of a plain country girl,
butthe brow is not ill-developed. Every one
knows how unpretending, single-minded,
and innocent her life was in girlbood, and
with what heroic cwurage she devoted herself
to the care of the sick and dying, and to the
burial of the dead when the cholera ravaged
Bois d'Haine in 1866. It is now eleven years
since God called her to o more terrible proba-
tion—that of suffering with His only Beloved
Son for the iniquities of men. All these years
Las borne on her hands and feet, and side the
same wounds Jesus bore on the Cross. I
cannot mow, while I write, recall without
prin the sight of these wounds on the backs
of her hands, clothed with dark, thick blood,
which I saw 6o near to me but last Friday.
From the back of her hand the blood flowed
slowly and heavily down upon the bed-clothes.
As she raised ber right arm I saw on the
palm of her right hauod a black, thick clot of
blood like the round head of a large nail. For
the last three years the blood flows, but
seldom from the temples—nt least during the
ecstasies thut take place every TFriday
between 12 and 3 o'clock. I cannot as set
speak of what occurs when she receives Com-
munion every moraing. M. le Cure informed
me that whnt is then to seen is more amazing
than what I witnessed last Friday. Since the

TO TEST THE REALITY OF THE FACTS.

The 25th of April last was the 575th Friday
that they have been witnessed by a numberof
persons suflicient to establish any fact.

As fur as the
Church i3 concerned, it is a matter of no con-
sequence whether they are real or the result
ot legerdemain. The question is simply one
of comnmon sense, of evidence of investigation.
And for balf a score of years all these attest
their reality. As to their orgin, science has
long ago avowed itself batled. And but the
other week a letter from a aistinguished phy-
sician of Brussels, who had visited bois
d’Huine on Good Kriday, appeared in the
public papers, and its author declares that
the most advanced science of the day could
ascribe no natural cause to what he had seen.
We have no time to pursue these reflections
further, ¢r to go more in detail into the ques-
tions that may be raised. We have, of course,
no desire to interfere with the authoritative
action of the church. The church of God
ever waits for that superabundance of testi-
mony that ennbles her to raise her august
voice, which can never be raised lightly. Dut
private individuals have duties to fuifil to
their own reason and their own convictions.
Who can blame thase who find it impossible
to resist the varied and multitndinous evidence
which declares the facts of Bois d'Haine mira-
culous? Common sense and common judg.
ment will speak out, and canoot be silenced.
Crowds will say what & crowd said two thous-
and yeuars ago.

of thoughts and reflections, that may easily
be divined. This world is a strange place.
Amongst the Jews many blasphemed;
thousand were unmoved by the miracles of
Christ.

Thousands hear on good authority what
takes place at Bois d'Haine, and are ro more
concerned about it than about any ordinary
incident which they read of in the columas
of the newspapers. Thousands see the villuge
apire of Bois d’Haine every day as they are
whirled along the railway, but tuke no
thought of what God is doing in the poor
cottage which they pass.

The governor-general on the reecommmendation

of the collcctor of customs at the port whee
such earcasses aro imporicd or warehonged, in
doubie the amount of such duty, thee condition of
sach bobnd shall be that upon due exportatioo
within one year of the products of 1the swina so
imported, slanghtered and cured 'in the form of
pork, bacon, hams, shoulders and lard, nr pay-
nient of the duty secured by the sald bond, then
the sald bond shall be and vecomne uull nnd void,
otherwise sha'l remuin in full force and virlue.

2, After the receprign of the swine into the
bonding warehouse or slaughter house, it shall
not be Inwful to remove any of them all e there-
from, nor any part of the prodnce of such gwine
be remaved therefrom for any purpose, without
a permit from the collector or prop-r oflicer of
custome, as in cage-of all nther hond d goads,

3. *hoe boud given by the importer a~ before
apecified shall be cancelled - upou payment of the
current rate of duty imposed upon.gwine lm-
ported into Capadit or upon exportation of
seventy per cent of the actunl live weleht of the

The Hull Murderer Arrested.

Nsw YoRrk,June 24.—A negro named Chris-
tian Cux was arrested in Buoston, lust night,
for the murder of Mrs. Hulll He wasem-
ployed in the Hull house, about eighteen
months ago to wait on a private family who
lived there; then after two mounths service
he left, but returned afterwards and was re-
engnged, He did not remain long, aud for
nearly a yeur he was not seen more than once
or twice around the bouse. Recently he has
only worked occarionally. Aboat & month
ago he applied by letter to Mrs. Hull for work,
He sajd he understood she had carpets which
needed shaking and cleaning, and he offered
to do the work cheaply. Mes. Hull did not
answer his letter, and about a week before the
murder he called ut the house and hada per-
gonal interview with her in the back parlor.
Here he had an opportunity to examine tho
little hall bedroom in which Mrs. Hull
glept and its contents. What took place at
that interview iz not known yet, but as Cox
was leaving the house after having been there
& coopsiderable time he said to oneof the
gervapts that the ohject of his visit was to talk
about carpets with Mrs. Hull, and that he ex-
pected to get a job. It i8 not knuwn whether
he made any subsequent visits to the house.
At any rate it is supposed be planned the
robbery during this interview with Mrs. Hull.
During theinquest evidence of a very poritive
charncter was taken, that the straet -windows
of the hounge had lren securely fastened the
night before the murder; it now appears that
those who testified to that eflect were mis-
taken. Cux, according to his covlession,
found the window nearest the hall door open
and entered- the house without difficutty.
Capt. Kenly says it is possible one of the
servants in. Hull’s house might be arrested.
Cox {8 suppored to he the man of whom
Bristow Francis testified at the inquest
yesturday that  he was jealous because
his. wite. Nancy, Mra.. Hull's cook, tried. to
find work for him. .. When Hull was informed
that the murderer of his wife had been ar-
rested, and that he bad .made & full .confes-
sion, he waR completely overcome, and re-
mained, for some time in a state  of stupor.

But in
the evening, and sometimes in the morning,
when the food is placed in the cage—unot ants,
however—a long pair ot stuck up ears, looking
like those of a gigantic hare with a white-skin
and little fur, may be seen poked up above the
straw ; and, soon after, a long white muzzie,
with smnll sharp eyes between itand the long
cars, comes into view.  Then a very fat and
rather short-bodied animal with a long head
and short neck, low fore and large hind
quarters, with a bowed back, comes forth, and
finally » moderately long fleshy tail is seen.
It is verv pig-like in the look of its skim
which is light-coloured and has ¢ few bairson.
Morcover, the snout is somewhat like that of
a pig, but the mouth has a small opening
only, and to muke the difference between the
animals decided, out comes a warm-shaped
long tongue covered with mucus, The nuimal
has to content itself with other fare than ants
in England, but it seems to thrive, and as it
walks slowly on the flat of its feet and hands
to its food, they are seen to be armed with
very powerful cluws.—Cassell’s New Nafural
Iistory.

WESTON WINS.

550 Miles Covered. and Five Minutes to
Spare.

Loxvoy, June 21, 11 p. m.—The great con-
test is finished. Weston is just Leing pro-
claimed, with shouts and cheers, champion of
the world. He completed his 550th mile
precisely at 11, thereby winning the bet—his
bet of $2,500—and the championship. IFrom
2 p. m. until 8, Weston, after over five days
upon the track, continued making five miles
an hour. At 2 the score stood 307; during
thu next six hours he had piled up his miles
to 536, The excitement wns wonderful and
plucky. Thohero of the hour was grected
with shouts and cheers as he plodded alongs.
From 8§ the excitement steadily increased,
and reached its culipinating peint just before
the finish. At half-past nine Weston had
made the hignest score on record—543 miles
5 laps—Dbeating Blowcr Brown's great score of
542 miles made in the same hall in April.
The hall was filled by an enthusiastic crowd,
who recmed never to grow tired of cheering.
Weston, though evidently suflering somewhat
from fatigue, maintained a smiling face, and
was the rectpient of many friendly greetings in
the great struggle to the end at 11 o'clock,
Wuston doing 550 miles, with five minutes to
spRre.

About 5,000 witnessed the finish. Weston
wins his bet with Sir John Astley, which was
that he would make 530. Rowell, who brought
away the belt from New York, says be will
challenge Weston immediately.

The profits of the pedestrian match will not
exceerd $3,000. Weston, Brown and Rowell
probably start for New York soon. Panchet
returns immediately to arrange for the coming
contest. Epnis returns in a fortnight $2,500
out of pocket to enter for the contest at Madi-
son square garden.

Mow to Cure Stammering. :
Stammering is the result of a_functional
disorder of that part of the brain which pre-
sides over the faculty of speech, according to
an article by Dr. Hammond in The Voice. This
is proved, he suys, by the fact that all stam-
merers can at times speak &s well as other
persons. “There is no defect with the organs
of speech, no paralysis of the tongue or lips :
but there is a condition present, which, at
times, espacially when the subject is excited
or interested, or specially tries to do his best,
prevents the normal systematic articulation of
certain fyllables. And this appears to be due
to an impossibility of coordinating the muscles
by which speech is effected—of bringing them
into harmonious and systematic action.” Dr.
Hummond was a stammerer at nineteen, but
entirely cured himself, namely, by the perfor~
mance of some slight muscular action syn-
chronously with articulation of the difficult
syllables. ¢ With each troublesome word,” he
explaips, «especially with one beginning a
a sentence, I made some slight motion with
the hand or foot, or even with the finger, and
I found that this plan enabled me to get the
word out without stammering. In this pro-
cedure the attention is diverted from the effort
to s.eak to ihe performance of the muscular
action mentioned, and hence the speech Le-
comes more automatic thun it is with stam-
merers generally. And thisisthe whole system
of cure. It consists in efforts to render the
speech automatic.” He occupied two years in
curing himself.

horse manure is richer than that of cows. The
fact is that feed .nakes the .manure, Aud be-
cause horses are usually tedin large part with
grain “their manure;is. richer than. that of
animals not so well fed. . But if we feed cows
as well as horses, the difference in the value
of the manure, is revereed, and remains .in.
favor of the former. This is reasonable, be-,
cause the morean animal exerts the muscles
violently the more it uses up the nitrogenous
portion of . the food to repsir the waste.
Horses, which work constantly, thus exbaust
the food of its nutriment to a greater extent
than cows, which lie peaceably and ruminate,
and, turning their food chiefly into milk, are
given every opportunity to do their best at
this, their special busimess. So that whena
cow gets a daily allowance of three quarts of
feed, consisting largely of bran, ‘rich in phos-
phoricacid, and two quarts of cotton-seed-menl

rich in" nitrogen, or perhaps nearly double
this allowance, besides clover and other nu-~
tritious green food, the manure cannot fail to
be very tich, nor to tell its story when used in

the field. Having thus fed my cows, and so
-continuing even through thesummer, by soil-

ing them in the yard and stable, I find the

manare to show its effects very conspicuously

in the field, and to offer a very favourable

contrast when compared with horse.stable

manure. TFor light soils there can be nothing

better than the manure from well fed cows

and there can be no better method of
improving land than that of carrying

on & dairy under a system of feeding by

green crops cut and carried to the stable

yards. At the market rates fur manure, 1

find the cost of the feed is fully returped in

the value of the manure, so thatan actual

proof is afforded of the truth of the chemist’s

estimate that a ton of bran or cottoun-seed-

meanl worth $12 or $25 respectively returnsin

the manure & value actually in excess of its

cost price. ‘This scems to bea paradox, but

it also seems to be abundantly proved.

STRAWDERRIES,

The strawberry season is now at its height.
Oune never tires of strawberries. Thecity and
towns folk consume enormons quantities, and
whole trains loaded with this fruit pour into
the large cities from every quarter. The im-
portznce of thebuginess may be gathered from
the fact that some railroads change their time-
tables to accommodate the running of the
strawberry trains. The country people who do
not have strawberries simply throw awusy a
blessing and & boon. Nothing else is more
easily grown. A new improvement in grow-
ing plants helps the amateur gardener.  Pot-
grown plants are now produced by the pro-
fessional growers, which can be set outin
new beds at any time or in any weather with
perfect safety. These are grown by guiding
the runners into two-inch pots sunk in the
ground in thé rows, in which the youog plants
soon become firmly rovted. The plants are
turned out with o ball of carth about their
roots, and these, wrapped in paper and
packed in damp moss, can be transported
safely and transplanted without any loss,
as with the commonly-grown layer plants.
‘The choicest kind are thus grown and
are sold at about double the rates of the
laye plants. But this extrn price is well re-
puid, because plants set out in July or August
this year (which may be done with perfect
safety) will yield = full crop next season, pro-
per cultivation, of course, having been given,
while layer plants set out this fall will not
yield a crop until the second year, and with-
out exireme cure a large proportion will be
lost the first winter.

NEW VARIETIES.

Last season I planted several varieties as
an experiment. The present-¢fit I find some
of them to be very successful. Duchesse
gtands first in order of excellence; foreat
rose comes next, equal in quality of fruit and
prolific bearing, but not so hardy in foliage
under winter exposure. Champion in its
second year fully sustaine its character as the
best and most profitable berry I have grown.
Monarch of the West is a magnificent berry,
and ifit were not for a hard green tip which
it has, I would place it firat for homo con-
sumption, having a peculiarly sweet and
agreeable fluvor, and growing evenly toan
enormous size. Crescent Seedling and Bharp-
less Seedling, under good culture, are remark-
able berries, but if neglected will not pay for
keeping. The four first mentioned may be
safely grown in a farmer's garden, where only
ordinary care can be given, and will revay
whatever labor is devoted to them in exuct
proportion, but will pay something under any
circumstance. For & late berry, Kentucky
Seedling 18 well worth a place in the garden.

The Horse—Treatment After Work.

After work the horse requires to be treated
according to its nature and the extent to
which ithas been carried, Thus the hunter
may demand remedies for exhaustion, blows
on the legs, thoros in the legs, overreaches,
cuts, &c.; but the hack and carriage-horse will
only need the ordinary grooming, that is to
say, provided the feet are not in pain from jll-
fitting shoes.

Exhaustion is sometimes so great that be-
fore any foed can be taken a cordial must be
given, in the shape either of & warm ball, or a
quart of werm spiced ale, Generally, how-
evor, some gruel will suffice, when aided by &
warm box and the other comforts which are
afforded by the groom, including dressing,
clothing, bandaging, &o. e

Blows on the legs are reduced by hot fo-
mentations, continued for half an hour at a
time, and repeated at intervals of one,two,
or three hours, in proportion to the severity
of the mischief Coldapplications aretoo apt
to relicve the skin and cellular membrane be-
neath it atthe expense of the joints, andI
havo never seen them of much service. No-
thing, I believe, is so valauble in all DLlows
received in the  hunting-field as hot fomenta-
tion, but it should be thoroughly carried out,’
and not done by halves, as it too often is by:
careless grooms. It no doubt has a tendency,
to increase the swelling fora time, butin dving
this the blood.is drawn to the surface, and in-
ternal mischief is often prevented. 1 have
had young horses come home with their knees
and shins terribly bruised over timber and
stone wulls, but thoagh the fumentation with
hot water has enlarged the knees to afrightful .

peared, lenving the -joints as free as ever at
the expiration of forty-eight hours. On the

Overreaches must be dried up as quickly as
possible, and should not be treated like com-
mon wounds, for the resson that the horny
substance of the foot, when it becomes softened
and decomposed by the matter flowing from a
wound nesar i, acta like a poison upon. the
ulcerated surface. It is better, therefore, to
apply a little friar's  balsam, or some other
astringent, such as sugar of lead, rather than
to use wet bundages or bran poultices, which
I have sometimes known to be applied.

Simple as well as contused cuts are far bet-
ter trented in the horse with hot fomentations
than by any attempt to hesl them at once.
Unléss they nre very extensive or deep, the
only point in which they may leave. Some-
times the edges gape 8o wide, that a stitch or
two must be inserted, but in such a case it is
better to intrust the operation to a competent
veterinary surgeon.

Tnshod Horses.

A writer in the London Times says:—
« When my pony's shoes. were worn out 1 had
them removed, and gave him a month’s rest at
grass, with an occasional drive of a mile or
two on -the highraad, while his hoots were
hardening. The result at first reemed doubt-
ful. The hoof was a thin shell, and kept
chipping away untii it had worked down De-
yond the holes of the nails by which the
shoes had been fastcned After this the hoof
grew thick and bard, quite unlike what it had
been hefore. I now put the pony to full work,
and he stands it well. He is more sure-
footed ; his tread is almost noiseless; his
hoofs are in no danger from the rough hand
of the farrier ; and the change a'together has
Leen & clear grin without any thing to sct off
against it. My pony, I may add, was between
four and five years old—rising four, I fancy, is
the correct phrase. He has been regularly
shod up to the present year.”

The British Grain Trade.

The Mark Lane Eipress, in its weekly re-
view published a few days ago, says :—

«The weuther during the past week was
unsettled and wheat discolored. The grain
trade bas little changed; the deliveries of
English whent at the different country mar-
kets falling off, while at Mark Lane the offer-
ings were light, trade flat, and lower prices
would have been necessary to effect sales of
any but the choicest parcels. But growers
were firm in spite of the improvement in the
appearance of the home crop, and there has
been a little pressuretosell. Foreign imports
have been considerable, Friday’s retain show-
ing the arrival of 41,180 qra,, which weighed
upon trade and rendered sales difficult, exoept
in such quantities as present needs justified.
The requirements of country millers kept
gellers occupied and prevented any deprecia-
tion of value. Barley was quiet, both malting
and g-inding sorts. Oats receded slightly
under a pressure of supplies, but the tum-
porary scarcity of maize on the Bpot enabled
gellers to obtain very full prices for both
round and flat corn. The arrivals of wheat
and maize at the ports of call were more
liberal during the past week. Wheat met
with o dragging sale off coast at unaltered
prices, while maize wasdull. Forward wheat
and maize bave been offered daily in mode-
rate quantities. The prices are unchanoged,
the demand for both being quiet, and there is
no speculative enquiry. The sales of Eng-
lisk wheat last weck amount to 44,546 qrs. at
418 4d againet 22,994 qre. at 475 10d ‘at the
corresponding period of the previous year.
The impor:s into the United Kingdom dur-
ing the week endipy June 7th were 025,054
cwts. of whent, and 138,366 cwis. of flour.

I see by the Canadian papers that I am re-
ported as abeut to ‘establish a piano manu-
factory in Kingston, Ontuno, to employ 250
bands,” &c., and this is given asa result of the
recent a.dvnnce in the Cunadian tariff. I
thought the Canudian people would bave
known there was already a #Weber' piano
manufactory in Kingston. Why should they
require two in the same town? This Cana-
dian manufactory now turning out Weber
piuncs at Kingston by adopting my name,
bns done me and my agents in the Dominion
great injury, and 1 now appeal to the good
sense and bonesty of the Canadian people
agninst it.

Some years ago a piano inctory was started
in the town of Kingston, which turned out
several pitnos under the name of “IFox.” It
would nppear that these pianos were not very
popular with the people of Cunads, as the de-
mund for the « Fox Pinuo” was very limited.
The directors of the concern, however, got a
new manager, who, it appears, was equal to
the occusion, and to build up the reputation
of their pianos adopted the name of Weber,
procuring, as I am fuformed, & person of that
name to work in the factory as a pretext for
the great injustico of using my name on their
instruments.

1 do wot insinuate that this Kingston piano
is not & fuir iustrument. It is probably too
good to continue any longer to sail under false
colors, or to push itself on the public by
adopting another maker's name. It is hardly
in place here that I should tell the public how
much time, capital and lubor it has cost me
to perfect an inst-ument that iz now the
favorite piano of every great musician, every
leading prima donna, and poted pianist in
both kemispheres. ltis very bard to bave
wy good name filched from me in your Domi.
nion. I will not venture to quote the Holy
Scriptures; you are an earnestly religious peo-
ple and know the great precepts probably
better than I, but I will refer you to that great
bible ot humanity, Shakespeare. Othello, Act
ITI, scene 3rd, « Who steals my purse,” &c.
Shakespeare koew that stealing of a man’s
good name is a greater crime than highway
robbery. I hope you read Shakespeare—we
Germans do.

Iam informed that in the Dominion there
were several Weber pianos advertised and sold
by auctionin private houses recently, not one
ot which were made by me, but all of them
from this Kingston factory. In some in-
sinnces the word Kingston hiad been rubbed
off,in others it was placed betow the keys, so
as not to be easily legible, and I notice the
style of their advertisements is intended to
mislead the pullic and confound the two
pianos. Even the grand piauno furnished by
me to the Windsor Hotel at Montreal has
been claimed as a Kingston instrument.

You are now lauucking out ns a manufac-
turing people, and I have no doubt will suc-
ceed, but depend upon it your manufuc-
turers cnonot succeed by fraud.

You belong to a nation pre-eminently
honest and independent, detesting all spuri-
ous imitations and shams, slow to adopt even
the good that is peculiar to other nations. It
was long after America and every nation in
Europo acknowledged my superiority that the
great heart of England was opened to me, and
now, in the lunguage of their lending musieal
papers, they “place me in the front rank of all
the great manufucturers.”

I must remind you that no amount of capi-
tal, musical inspiration, or mechanical skill
applied to the pisno, conld accomplish
these results had 1 adopted for my piano dis-
honestly the pume of any other well-known
maker,

1 hope the Kingston people will change the
name of their piano ; it will Le better in the
end. My piano was widely known by the
musical world before the “Fox” becames a
« Weber,” If they make & good instrument
the honor will be all their own ; if they do
not why should my name be used any
longer to palm off their instruments on the
public? One thing the Canadian pcople
may rest agsured of, nogood article wag ever
manufactured when the foundation was dis-
honor or fraud.

I caonot start a manufactory in the Do-
minion ; the capital and time and labor ro-
quired is 100 great. My apents in Monireal
and Toronto are instructed to sell my pianos
at the lowest possible price to meet your de-
mands. Meantime your people should un-
derstand that there is no connection or much
resemblance between the Weber pisno of
Kingston and those of

ArpErt Wener, New York.

Letter from His Holiness, Leo XIXI,

. [From the New York Catholic Herald}

His Holiness bas addressed a letter to the
archbishops and bishops of the ecclesiastical
provinces of Turin, Vercelli and Genos, on
the subject of the bill recently passed in the
Italian parliament, making the civil mar-
riage ceremony obligatory before thereligious
rite under pains and penalties. The Pope
protests; against tho state having nny right
whatever to interfere in matters connected
with marringe. It is necessary, he
says, to deny the fundamental principles
of Christinunity, and even the elementary
ideas of national law, to aflirm that matrimony
is n creation of the state aud nothing] more
than a vulgar contrnct. The connubial union
is not the work or invention of man. God
himseli, the supreme aunthor of nature, trom
the beginning commanded by this union the
propagation of tlie human race, the constitu-
tion of the fwmity. Wherefore matsimony, in
what concerns the substance and sanctity of
the tie, is un act essentinlly sacred and
religious, the regulntion of  which na-
turally belongs to  the religious power,
not Ly dcetezation of the state, but by man-
date of the Divine Fonnder of Christianity
and the auther of the sacraments. Huoving
anlarged upon this argumert the Pope aftivms
that the church has been unjustly charged
with acting in this matter in o way to injure
the prerogative of the stato and its political
authority. The church intervenes solely to

Divine law—that is to say,

which may belong to it for the temporal
ordering of matrimony for the comizon
good, and for the regulation according to

ther states that the church and clergy are un-
justly blamed for that which is the natursl
effect of the institution and of the religious
convictions of the Italian people—tho infre.
quency, that i, of the civil celubration and
the neglect of the legal requircments. The
Pope argues, therefore, that the new law has
beeun dictated rather by a desire to causce new
tribulations to the church and the clergy
than by a wish to maintain order and social
rectitude, und this doubt is increased in mind
by observing that while a loophiole i left for
escape to the contracting parties, who are the
principal traugressovs, the law i inexorable
against the priest. The law Is a reprisel
against the church for condemning as iniqui.
tous the civil Inw which dikowns the religions
character of the sacrament. Ho prays God
to spare him the anguish of seeing this new
seed sown in the evangelicnl vineyard: hein-
structs the bishops not ta desist from warning
the faithful that except in the form establish-
ed by Godand the chureh therecannot be hon-
esty or sunctity in the marriage tie ; but, at
the same time, to prove the untruth of the
charge brought sgainst the Church that it is
systemutically hostile to the civil regulations

regarding  marriage, he syl he has
only to remind them of the rapient
instructiona by which the church it

self, after baviog placed in safety the inte.
grity of the dogma and the dignity of the
sncrament, permits the fuithful to take the
benefit of whatever advantages such legisla-
tion affords. 'These instructions, he adds, are
contained in many acts of the Apostolic see,
and particutarly in the brief of Beuedict
X1V. to the bishops of Holland, on Septem.

A DINNER IN CHINA.
(From the Hurtford, Conn., Courant.)

A lady formerly lxving here, now the wife
of an American officer in China, writes ta her
friends at home an account of a ceremonious
dinner which she attended recently. The feast
was given by the « Deputy,” and was
attended Ly only seven persons—three
American gentlemen, two American ladies,
and two Chinese men—besides the host.
Describing the Deputy as & « lovely old man,”
the letter says:

« He passed me first a cup of hot wine with
& graceful bow ; it was only after that that
one could sit down. e made thetour of the
table and gnve cach guest his wine, accom-
papied by the chin-chins (hows) from both
parties. DBefore each guest wera three plates,
about the size of a little girl's ten-set plate—
three inches in diameter.  On these plates we
ate nll our dinner except the soups, which
were put before us in small bowls. Ench one
had his chopsticks and a two-prouged silver
fork. 1na few moments, as Mrs. M. and [
could not use them very well, we were given
our own forks and knives. At cach place
was a Dig pile of melon and apricot
seeds, nod this pile was replenished con-
stantly during the few hours we were at the
table. Between the courses everybody was
cracking and eating away at the melon seeds.
They were not very good, of course, yet it was
amusing to nibble at them, and they camo in
hot from the oven, and on the whole did not
taste badly.
