It has been de-
cided to move the house to anotl}er
part of the church property facing
Carlton street and behina St. Mary's
school house on the other side of the
block. The new presbytery will be
erected on the site of the old. And
here 1t will not be uninteresting to
give u brief history of the build-
ing which has played a
most mportant part in the
Catholic life of the archdiocese and
which is soon to epter on an
entirely new phase of its existence. It
was in 1869—just thirty years ago—
that provision was first made by the
late Archbishop Tache for church and
school facilities for the Cathoiics on
thi¢ side of the Red river; and it was
in the old cottage at present stand-
ing next to St. Mary’s academy on
Water street that the start was made.
Rev. FatherMcCarthy, O. M, I., who
is now one of the priests at St. Mary'’s,
and who had then just been ordained,
was placed in charge, and the parish
was administered from this centre un-
til 1874 when the present presbytery
building was erected on lots purchas-
ed from the Hudson’s Bay Company.
Rev. Father Lacombe, Q0. M. I., the
well known missionary of the North-
weset, who had been brought from the
Saskatchewan to take charge of the
parish, with Rev, Father Baudin, O.
M. I., began early that year the con-
struction of the building, which con-
sisted of a chapel upstairs with apart-
ments for the reverend fathers on the
ground floor. The contract was given
to Messrs. McCaulay & Jarvis, and that
they did their work right well is evi-

1t is this house which, in the silver
jubilee of its existence, the Oblate
Fathers are about to hand over for

an orphanage for boys. Given in char-
ity by the missionaries of the far
north to the fathers of S¢. Mary's it
1% now transmitted by them to their
adopted children—the orphan boys of
the arch-diocese. It ig g significant
fact that the orphanage is to be
placed under the direction of the Sis-
ters of Charity of St. Boniface, the
same religious order whose devoted
caughters first conferred the boon
of Catholic education on the children
of thi¢ side of the Red river in 1869,
and it is a matter of deep satisfarn-
tion to the Catholies of Winnipeg to
see these good ladies return after
twenty-five years to reside amongst
them once more.

THE NEW BUILDING.

The plans for the new presbytery,
which will be erected on the egrner
of St. Mary and Carlton streets have
been prepared by Mr. S. Hooper, and
they show a building weli designed and
arranged for the ecclesiastical pur-
pose to which it is to be put. It will
be one of the most complete buildings
erected in the city, as every detail has
been thoroughly taken into consider-
ation in planning the structure, and
especially the internal arrangements.
The basement will have large wash-
rToom, store rooms, with furnace and
fuel rooms. The front entrance will
face the south and will have a com-
manding appearance. A wide flight
of steps will lead up to a broad ver-
andah and the main entrance will be
built out with a large balcony over.
A conservatory will be located at the
south east corner of the verandah. The
ground floor will be divided in the mid-
dle by a large hall, running east and
west, on the south side of which wil)
be.the reception hall, parlor, office and
private roums, and on-the north large
dining hall, with library, divided by
folding doors. A porter's roem and
the main stairway to the other floors
are also on the north side, and there
will be an entrance from the east to
allow of convenient access to the
church. The first floor will have four
large bed rooms, a double suite of
rooms, lavatory, bath room and it is
here that the chapel will be located.
The second floor will be divided into
large recreation room and bed rooms.
The building will be heated with hot
water. The interior finish will be in
oak, and the exterior walls of snlid
brick and stone. 'The present bricks
will be still used to be connected with
the new building by a brick passage.
From the briel description it can be
seen that the new presbytery will be
a most substantial and strong buihi-
ing, a great crnament to the south
end of the city, and an enduring im-
provement to the chureh propetrty.

His Lordship the Bishop of
Christchurch, New Zealand,
who, it will be remembered,
passed through here last winter,
has sent us a copy of the Press,
a fine eight-page daily, published
at Christchurch, N. Z., contain-
ing a report of His Lordship’s
lecture, March 19th, on the pros-
pects of a cathedral. Hitherto
the Catholics of this antipodal
diocese have had only a pre-
cathedral. Bishop Grimes has
already promises for about
£8,000, but he will not begin to

Coming
through America, Bishop Grrimes
says he preached nine times in
one day in New York. Through-
out his Earopean tour he had
raised £1,266,0f which £800,came
from faithful, but poor, Ireland.

One of the sisters in the Pots-
dam Orphanage, near Berlin,
was charged with cruelty be-
cause she had caused a boy to
be thrashed. The case against
her broke down, as it was shown
that the punishment was neither
undeserved nor excessive, and
that the boy’s health was not
injured. “Meanwhile,” says the
Tablet, “it is announced that a
teacher named Zaeske at Pud-
liski, in the province of Posen,
has actually caused the death of
2 boy named Grzelezak, by cru-
elly beating him for the atrocious
crime of speaking Polish, his na-
tive language, in school. The
post-mortem examination show-
ed that the poor lad’s vertebral
column was broken. In spite of
this the Protestant papers donot
exhibit one-tenth of the indigna-
tion against Zaeske which they
poured forth upon Sister Carola.”

The very enjoyable social held
last week under the auspices of
the children of Mary Sodality of
the Immaculate Conception
Church was so eminently suc-
cessful that we can only hope it
will serve as an icentivne to the
young ladies who arranged it to
repeat the experiment as soon as
possible, and that our other
Catholic societies may feel in-
spired to follow their good
example. It is a long time—
very much too long—since any
thing of the kind was last at-
tempted in this city and it is to
our mind a matter of regret that
Catholics are not more often
given such opportunities as this
of meeting together for a few
hours of social entertainment and
pleasant and profitable inter-
course. We firmly believe that
if local Catholics possessed a
hall of their own, gatherings of
this nature could be held at
least mouthly during our long
winters.  And no one can gain-
say the many advantages which
would be gained by thus period-
ically bringing our people in
this way together.

It would not be necessary on
every occasion to arrange such
a high class programme as that
which was carried out last week,
in fact we think that the object
should be to introduce as much
as possible the talent which may
undoubtedly be found amongst
the little ones now being educat-
ed in our schools and convents.
We are sure that the adult mem-
bers of our congregations would
find nothing more attractive or
more enjoyable than entertain-
ments by their own children and
we consider too, that it would
be a great thing for the juniors
themselves, inasmuch as it would
tend to develop whatever talents
they possess and he a valuable
experience which they would
profit from in after life. Not
much can be done in this direc-
tion, however, until we have
a hall of our own, and we trust,
therefore, that during the sum-
mer months some practical
scheme will be devised for pro-
viding one before the season for
social  entertainments comes
round again.

Amongst the encouraging
signs of the times is the evident
fact that amongst the thousands
of immigrants who are just now
pouring into the west there is
quite large percentage of Cath-
olics. We do not here refer al-

They looted
every house and found almost
everything from a pair of wood-
en shoes up to a piano, and they
carried everything off or des-
troyed it. I did not get anything
of much account. The other
companies had got ahead of us.
Talk of the natives plundering
the towns; I don’t think they
are in it with the Fiftieth [owa.”

GOOD MATERIAL IN BLUE
BOOKS.

——

Reference was made before to
good local material in blue books
and other official publications.
In this connection, it is strange
to observe that some publishers
use the blue books sent them for
wrapping paper. They cut out
the leaves and paste them round
the papers which are sent toa
distance, or to exchanges. Not
long ago, the Ontario Govern-
ment got out a report on birds.
Special attention was given to
birds from the farmer’s point of
view, those that were destructive
to crops, those that fed on in-
sects which injured crops, etc.
It was a practical, curious and
valuable report. The very ma-
terial, one would think, for
newspapers which circulate in
the agricultural districts. But
some weeklies never alluded to
it, and, in one or two cases, at
least, the bird report found its
way to the wrapping heap. This
does not seem like good policy.
It is often charged against young
reporters on the city press that
a good item goes right under
their noses and they do not see
it. The same criticism may Tea-
sonably be applied to editors
who get good reading matter
sent to them in printed docu-
ments and destrov it without
taking the trouble to read it.—
Toronto Printer and Publisher.

Here in the
House of Commons, in a single
debate, Mr, Balfour insists on
the spiritual independence of the
Church, and Mr. Campbell-Ban-
nerman rejects the principle of
private interpretation.
