France Replies Unfavorably
to Plan Suggested at
Washington.

WASHINGTON. Aug. 23.—France has
replied unfavorably to the proposal of the
United States that ships owned by belli-
gerent countries, but chartered by this
government for the sole purpose of “re-
patriating” Americans’ be regarded as
neutral.

OTTAWA, Aug. 24—The Jdpanese
consul-géneral for Canada, Mf. Yada,
gave to the press this afternoon an
official, statement, inspired from Tokio,
explaining Japan’s reasons @r inter-

“Japan and Germany atre about to
engage in war in -the China Sea, be-
cause: .

“l. Such action is absolutely neces-
sary in the interests of lasting peace
in the far east,

“2. Under the provisions of ithe
Anglo-Japanese alliances, Japan is in
honor bound to take measures in co-
operation with her ally. That Japan
has no other motives than those set
forth above, is shown by: The decla-
ration in the ultimatum to Germany
that Kiaochau will be restored to
China; the long proclamation of Japan
to supervice the {integrity of China
and to maintain the open door, of
which. the declared Intention to re-
store Kiaochau is another proof.
“The provisions of the treaty of al-
liance with Great Britain, which enun-
ciate specifically the Hay principles
of the integrity of China and the ‘open
door,’ ¥

“It 1s a matter of regret to Japan
that Germany did not comply with the
terms of the ultimatum and evacuate
Kiaochau. Had /this been done, war
would have been avoided. Following
the war with China in 1894-95;, the
Japanese evacuated Port Arthur in
accordance with the counsel of Ger-
many, aided by Russia and France.
The ultimatum which Japan sent to
Germany was identical with that which
Germany handed to Japan. Japan ac-
cepted the advice of Germany. Ger-
many has refused to follow Japan's
example, and has thereby precipitated
the conflict.

“The world will see that Japan’s
word, when given, is a bond that will
be executed to the remotest degree.
It will realize also the inestimable
blessings of a lasting peace in the far
ea.stdas a result of what Japan is about
tD 0."
