ADVANCE ON

PREMIER DRURY
TO CIVIL SERVANTS

Politics in Service, Drury
Also Declares — Nobody
Clamoring for Best Posi-
tions—Plea for Economy.

Promotion by merit; nobody
clamoring for the best positions in
the civil service; no pull for jobs; to
get rid of the bane of party politics
in the service;' urging the staff to
make the departments more efficient;
an expression of opinion that some
galaries were unduly low and a request
for forbearance until the financial air
ig cleared; a plea for general economy
and reducing the staff by not filling
vacancies where people are not re-
quired.

The foregoing were among the
points made by Premier Drury in the
course of a somewhat remarkable
speech at the ninth annual meeting of
the Ontario Civil Service Association
held in the legislative chamber at
parliament buildings, last night. Mr.
Drury occupied his own seat to the
right of where the Speaker will be,
and was accompanied by Hon. R. H.
Grant, minister of education; Hon.
‘Walter Rollo, minister of labor .and
and Hon. Beniah Bowman,
minister of lands and forests. The
jatter announced that promotion by
merit had already ‘commenced in Mhis
department. ‘There was a large at-
tendance of civil servants.

. Pledge Loyal Support.

The chairman, Edmund Harley, in
jntroducing the premier, explained the
objects of the association, among them
being promotion by merit and proper
payment. and said that despite poor
pay the civil servants contributed
$90,000 to various war funds. “We
pledge you. loyal support” the chalir-
man said to Mr. Drury.

Premier Drury, who had an en-
thusiastic ' reception, expressed the
pleasure it gave him to meet the civii
servants, “I fully aegree with the
president,” he said, “as to the neces-
sity for making the civil service ef-
ficient to the utmopst degree, and I
believe we will have your co-operation
to that end, because I believe further
it ig to your interests as well as to the
interests of the government and tne
province that efficiency should bé at- |
tained. We will need your suppor.|
because I realize perfectly - that we
nrust have it from the top down.

HYDRD PROPOAES
0 BUY GUELPH BY.

Offers Sum of $150,000 —
Beck Will Confer
Tonight.

Guelph, Ont., Nov.- 27.—After waiting
anxiously for some time for the Hydro-
Electric Power Commission to make a
proposition to the city respecting the
Guelph radial railway, a letter was re-
ceived this morning by City Manager
Moore from W. W. Pope,/ secretary of
the commission, containing a definite
offer. i

The commission agrees to purchase
outright the Guelph radial railway for
the sum of $150,000 as on July 1, 1920.
It is presumed that if the local radial
§s taken over it will become part of
the Hydro system in this district.

Pay for It in Bonds.

In paying for the same they agree
to issue Hydro-Electric Power Com-
mission bonds to cover this amount,
they to be paid off by an amount equal
to the interest and sinking fund each
year until the whole has been paid. It
is estimated that this would, cover a
period of about 20 years. It is stipu-
lated in the letter that the book debts,
ete., should remain the property of the
city. In other words, the road must be
handed over free of all encumbrances.

. Beck Meets Council.

The' secretary stated that Sir Adam
Beck, ‘the chairman of the  Hydro
Commission, would come to. Guelph
along with Chief Engineer Gaby. this
evening, to explain the whole offer to
the city council This matter was
considered by Ald.

27—Canadians who
served in the imperial forces are de-
manding the extra gratuily equalizing
their gratuity with :those who served
in our own-army for which money was
voted this session. There were about
50,000 Canadians in the imperial sers:
vice. There is no record of their ser-
vice in Canada, and this must all be
obtained from the British war office
and . the admiralty before the money
can be allotted. There is little pros-
pect of payment before January ‘as the
:nformat.on necessary has not yet been
forwarded from Britain. .

There remain of the Canadian over-
seas forces in England only about one
thousand, and these are principally
details closing up hospital, war and
the business departments. There are,
however, thousands of Canadian sol-
diers who took their discharge - over-
seas, anxious now to be repatriated.
Also many dependents still remain to
be brought home. ’

SOFT COAL SHORTAGE
FOR EXTENDED PERIOD

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, Nov, 27.—Canadians can
now look forwarg to a shortage of
soft coal supplies for some time, in
the opinion of Mr. C. A. Magrath,
Dominion fuel controller, who has just
returned from Washington. In view
of the breaking off of negotiations be-
tween the miners and operators, an-
nounced late this afternoon, there can
be little hope of amelioration of the
situation for some time. i

Previous to receiving the announce-
ment of the bréach at Washington,
Mr. Magrath,” who had beén in con-
ference with the fuel administration
of Ontario and Quebec, igsued a state-
ment calling attention to the gravity
of the soft coal situation and urging
the most rigid - conservation policy.
On being informed of the new devel-
opment across the border, he called
attention to the fact that he had an-
ticipated that the award might not be
acceptable to either miners or opera-
tors, and said that now that most care
with our present supply would be ne-
cessary. p
Controller’s Statement.

The following statement was issued
from the fuel controller's office:

“As was announced in the telegraphic
despatches today, Dr. Garfield has noti-
fied the operators and representatives
of the miners in Wahington yesterday
afternoon that he regarded a fourteen
per cent. increase as sufficient. Mr.
Magrath says it is quite probable that
this increase will not be satisfactory
to either the operators or the miners,
in which event the present crisis may
continue for several weeks—in fact, as
he says,; if a settlement is not reached
in three or four days we can look for
quite a shortage of soft coal supply

hand over the street railway to any-
one 18 a debatable question,

for some time to come.

“Under. the circumstances there is

only one sound course to be pursued,
and that is to rigidly conserve every
pound of coal that is in the country
and every pound of coal that Canada
may receive during the next few weeks.
It simply meéans that the present small
allotment to Canada can only be made
available to meet the needs of public
utilities, hospitals and municipal in-
stitutions.
Reiterates Warning. ¢
“Some days ago, in anticpation
the situation continuing, an announce-
ment was made thrm the press to the
public by the fuel controlier that these
institutions and industries requiring
coal must submit to the fuel admin-
istratior of the province a statement
under oath as to the character of the
work carried on by the institution or
industry, the amount of coal that is
in stock, tae amount that is normeally
consumed per day and from whom
supplies in the past have been ob-
tained. It seems necessary to remind
the public that this information is
absolutely necessary and until it is
supplied to the fuel administrator of
the province tittle can be dome to-
ward facilitating the movement of
coal to Canada.
U. S. Has Absolute Control.
«While indusiries in Canada have |
contracted for ~coal in the United
States and are being advised in some
instances of ghipments being made,
it might 8s well be clearly under-
stood that the ocoal committee of tae
United States railroad administration,

If you pay less for pork, the pork
seller will receive less; and even if
his present percentage of profits re-
mains, the aggregate of his net pro-
fits will decline. If present prices to
the consumer are abnormal, . profits
must be abpormal. Te make prices
normal, profits must be made normal
also.. Both have gone up. together.
Both must come down together. Any-
body who thinks othérwise is deceiv-
ing himself and it is a. maxim equally
good in pork and peetry, that he who
deceiveth himself is not wise—and
certainly he is not a good business
man,

The Customer is King

The one thing for the manufacturer

and merchant to remember is that the

customer is king, as soon as he
chooses: to exerctse‘his regal function.

It is no use manufacturer or retailer
having things to sell, or to advertise,
if people decline to buy. And it is not
shrewd to be disturbed because the
army of consumers insists on knowing
more than it used to know about how

prices are made up.

A Story Very Apropos

Wherafore a .little . story that is
worth much pondering. Some time
ago the manager of a'big department-
al store in Montreal. was discussing
prices  with a citizen who was_inter-
ested in the success of tH® board of
commerce.

HER HEROES HOME

President and Council Receive
Student Veterans of
Great War.

For the first time since the begin-
ning of the war, ' Wycliffe College was
thrown open to the public last-night,
the occasion being the reception ten-
dered by the president an | council to
the graduates and undergr&uate& who

had returned from overseas service.
The reception was held in tﬁe\snher -
ton Memorial Hall, situated i t
west section, and was tastefuily decog-
ated with flags and bunting. Mu
was furnished by Dineens Qrchestra.
The reception was opened by an ad~
dress of welcome to the returned men
by the president, Dr. N. W. Hoyles,
K.C.

Col. R. W. Leonard, who ‘was also to
speak, was unable to be present, due |
to pressing work in Ottawa, but sent
a letter of regret and welcome to the
president. -

L. A. Hamilton spoke quite feelingly
to the returned men present, and
urged the young men to continue: their
courses and still remain soldiers of
that higher army to which théy had
been called. He pointed out quite
clearly what a sacriiice these men had
made; and how it was quite a privi-
lege for him to welcome them pack
to Wycliffe College. He then went on
to demonstrate how these young men
were better equipped now to come in
direcdt contact with the religious and
social problems df the present day,
which are so confusing to the general
public, and which are producing such
disastrous results. In closing, he paid
splendid tribute to the 13 graduites
and undergraduates who sleep ‘in
Flanders' Fields. -

Representing the returned men, Mr.
Bird, D.C.M., replaced C. C. Robinson,
who was indisposed, and spoke quite
eloquently in redponse to the address-
es of welcome. He stated that the
object of most of the Wycliffe men in
the army was to .show: “that they
could become good soldiers and still
be Christians .at one and the same.|
time.” He spbke quite humorously of
the difficulties they experienced in
securing a bath. Next year, in his
opinjon, for every 'man graduating
there would be six new students en-
tering.

Better Death Than Prison.

Lieut. A. Holmes showed how clear-
ly the majority of the prisoners of
war were emphatic in ‘their belief:
“that it was better to die than be a
Hun prisoner.” The greatest impres-
sion "'that the war had made on him,
and most of the other returned men,
was not what they taught the men
but what the men taught them.

Representing the graduates, Rev. L.
E. Skey, M.A., stated that he felt con-
fident in stating that “every graduate
would be present overseas if they
could have been released from home
services.”

Londo Nov. 27.—David  Lloyd
George, pt'he .prime minister, again to-
day stood upon the floor of the house
of commons and for & long time gave
answers to.\a iengthy list of guestions
on all subjects, mostly, however, in

Questioned regar8iing whose duty it
would be to summon the first meeting
of the assembly and the first meeting
of the council of the league of-nations
in view of the fact of the American
senate’s refusal to ratify the Versailles
treaty, Lloyd George said that article
five of the peace treaty stipulated thaf
the president of the United States
should summon the meeting. He added
that he did not understand that this
was in any way affected by the refusal
of the American senate to Yatify the
treaty. .

No Agreement Regarding Ireland.

Another inquiry, made by James M.
Hogge ,advanced radical and Scottish
home rule member for Edinburgh, was
whether Lloyd George gave any un-
dertaking to President Wilson during
the peace conference that Lloyd George
would endeavor to settle the Irish ques-
tion. This brought a direct negative
reply.

Answering still another question, the
premier said the effect of the American
senate’s action with regard to the
treaty provisions for plebiscite and
other commissions in Germany would
be only indirect. It would be neeessary
for the other powers to find a larger
quota of representatives for these com-
missions. :

The premier said that the Anglo-
French-American treaty providing for
the defenceé of France in case of wan-
ton attack was contingent on ratifica,
tion by the United States Senate, but
that American refusal to ratify the
peace treaty would not necessarily af-
fect the tripartite treaty provided the

Will Quit on December 1 Un-
less Employers Grant $45

Minimum. -

Watch and clock makers, who are
organized in Toronto 95 per cent., have
advised employers in tne city tnat
unless the latter accede to the requescs
of the union for a 44-nour week, for
a minimum wage of §26 for appren-
tices of three years' standing and $45
for fully qualitied men, a strike wiil
be cailed tfor Monday, Dec. 1. Aboli-
tion. of piecework is one of the strong-
est demands of the un.on, which de-
cided upon definite act.on at a weli-
attended meeting held last night at
the Labor Temple.

The watchmakers, who have been
organized some 8iX weeks, have work-
ed on the piecework basis for many
years, and many members iast night
claimed that it was nothing short of
gweating. They stated that the em-
ployers’ representatives met the union
committee on Monday nignt, but re-
fused to consider the demands, mak-
ing —counter-proposals, one of which
was 45 per cent. on all work done,
that was 45 cents on a dollar’s worth
of production, this makKing an increase

of 6 1-2 in wages upon those now in
effect,

Confident of Future.

Many members of the union believe
that the Retail Jewelers’ Associat.on
will grant the demands before risking
a strike, and are confident of the fu-
ture in this matter. If the retailers
desire to make any further offers or
to accept .the demands of the men
they must confer with A, Sweeting, F.
W. Warner and J. Davis, the commit-
tee appointed for this purpose last
night. 3 .

“FOR MT. PLEASANT

Bloor ‘St. Extension to Take
Most of Money Pledged
to Line.

The building of the West Bloor street
line and the Mount Pleasant line will
one day be an accomplished fact and
then, and only then, will peace reign
supreme in the board of control. Day
after day something in connection with
one of these lines comes before the
board and creates a “scene.’”” Yester-
day proved no exception to the rule
and the old familiar faces and the old
familiar arguments were all brought
into service.

The discussion started when a depu-
tation from West Toronto came_be-
fore the board to ask for the imme-
diate construction of the Bloor street
extension of the civic car line, D’Arcy
Hinds, as the deputation’s head, said
the people wanted the line built right
away, and it would cost something like
$200,000. He contended that the board
were stalling today on the question just
as they had done for three years past.

After the mayor had threatened to
adjourn the meeting if order was not
kept between the various factions pres-
ent, he moved that council be recom-
mended to apply to the legislature for
a private bill to provide the money
without assessing the ratepayers.

Commissioner Bradshaw admitted
that there was about $280,000 in the
bank, but there was a difference of
opinion as to what line it could be used
for. “The officials are between the
devil and the deep sea,” he complained.

Attempt to Kill Project.

Controller Maguire : , “That money
wag, intended for the Mount Pleasant
line, and this is an attempt to kill the
Mount Pleasant project.” .

Commissioner Harris said he could
not start construction of a permanent
line until the frost period was over,
but he could get the material on the
ground.

Controller McBride moved an amend-
ment to the mayor’s resolution to pro-
ceed with the work at once and that
the necessary funds be provided out
of the $284,000 in the bank.'

Controller Maguire again said that it
was a deliberate attempt to block the
Mount Pleasant line. “If we go ahead
with the Bloor street line will,you still
recognize that the $284,000 in the bank
belongs to the Mount Pleagant line?”
he asked. ‘

Controller McBride : “No.”

CANADIAN PRESS
DELEGATES MEET

Presicient Considers Produc-
tion Only Remedy to Right
Trade Balance.

ANALYZED VACCINE

Nicholson Firm Refutes
Statements in Anti-Vac-
cination Advertisement.

Lewis INicholson of the Nicholson
Laboratories, College street, contra-
dicts the statement appeéaring in the
Anti-Vaccination League advertise-
ment in a recent evening paper, in
which Dr. John B, Fraser is alleged
to have stated that ‘“he placed g sam-
ple of the vaccine supplied by the
provincial laboratories -in a sterile tube
and, sent it to the Nicholson Labora-
tories to be incubated, and that Nich-
olson Laboratories reported the’ pres-
ence of streptococei and staphylococel
confirming the results of Dr. Fraser’s
own laboratory examination.”

Mr. Nicholson states that he did not
receive the vaccine at all, but merely
a culture. ‘The culture received from
Dr. John B. Fraser by the Nicholson
Laboratories contained the staphylo-
coccus albus, but no streptecocei,

At the time of examination, the
laboratories did not know that this

cxix-lture was taken from smallpox vac-
cine.

Round Again to the Naval

Question.

War-weary and tax-riddemn Cana-
diams will not greet with enthusiasm
the proposal that we should embark
upon a huge expenditure for the crea-
tion and maintenance of a Canadian
navy. 'Some of them will think that
in this time of strain and stress we
might find a good many better places
to put our money. But Admiral Jelli-
coe is here at the invitation of the
Dominion government, following up a
decision reached at an imperial coun-
cil held in London. He undoubtedly
has some plan worked out for our
naval defence, and inspired despatches
from Ottawa state that the govern-
ment may have a program for -naval
defence and naval expenditure to pre-
sent to the house at the coming gession
of parliament. 5

Already sharp differences of opin-
ion along the old party lines are de-
veloping. The Montreal Gazette fav-
ors Canada making an annual contri-
bution in meney or ships to the Brit-
ish navy. It says, in effect, that Can-

da at present has nb more use for a

avy than has a dog for two tails, and
that nothing more should be dgne than
contribute a fair amount to the naval
defence of the empire. 'The Winnipeg
Free Press, on the other hand, wants
a local navy much along the lines of
the Laurier navy, but bigger and more
costly. It will not hear for a moment
of our contributing fo the upkeep of a
single navy for the empire to be un-
der the sole control of the British gov-
ernment.

If we are to take seriously recent
talk in parliament about Canada hav-
ing achieved complete sovereignty and
equality of nationhood with the mother
country, then it follows that the naval
If Can-
ada can get-along for some years
without building a navy, it might be
as well to save the money. On the
other hand, if we are to remain a part
of the empire and rely upon . the im-
perial navy for protection, we can
scarcely refrain from contributing our
share to the common defence.

The present government at Ottawa
deserves credit” for encouraging and
developing a Canadian merchant mar-
ine. Just now we undoubtedly need
ships for trade more than we do ships
for war. These merchant ships will
Le useful in time of war, and the ex-
tensign of our merchant marine will
naturally call for the adoption of some
naval policy. But, in the meantime,
we should go slow in committing our-
selves either to a policy of cash con-
tribution to the upkeep of the imperial
navy or to a policy of naval arma-
ment that will run away with mil-
liohs and hundreds of millions at a
time when we need every dollar we
can get for more useful purposes, No
European nation is likely to attack
us. Japan is supposed to be our ally,
and no one seriously contends we
should build an enormous navy to pre-
pare for the highly improbable con-
tingéncy of a war between the British
Empire and the United States. And
in any case there must first be deliber-
ate discussion in parliament and in
the country. And all this before any
more imperial councils are summoned.

ands of people are becoming desper-
ate when they wonder how they are
going to get thru the winter? You see
the rise of the farmers’' co-operative
movement, don’'t you? You under-
stand that the farmers and trade un-
jonists are getting together, and that
there is going to be very much more
direct contact between the producer
and the consumer. If it begins in
bacon and eggs it will extend to
everything else, as it has done in
England, where in many big towns
ninety per cent. of the families get all
their gupplies from their own co-ap-
erative store. Don’t you understand
that things are not as they used to be
and that you had better do something
to retain your own popularity before
the crowd takes the bit between its
teeth and refuses to buy from those
who it thinks are profiteers?”
Lesson for the Manufacturer

“But what.in blazes can,we do?”
asked the manager,

“You are a heavy buyer from the
manufacturers, aren’t you? The man-
ufacturers are making enormous pro-
fits, adding the same percentage to
costs that they used t§ add when
costs were half what they are now.
They are getting from you twice as
much in net receipts, tho not in per-
centage rates as they used to get.
Suppose you 'go to a few manufac-
turers and point this out to them, and
tell them that you simply can’t go on
paying present prices, which give
them double the profits they twere
satisfiled to turn into their balance
sheets two or three years ago.”

YBut we've never done anything
like that to- the manufacturers,’” the
manager replied.

“No doubt,” the forelooking citizen
answered, “but probably you’ve never
before considered the advisability of
a real insurance policy against having
yvour windows smashed. You just
turn my suggestion -over in your
mind, from the point of view of in-
suring your future prosperity.”

Manufacturer Began to See

Two weeks afterwards the fore-
looking citizen met a manufacturing
friend.

“Say,” said he, “I’'m beginning to
think this board of commerce is pok-
ing into things we never expected it
to concern itself with, We sell about
fifty thousand dollars’ worth of stuff
a year to Burtson, and he told us last
Monday that he couldn’t buy any
more until we cut prices. He would-
n't give reasons, except that he was
protecting himself, and us too, and it
we didn't cut he knew those Who
would. And, by God, he’s made us
come to it. What I suspect is that the
board of commerce has been doing
more than the newspaper reports of
their public sittings give us any idea
of.

last year, too.”

They may be expert. investigators,
but they are not expert expounders.
They <do not possess the faculty of
taking the knowledge of the expert
and hitting the public, in the eye with
it. ; res

The commissioners who in 1917 in-
vestigated the Torgntp.packing busi-
nesses of the Wilkiam Davies Co. and
of Matthews-Blackwell, Limited, are a
case in point. THey held  their first
meeting on July 25 -and reported on
Nov. 1—a2valuable report. But there
is not a sylfable of information about
fundamental labor conditions in the
packing plants. There are pages of
details of ‘unit costs” worked out to
four decimal flgures, which are in
themselves a fascinating study, if you
have patience to "study them. But
of illuminating ' analysis there is an
eminent scarcity.

The report i8 mainly a lawyer’s and
an accountant’s report, and in dis-
cussing it tomorrow it wil] be neces-
sary to ‘apply a commoner quality of
humanity to it than gentlemen learned
in statutes and ekilled in balance
sheets, sometimes professionally em-
ploy. !

Changes in Per-pound Costs.

Meantime, ‘a' few facts are worth
mastering. For the three years, 1903-
4-5, the average price of hogs in To-
ronto was $5.71 %-5 per 100 pounds.
It cost a packer for those three years
an average of 11.13 cents per pound
to lay bacon down. in England. The
difference per pound between the cost
of hogs and the cost of bacon, deliv-
ered in England was theréfore 5.42
cents. That is 1o say, he paid his
labor and all other expenses of nis
factory and selling ‘organization with
that 5.42 cents per pound.

The Davies- Matthews - Blackwell
commissionesr do not present us with
any figures which make it clear just
what the spread between 1live hogs
and cured bacon in: 1917 was. That
has to be dug out of the statistics of
“unit costs.”

From a specimen hog in 1917, which
weighed 184 lbs. and cost alive 18¢
per lb., it appears that 84.97 lbs. of
ham, back bacon, bellies and rolls were
sold to the retailer. Together they
cost the packer, after curing and
trimming, $30.4459, which works -out
at 35.83 cents per pound—finished
bacon that is, swch. as would go to
England. The packer says he spent
1783 cents per pound to do in 1917
what he did. for 5.42 cents per Wb. in
1903-4-5.

The ‘Real Question.

The real question that must be
answered then, in order to explain the
rise in the cost of bacon to the con-
sumer is: ““What thas brought about
the increase from a cost of 5.42 cents
as between per pound cost of live
hogs and per pound cost of bacon de-
livered to the purchaser from the
packer in 1903-4-5, to a cost for the
like process in 1917 of 17.83 cents per
pound—the difference between 18¢ per

pound which the hog costs as he walks|

into the factory and the 35.83 cents per
pound which the packer says he has
spent on the bacon that he ships out
of the factory?”’

Answer that, and whether the ex-
planation is in the higher wazes of
the employe, in the higher profits of
the employer or in both of these, com-
bined with other factors, and you have
got the straight clue to the cause of
the present high cost of bacon, and
you can then begin to look for a cure.

WHISKEY FROM U. S.
- FLOODS IRELAND

Irish Distillers Are Alarmed
and Fear Blending With
Native Product.

Dublin, Ireland, Nov. 27.—~The im-
portation of many thousands of gal-
lons of whiskey from America, as a
result of prohibition there, has caused
alarm in the Irish distilling trade.

War restrictions have greatly ham-
pered the Irish trade. The distillers
were prevented in the 1916-17 seasaon
for making the usual quantity -of
whiskey. Next year they were closed
down altogether, and even in the
present year were only permitted to
make a reduced supply. The prices, of
course, went up, and distillery shares
Advanced in .the stock exchanges.

The. American whigkey -¢an easily
beé sold at a lower price than the Inish
article, and it is being freely taken up
By the Irish retailers. 'One. provin-
cial bender-ig-said-to have paid near-
ly $200,000 in @Quty on his consignmeént.
What the distillers are most afraid of,
is that the American spirit: may be
blended or  “faked. up” and ‘sold as
Irish or Highland whiskey. One inter-
esting, fact stated in the Dublin pa-
pers is that at present no American
whiskey is sold in Dublin as such.

“Commencing on Sunday, the Grand
Trunk Railway System will curtail
their passenger service all over the
Ontario lines, This step has been
made necessary by the soft coal strike
in the United States and is an effort
towards conserving the présent supply
of coal on hand to tide them over the
period until further supplies are forth.
coming. Over 80 trains are to be
canceled in different parts of the sys-
tem in the province, while a general
revision of the running schedule is to
be made. Nine trains running in and
out of Toronto are to be cut off—four
over the eastern line and five west.

When interviewed by The World
last night, W. 8. Wilson, superin-
tendent Of transportation, stated the
order was merely- a precautionary
measure, He said that the rallway
had a large stock of coal on hand
previous to the strike, but that it was
nearly a month since they had re-
ceived fresh supplies. He added that
the Grand Trunk used more coal than
any other road, and that this account-
ed for their curtailment of the ser-
vice, rather than the fact that- their
supply on hand was not adequate to
carry them over the strike period.

Asked to what extent the Christmas
iransportation would be affected by
the reduced service, Mr. Wilson stat-
ed that he expected the strike to be
over prior to that time and the regular
srvices again in force.

Naiional Roaas Well Fixed.
Apparently the other roads have
sufficient supplies of coal on hand to
meet their requirements for some time
to come. D. B, Hanna, president of
the Nauional Railways, stated' to Tae
World that they did not contemplate
any cancellation of trains and that
thefir supply of coal was sufficient fin
some districts to meet their needs for
a_ period of months. “We are fairly
well fixed for coal,” said Mr. Hanna.
He expressed indignation at a Can-
adua,x} Press despatch appeaning in the
eVening papers to the effect that an
order had been issued Sunday hy the
C.N.R. canceling trains so as to save
fuel, but that it had been held up
owing to the announcement from
oVashington that Canada’s emengency
coal requirements would be supplied.
“It is foolish to accept newspaper
repornts,” said Mr. Hanna, adding that
there was nothing in the report, “They
don’t need to get any despatches from
amay;“ other g?ce," t.hues said. “If they
wai any -infornmation regarding the
C.N.R. they can get it in Toronto
where tae head offices are located.”

wage in industrial estabhshments.

Germany Expresses Surprise
That France Denies Promise

 Berlin, Nov. 27.—It is semi-officially
announced that the German govern-

What Country Wants is Not

Prohibition, But Further
Restrictions.

London, Nov. 27—The imminence of
the government b!ll concerning the
dr.nk trade produces a number of
press comments today. The Dally
Neéews, which at one time refused
liquor advertisements, and declined to
print the racing news, but has since
modified this attitude, thinks extreme
proposals either of the trade itself or
of the prohibitionists will never com-
mand popular approval. It suggests
that the 1915 report showing state
purchase to be both practicable and
desirable, should be taken from pigeon
holes. ;

“What we want is a sufficient supply
of wholesome liquor at reasonable
hours for purchasing and suitable
places for consumption,” declares The
Express, which further indicates ap-
proval of reform on lines already car-
ried out in the Carlisle district.

The Daily Mail says ghe new scheme
clearly will® contain ’'something for
“Pussyfoot” Johnson. The government
will urge a compromise pleas.ng to the
prohibitionists by imposing further re-
structions contenting the trade by
making public houses more comfort-
able and more remunerative than at
present. “What the country wants,”
adds The Mail, “is a better licensing
system giving better public house ac-
commodation which a decent man can
own creditably and decent péople use
without loss of self-respect.”

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Restore the Outclassed Horses tot,S_low
Classes in Light Harness Racing

W. H. Gocher Discusses the Proposed Radical Amend-
ment to the Rules, Finding It Meets With
Much Favor.

By W. H. GOCHER.

The proposed amendment to the
rules of light harhess racing, under
which horses that have failed to re-
duce their time for winning races in
two years will be restored to the
slow classes, has 'met with almost
the unanimous support of all the as-
sociations that have made reports on
the subject. A few owners, how-
ever, appear to be of the opinion that
the restoration of outclassed horses to
the slow classes will discourage what
they call the “little fellows” from
bringing out green horses.

In this respect they have over-
looked the fact .that the rating of
the big or little fellow is fixed by
the quality of his racing material,
whether it is green or developed.
Those who follow the turf know that
an owner may be racing on the mile
tracks this year, while next season he
may be in the bushes, In other words,
his route is fixed by the speed of his
horses. This also gpplies to trainers
as well as owners. They go Where
they think they ean. win, not where
it looks easy,  as experience has
taught everyone that there are few
walkovers, -except at meetings where
the fields are so light that the asso-
ciation is compelled to make up spe-
cials and give each starter a speci-
fied amount, regardless of his posi-
tion at the 'finish of the race.

The restoration of over six thousand
horses to the slow classes will prevent
this. There is also no one disguising
the fact ‘that there is a shortage of
trotters and pacers, From 1914 to
1918 there was a drop of almost 50
per cent. in the number of new 2:30
performers, and this year will not
show an increase. The gures in
1914 were 1124 trotters and 1063
pacers, while in 1918 the returns were
615 trotters and 651 pacers.

The fair associations which give
over 75 per cent. of the race meetings
each season, must have horses to fill
their classes, and, if they cannot get
them. there is but one remedy, and
that is to substitute some other kind
of entertainment for their patrons.
Whether the gallopers, athletic events,
auto racing or shows wjil take the
place of the trotters and pacers rests
with those who can see far enough
ahead to bridge the gap in the light
harness racing world until increased
production, which cannot fail to fol-
low the strong demand and higher
prices which home and foreign buy=
ers are now paying.

On the running turf a horse can be
raced as long as he remains sound.
One year he may be in the stakes, the
next in the handicaps, and the follow-

With the trotter, the waste has been
appalling for years. Horses
plentiful, and no one considered it
worth while to call a halt. After a year
or two a clever performer reached
top form and disappeared; not be-
cause he was unsound ot raced out,
but. because he could no -:longer win
in "the class to ,which he was eligible.
For years these horses found 'a place
on the roads or speedways, but both
of these markets are. closed, and all
that is left now is matinee clubs or
back to the farm.

A few advocate an increased time
allowance for horses that are out-
classed in the fast events. ' This would
help a little in some places, but in the
majority of cases it would drop the
horses into events  with trotters or
pacers that have been specially. pre-
pared for them and whir™ hefare the
end of the season are racing almost
as fast as the (ree-tor-auers. ‘1'his
was shown by the 2.10 and 2.12 class-
es on the mile tracks, and in the 217
and 2.16 classes on' the half-mile
tracks this season.

A brief survey of the eastern half-
mile track meetings shows what out-
classed trotters and pacers have to
contend with. Baron Hal, one- of the
old guard, and still a wuseful horse,
made his win race in 1912 In 1916
he won one out of eight starts, in 1917
two out of 13, in 1918 two .out of 12,
and in 1919 two out of 10. Down in
Maine the trotter Baron Sidnut made
his win race in 1913, In:1916 he started
Ltwice but failed to win, 1917 he fail-
ed to show in front fn 10 races; in
1918 he won one out of seven starts,
while this year he failed to score in
five races. The clever. old trotter,
Carnathan, is another fair sample. He
made his winrace in 1814; ‘in 1916 he
won . one out of 11 races, while he
was started nine times in 1917 and
six in 1918 without winning. Phvllis
the Great made her win race in 1916.
Since then she started eight times in
1917, nine in 1918, and eight in 1919,
but failed to win. Ponv Boy Il. won
11 out of 19 starts in 1917, but failed
in 19 races in 1918, and had but one
winning tab in 1919

Hurry On ‘was marked in 1913. He
was started in ten races in 1918 and
1919 without winning. Acheen made
his win race in 1913, while his card
showg that he was started . in five
races in 1916, four in 1917, and four
in 1918 without winning. Alice M.
was raced in Virginia and Maryland
and Pennsylvania.

RETIRE FOR SEASON

The Canadian’s Winnings Far
in Advance of His Near-
est Rival.

New York, Nov. 27.—A Canadian has
again made the grand cleanup in Ameri-
can racing, and the Canadian who has
done it is the same who did it last sea-
son—namely J. K. L, Ross of Montreal
But perhaps it would be misleading to
describe J. K. L. Ross’ racing establish-
ment as a Canadian establishment even if
the owner is a subject of King George, &
reserve officer in the Imperial navy, and
a- banking, railroad, coal and shipping
magnate of the country to the north. J.
K. L. Ross spends much of his time in
the United States, and he is organiz‘ng
in Howard county, Maryland, not far
from the Laurel race track, a thorobred
nurgery which, in the course of a few
vears will be second to none in the United
States, as regards the number and
quality of the stallions.

In the season of 1918 this Canadian.
whose face and figure have become as
familiar to the patrons of thorobred
horse racing in the United States as
have those of any Hving American horse-
man, and whose black and orange colors
get a hand very nearly &very time they
appear on an American race track be-
cause of the unfailing consistency of the
running of the horses, that have borne
them with distinction ever since the Rock |
Sand colt. Domrosch won the Preakness
Stakes under them in 1916, which was
about the time racing folk first began
to notice them, led the winning American
owners with a total of nearly $100.000 to
his credit. The exact sum, according to
the racing manuale, was $99,179, But
prcbably enough second and third money
was overlooked by the manual account .
ants to have swelléd the total to a full
$100,000.

This year J. K. L. Ross is away out
in front with a matter of $211,000 o-
$212,000 on the good side of his racing
ledger. Possib'y this total may be a bit
out of the way, a thousand dollars or so.
But the difference is trifling when the
gross sum is considered. Lest season
Commander Ross’ nearest competitor jwas
A. K. Macomber, whose horses earnéd a
matter of $95,000 or §96,000. This sea.
son the runner up is the stable of Sam
Hildreth, . with a ‘total of $168,000 “or
thereabouts to its credit,

Harry Payne Whitney, whose horses of
various ages have won about $95,000, is
third among the winning owners. There
can be no change in these figures insofar
as they relate to the earnings of the Ross
and Hildreth establishments, Mr. Whit-
ney’'s total is apt to be swelled to nbove
$100,000 between this and the first of the
year. From Thanksgiving Day on, Mr,
Whitney will have horses running at both
Havana and New Orleans, The Ross
and Hildreth stables have gone into re-
tirement, the Ross outfit at the latter's
farm in Howard county, which is to ba
called Bowling Brook, and Hildreth’s at
Belmont Park.

NOROOMFOR

Children’s Aid Society Con-
sider Drastic Change in
Legislation Necessary.

Visitors to the 28th annual meeting
of the quarters of the Children's Aid

st.uck by the sanitary arrangement of
the instituti.n and the weli-cared for
appearance of the chiidren. Controller

ing exencises were conducted by Rev.
Dr. John Neil.

The report of the president, J. K.
Macdonaild, laid emphasis on the fact
that the problem of the defective child
is an ever-present one, becoming more
and more aggravated the longetr it is
left unsoiveda. It was pointed out by
Mr. Macdonaid that the law should be
restored which prevents children being
committed as wards or a children’s aid
society who ars mentally or physically
unfit, because foster homes cannot be
obtained for such poor unfortunates. A
disability was pointed out when it was
stated that the Infants’ Home on St.
Mauy street, where the children’s aid
places its children under four years of
age, owing to overcrowding and some-
tunes infectious disease, is trequently
unable to receive children of the “aid.”

Something of the nature of the work
of the chiluren’s-aid may be gathered
from statistics given. Complaints
rumbering 1462, involving the interests
of 3132 children, were received and in-
vestigated during the year. In addition
to these, icases of delinquents brought
to notice thru the juvenile court were
received. A total of 478 ne-
glected and dependent children were
cared for, and for 93 of these foster
homes had been procured. Some of the
ways in which others nad been disposed
of were: Returned to parents and
guardians, 167; infants’ and baby
homes, 43; probation, 34; in residence
at time of repo:-t, 47.

House of Detentlon Needed.

Hon. Senator Proudioot, who second-
ed the adoption of the president’s re-
port, spoke on the importance of «chil-
dren to the nation, and referred to the
legislation brought about by Sir Oliver
Mowat in 1887 by which the children’s
aid was brought into being. Legisla-
tion enacted since had injured the
work. This ithe speaker hoped would
be relieved at the next session of the
legislature. Mr. Proudfoot drew the
attention of those present to _ the
amount of work done by the staff, as
proved. by the figures of the report. He
also referred to the increase in the
work of the association, which had now
300 shelters thruout the province. On
the need of a house of detention for
Toronto, the speaker said he felt sure
that if it were made plain to the city
that it was the work of the municipal-
ity to provide one it would soon be-
come a reality.

The report of the treasurer showed
that receipts for the year were $32,-
314.30, the expenses, together with an
over draftr of $3354.87 being the same.
Summer outings and fresh air work
were reported. Hon. Thomas Crawford,
Staff Inspector Gregory and Messrs.
Appleton and J. O. McCarthy took part
in the adoption of resolutions, includ-
ing thanks to the visiting physicians.
The good work of Mr. and Mrs. Dun-
can, who have charge of the institu-
tion, was also recognized. The follow-
ing officers were elected:

The ef-
fect which this situation Avill have on
the next year's contract prices is,
however, of considerable importance,
Contracts for 1920 will in\ most cases
be signed during the next few weeks
and will probably be at from $85 to
$90. per ton, as compared with present
contract prices of $70 to $75 per ton.”

Delegation of Brotherhoods to
Meet Director-General of
U. S. Railways.

Cleveland, Nov. 27.—The ‘meeting of
500 general chairmen of the four
great railroad - brotherhoods which}
convened here last Monday to con-
sider an offer from Director-General of
Railroads Hines of time and one-half
for overtime on slow freight service,
provided all arbitraries and special al-
lowances were eliminated, ended late
today with the adoption of a wreso-
lution to send a committee, represent-
ing all four organizations, including
the four chiefs, to Washington to con-
fer with Mr. Hines on the wsubject.
The committee has -full power to ac-
cept or reject the offer. A telegram
has been sent asking for a conference
on Tuesday, Dec. 2.

The convention agcepted Mr. Hines’
other offer, the proposed “held-away-
from-home-terminal” rule, which
means ‘that pay of .train and engine
crews will automatically start at the
expiration of 16 hours from the time
of release at’'a-way-from-home ter-
minal. A

No strike vote was taken or ordereu
during the conference, according to
W. G." Lee, president of the brother-
hood of railroad trainmen.

About 180 general chairmen of the
brotherhood of locomotive firemen and
engine men remained here to meet to-
morrow to discuss -the demand of
their organization for increased
wages. Their demands were pre-
sented to the railroad administration
last September, but no answer has
yvet been received. In a reply to a
similar demand from the brotherhood
of railroad trainmen the railroad ad-
ministration stated that the questiom
was still up to President Wilson.

In view of the conflicting statements
given the correspondent, it is difficult
to say just what was decided, but it is
generally believed that the Baltie
representatives, or at least the
Esthonians, invited the Bolsheviki to
send a peace delegation Dec. 1. Thru-
out Litvinoff's stay he was sedulously
guarded from correspondents by the
Esthonians, and a British officer was
sent to escort him to Copenhagen,

when he left Dorpat.

CONTROL OF LIQUOR
T0BE EXPERIMENTAL

British Government Will Replace
Present Board by a Number
of Commissions.

London, Nov. 27.~—Premier Lloyd
George in his reply to a temperance
deputation yesterday did not give de-
tails of the intended. legislation in
connection with the control of liquor
but indicates that it would be entirely
experimental.  The “intention of the
promised bill seems to be to replace
the existing liquor control board by a
number of commissions, whose func-
tions will be to perpetuate the powers
of the control board. to investigate,
and advise parliament with regard to
further legislation, well ag estabe
lish a scientific branch to watch the
experir‘ents proceeding not only in
Britain.' but in ether eountries,

The premier explained that the
government was aiming to proceed
along lines of agreement, rather than
provoke hostility. Declaring his be-
lief that a policy of prohibition could
not succeed in Ingland, the premier
said:

“The Americans hiave attempted
very drastic meang of rooting out the
drink evil. It is very important that
we shouid not attempt to make up
our minds whether it wilk succeed or
fail. Don't let us watch the experi-
ment with prejudiced eyes.

“Thig is ashold and extremely cour-
ageous experiment, which, even if it
fails, will have revealed some other
and better method of dealing with the
problem. Therefore, I am glad it has
been tried.” /

Paris, Nov. 27—The peace treaty
with Bulgaria was signed at 1043
o'clock this morning with' a- simplicity
and lack of form that mark the de-
creasing interest in the work of the
peace conference, tho for certain
powers, such as Greece, today's cere-
mony was the culmination -in part ot
the hopes of centuries.

“We have waited twelve hundresl
vears for this day,” said a member of
the Greek delegation on entering the
hall of cerémonies in the mayor’'s of-
fice at Neuilly, which is not to be
compared with Chateaux of Versailles
and St. Germain as the setting for
such an event.

Bulgaria was represented at the
peace table by M. Stambuliwsky, her
prime minister.

All the other delegates were in their
seats when M. Stanbuliwsky was an-
nounced at 10.40 o'clock. The Bul-
garian premier, with bushy black hair,
sharp black eyes and robust physique,
saluted with cold formality as he
entered and took his seat. Premier
Clemenceau, as president of the peace
conference, rose immediately and re-
quested him to sign. Two minutes
latetr the first signature had been ap-
pended to the treaty of Neuilly.

FIND ELECTRIC C0.
RESTRAINED TRADE
Commerce Board Gives Judg-

ment Against Canadian
General Electric.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, Nov. 27. — In a judgment
handed down today, the board of com-
merce finde that the Canadian Gen-
eral Electric Company of Toronto, as
the holder of certain patents in respect
of tungsten fillaments, has made use
of its rights so as to restrain trade
and comumerce in relation to the man-
ufacture and production of incandes-
cent electric lamps. The judgment
points out that while the board has
jurisdiction over monopolies, even
when possessed or controlled by a
single individual or company, and
might, therefore, make a specific or-
der, the exchequer court has special
jurisdiction over the matter of pat-
ents, Under section 13 of the act, it is
within the power of the board to make
a report to the minister of Jjustice
'when patents have been used in re-
straint of trade, and the minister may
exhibit an information in the ex-
chequer court, praying for a judgment
revoking such patent. This course has
been adopted by the board. the judg-
ment stating that this course will per-
mit of the matter being further in-
vestigated by a tribunal technically
equipped for that purpose.

How the Case Arose.

This case arose out of the com-
plaint of the Canadian Laco Phillips
Company, Limited, Toronto, that the
Canadian General Electric Company,
also of ‘Toronto, who control the
manufacture of drawn tungsten wire
in' Canada by virtue of certain patents,
have refused to sell’such wire to the
applicants for use in the manufacture_

FRENCH ROADS TO USE
OIL AS ENGINE FUEL

Paris Nov. 27.—The first locomotive
on a French railroad to use oil as fuel
was sent out on an experimental trip
yesterday, and hauled a heavy train
Wwith complete success. It is announc-
ed that railreads in this country have
planned to alter their engines so as to
use oil fuel instead of coal and that
200 locomotives will be thus changed.

It is the view of the board that the
respondents have acquired a monop-
oly with relation to the article in
question, and that such monopoly is
operative and likely to operate against
the interests of producers of incan-
descent electric lamps, and very prob-
ably also against the interests of the
public, in that the manufacture and
supply of electric lamps is restricted
by the use the respondents are mak-
ing of their monopoly of the produc-
tion of tungsten wire fillaments.
Vacuum lamps making is not protect-
ed by the patents, the board rules, but

merely the manufacture of the wire
filament.

It would appear that contact 2zones
have not heen sufficiently emphasized by
economic geologists.
