Santiago Bright and Cheerful,

Santiago de Caba, July 19, via Kingston,
Jamalea, July 20,—Santiago to-day presents
a bright and cheerful appearance to what
it did two days ago. Over 30 s eamers,
flying the Stars and Stripes, le in or near
the harbor. Small boats are plying brisk-
Iy to and fro on the blue watens. Several
large steamers, the Star of Texas, Leoma
and Arkansas, are alongside the wharves,
busily engaged in unloading their large
loads of supplies and provisicns, In short,
everything is bustle and activity. To the
graveyard appearance of the city yesterday
has succeeded to-day a scene of life and
energy. Traflic and gencral business are
reviving. Hundreds of American and
Spanish soldiers, who, but a few days ago,
were shooting at each other, crowd the
streets of Santiago to-day,meeting and mix-
ing on the most friendly terms. A general
feeling of gocd fellowship is evident every-
where, victor and vanquished being equally
rejoiced that the strife and bloodshed are
over, and that the horrors of the siege are
ended. The narrow, cobble-paved streets,
grilling In the fierce sunshine, are erowded
from morning till night by chattering
groups of uniformed Spanish soldiers and
crowds of laughing, rollicking men belong-
ing to Gen. Shafter's army. Great barge
lcads of provisions and supplies have been
golng to the wharves all day from the Rad
Cross steamer State of Texas and the
United States army supply ships, and pri-
vation Is rapidly disappearing. Along the
water front dozens of women and children
may be seen munching American hard tack,
and food is being distributed about the
plaza facing the palace, and in the numer-
ous airy cafes, the officers of the opposing
armies lounged through the day, The
Amerlcans are buying swords, medals and
buttons from their late foes, and all talk
cheerlly whenever an interpreter can be ob-
taiced. About 4000 Spanish troops still re-
main in the city, but the majority of them
will be removed so soon as a camping
ground beyond the rifle pits can be ar-
ranged.

A Pointer From Berlin.

Berlin, July 21.—The Kyeuz Zeitung (Con-
servative) says:

‘“The authorities at Washington are over-
rating their strength. It would be a pro-
found political mistake to send Commodore
Watson to the Spanizh coast. Even an oe-
cupation of the Cararies might lead to re-
grettable complications, all this being much
more vclcanic territory than the Philip-
pines.”’

Yesterday the capture was successfuliy
made by Provincial Constable Whalen, as-
sisted by Constables Dodds and Connors.

They were
overpowered-in the agent’s office, handcuf-
fed and brought to Port Arthur on No. 1,
and have been turned over to the district
jall for eight days. It is said that' Pro-
vincial Detective Rogers has got strong evi-
dence to show.that the men committed 67
the crimes laid to their doors. There is a
report that-a watch belonging to one of the
missing men was found in the possession
of one 0T ithe brothers. This cannot be

REPORT FREOM AUGUSTI.

With Loydl Candor He is Conse-
crating All His Efforts for His
Country and His King.
Madrid, July 20.—Senor Sagasta and Gen.
Correa, Minister of War, declare that the
latest news from the Philippines is of the
most favorable character. General Cor-
rea’'s advices indicate that the Insurgents
are now displaying ‘“‘only a luke-warm hos-

tility towards the Spanish troops.’

Captain-General August sends an officlal
d'espatch_ asserting, under date of July 14,
that, while the blockade is becoming very
strict, the enemy has lost heavily in the
severgl recent engagements, ‘‘by which the
morals of the American force has been
weakened, and the Spanlards' have been
greatly encouraged.

“The despatch alleged, also, that the gar-
rison is ready to fight to the death, and
that General Monet and several officers
who ha descaped from Matabebe have ar-
rived here.”

Captain-General Augusti concludes as fol:
lows :

“Modestly and without exaggeration,
which is contrary to my character, I have
deseribed with loyal candor the situation
to which I am consecrating all my effor:s
for my country and my king.”

What Blanco Says.

An official despatch from Captain-General
Blanco announces that the greatest en-
thusiasm prevalls at Havana and that the
feeling in favor of resisting the Yankess
is universal.

Montreal News.

Montreal, Que., July 20.—(Special.)—
There was quite a flutter of excitement
to-day amongst brokers and bankers
when it became known that a wealthy
firm of New York bankers had decided
to come to Montreal and compete with
the local banks in lending money on
call. The outside public do not realizey
perhaps, the magnitude of this business,
yet it is no secret to the initiated of St.
Francois Xavier-street that the different
Montreal banks have no less than $12,-!
0000,000 out on call most of the year at
a rate of from 4 to 5 per cent. It may
also be said, en passant, that the Im~
perial Bank has done a heavy and pro-
fitable business in this way since the
estahlishment of its branch in this city.
‘While call loans command, as just stat
ed, from 4 to 5 per cent. in Montreal,
the rate paid by the New York brokeys
is from 1 1-2 to 2 1-2 per cent.,or a much
less rate than theéir confreres in Ste
Francois Xavier-street, Montreal, re-.
ceive. Now, it is stated that a New
York firm; three of its members being on
thie Stock Exchange of that city, one in
Boston and the other in Philudelphiaﬂ
will opén a branch in this city, and of~
fer call loans to the Montreal borrows
ers at about 3 per cent. At this rate.
the newcomers expect to bag at least
half of the business, viz, $6,000,000.
They evidently count, however, upon the
Montreal banks adhering to old rates,
but if the Americans pitch their tenis
here the Canadian banks 4ill, no doubt,
reduce their raté to meet the cut of the
stiangers. All this will, si0 doubt, tend
to an’ increase of business in Montreal's
Wali-street,

His
first speech in Congress was upon “Pro-
tection to American Shipping,” and he
has always done much to-further legis-
lation to develop American shipping an
fishery interests. As a membar of the
Ways and Means Committee he helped
to frame the McKinley tariff law of
1890, and was an_active and obstinate
opponent of the Wilson law of 1894. It
was but patural that Speaker Reed
should choose him chairman of ‘the
Ways and Means Committee of the 55th
Congress. and that the present tariff
law should be framed by him,
John A. Kasson.
John Adam Kasson was born in Bure
lington, Vt., in 1822 He was gm_duated
from the University of Vermont in 1842
He studied law and was admitted to the
Massachusetts bar. but soon removed to
St. Louis, and iater to Des Moines,
Jowa. He was an active supporter of
Lincoln for the Presidency, and was by
him nominated Assistant Postmaster-
General. Since then he has been com-
stantly in public life. 1n 1863 he was &
commissioner to the first lnternational
Postal Cofigress. held in Paris; he was
a member of Congress, 1863-1867, 18783-
1877 and 1881-1885; he served as minister

Charles Warren Fairbanks was born
in 1852, of Welsh and Scotch ancestry.

Two yeats
later he was admitted to the bar by tke
Supreme Court of Ohio, 2nd in 1874 he
removed to Indianapolis, where he has
since practised his profession.

Senator George Gray.
George Gray was born in 1840, and wWas
graduated at Princeton in 1859.

He
was admitted to the bar in 1863, and hes
practised his profession with distinguish-
ed success. He was appointed Attorney-
General of Delaware in 1879, and again
in 1884. In 1885 he was elected to the

F. Bayard as Secretary of State. He
was re-elected in 1887 and again in 1893.
Senator Gray was always an earnest
champion of Grover Cleveland. He is

“Spain to-day is in the hands of several
ambitious leaders, and her fate is the same
as theirs—ultimate Tuin, unless there is for-
eign intervention. After she has lost her
possessions, honor, dignity and all that a
nation can have to lose, and still remain
a nation, there will be a syndicate of pow-
ers who will step in with peace proposals.
They will save the country from self-an-
nihilation and establish for it a provisiona!
Government, giving concessions to enter-
prising countries to work her hitherto un-
developed mines and bring about better
conditions generally among the people. This
is the omnly thing that will save Spain as a
nation.

Peace Will Further Their Ends.
“The three parties mentioned are desirous
of peace because it will further their ends.
They know that as soon as peace is de-
clared a wvevoluiion will be precipitated.

He
adds that there is absolutely no news from
Cuba, “as the Americgns control the wires
and refuse to transmit official despatches.”

Gen. Parreja, the Spanisb commander at
Guantanamo, refuses to be included in the
“capitulation” of #antiago.de Cuba. Aec-
cording to Spanish military law, a com-
marder can surrender the troops which he
personally commands, but he cannot oblige
other commanders at distant points, even
though under his authority, to follow suit.
Consequently it is held here that the ‘‘ca-
pitulation” only comprises about 7000 troops
actwally at Santiago.

guard. It is not known how his case will
be disposed of. He may be tried here or
taken as a prisoner to the United Sta‘es,
Scovel attemptsd to make himself a part
of the Flag Raising Opmmittee at the
Palace Sunday. He attempted to go to the
roof of the Palace, when he was ordered
down by the guard. Korcing his way
through the crowd he slapped Gen. Shafter
fn the face, He was promptly arrested.

Indignation at Washington.
Washington, July 20.—Among officials at
the War Department, indigpation was ex-
pressed this morning at the attack upon
Gen. Shafter by Sylvester Soovel, corres-
pondent of The New York World, One of
these officials, high in euthority, said it
was not a simple attack upon a citizen, but
upon the head of an American army and as
such twas an affront to every American citi-
zen. This officlal sald that an example
should have been made of the correspondent
in such a way as to bepome historic. At
the ¢ame time, it has been ascertalned that
no orders touching the case had gone from
the Tepartment, and that the whole man-
agement of it would be left to Gen. Shaf-
ter.

did not sit in sections, but were grouped
at pleasure. .
The City’s Welcome. .

A little after 2 p.m. the Jodge was called
Grand Master W. Gibson, M.P.,
of Beamsville. W, Bro. Controller Leslie,
supported by members of the City Conncil
in a neat speech then welcomed the Gmmi
Lodge to 'foronto, and afterwards the
Grand Lodge officers of Michigan were
introduced and welcomed, It was at this
point that the historic gavel, of which the
city has heard so much, appeared on the
acene, and was the occasion of one of the
happlest speeches Toronto has listened to
for many a day. The silver-tongued orator
was Deputy Grand Master I, T, Lodge of
Michigan, and his speech followed the pre-
scntation of the gavel by Grand Mastor
James Bradley. The speaker referred t0
the brotherly Invasion of Ontario, and the
ccngratulations he brought from 40,000 bre-
thren of the craft in the State of Michi-
gan.

bloody British fields, belong to both alike,
To-day the proud mother, back of whom
lle so rany centuries of brilliant history,
rejolces that the daughter of her youth ani
strength is keeping up the old traditions;
that, secure in her own proud position,
that daughter has stretched forth her hanis
to ald and support a weaker nation in its
struggle for freedom, To-day the daugi-
ter is glad that the mother, too, had her
glorions part In the new battle for human
rights.

““We Americans can never forget that the
attitude of our Mother Country in the pre-
séht crisis held the other nations of the
carth at bay. Henceforth, Americans and
Englishmen the world over are brothers,
with no difference or shadow of contention
between them, and weappear at your al-
tar to-day, not only brothers by the sacrad
ties of Masonry, but also brothers by the
rtrong ties of kinship and country and
blood.”
