MONTREAL, . Sept. 2.—(Special.)—

IMPAOVING CONDITIONS
OF THE MUNIGIPALITIE

Delegates of the Ontario Municipal
Association Are Now in Ses-
sion in Torento.

About 70 delegates answered to-the
roll call, when the tenth annual meet-
ing of the Ontario Municipal Assota-
tion came to order in the assize colrt
room in the city hall yesterday morn- |
ing. ;

When the meeting came to order,
President W. C. Mikel, K.C., city so-!
licitor of Belleville, delivered an ad-

dress in which he reviewed the work
done by the association since its:
fcunding In 1899, in opposing any at-’
tempts on the part of parliament to'
force adverse legislation upon munici- |
paliti€s. The O.M.A. had promoted the |
legislation recently enacted, by which
the province foots the provincial I
election expenses, hitherto borne by
municipalities.

The president advocated legislation
that would exclude automobiles from
public highways, or provide for a pro-l
vincial tax on these machines, to go
into the coffers of the municipalities
for the use of the highways. , g

President Mikel's suggestion that the
date of municipal elections be changed
so as not to interfere with the joyous
Christmas season, was left over, by
the resolutions committee in order
that the government ascertain the feel«
ing of tha municipalities on the mat-
ter. The committee also decided .that
no actfon be taken as regard a change
in the system of municipal audit.

The committee expressed itself as
being In favor of a reorganization in
th¢' provincial police force, and the
election of school trustees by a general
vote, and also the taxing of all rail-
road properties, and adopted a resolu-
ticn put/forward by Stephen Grant and
Ald. Greenlees of London, *“that the
assessment act should be amended so
that the revision court could remit
taxes In cases where @ person assessed
for income tax dies during the year in
which the assessment was made.”

The resolution to have Lhe Muniecipal
Act so amended as to compel persons
setting produce on the public markets
and elsewhere, to sell by weight or le-
gal measure, and not by basket, bag
or roll, was left over till a report
could be received from the chairman
and City Solicitor Chisholm.

The "next resolution, fathered by
Mayor Begg and Reeve Jordan of
Lindsay, provoked some hot discussion.
IL read, “that the act be so amended:
a; to base the azssessment for county
purposes on real property aloneg—gnd
not on business and income. Reeve
Jordan considered it unfair that the
merchants and business men in the
villages and crossroads .should get off]
with one tax, while the poor Lindsay
men had to pay taxes on business and
incomes in addition. City Solicitor
Chisholm was in favor of the resolu-
tion being lost, hut on a close vote it
carried with a majority of one,

A resoluticn to amend section 608
of the Municipal Act, to limit the Ha-
bility of a municipality for damages
for accidents cccurring on the highway
was also adopted. The resolution put
forward by Controller Hopewell and
Treasyrer Ellis of Ottawa “that legis-
lation be asked for to rprovide that
no municipal franchises involving the
use of the publi¢ streets be granted ex-
cept on a vote of the property owners,
was lost.

. QUEBEC AND ONTARIO.

Sir Louis Jette’s address in declaring
the National Exhibition open had all
the tactfulness and gracefu]l phrasing
for which his race is distinguished.
But it had more than that, since it
gave embodiment to the spirit which
alone can create a united Canada

' while allowing each of the main

branches of her population to main-
tain its connection with the great civi-
lization from which it ‘had its origin.
The . lleutenant-governor rightly indi-
cated that more intimate knowledge,
each of the other, is the best solvent of
inherited or acquired prejudices, and
in the Increasing recognition of that
truth lies the best hope, not only of
Canada, but of the world,
_ Those who endeavor for political or
personal reasons to revive and accen-
tuate ‘racial prejudice do serious dis-
service to the cause of unity and
peage. But even, théir worst endeavor
would avalil little were it not aided by
the lack of that personal intercourse
which so easily overcomes the antipa-
thies of ignorance. Even the existence
of our dual language might itself be-
come an instrument aiding not only in
the attainment of a broader individual
cultfire, but in the formatior of an
ampler national ideal. The mainten-
of racial distinctions is not neces-
n&ﬂb ‘an obstacle to real union. These
may: nther become the strength and
mdfuurd of a country’s liberties.

; WIDNES' CHEAP GAS.

Inzhis last repor: Mr. P. B. Mac-
Nanjara, trade commissioner for Can-
ada,’ for the Manchester district of
En d, refers to the cheap gas sys-
tem sof Widnes, to which The World
eall& attention recently. This“Lan-
cashire town, with a population of
about' 80,000, claime to supply the
chenr'put gas in the world. It became
an {ncorporated borough in 1892, but
the \gas and water undertakings were
acquired by the former local board in
1867,-s0 that they have now been pub-
licly“owned and operated for, over 40
years. Both have proved highly re-
munerative, the gas enterprise alone
contributing $10,000 a year to the reller
of the borough rates.

The town council, the commissioner

' reports, has just decided to reduce the

net ‘price to ordinary consumers to
27 cents per 1000 cubic feet, to con-
sumers of over 3,000,000 cubic feet per
annum to 24 cents, and to all users of
gas for mctive power purposes to 20
cents per 1000 cubic feet. TUsers of
gas under the slot meter prepayment
syetem will be allowed 50 cubic feel
for two cents, inclyding the free use
of all internal pipes and fittings, meter
and boiling burner. In other words
the Blot ‘meter consumer will receive
his gas at the same price as the ordin-
ary consumer, plus the ccst -of collec-
tion and maintenance -of his meter,
pipes and fittings.

It is stated, the commissioner says,

_that fhese prices constitute a world’s
. record in the matter of prices charged

for gas and 1t is pointed out that these
reductions are not made at the expense
of the i{lluminating power. In addi-
tion to supplying gas at so low a price
the gas department contributes $10,000 a
year to the relief of the borough rates,
‘Without this contribution to the rates
gas could be sold at 2 cents per 1000
feet below present prices. The com-
missioner adds that coal gas at 20
cents per 1000 cubic feet offers excep-
tionally cheap motive power and to
be comparable electricity must be sold
in Widnes at 36 cents per unit.

AIRSHIPS AND AEROPLANES.

Much more attention is being given in
Europe to the matter of aerial naviga-
tion than has yet been on this sidé
the Atlantic. This is natural since the
possibility of war s an ever-present
factor in the national policies. And
governments have always the haunting
fear that they will be handicapped on
land or sea by some new discovery or
invention placed at the disposal of a
rival power, So whenever a nation
enters upon a novel experiment or ob-
taing a weapon that threatens to alter
the existing balance of power, other
countries are compelled to devise both
a method of repelling it and an equal
or superior offensive . force.

During the season's practice on
Dartmoor, the training ground of the
British artillerymen, considerable at-
tention has been given to aiming prac-
tice at an airship. Not that experts
look for any such remarkable develop-
ment in aerial navigation as will re-
sult “in transferring hostilities from
earth to the clouds. But it is clearly
recognized that the employment of
airships wil be a feature of coming
wars, largely as means of ascertaining
and following the enemy’s movements
and also for the purpose of dropping
explosives. Thus along with the ef-
forts to secure a rellable dirigible air-
ship, methods both of using an attack-
ing them are being elaborated “and
embodied in the authorized drill books.

Students of the question in its pres-

ent stage affirm that the navigable|

balloon can be formidable in attack

and that the best machinery in the

feet of strong wire w

explosfye is attached and liberated by
means of electricity when within a
short distance of the object. The Ger-
mans have adopted. this invention and
are adapting it for use in all their
military airships.

Naval designers are not worrying
over this form of attack and do not
consider the problem of battleship pro-
tection to be at all a formidable one.
And as for the dirigible balloon as
& means of landing troops its futility
is held to be too obvious to require
 serious demonstratiomy The conclusion
to which the most reliable authorities
have come is “that the armies and
navies of the world have little to fear
from the attacks of aerial war vessels

engines of war are Hkely to play a
certain part in military operations,
the means of defence against them
are -at present fully equal to the dan-
ger from attack.’ = Apart from the
‘war aspect, attention 'is really cen-
tred on aviation as opposed to bal-
looning and the way in which the in-
itial difficulties connected with the

That's the Policy of Le Nationaliste
and Its Arguments Are Based
on Good Sense.

Le Nationaliste quotes the case of a
Quebec senator who, it says, never
earned $1000 a year by the practice of
his profession, and did not have one
cent when he started out in public life,
and yet is now president of two rail-
way-companies in that province.

The writer then proceeds to com-
ment:

‘“‘Superficial minds—and the taxpay-
er, as a rule, is of a superficial mind—
will not stop at such facts, so fami-
liar have our politics made us with
things wonderful. For my part, I take
them as an instance of what has been
going on since Canada's entering into
the locomotive era.

“The government, in Canada, could
build the railways as it built the can-
als, to secure the transpontation facili-
ties for the people, and have them op-
erated under lease by private indi-
viduals or by corporations, in order to
eliminate political patronage from the
management. This most of the Euro-
pean states—France and Belgium in-
cluded—have done, whether for the
greater part or for the whole of thsir
respeciive systems. Other states, like
Switzerland, first granted franchises
whieh they afterwards took ‘up on
terms named in the franchise. Direct
or indirect state operation has its
dr:lw.backs, but it also has, as com-
pared with private pwnérship, advan-
tages that one cannot over-éstimate,
It rids the government of the influ-
ence of private capital, demoralizing
in any case, but particularly dan-
gerous for the national life, when the
state is weak, like ours, and has to get
Its capital from powerful, aggressive
and unscrupulous countries, like Eng-
land and the United States. It pre-
vents over-capitalization, the compa-w
nies’ favorite device to cheat the peo-
ple by concealing their illegitimate

earnings. It allows but one transpor-

Such a policy is especially needed
In young coumtries, for it is easier to
start the economic development in the
right direction than to straighten its
course once badly started. The ‘policy
of leaving the fleld to companies and
having an extra parliamentary board
to  supervise operations is a stupid
one, because is does not regulate capi-
talization, which regulates dividends,
which in turn regulate transportation
rates. In other words, the government
may tell the board that the rates must
be fair, but this' must be useless ad-
vice if the company has been permit-
ted to unload upon the public, thru the
medium of the stock exchange, three
times as many shares as were required
by legitimate operations, and if the
board consider themselves in duty
bound to preserve the rights of the
1simple—mlnded victims of that ‘water-
ng.’ f

Supress Political Roadx.

‘‘Since our ministers—for motives
which one would rather imagine than
specify—prefer priyate ownership to the
point of having columns and columns
of lies printed at advertising rates in
their party organs on the other policy,
the least that might be asked of them

would be to tack a few conditions on,

the million dollar money grants which
they hand out to the raillway companies
every year. There should be at Otta-
wa a board of competent transporta—
tion engineers to draw a national
schme of railway  development, and
mercilessly to suppress any route de-
clded upon regardless of the’true public
wish for the sole purpose of pocket-
ing the statutory subsidies. Passage
rights should be reserved on railway
bridges for national or regional high-
ways. The amount of the subsidy
should rest not only on the cost of
building, but also on prospective earn-
ings, and not the same dealing be met-
ed out to the road whether built thru
the forest or thru a riop and thickly
peopled country. Above all things, it
should be seen to that the subsidies
are used on the work, and so not get
strayed to the pockets of industrmious
politicians, as happens in 99 s out
of 100, if credit| is to attach to the

This {s the title -of the military spec-

GOLD AT BELMORE BAY.

Toronto Men Developing Property in
New Mining Field. il

—John Douglas, managing director of
the Douglas Mining Co., Limited, of
Toronto, passed thru Port Arthur this
week on his way to SBturgeon Lake,
where his company are carrying on
some important development work on
their gold property .at Belmore Bay.
It is understood that the ‘company
intend 'to erect a stamp mill capable
of handling 100 tons of ore per day.

N TALE OF TH ITES

West Toronto Deputation Urge
That a Greater City Will Be a-
Bettermenit for Everybody.

The greater Toronto idea got a big
boost forward yesterday morning when
a large deputation from West Toronto
conferred with the board of control
in respett to the annexation of that
suburb' of Toronto. “

The Junction delegates were unani-
mous for union. The board of control
listened to the proposals submitted by
Mayor Baird and with one exception
were prepared to vote in favor of an-
mnexation; but <Controller Spence de-
manded more information. The as-
sumption of the debt of the smaller
city loomed up large before his eyes,
and he submitted a proposition to ap-
point the Mayor, Corporatiom Counf
sellor Fullerton and City 'I:J’mure'r
Coady to confer with officials of West
Toronto as to terms. - -

Controller Hocken, Controller Ward
and the mayor were prepared to vote
‘on the question of annexation right
away, but Mr. Spence’s resolition was
agreed to, the mayor stating that he
would endeavor to have a report ready
this week to submit to the board.

Mayor Baird was accompanied by
Councillors Armstron Sheppard,
Main, Maher and Howell; City Solici-
tor A. J. Anderson and the following
citizens of West Toronto: R. L. Mc-
Cormack, George Heintzman, Rev. Dr.
Pidgeon, James Armstrong, Col. W. P.
Moore, Samuel Ryding, John T. Moore,
A. M. Wilson and several others.

Mayor Raird ' Explains.
. Mayor Baird lucidly presented the
views of the deputation. He said this
was not the first time that West To-
ronto had come here; but they looked
at the question of annexation from a

.broader standpoint than in the past.

It was true that a few of their citizens
looked -upon union as a method of re-
ducing their taxation and it was also
true that there were in Toronto *‘Little
Englanders” who believed that the in-
terests of the city would be imperiled
by taking in more land. There were
broader issues, however, Greater To-
ronto, taking in all the district west to
the Township of Etobicoke and east to
Bearboro, was the ideal that many had
in view. He had come not altogether
in the interest of West Toronto, but
in the interest of Toronto as well.
Mayor Baird proceeded to say._ that
there were some suggestions which
ought to be granted by the city. He
Was opposed to the idea that Ward Six
should be extended to take in the whole
of West Toronto. The western suburb
has a population of about 12,000, but
if outlying districts south of St. Clair-
avenue were taken in there would be
an additional population of 3000.
Mayor Oliver thought there would be
no difficulty about the readjustment of

;the ward boundaries to make an extra

wanrd.
Assume the Debt.

It would be expected that the greater
city would assume the debt. This was
not burdensome. The debt was about
& million dollars, but they had four
good schools with another butlding, a
collegiate institute, waterworks, sew-
erage and electric lighting. The town
had mo sinking fund, and the rate of in-
terest on the debentures for 35 years
was 3.93 per cent. :

“The debentures would be worth 30
per cent. more if assumed by Toronto,”
suggested Mayor Oliver.

Mayor Baipd sald the fire depart-
ment required additional equipment,

The tax rate was 26 mills, but one-
haif the cost of local improvements
was pald for out of the general taxes.

The manufacturers are all in favor of
annexation.

“They would Mke to come in be-
caupe their taxes would be less when
the exemption expired,” suggested
Controtler Spence.

Mayor Baird sald the greater city
Was preparing to extend its water-
works system on a larger scale than

L

‘would be mnecessary if West Toront:
were not taken in. %
" XLocal Optiom.

Local option did not concern 'lhr%to.
but it had been twice carried in West
Toronto, and at the end of the three
year period. it might be necessary to
take another vote. His idea was that
the vote should be taken in the same
district which had carried it.

‘“That would be for the legislature,”
suggested Mayor Oliver,

Mayor Baind said the next point
was that the West Toronto officials
should be taken over by the city, and
Mayor Oliver agreed that this would be
done as far as possible.

In reply to a question Mayor Baird
sald the city had considerable tax sale
lands which were regarded as a good
asset,

He, suggested that the old stock
yards, which were really a detriment
to the city, should be wiped out and
that - Toronto . should take over the
union market as a municipal aenter-
prise.

Mayor Baird referred to. the subur-
ban railway franchise, which he 'said
expired concurrently. with the Toronto
railway franchise.

“If annexation is mnot brought about
now you may have a council out there
next year that are not as stiff as we
are In resisting the franchise,” he
warned. .

This was the most powerful argument
predented by Mayor Baird in the opin-
ion of Controller Spence,
