Almost Unanimous
Approval,

“A wider Yonge-street is the accept~
ed slogan of the business interests,
judging by the almost unanimous ap-
proval of the project shown at the
meeting of the civic improvement
committee, in the city hall last night.

there was a satisfactory attendance
of property owners and lessees, )
The prevailing sentiment was that
Yonge-street, to retain jts position as
the leadihg thorofare, must move with
the timeg:  The original proposition to
move back the bullding line from
Queen-street” to Wilton-avenue, didn't
séem to strike the meeting as broad
enough, and the plan to be considered

.} at the next meeting, Thursday evening,
May 20, takes in the, whole of the east |

side of Yonge-streét from King-street’
to ' Bloor-street. ‘As both sides of the;
street will benefit, it was agreed that
both should pay for the cost of the
widening, but the question of how the
cost of recomstructing the buildings
should be apportioned will be taken up
later. ;

Ex-Mayor Urquhart presented the
report of the executive committee, sug-
gesting that the city seek legislation,
if necessary, for power to expropriate
property in the rear of the Yonge-
street properties, from Queen-street to
Bloor-street,so that the city could offer
to property holders land in the rear
of their premises of a depth as great
as the number of feet the building line
would be moved back. The report pro-
posed that the street be widened by
from 16 to 20 feet. Mr. Urquhart
thought that the anly present buildings
which would Interfere with the com-
plete carrying out of the plan were
Massey Hall, O’Keefe’'s brewery and
the Hyslop garage. His personal
opinion was that Victoria-street should
be extended ‘thru to Bloor-street, and
that the city should expropriate all th2
property .facing on the west side of
Victoria-street. He belleved that the
enhanced value would not . only com-
pensate the city for its expenditure in
making over the ‘strips to owners, but
would yleld a very considerable profit,
He gave warning that unless Yonge-
street were widened, the congestion of
trafic would cause such inconvenience
that business would be drawn away to
other - streets.® i

James Ryrie’'s opinion was that théere
were not 20 buildings on Yonge-streat,
between Queen and Bloor-streets,which
would not be rebuilt in 20 years.

The only opposition was expressed
by John C. Brady, owner of the land
occupled by the Vendome Hotel at the
southeast corner of Yonge-street and
Wilton-avenue. He was against con-
centrating traffic on Yonge-street by
encouraging it further; and said that
the owners wouldn’'t only have to pay
for remodelling their buildings in front,
but also for the rear extensions.

R. Y. Eaton said that as a represen-
tative of Yonge-street merchants, he
entirely favored the widening of Yonge-
street, which couldn’t contimge to he
a main thorofare without more room.

That, Yonge-street should be widen-
ed 34 feet was Controller Hocken'’s idea,
He believed 'the portion from King-
street to Queen-street should be in-
cluded. Only the Confederation . Life
Building and the new building to be
erected at the northeast corner of
Yonge and Adelalde-streets would be
in the way.  He also advocated the
widening of College-street,which would
become a busier thorofare than Queen-
street.

K. J. Dunstan, vice-president of the
Guild of Civic Art, declared that in
Montreal a street widening policy had
produced excellent results within a
reasonable time. Toronto was the
worst laid-out cjty in America, it
having no thru street between Yonge-
street and Bathurst-street. In 20 years
Toronto would have.a million: popula-
tion, ‘and it would be very undesirable
to -have Yonge-street a narrow thoro-
fare lined with sky scrapers,

J. P. Hynes, also of the guild. urged
that the widening of a number of other
streets be taken up as well as
scheme of diagonal streets, AmoOng
others who spoke were Herman
Heintzman, Edmund ' Burke, Vietor
Cawthra and Charles 8. Coryell.

Thick-set, short and husky,
frank, or as reserved as the sphynx, as
the interéests of labor demanded, he
said: “I am here with Mr. Morrison io
consult with the committee about the
arrangements for. the meeting of the
American Federation of Labor here in
November. We have seen several halls
already and also hotels, to see where
to establish the headquarters and hold
the meeting. We have come to no de-
cision at present.”

Labor Conditions Improving.

Asked respecting labor conditions in
the United ‘States, Mr. Gompers said
that the . statistics available were only
up to the end of December last. They
showed at least 60 per cent. of the me-
tal workers out of employment, Con-
ditions were, he believed, improving.

The declaration at the time of the
panic, that-organized labor would re-
solutely restst a reduction in wages,
had been remarkably effective in keep-
ing up wages, _ This had been to a sur-
prising extent the case too with un-
organized labor.

President Gompers sald he might
talk to-night on the dominant labor is-
sues, After to-night’s ‘meeting - he
would go to Philadelphla,.

“OTTAWA, May 6.-—(Special):—iIn.the]
upper - house to-day - Senator Davis’
moved the second reading:of m.,uu
respecting the lncori')oratii)n‘ of rgll-_—
way companies. The bill proposed, he
sald, to do away with the incorpora-

tion of railways by parliament, and
giving the work to/a state department
on recommendations from the rajlway
commission. He did not expect the bill
would pass this session, and anticipat-
ed that it would be amended with im-
provement before it did pass. .

As to the principle of granting rail-
way charters, ‘Canada was: behind oth-
er cohntries and it was time for @&
change. Committees of the senate m‘A
parliament could not get information
required about route, bonding , powers
and stock-issuing powers under the
present system. The promoters’ word
had to be taken for everything con-
nected with the proposal. !

His bill would discourage charter-
mongers and wotild save the time par-
llament had been giving to gentlemen
who were after charters, not to bulld
but to sell. In the past nine years par-
liament had granted 116 railway char-
ters outside of those given to three
big companies, the C.P/R, Grand
Trunk and Canadian Northern, and
there was authority to build 57,862
miles, and of that only 466 miles had
been built, and that had bheen done
by only fifteen companies. 3

The bill he proposed would follow
the American plan and would . give
the raflway board control of the bond
issue and authority to see that it went
into the road, and did not leak into
fome one’s pocket, as he believed was
frequently the case at pre:zent.

The application came from the Peow -
ple’s Telephone Co. of Sherbrooke, and
Caledon, Ont., Telephone Co,, for or«
ders compelling the rallways to permit
them  to place their telephones in the
stations ~already served by the Bell
Co. !

ence is made to the power of the board
to grant such an order without refer-
ence to any: exclusive privilege glven
by the railway to another company.

The general principle is laid dowm

that if a telephone company’s instru-
ments are in general use in the dis=
trict surrounding the station, and If
it would be of substantial convenience
to the public having business with the
railway, while not unduly oppressive
to the latter, the applications should
be granted subject to an agreement,
the general form of which is prescrib~.

BIPSY SMITH IN TORONTD
T0 BECIN-GREAT REVIVAL

S
Says He Will Appeal First to Con-
science, Then to Intelligonce-—
First Meetlng Saturday

Gipsy Smith, who is'to lead a 16
dayse’ revival at the Massey Hall from
Sai,urda.y night, has arrived. He is the
guest of Rev. Dr. Elmore Harris,

“Phis is my first plece of work in
Canada,” said the Romany apostle to
The World last night! “Of course I
have not been in Toronto before, al-
tho I have been all across the conti-
nent. I feel very much at home under
the British flag, you know.”

The noted revivallst is a dashing-
looking man, with jet black haiy and
keén eye. He is one of fhe most gen-
ial of men and spoke with enthusiasm
of his meetings in the United States,
which began on July 26 of last year.

‘“Let a greh.t actress appear beforre
you qn ‘the stage’ in a certain play. 1If
she Is ‘truly great, and the play is good,
she wins the whole heart of her au-
dience. She can do with it what she
likes. She may pick it up and stick
it under her arm llke an old umbrella
and carry it away ‘with her, But it is
not the intellect that has been aroused,
but the emotions. After the emotions
comes the intellect, but with that act-
ress in that play it was emotions first.

“Now, in this work of conversion you
have to deal with a man’s intelligence.
His intelligence and his consclence are
the bricks and sand. The¢ mortar is his
emotions—his heart. Without the mor-,J
tar you cannot build your wall; with-
out the emotion, without wuchlng and
reaching into the heart of your man,
you cannot build your Christian,

“Sometimeg I make my hearers angry
—I know I ‘am going to make them
angry, and oftentimes I tell them so,
but I go right ahead, nevertheless, I
tell them the plain truth, and 1 try
to touch their hearts—I try to reach
their emotions, I get their sympathlies:
there is a bond between us. Thelr
hearts soften, and my heart, too, soft-
ens, I, too, am affected.

Mock Bisque Soup.—1 can of toma-
:0es, 3 pints milk, 1 tablespoonful flour,
1 tablespoonful butter, 1-2 teaspoonful
baking soda, pepper and salt.

Stew tomatoes until pulp is tender.
Put on milk in a double boilerjto boil,
add flour mixed with a little cold milk,
and cook for 15 minutes. To the to-
mato add soda; stir well, and rub thru
a strainer. Add butter, salt and pep-
per to the milk, and then the tbmato.
Serve at once.

Chocolate Eclairs.—Put 2 ounces but-
ter into a saucepan, &4dd %-pint of wa-
ter, bring to boiling point;-add quick-
ly 1-2 pint flour, pinch of salt and 1
teaspoonful sugar; stir well with wood-
en spoon till mixture leaves sides of
pan, remove from fire, allow to cool,
but not become cold; add 4 eggs, beat-
ing each one thoroly in. -Put mixture
into pastry .bag and tube and shape in
strips 8% inches long and 1 inch wide,
on buttered tin. Bake 30 to 40 min-
utes in hot oven. When ready and
cold fill with whipped cream. °

And the machine and Op-
erator are “housed” In an asbestos
blanket box device that is the 'stan-
dard in all the great cities of the Unit-
ed States and Europe, constructed in
such a manner that the danger of fire
is absolutely eliminated.

But the provincial regulations call
for a box lined with asbestos,

And the other day a policeman from
Inspector _Stephen’s office Iinspected
the perfect device, consulted with his
book of rules, and ordered that it be
taken away and replaced with “a box
lined with asbestos.” Protest was in
vain. Mr. Policeman pdinted out that |
the “ro-stats’’—otherwise reostats—,
and the “con-doots”—or conduits, did
not respond to the printed demands.

“It doesn’t matter what they are,
they’re not here as the book says they |
should be,” was his final dellverance.
And what he said had to go—even the
perfect safety device that the fire un-|
derwriters’ special representative had |
shortly before declared to be excellent. !

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. | METHODS IN PUBLIC OWNER.
{ s " SHIP

One of the arguments constantly
used azainst public ownership is to
the eftect that eficient rervice 18
not be had from the kind of officials
who are to be obtained at the sal:
aries paid by the public, and under
the conditions of service, subject to

_ political  and other interference,
which publie
to involve. I
when civic or other officials, b
own force of character or the weak
ness of those who are supposed to
cpntrol them, usurp the power of the
people and impose their. own views
upon. the conduct of affairs to the
subversion of public policy. There
are certain departments in the city

hall where this state of things ob-
tains, and more will have to be said
nbout it later. .

There 1s no greater inherent neces-
gity for loose methods of government
under a democracy than exists un-

. der any other system. There is a
way, however, by which in a demo-
cracy the very best results possible
are obtained from public ownership.
There are at least three excellént ex-
amples in Ontario in the Hydro-
Electric Power Commission, the T. &
N. O. Railway Commission, and the
Queen Victoria Niagara Falls Park
Commission, whose report for 1908
has just been issued. :

Visitors to Niagara in recent sea-
" sons have been astonished at the
transformation going on there and
the vista of beauty that is « being
created on the Canadian side of the
river, a scene that may well out-
rival what is to be found on the
opposite banks.  All the advantages
of a continuous and enlightened
policy, faithfully administered with
due regard to economy are to be
found at Niagara in exemplification
of the. merits of public ownership.
__Some objection has been raised to
the spending of money to build a
road and boulevard at Niagara, but
even if the objection had any basis
beyond carping criticism it must not
be forgotten that the money so spent
is derived entirely from Niagara
‘sources. A total expenditure of $61,-
878 has been devoted to the boule-
vard.

“The commissioners think,” it is
remarked in the report, ‘‘that this
great park and boulevard system
should not only be used for the re-
creation and enjoyment of the public,
but should be utilized during its for-
mative period, and for all time to
come, as a provincial school of prac-

_tical forestry, horticulture, floricul-
ture and botany, and last, but not
least, an object lesson in good road
building.”” No disagreement about
this is likely to arise.

None who are familiar with the
conditions and who contrast the ef-
fective results obtained at Niagara
and elsewhere thru government by
commission will be able to refrain
. from the regret that similar methods
have not been in vogue in Toronto.
it'would not be too much to pay five
commissioners $§20,000 a year each
to govern the city right, save its
money, expend its revenues, and get
the results which are now so: pain-
fully lacking. .

How long would a responsible
commission take to settle the Hspla-
nade question, the union station,
Ashbridge’s Bay, the trunk sewer,
the water supply, the radial railway
entrance, the civic improvement
scheme with its necessary new road-
ways and boulevard system, and. the
hundred and one other matters that
suceessive councils and unsuccessful
officials dilly-dally over for years ?

It is not public ownership that is
wrong, but public ownership condi-
tioned by obsolete private ownership
methods.

’

TWO NOTABLE DECISIONS.

Yesterday the board of railway
commissioners. for the Dominion is-
sued two decisions of cdnsiderable
public importance. One of these
granted the application of the
People’s Telephone Company for per-
mission to enter a station of the
Grand Trunk Railway and the board
took the occasion to lay down the
principle that any telephone com-
pany must be allowed access to a
railway station upon payment of a
nominal fee, despite the existence of
an exclusive arrangement between
the railway and any other telephone
company. The other decision, given
at the instance of the London, Eng.
Times, directed the various telegraph
companies to transmit press mes-
to the Marconi wireless sta-
tion at Glace Bay at the same rate
as is charged to other points along
the Atlantic coast of Canada.

Both these cases illustrate
curious notions public service cor-
porations entertain regarding their
obligations to the people with whose
franchises.they have been entrusted
Equality of treatment 'is a princinle
which has been frequently laid down
RS applicable to public franchise
holders, yet they have apparently an
Ancurable habit of using their privi:
leges to further their own interests
irrespective of other considerations.
The right of independent  telephone
rompanies to enter railway stations
was vigorously upheld, when the
point first arose, by Mr. W. F. Mac-
lean, M.P., in parliament, and thru
the eolumns of The World. He
met with the usual opposition that
arises whenever public rights have to
be vindicated or established, but the
equity of the contention was too
patent to be ignored. In the tele-

PUBLIC OWNERSHIP AND CITY
EXPANSION.

Guelph with its low tax rate of
14 1-2 mills is a standing witness to
the value of municipally owned-and
operated public services. . But for
special obligations connected withs

ably have stood at 11 miills and that
figure may be reached after’ next
yvear. Guelph is simply repeating the
experience of British- municipalities
that have acquired and are operating
their public franchises. The great
majority of them use part of the
profits of their public services to re-
duce the rates in some instances
very considerably.

Another aspect of public owner:
ship as a factor In city development
and improvement was effectively il-
lustrated during the recent visit of
British municipal representatiges to
Germany. At Frankfort an dddres:
on the extensive ‘town-planning pro-
ject now -being carried out in that
city, was delivered by the city archi-
tect. The scheme is estimated tc.
cost $17,600,000, and is probably
the largest town-planning effort ever
conducted as omne project. Eighty
per cent. of the area. dffected was
purchased by the city before it:
value could be artificially raised by
speculators and the transaction is ex
pected to result in pecuniary profit to
the city besides the other vast public
advantages which will accrue.

The particular portion of the city
architect’s address to which we re
ferred had to do with the construc-
tion of trafic communication with
the harbor and industrial section 'of
the improved area and with the crea-
tion of new dwellings in the vicinity
of this district. In that regard th
city architect remanrked : “It 'is of
great importance that there shoulc
be good street railway connection be-
tween the city and the new districts.
The City of Fra ort is in the for-
tunate situation _being the owner
of the street railway and can carry
out a scheme for the traffic quite in-
dependent of a too far-reaching con-
weration in regard to receipts.
Frankfort will therefore immediately
lay down an electric ‘rallway connec-
tion so that it will be already in use
while the industrial section is in
course of erection. Further, the city
will construct its own suburban lines
with it§ special : permanent way,
which will allow of travel with
greater speed. This railway will rur
to the surrounding villages where
the working classes can, in general,
live cheaper, better and healthier
than in the city,”

" Agricultural -Experiments Conduc~
ted Successfully By Frank
Moberly Near White River

““The great clay belt thru which the
Mranscontinental Rallroad is being
constructed in northern Ontario and
Quebee, is a land of great agricultural
possibilities,” said Frank Moberly,
the well-known engineer and rallroad
ploneer, who has spent several years
in the country north of Abitibi on the
iWhite River.

Mr. Moberly was on the exploration
work of the Union Pacific, Northern
Pacific, Canadian” Pacific, Canadian
Northern and, now, the Trancontinent-
al rallroads,

He has had cleared 15 acres for ex-
perimental purposes. The first year
he raised wheat, oats and barley, and
all matured nicely., The second year
he raised potatoes and several other
vegetables successfully, tho the sea-
son was wet and backward.

The third year, that is, the summer
of 1908,he raised 23 kinds of vegetables,
all successfully,

Mr. Moberly’s experimental farm 18
100 miles east of Cochrane, in Quebec,
and about 500 miles north of Toronto.
The clay belt extends 300 miles from
east to west and 100 miles in width.

Mr. Moberly thinks that the Ontario
Government should encourage the set-
tlers by clearing their land and Dbuild-
ing houses, letting the outlay be paid
back in a series of easy instalments.
‘What discourages
than anything is the long period he
has ahead of him to get hisland clear-
ed and ready for cultivation.
