Complaint is heard in some quarters
to the effect that this sttike business
is an altogether arbitrary thing, and
that workingmen have no right to
come to0 an employer and dictate to
him what wages he shall pay.

People who talk this way do not
reflect very deeply. If the argumeiit
is, good, then no manufacturer nor
dealer of any kind has any right to
go to the consumer and say .that he
wants so. much money for the commo-
dity he ofters for sale.

What right has the manufacturer to
.put a price on his goods? Is he taking
an arbitrary stand when he sets his
figure? The working man das his la-
bor to offer for sale. That is his com-
modity, and he has as goed a ri‘ght to
put a price upon it as ‘anyonme else
who has a commodity for sale. And
the men who sell money in:the banks
are keenest against cutting prices on
their goods.

AWKWARD ADMISSIONS,

Murder will out, it is said, and the
garrulity of offenders fréquently  be-
trays them. “Oh, that mine adversary
had written, a book{’ exclaimed Job,
possibly contemplating this fact.

The Financial Post of Canada has
been advising investors in a series
of articles, and this week attention
is, dirécted to traction companies.

At the same
time the franchise has a capitaliza-
zable value which must be taken
intol account. A stock twhich, with
the bonds, amounts, in total capi-
talization, to less than a éonserva-
tivé valuation of the property,
plant, rolling stock, etc.,, may be
parchased without misgivings, ail-
ways provided that the earnings of
the company are sufficient to pay

the bond interest, and 5 1-2 or 6

per cent. on the market price of

the stock, and show a steady in-
crease over a term of years.”

Watered stock is good for just what
the company concerned can squeeze
out zof the public. The public first

grants a franc¢hise to a company, and
theni pays for the privilege of getting
the beneéfit of the franchise in the
service rendered by thé company, and
on top of that pays onte more for
the, capitalizable value’ which must
be taken into ac¢count,” according to
The Post.

The bond issue. represents the trueé
investment of the company, unless, in-
deed, the bond issue has been inflated
also.

_ no right to pay=for more than it gets,

all Lhat the company usually gives.
The company-wants a great deal more
than that, however, as Thé Post ‘ad-
mits.

= clares muhicibal ownership involves,
and the service wéuld be a much
more satisfactory one in the end.

So we have the watered stock now
to stand admittedly beside the greater
expense, which is merely alleged by
the companies, of public' ownership.

VALUE OF GOOD ROADS.

Patent as are the arguments in sup-
port of tlve improvement of the road
systems ahd urgent as is its necessity,
no little difficulty is experienced in
" getting practical results. People are
everywhere complaining about the in-
creased cost of living and are ready
0 quote-—-figures in proof of the con-
F siderableiadvance in the price of agri-
cultural products. The fact is admit-
ted, but a protest that does not go
beyond its wventilation is of no avail
The problém demands a remedy and
the simplest and most immediately ef-
ficaclous is the provision of good roads.

Place the standard’ weight.at one
and a-half pounds, with the px:lglflese'
of making the loaves any size they
wish, was what the Dominion Master
Bakers' Assoclation yestérday decided
to ask of the provincial government
as an amendment to the Nickle Act.

“The Nickle bread law s regarded
thruout thé province as the most dis-

credited a,cii ever put on the statute
books of Ontario,” said Mr. Parnell
at yésterdayNafternoon’s session, *“'It
is viewed by the public men of the
country with sarcasm and disgust,
and the feeling is that some of our
government ‘officials need: training in
legislation.” {

“The men who made this law have
just displayed their ignorance,’” was
Ald.

Dr. Brown, mmerinwndent of the
General Hospital, sald ‘yesterday that
he thought Toronto wés on the verze
of a serious typhoid epidemic, and-&hut
the people should boil  their drlnking
water.

“Toronto is pretty far behind the
times,” he said. “The system that I
would like to see adopted is the one in
vogue in Germany. There all typhoid
fever patients, even after they have
recovered, are kept in separate camps
until all; possibility of infection has
been removed. Because even after the
patient is well, typhold germs remam
in the body.

‘““The system is rather impracticable
for Canada, but.I would at least like
to see all doctors in charge of typhoid
cases: telling their patients to -take
every care to avold any possibility of
infecting others.”

Dr. Sheard, M.H.O., says the water
is no wonse than at this time last year.
When the water is churned up by.a
storm there is always the chance of
germs getting -into the city ‘supply.
