Montreal, Dec. 5.—(Special )—The World's exposure of the cir-
cumstances under which A. G. Blair resigned the chairmanship of the
railway commission is the talk of Montreal to-day. There is no longer
auy attempt at scoffing at The World’s story.

The Montreal Herald, in an article, evidently inspired, goes even
further than The World, and throws additional light on what is un-
doubtedly one of the most markable political developments of
modern times.

La Presse maintains a significant silence. .

Blair's reticence and Russell's hollow and indifferent statement
go further to reinforce The World's story.

The scandal as roughly outlined involves three ministers,

Not Last Heard of It

To.night's Herald gives prominence to The World’s story. It says:

“Public interest in the situation caused by the resignation of
Mr. Blair. and the sale of La.Presse, has suddenly reawakened, and
from all parts of the country statements are being made about it,
fione of them very positive, all of them differing somewhat as to de-
tails, but all showing agreement as to certain features of essential
interest. Mr, Emmerson has made a statement. Senator Dandurand
another, The Toronto World. and Le Nationaliste of Montreal have
printed long and detailed accounts of what took place ~All these
statements point more or less directly to the formation of a com-
yacy, with large capitzl, Canadiaz and American, organized bv David
Russell with the obiect of securinz the construction of the Grand
Trunk Pacific. Puiting the various stories together, it would seem
that the plans of the syndicate were laid before Sir Wilfrid Laurier
and rejected by him, ultimately, with some show of contempt for
threats addressed to him. Then it seems to have been decided to
beat the government. The first move was to secure newspapers in
Montreal and St. John. This having been done, great secrecy being
observed in the process, Mr. Blair was to resign and take the stump.
Then, three cabinet ministers were to be forced or induced to resign,
several Liberal candidates were to resign, the latelv acquired news-
papers were to lead a stampede and the Conservatives were to be
elected. Mr, Fmmerson alleges that R L. Borden had met Mr. Russell
and his friends in New Brunswick. How the plot failed makes in-
teresting reading, so interesting that it is impossible this should be
the last heard of it.”

Emmerson Sees Conspiracy.
The Brandon Sun prints the following imtefview obtained by its
wa correspondént froma Hon. Mr. Emmerson:
“f have no hesitation in telling you all T know about it.” s&id Mr.
Emmerson_ “T was in New York on Sept. 18, and a gentleman ap-
proached me at the hotel I was staying at and asked me if there
was no chance of getting a contract for the construction of the trans-
continental railway. The elections, he said, were coming off, and if
a contract was obtained there would be lots of money to swell the
campaign fund. I told him that the work would have to be done by
Canadian contractors, and refused fo have anything to do with him.

“He told me that they were working thru Montréal peoble,
and 1 knew afterwards that Montreal parties acted very suddenly
and peculiarly during the campaign. At the hotel was J. N. Green-
shields of Montreal. The Montreal people were said to be friends of
David Russell. During the elections David Russell, J. N Green-
shields, two Americans., Dr. Kennedy and a Mr. Green, said to be an
Englishman. who resided in the States for some years, visited m¥y
province. They were riding in 8 magnificent private car, and at
Predgric‘on Junction. on Oct. 22, met R. L. Borden, apparently by
appointment. Mr Borden went on board, having been met at the
station by Mr. Dowling, private secretary of David Russell.

“During the run to St. John, Mr. Borden, Mr. Greenshields and
others were closeted together.

When David Boasted.

“Immediately afterwards David Russell was boasting and betting
of carrying the whole Province of New Brunswick for the Conserva-
tives. His newspaper, formerly the Liberal organ of the party, was
turned into a campaign sheet against the Liberals. 1 was to be de-
feated at any cost. Mr. Russell’s party was also met by Mr. Powell
and other candidates and leading Conservatives in the province.
New life was thrown into the Conservative cause, and while I don’t
know where the money came from, I do know plenty of it founq\its
way to the conmstituency and was handled by the Conservatives. |\

“In the Province of Quebec; La Presse was captured. But thjs
was only preliminary work. There was, so I am told, to be on nomina-
tion day some twenty-five Liberal members who would retire. In this
way twenty-five Conservatjves would be elected in thdt province by
acclamation, and this would secure the return of the Conservatives,
when R. L. Borden would -have charge of the construction of the
transcontinental line and the giving out of the contracts. In connec-
tion with the resignation of Mr. Blair it may be mentioned that four
days afterwards there appeared in a New York financial paper that
t2 was to be the head of a syndicate for which the capital had been
secured to control the construction of the Grand Trunk Pacifie
But something went wrong, and the plan of campaign fell thru. :

“That.” said Mr. Emmerson, “is what I know, and what L have
heard about it.” i

Ancther story is given by l.e Nationaliste, the Montreal Sunday
paper which brought down the house of cards by prematurely an-
nouncing the sale of La Presse. After outlining the statements of
The World and Senator Dandurand, it proceeds:

“The Blair-Russell plot had its beginnings during the course
of the last session of parliament. Mr. Russell, who had long been
acquainted with the leading railway contractors, and alse with the
Vanderbilts and Dr. Webb, had thought over, with Mr. Greenshields,
advocate for Messrs. Mackenzie & Mann at Montreal, the formation
of a syndicate with $40,008,000 capital stock, which would undertake
hig public works, and, in particular, the construction of the G.T P.
The director of La Presse, Mr. Dansereau; the proprietor of The
Star, Mr. Graham; and certain federal ministers (Mr. Prefontaine and
Mr. Fitzpatrick have been mentioned) were soon informed of the pro-
ject, either personally or by the intermediary of friends. The proposal
was submitted to Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who showed a Wvely interest,
and asked that it be submitted in writing—which was done. Sir
Wilfrid’s answer not being forthcoming, Mr. Greenshields displayed
some impatience, but Sir Wilfrid would not allow his hand fo be
forced. He asked explanation of Mr. Prefontaine and Mr. Fitzpatrick.
got them to withdraw from the project, and, when others insisted
on a favorable reply, he tore up the memorardum and threw it in the
waste basket Mr. Greenshields stayed on for three weeks at Ottawa.
threatening ministers and plotting with Mr. Russell, Mr. Blair and
others, the overthrow of the ministry.

Project Grew.

“Little by little the project grew. Russell got hold of The St.
Johr: Telegraph and also acquired The St. John Gazette. The Star,
Montreal, was soiwd to ine syndicate. Mr. Dansereau being in the
party, they organized also the purchase of La Presse Al! went so
well that a month before the general elections Mr. Russeill Lrought
together his Canadian and American friends at his Caledonia Springs
Hotel to celebrate by anticipation the downfall of the Laurier cabinet
and the triumph of the big scheme. Tlie Montreal correspondent
of The Toronto Globe relates that this bacchanalian festival lasted two
days. The hero of the occasion was in appearance, at least, Mr.
Pugsley, solicitor-general for New Brunswick, and a former lieuten-
aut of Mr. Blair. Mr. Pugsley, of whom they believed themselves
sure, was made aware of all the machinations; he took careful note,
and some hours later let Sir Wiifrid know all about it. He was to
have fql]owod in Mr. Blair's footsteps when the latter had made his
rm’nl;ifl()ns and begun his campaign; neither before nor after the
eiections did he make any move against the cabinet; he is on better
terms than ever with the gods at Ottawa

“Altogether, Senator Dandurand’s account may be pretty closely

Montreal, Dec, 5. —(Special.)—Hon. A.
G. Blair gave out the following state-
ment anent The Toronto World's story:

His Statement in Full.

“Since my return from the Maritime
Provinces, I have seen the full text
with scare headlines of a flaring po-
litical statement in which ‘my name is
fréely used, and in which I am re-
ferred to as not. having been  frank
with the public as to the reason of my
resignation of the ‘chief commissioner-
ship of the railway commission—with
having conspired with two important
railways and other parties to damage
the. government—with having plotted
to make an attack upon the admims-
tration of the interior department—with
having co-operated with athers to ex-
pose scandals against the government
on the eve of the -election—with being
privy to an arrangement whereby sev-
eral of the government candidates in
the Province of Quebec, in consideration
of $10,000 each, were to withdraw from
the field on the eve of the contast-
with = failing to take the platform
against the G.T.P. scheme—with having

been sandbagged into silence, lest some |

secret which 1 feared to have come
out should be exposed—and with hav=
ing arranged that I should receive $100,-
000 as soon as the scheme outlined
should be carried out.
Tisue of Falsehoods.
“Let me deal with these statements

geriatim, first, however, giving ‘o the

public the assurance that these alle-
gations constitute a tissue of falseh>ods
from-beginning to end.

“FIRST—That I was.not frank with
the public as to the real reason for my
resignation. What I stated at the time
was, and still remains true. 1 said I
intended taking up more congenial em-
ployment, and so I do intend, ani I
more than hinted at that time that I
had found my position on the board
more uncomfortable than I feared T
should when I accepted the appoiit-
ment. 1 could enter fully into Jetalls
on this subject, but do not think it ne-
cessary, at least at present.

“SECOND-—As to my co-operating in
hostility to the government with two
of the great railways—my answer is
that I took no part whatever except
by voting in the election, from the ke-
ginning to the end of the contest. Jt
is true I resigned the office betwecen
two and three weeks prior to:election
day, but I was not of the opinion. that
my resignation would ‘cause more than
a few days' eomment ,and the result
showed that my judgment in_this re-
spect was sound. I hear now for the
first time that two of the great rall-
ways in Canada had anything to do
with my resignation, and speaking for
myself T do not know, and have no
information which would lead me to
believe, that the railways in question
wereantagonizing the government.

Not Against Sifton.

THIRD — That I conspired with
others to make an attack upon the ad-
ministration of the department of the
interior. I pronounce this statement
wholly devoid of truth. T never heard
from any source whatever that such a
movement was in contemplation by
anyvoné. I most assuredly had no such
thought in my own mind. No one ever
mentioned the subject to me, nor did T
i¢ anyone.

FOURTH-—As to my having conspired
with anyone to expose scandals against
the government on the eve of the elec-
tion, The statement is &holly void of
truth, such an intention on anyone’s
part. I hear for the first time from The
World’'s publication.

FIFTH—-What jis alleged as to the
intended withdrawal of the Quebec can-
didates is, so far as I am concerned, or
am aware, an entire fable. The state-
ment is the creation of a very disorder-
ed, or a very malicious mind, and, in-
deed, the same may be said with almost
the whole publication,

Didn’'t Intend to Speak.

SIXTH—As having failed to take the
platform after my resignation from the
board—I did neot state at any time that
I intended doing so, The telegram an-
nouncing my resignation said, in effect,
that beyond reaffirming my objection
te the railway scheme 1 intended to
take no part in the campaign. I had
not the slightest thought when I re-
signed of going into the fight, and my
telegram contained all the reaffirmhancs
of my views on the railway question I
had at any time in contemplation.

SEVENTH—It is said the fear of the

disclosure of some secret compelled e |

to silence, and that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
was able to force me to pursue this
course. If anyone either in or outside
the government is in possession of 2
secret of the nature described I here-
by not only give him permission to
disclose it, but invite him to do so.

What
his attitude was remains to be learn-
ed.
Mysterious Newspaper Deal.

“With or without his participation,
however, a jplot was put in motion to
get him into office at Ottawa. That's
what he and his partisans have to ex-
plain, and what the Conservative party
has to reflect upon now that there is
again a question of the party's leadoer-
ship.

“Mr. Russell had The St. John Tele-
graph; he secured The St. John Ga-
zette, leaving Mr. Emmerson without
a newspaper to represent his views
St. John.

“The Montreal Star went thru a pro-
cess of change in proprietorship. The
details of this transaction have heen
kept secret so far or nearly so. An
explanation has indeed been made that
it was a simple reorganization, for the
benefit of employes, but ‘half a million
dollars’ worth of stock in the hands of
a notary seems to require a rather more
ample explanation—especially in view
of recent events—and besides, ths se-
cret is rapidly becoming a secret de
polichinelle.

" HELD UP EXPRESS TRAIN.

But Robbers Overlooked $200,000
v and .Got Only $3500.

Los Angeles, Calif., Déc. 5.—A Wells.
Fargo Express car on the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe Overland pas<
senger train, westbound, was enteved
early to-day, somewhere between
Necedles and Daggett and Evan O.
Roberts, express messenger, was shot
and probably fatally wounded. The
way safe was rifled, but the main safe,
said to contain  $200,000 in pension
money, was not robbed so far as is
known. Officers of the express com-~
pany say the robber secured about $500,
am‘i the main safe was not opened.

The robbery .was not discovered until
the train reached Daggett. Conductor
Hawes opened the door of the express
car at Daggett and found Messenger
Roberts lying on the floor semi-con-
scious. The contents of the rifled safe
were scattered about the car. Roberts
was so seriously wounded that he was
unable to tell much about the robbery.
He said that he had discovered some
one on the blind baggage shortly after
the train left Needles and had been
about to open the door when a man
whom he. took to be a negro broke
opened the door and entered the car,

Before the messenger could draw his
revolver the bandit opened fire, wound-
ing Roberts probably mortally. ‘The
bullet struck Roberts in the left breast,
passing thru the body. Roberts fell to
the floor, and the robber immediately
went to the open way safe and took
what he wanted. He then opened the
deor and jumped - out, Roberts was so
severely hurt that he was unable to
make any outcry.

{ Toula, Dec. 3.—The present political
agitation among the Russian people, re-
sulting in a direct application to the
czar by representatives of the Zem-=
stvos, aims to bring about a restric-
tion of the despotism thit now prevalig
and the establishment ‘of representative

movement will be cannot be foreseen.
The aspiration is not new; the expres
sion is. The question seems to be this:

THE DIFFERENGE A FEW YEARS MAKE

Hon, Geo. E. Foster on Change of
Sentiment in United Statew.

Speaking before the Canadian Club
st its luncheon y\esterday on the zen-
eral subject of inter-trade relations
with the United States, ¥on. George
E. Foster took occasion to refer to
the impressions made upon him on his
recent visit to Boston. He had beesn
struck with the change in the view-
point from which Canada had begn re-
garded during the past 25 years . in re-
spect to this country's resources. A
quarter of a century ago knowledge
was very inadequate; to-day th? ac-
tive trading part of the United States
had a very god idea. The trek of
farmers northward into Canada with
subsequent newspaper reports and ‘per:
sonal examinations had furnished a
very spectacular lesson to tr_\e United
States of Canada’s resources.

A great change had come over the
manner of treatment ‘' of Canada.

Twenty-five years ago it was not

thought worth while to take the trOu-!

ble to please Canada. To-day it was
admitted that a great " fnistake - had
been made in refusing inter-trade pri-
vileges.

Referring to the recent utterance of
Governor Bates of Massachusetts -on
the h“m\' Unjted States,trade would re-
ceive by the success of the Chamber-
lain propaganda, Mr. Foster alluded to
the immense surplus for export left
over in that ‘country after supplying
the home market, and the’great energy
displayed to capture the foreign mar-
kef, making clear the -heayy - ioss
that would be sustained by the carry-
ing out of the movement to bind the
British colonies together.

“The speaker, defined the two great
desires of the'United States in con-
nection with €anada, as those of work-
ing the new resources of this country
themselves, and getting the population
of Canada as a market to strengthen
the home market. They wanted to have
Canadian’ wheat brought to their own
great mills in Minneapolis . and St.
Paul, and, after reaping the transpor=
tation benefits, to reship to Great Bri-
tain. -

“Is mot that the strongest reason
we should work up our own' resources
in Canada, for Canada?’ was the cli-
max of Mr. Foster's argument,‘one that
provoked great applause.

Reverting to the accumulated benefits
that would accrue to the United States
from the drawing of trade into their
own channel§, the speaker mentioned
the .labor .aspect, the drawing away
from Canada of its population to build
up. the cities to the south.
