LONDON, Aug. 3.—He forthcoming 
vuit of a British fleet to the Baltic sea 
appears more than likely to mark the be­
ginning of more cordial relations between 
Germany and Great Britain, instead of, 
as has been suggested in some quarters, 
adding to the friction now existing.

off into the byways of personal graft.

“Now in this insurance scandal, and 
the various other unfortunate business 
wrongs that have been exposed lately, it 
is very much to be doubted if any one 
particular man would do of his own ac­
cord wliat he did as a director or a stock­
holder. A great many very honorable 
and reputable gentlemen are more or less 
implicated in these scandals. When the 
scandals are brought to light and exposed 
these honorable men justify themselves 
by saying that they only had a very 
small part in it. Their excuse is that 
perhaps they owned one share in a 
thousand, and that while the directorate 
of the thousand shares committed a 
financial crime, their one interest was so 
small that it did not count.”

“Does that excuse them?”
“Why, certainly not. They quite like­

ly erred thrdugh ignorance rather than 
intention, but a wrong is a wrong, no 
matter how it is done.”

“You think the evil of divorce, then, 
is a greater evil than the evil of cor­
porate corruption?”

“I do, because corporate corruption, as 
I have already explained, rights itself by 
its own wrong.”
“Would a uniform divorce law through­
out the country help matters?”

“Unquestionably. South Dakota, in its 
divorce laws, is now a blot upon the 
Union. If all the States could have strin­
gent divorce laws, undoubtedly the evil 
would be minimized. Of course, I do not 
believe in divorce at all, and I do not be­
lieve in divorce laws. But I believe in 
anything that will lessen a great evil. The 
church sanctions separation from bed and

New York, Aug. 2—Cardinal Gibbons, 
who is spending hie vacation at South­
ampton (L. I.) has issued a statement 
concerning commercial corruption which 
is likely to attract much attention.

“Corporation corruption is a fixed evil 
that we must reckon with just as long 
as the present condition of society 
in this country,” said the Cardinal.
“Whenever there is an amalgamation of 
great capital, or a large collection of men 
interested in one money making concern, 
there is sure to be corruption. It is not 
a new story. It is a story as old as the 
world’s history. The only reason that 
it comes so much to the fore at t resent 
is that the methods of its detection are 
daily growing stronger.

“Corruption has always eristed. Cor­
ruption, I am much afraid, will always 
exist as long as human nature yields to 
the attributes that lead to temptation.

“The bright spot in the whole swamp of 
present moral degradation is the fact that 
the degradation is made known. Corrup­
tion cannot exist nowadays without being 
discovered after a while. The greater 
the evil the greater the possibility of 
remedy. And that possibility of remedy 
has now become such an assured fact that 
it' counterbalances, almost, the evil which 
the present condition of money madness 
creates.

“The fear, the dread of exposure, is 
the counterbalancing element, and that 
fear, that dread, that horror of having 
a name once respected dragged down is 
due to the efforts of the metropolitan 
press.

“It may not be good theology, it may 
not be good ethics, but it is certainly 
very good common sense, and a very good 
moral element that the fear, the dread board, but it does not sanction divorce 
of exposure in the public press keeps as it is generally known.”

Rev. Dr. Carman was the next speaker. 

He 
sQoke on Christian stewardship. He said 
the forces of this World, its trade and 
commerce, were mighty, it was for us to 
consider that they were not all on the 
side of the kingdom of our Lord Jesus 
Christ. The kingdom of God is establish­
ed within us. It is a matter of personal 
responsibility. All the broad earth 
not interfere with our responsibility nor 
can all the kings of the earth curtail our 
moral freedom whereby we worship God 
and are directly responsible to Him. Be­
fore God every man and woman is a stew­
ard. No man or woman owns anything. 
The reason we stumble so sadly in the 
matter of stewardship to God is that we 
take the human exceptions of the matter 
and import them into our relations with 
God. Every man is accountable. We do 
not own ourselves. We are bought with 
a price.

It is sometimes necessary, the doctor 
continued, for a man to vindicate the di­
vine. We are in God’s great workshop. 
He has provided the raw material and the 
opportunities. Some men, said he, do 
not own their own hands or heads. They 
run after dogmas and enigmas and to 
them a dogma is as good as an enigma 
and an enigma is as good as a dogma. 
There are more people who live under a 
natural religion, continued the doctor, 
than under the tenets of the Christian 
faith. Plenty of men pity people to 
death, said he, and send villiams to heaven 
A man is responsible not for what he is 
but for what he might have been and we 
can’t reach to what we might be without 
the atonement. We know we are stew­
ards from our natural moral instincts, 
although in these matters of conscience 
you cannot always get the strict lines of 
logic. We also know we are stewards 
from the constitution and course of na­
ture. Nothing is born so helpless as man. 
Naked we come into the world and naked 
we return to the dust. The providence 
of God, the Bible and the great redemp­
tion bond under which all men are born 
into the world all proclaim our steward­
ship.

God sets us in this world under favor­
able conditions and then leaves us to our 
own devices. If we are determined to be 
a thief or a liar we can do so. We can 
make our own heaven or our own hell.

There are some respects, continued the 
doctor, in which we are all equal, in re­
gard to externals that is. Our children all 
get the same advantage of school and yet 
some will come out of school to go to jail 
while eo-me will sit on the judges’ bench.

Rev. Dr. Carman concluded with a 
strong plea for tithes as the minimum of 
a man’s giving to the church. The in- 
.stitution of tithes, he said, is just as much 
in force today as under the old Jewish 
dispensation.

Mr. Meighen is here to attend the an­
nual meeting of the N. B. Railway Co., 
to be held today. Matters in connection 
with the company’s last years business 
will be placed before the meeting and the 
election of the new board of directors 
will take place.

The proposed route for the new trans­
continental railway has brought the com­
pany face to face with a problem that 
greatly affect its interests. In explaining 
the matter Mr. Meighen said:

It is believed by many that the de­
ceased’s health was impaired by excessive 
work during the storms of the past win­
ter, during which the energetic superin­
tendent worked indefatigably. He practi­
cally lived at the operating board in .the 
dispatcher’s office. Deceased was an ac­
tive and devoted, member of the Moncton 
Finst Baptist church. He took an active 
interest in all religious works and charit­
able objects found in him a sympathetic 
and generous supporter. The late general 
superintendent will he greatly missed,but 
by none more than by General Manager 
Pottinger, who entertained for his able 
lieutenant a very high regard and warm 
personal friendship.

According 
lo this judgment the Haskell patent, 
which has held the field for the past 
seven years, has been upset, and there 
is no longer any monopoly in the manu­
facture of rubber-coxed golf balls.

More than merely interesting as this 
matter is to the golfer, it should have 
excited the attention of the general pub­
lic on account of the magnitude of the 
issue involved, but for some unexplain­
able reason appears to have been almost 
universally overlooked. 

x Golf balk cost anything from 25 to 50 
cents each at present, and perhaps in 
these days of sunshine and long 
grass when a player may easily lose 
one _or two balls costing 50 
each in the course of 
rounds one may sometimes be inclined to 
fancy that a pretty large sum of money 
must be spent in these indispensable ad­
juncts of the, game.

Usually the reflection ends at this 
point; if it were carried farther It would 
become more interesting. Some little 
time ago a most careful" statistician made 
an exhaustive calculation with the result 
that it was discovered that at a low esti­
mate the sum of $28,125,000 wag spent an­
nually by the golfing public of the world 
in the purchase of rubber-cored balls.

A monopoly for the manufacture of 
these was, therefore, very obviously 
worth having, and the upsetting of the 
patent which controlled their manufac­
ture for the past few years must be ac­
counted a most momentous matter. It 
affects every man who plays golf, and in 
the long run it will probably mean an 
average of $10 or $15 a year in the pockets 
of each of them.

Chwang, together with representatives of 
the Japanese imperial household, officers 
of the foreign and Avar departments and 
(the Asiatic Society, then boarded the 
'Manchuria and extended formal greetingo 
to Secretary Taft and Mies Roosevelt, who 
held an informal reception upon the deck. 
The party were then driven to the rail­
road station through the crowded streets, 
and, boarding a special train, departed for 
Tokio at 10 o’clock, amid the cheer» of 
the assembled multitude.

Upon their arrival at Tokio, Secretary 
*Taft and his personal staff were taken to 
fShiba, where a detached palace was pro­
vided for their accommodation. Miss 
Roosevelt accompanied Mr. Griscom to the 
iAmerkan legation.
