; 1. Th K Society shall be called the “Saokville Cricket Clüb 
Literary Society.”

2. The object of the Society shall be Mutual Improvement, which *i 
object shall be promoted by the reading of Essays, by Debates, or 
otherwise, as shall from time to time be determined by the Society.
