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THE GALLANT 26TH.

That was a thrilling moment at the
great recruiting meeting in the Imperial
Theatre last evening when the announce-
ment was made from the stage that
members of the 26th Battalion had dis-
tinguished themselves at the front,
though at the cost of the wounding. of
Major Brown and several others of the
party. The news brought home to the
great audience the fact that St. John is
vitally interested in the struggle, and
many a young man miay well have ask-
ed himself the question: Why am I not
in training to fill a gap in the ranks of
the men from St. Jgfm who are fight-
ing our battles and winning for them-
selves unperishable fame?

Once when the 26th were quartered in
St. John and some criticism of the dis-
cipline of the men was .offered, this
journal ventured the remark that ere
many months passed we would all be
cheering for the same men, and praising
their conduct in battle. In the parase
of the street, they have delivered the
goods. We are proud of them, and we
wish thete were more of the same
calibre in khaki today, ready to go for-
ward and carry the colors to victory.

Practically all of the men who have
gone across from St. John and New
Brunswick at large are now in tae
trenches or close at hand, and the daily
casualty lists will be scanned with anxi-
ous interest. The ranks must be kepi
up ‘to full strength. The recruiting cam-
paign must last as lofig as the war lasts,
but who wants to be the last to’ go?
‘Who follows the lead of the 26th?

COMPENSATIONS, -

The more one attends the recruiting
meetings such as are held at the rooms
at the corner of Union and Mill streets
every week evening, the more one real-
izes the gradual and altogether desirable
revolution that is taking place in the
social relatipns of the people. There are
perhaps few cities where the people have
been more divided into seets, societies,
and other rival organizations, whose sus-
picions, or jealousies, or ambitions, have
kept people apart, and even had also an
injurious influerice upon civic and prov-
incial affairs.

A common danger and a common
duty have already effected a great

., ¢change, the influence of which will not

wnass with the war.. Prejudice is break-
ing down. Men who may have regard-
ed each other witl an aversion, born
of narrow teaching are finding out that
the real springs of true manhood and
courage and devotion are not the sole
possession of any sect or society or
party. The knowledge will do us all
good, and the change in mutual senti-
ment will make for better citizenship.
Broadly speaking there are two kinds
of people—the selfish’ and the unselfish

—the people of good will and the people

who seek. to turn everything to their
own advantage. Every new sect, every
new society that is organized has this
line of cleavage from the very beginniag.
Too often an organization is used by its
least worthy members to serve their
ends, without regard to prejudices or
passions that may be aroused, or the
effect of these upon minds less keen to
make distinctions.

The war has tarust the narrower view
into the background. The appeal to the
spirit of sacrifice and service has beea
answered in such a manner as to bring
together in the ranks, in the patriotic
organizations, in the recruiting meetings,
representatives of every phnse of thought
and belief, and each has discovered in
the other perhaps unsuspected qualities

of mind and heart, capable of rendering

valuable service for the common good.
And so, when the war is over, the peo-
ple will not creep back into their several
shells and eye each other with suspic-
fon and disfavor, but will stay out in the
sunshine of fellowship, and unite their
efforts to solve many problems affectiag
the general welfare. The results will
be even more marked in the next gen-
eration than in this, and “the change
brought about will be one of the notable
compensations for the great sacrifices
eatailed by the greatest of all wars. °

LOSSES AND POSSIBILITIES,

Have the German casualties thus far
amounted to 4,000,0007 The London
Nation is disposed to believe that such
{s the case, basing its calculation on tae
losses sustained by the relatively small
‘British armies in the field, It does not
believe the British losses could be as
large by one tenth:as those of the Ger-
mans on all fronts, and yet, assuming
that' relative proportion the German
casualties would' be about 4,000,000. It
is true the German official figures some
time ago placed their casualties for a
year at 2,178,688, exclusive of the navy;
but the Nation asserts that the list is
far from complete. Continuing the Na-
tion says:—

“If ' the average_wastage reckoned in
the spring by the French Staff were to
be maintained, the German casualties
 would be about 8,000,000. If, as most
observers think, the average was has
bsen much in excess of 260,000 for some
months, then the German casualties
must be nearer 4,000,000. One reasoa
for this discrepancy between such high
estimates and the published German
lists has n.lmdy been given. The sick
pt any moment ‘must represent a large
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proportion® of those occupying the hos--
pitals. There is oné other. source of er-
ror. The German lists are admittedly
very much behind-hand. Casualties are
often not published until months after
they have occurred. The discrepancy,
to cover sick and delayed entries, in any
case only comes to 1,400,000 for the four- '
teen months, taking 4,000,000 as the total
wastage, temporary and permanent.
There is no particular optimism in
these figures. Unless they are true there
must be an amazing amount of bung-
ling with our own troops, since the dis-
proportion in the casualties would be so
great. Our own figures are known, and
the several converging lines we have in-
dicated suggest that the German losses
must be at least in proportion. And if
they are true; the’ war of attrition is go-
ing ahead with deadly efficacy. We have
suggested as a liberal estimate of the
total German fighting force 8.500,090, in-
cluding many of low military value. 1f
there are 4,000,000 out of tae field, there
can only be 4,600,000 left. There are
about 4,000,000 either at the front or en-
gaged on communication. This would
leave only 500,000, and these presumably
of the lowest military efficiency, for the
drafts required by constant wastage.”

Of course it must be remembered that
of the sick and wounded many return
to the firing line, but this is as true of
the Allies as of the Germans. The great
fact to remember is 'that if the Ger-
mans still have 4,500,000 or 5,000,000 men
that-is the very utmost they can muster,
and the longer the war lasts the smaller
their armies will become, since they|
have no reserves on which to draw. The
Allies, on the other hand, are not only
able to repair all wastage by fresh
troops, but actually to increase their
strength. That is why it has been said
that Time fights on the side of the Al-
lies,

The danger is, of course, that Ger-
many may increase her strength by
bringing ether nations to her aid. This
she has done in the case of Bulgaria, and
she has also been using all her arts to
draw Sweden and other neighbors into
the struggle in her behalf. This is the
real danger at present, and this it is
that causes the situation in the Balk-
ans to be regarded with some alarm in
England today. Germany will never
yield so long as there is hope of adding

to her own strength or weakening the
forces of her enemies. - Her diplomacy
as won a decided advantage in the
Balkans, and who knows what other
diversions she may be able to create
within the next few months?

It is perfectly clear that the danger is
not minimized in England. Lord Kitch~
ener is not predicting victory. There is
an impottant proviso in all his utter-
ances. He tells us he can win if he gets
the men and munitions. Is Canada do-
ing her best to see that he gets them?

“Not for him were the plaudits of the
crowd; no laurel wreath entwined his
brow, and never once was his name
mentioned for the Hall of Fame. For
companions of his early days were such
honors reserved.

One gar-
land alone he bequeathed to posterity—
fugitives they were, gathered and bound
ere they too could disappear.

“We pay honor to whom honor is due,
and though he received all too little of
it during his sojourn here, vet signs are
not wanting that ere long we all shall
realize that a man of uncommon parts
lived in our midst, whose soul burned
with'the fire of poesy, and in whose eyes
glowed the light ‘that never was on sea
or land.’

“Our aged poet, philosopher and citi-
zen has now entéred within the veil.
Into that mysterious bourne we may not
with the outward eye follow our great-
hearted, simple-hearted friend. But there,
we believe, he lives, and there at last,
free from the trammels of earth, he
serves in that land of great expanse and
vast opportunities, where

‘Only the Master shall praise us,
And only the Master shall blame,
And no one shall work for money,
And no one shall work for fame;
But each for the joy of the working,
And each in his separate star,
Shall paint the thing as he sees it
For the God of Things as they are.’

And so we finally say:

‘Father, in Thy gracious keeping,
Leave we now Thy servant sleeping.’

Of Mr. the Boston Globe
says:—

“Hiram Ladd Spencer, whose nome de
plume was ‘Enylla Allyne,’ was of Eng-
lish and Scotch descent. He was born
at Castleton, Vt., April 28, 1829. He was
educated at Castleton seminary, then
one of the most popular educational in-
stitutions in rural New England. It had
at that time about 200 pupils of both

With the close of this war, humanity [

13 ‘going to be faced with some of the
most tremendous and insistent problems
of social betterment that have ever been
known. In the past there have always
been of a similar nature, -al-
though they have mot been so serious as
the ones now on the way, nor have they
been so urgent. Until new, it has been
the practice of statesmen and municipal
authorities to drift more or less, ta cater
for the approval of the voter rather than
for the needs of the community, to wark
on a basis of expediency. e

That spirit will have to be dlmlnatqd
from public-life;-and- both the authari-
ties and the public-will be forced, by
the stress of the demands that will as-
suredly be made upon them in the near
future, to take their responsibility far
more geriously than they have done in
the past. That, of course, will make for

improvement in every way,anditis like-

ly that the country will'in the ultimate
result derive a distinct advantage from
its difficuites. Canada will probably be
tried less than any of her neighbors be-
cause her available natural resources are

far in excess of her population, but that|

fact will vide its own problem, be-
cause all {h': unplaced labor of Europe
will flock aeross the ﬁtlmtit‘:i ll:d tthhe
greater portion of it will crowd iato this
country in preference to the Unit
States. The experience of the latter, its
successes. and failures in handling the
hitherto unprecedented rtish of immigra-
tion during the last half-century, should
provide some invaluable data for the
Dominion, although, for obvious reasons,
the problem is going to be far greater
and more urgent in the case of this
country.

What are the people of Canada and of
Montreal gojng to do about it? Are they
content to legve it entirely to paid of-
ficaldom or party politicians or civic re-
presentatives who represent no other ia-
terests than their own? Or will they be-
stir themselves to organisze a force of
public opinion that will make itself re-
spected and feared in every department
of national and civic activity? The
choice is with them, the future—their
future, the future of their country and
their native city—rests with them. And
the way to assure that future, to take
up their share of the burden of honest
government, especially in the municipal-
ity, is by taking an active interest in
each problem as it arises, by looking
ahead and building for the future, by
making their own unit of public opinion
alert and efficient in every respect.

All responsibility begins with the in-
dividual, and the community is merely
+ the individual on a larger scale. Every
hope of progress rests upon the individ-
ual, and no man is entitled to say or to
think that because he is insignificant in
social position, he is for that reason in-
significant as an influence either for good
or evil, In every sphere of human ac-
4ivity, man is what he makes himself,
and his influence upon his neighbors, and
upon the creating and moulding of pub-
lic opinion, is correspondingly great or
small, or good or bad. The vital point
to remember is that a dishonest admin-
istrator invariably accepts indifference on
the part of the public as acquiescence.

There are thousands, and perhaps tens
of thousands, of citizens whose apparent
indifference to the problems of the day
arises, not so muca from lack of patriot-
ism as from_a lack of energy in their
patriotism,

British Headquarters in France, Oct.

15, ,via London. Oct. 16—Among the
-Hulluch-Haisnes line, where the fighting
has been almost continuous since the
taking of Loos, a correspondent had an
unp: ted view of the British attack
which took the Hohenzollern redoubt.

From a vantage point in the flat coun-
try “was witnessed a stupendous pano-
rama of artillery operations and glimpses
of infantry rushing through smoke and
shells. So rapid was the fire that an
effort to count the number of audible
thots per minute from the British guns
falled. In front, to right and left; and
far in the rear, guns flashed and acat-
tered shells over the landscape. A sec-
ond lull in the firing by batteries of the
Jmmediate neighborhood was filled by
those farther away.

The line of both the British and Ger-
man- trenches was undiscernable in long
clouds. of smoke and dust from burst-
ing shells. That of the German artillery
seemed amaller .in volume. No shells
were seen bursting in Loos itself, which
appeared peaceful now back of the Brit-
ish positions; For this tremendous con-
centration was restricted to a narrow

_theatre, against the frontal positions of
the opposing side.

It was a warm and perfect autumn

—~ day, a bright sun shining end playing
Into a nimbus in the sky, which gave

the aeroplanes cover, and into the churn-
ed, man-made nimbus rising from the
earth. T !

Gas Used' By British,

Rolling clouds of gas, rising up from | poi

the British trenches like steam from the
locomotive of a passing train above the
edge of a cut, as it was released from
the apparatus in the trenches, was dis-
tinguishable from the explosion of every
variety of shells. The reddish-black
British lyddite ‘and the coal-black Ger-
man nine-inch explosives shot up tarough
the lighter smoke in dense spurts, tinged
at the bottom with dust from' the
trenches, while the explosion of a mine
made a vast, mushroom-shaped column.
Smoke bombs, used as a screen, added to
the effect of the light-colored burst from
the shrapnel, shot low to destroy tae
barbed wire and high to search the
trenches.

Large calibre shrapnel bursting in the
air made big vaporous puffs, and hiqh
explosives bursting in the air caused big
black puffs. d’ll‘shere v:lereh;lf: :sphy)id{
al gas shells, signal s o assist.

the Hohenzollern redoubt and Foss the
German parapet became visible for' any
instant only to be hidden 'again. "Ave-
nues of trees along the roads, some of
them cut down by shell fire, stood strip-
ped, like telephone poles, of their limbs
and foliage, and there were to be seen
jagged ruins of villages, spectral in the
variegated mist of destruction, whence
came a continuous ugly roar, which sub-
merged the sound of the machine guns
and rifles firing during the half hour
from 1 to 1.80 before the British infan-
try sprang from their trenches.
Meanwaile, in the rear, the miners of
this mining country proceeded with their
work. ;farmers were ploughing; women
going and coming in  the villages or
standing in doorways; the ‘soldier sup-
rt straining their eyes toward the bat-
tlefield or playing football, ready to find
cover in the dugouts or cellars instantly
should their neighborhood be shelled.
The only way the progress of the at-

tack could be told to an observer look-| "

ing over the whole battlefield was by
the lifting ‘walls of fire. of the British
guns from the front of the reserve Ger-
man trenches, while the Germans moved
their “back” presumably to punish the
British reserves coming to support their
advance. i
A flash of flame, and it was seen that
Foss was on fire. An officer on horse-
back in the midst of shells was seen for
an instant and was gone. Soldiers were
seen springing over a parapet, presum-
ably running forward with bombs, and
were lost in the mantle of smoke which
gave only a few glimpses of the pres-
ence of human beings in the inferno.

ALLIES MAKE GAINS;
- SUNDAY NIGHT'S WAR
* CABLES ‘MORE CHEERFUL

London, Oct. 17—Although there °
is very heavy fighting at some points
along the eastern front, as well as
in the west, the Austro-German
and Bulgarian invasions of Serbia,
and the efforts of the British and
French generals to bring help to
their ally before it is too late, con-
tinues to occupy the chief’' attention
of the pecoples of the belligerent
countries.

The Serbians are being helped by
the weather, which is cold and win-
ter like. The rains have set in and
are impeding the movement of troops
and guns, which, at ‘the best, must
be slow over what answer for roads
in the Balkan States.

The Germans, however, claim to
have taken the heights south of Bel-
grade, while along the Danube the
army of Gen. Von Gallwitz is push-
ing the Serbians back.

The Bulgarians also lay claim to
a rapid advance into Macedonia, al-
though ‘the French are already re-
ported to be in contact with them
at Gievgeli, while both the French
and British continue to land troops
at Saloniki.

Neither Russian nor Italian assist-
ance has yet developed, but the It-
alians have begun a more vigorous
offensive along their frontier, and
have captured Pregasina, an impor-
tant advanced point of the fortified
Riva group on Lake Garda. This
will be of indirect aid to Serbia, pre-
venting, as it does the movement of
any more Austrian troops from that
frontier,

The Germans have taken the of-
fensive south of Riga and say they
have forced the Russians out of Lheir
positions, capturing a large number
of prisoners and some guns. On
the rest of the eastern front the of-
fensive remains in the hands of the
Russians, who are attacking west
of Dvinisk, in the centre and to the
south of the Pripet river.

On the whole, it appears to ob-
servers here as if the Germans were

. satisfied merely to hold their present
line, except in the north, where they
have made repeated attempts to take
Dvinsk. This would mean -the fall
of Riga, and would compel the Rus-
sians to withdraw behind the
Dvina river. This ambition has al-
ready cost the Germans many thou-
sands of men, but they keep on
trying, first in the north, then in the
south, and then on the Dvinsk front.
At present their attacks are develop-
ing the greatest force in the north.

There is somewhat of a lull in
Flanders and Champagne on the
western front, probably the calm be-
fore the storm of shells.

Except for the gaining an im-
portant barricade in Artois, activity,
for the moment has been transfer-
red to Lorraine, and to the Vosges,
where the Germans have again with-
drawn from Hartmanns-Weilerkopf,
which has changed hands many
times.

Of course, our
people never have taken international
politics seriously. They have always act-
ed on the theory that “diplomacy”. was
a wicked mixture of lying and secrecy
and deception with which it was dis-
tinctly to our credit to have nothing to
do. We were too honorable and up-
right and truth-telling to play the dip-
lomatic game. Only the effete and im-
moral peoples of the Old World could
be got to mix in such a muddy muddle.
The consequence is that we, as a result
+of our hypocrisy, do not understind the
!direct and important relations which ex-
iist between our national future as well
'as ‘our individual happiness and “diplo-
macy,” We imagine ourselves safely out-
side its sway, and conceive of ourselves
today as generously sending soldiers to.
help other people fight their battles.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 18—President
Wilson has approved Secretary Garri-
son’s plan for increasing the army. It
calls for an annual expenditure of $182,-
000,000, an increase of approximately
$75,000,000. The plan jn its approved
form will be presented to Congress with
the full backing of the administration.

Much of the increased appropriation
would be devoted to coast defenses and

Short Term Enlistments

! Secretary Garrison’s - éstimates. and
plans are understood to propose an in-
crease of 80,000 to 50,000 men in the
tarmy and a large -reserve to be created
through inducing men to join the ranks
by short term ‘enlistments. The plans
also include encouragement of the Na-
tionl Guard and ipcreasing of the num-
ber of army officers by using the Mili-
tary Academy at West Point to its full
capacity.

Was Strange Spectacle.

Some years have passed since London-
ers have had the chance of seeing the
real thing in American baseball. It was,
a strange spectacle for old prosaic
Lord’s, and the accompanying “music”
of the game may have seemed a little
discordant to the ears of those more ac-
customed to cricket. But it was possible
to get a good deal of amusement out of
the two hours that were consumed in
the playing of seventeen innings.

Under the decree granted by the court
of arbitration she was to receive $11,000
a year from the Duke, who was ordered
to restore to her money which he was
said to have used improperly. While the
separation was granted the court refused
a decree of divorce.
