Buying at Home.

“The reconstruction of our home and 
homes. I use the word ‘home’ and the 
plural ‘homes’ to demonstrate that there 
Is one big family which constitutes 
the people of the home of New Bruns­
wick, and the family that constitutes 
the homes of the Maritime Provinces. 
First, we must look to home; first we 
must see natural resources, first we 
must patronize the people within our 
province, building up trade among our­
selves through the different industries. 
What better could this municipality 
gathering do than appoint a committee 
whose purpose would be to take a sur­
vey of the whole of the Province of 
New Brunswick, find out the things 
we have not that we should have; find 
out the natural resources that are 
shipped beyond our borders, manufac­
tured and returned home to us in the 
finished state ; find out the advisability 
of Inducing manufacturers to come to 
our province and manufacture the 
things that might be manufactured 
from resources we have here. Advance 
the interest of every citizen in buying 
at home.

“As an illustration to you:—If the 
Province of New Brunswick said to­
day: ‘We will not buy a pair of boots, 
shoes or slippers for our home use 
without it ' is manufactured in the 
Province of New Brunswick’ at a small 
estimate today we would have 20,000 
people making boots and shoes. If we 
were to say in the Province of Nêw 
Brunswick: ‘We would not, if we
smoke, buy a cigar that was not made 
in the Province of New Brunswick,’ 
we would have 30,000 people, manufac­
turing cigars within our province. If 
we were to say: ‘We would not buy a 
stick of furniture that was not manu­
factured from the wood within our 
province,’ we would give employment 
to at least 30,000 people in addition to 
those that are now occupied in the 
lumber trade.

“I just point out these illustrations 
to you for the purpose of trying to 
convey to you that, after all, a great 
deal of the fault is ours1 that we do 
not enjoy greater prosperity than we 
do. It is just a question of getting in 
the minds of the people, and refers to 
all people who live within our bord­
ers, that of every dollar they spend 
outside of our province they take away 
a certain percentage of value to them­
selves, And every dollar they spend In 
the province for goods manufacture^ 
within our province helps to keep 
clerks, mechanics and men of all classes 
at work.
Maritime Get-Together.

“I have said this simply for our own 
province, but I want to go just a step 
further and say that perhaps before 
we can take our place in this greit 
Dominion and be enabled to dictate 
some of the policies for the betterment 
and the advancement of the Maritime 
Provinces, we of New Brunswick, 
Prince Edward Island and Nova Scotia 
should sit around the table and discuss 
the questions that most interest us os 
a Maritime Province aS a whole. There 
should be no' jealousy in any of the 
provinces or in any of the cities within 
the provinces. We should unite os one 
person, as one body, with the firm in­
tention of directing the course of pro­
gress in such a way that we who have 
given so much to the upper provinces 
may at lease receive some part >f air 
just reward. ,
Maritime Rights.

“Before closing, let me Just paint one 
little picture. We have passed through 
a period of war. Did it ever occur to 
you that, if the Maritime Provinces 
had been a part of a power that was 
not in sympathy with the British Gov­
ernment, it would have been impos­
sible to carry to the seaboard one dol­
lar’s worth of provisions or ammuni­
tion or soldiers to win this World War? 
Is it not time that we allowed the 
echo to reach even to the Admiralty 
on the other side and to the seat of 
Parliament at Ottawa that we are not 
only a great people but by creation we 
are endowed with the only inlet and 
outlet of this great Dominion for five 
months of the year? These tilings 
should receive consideration. 
Maritime Provinces should receive more 
justice than they are receiving, and it is 
the duty of the gentlemen who are 
here representing every town and ham­
let in this province to lend their 
thought and their assistance to bring 
about the day when we will be recog­
nized, through freight and other con­
ditions, in a way that I believe is due 
us, not only by promises but by the 
geographical position we occupy in 
this empire of ours, which entitles us 
to far more from the Federal Govern­
ment than we have yet received.

“And now, in closing, let me again 
say: If every wise councillor here who 
represents a constituency within this 
province will talk ‘Buy at Home’ for 
the next year and practice ‘Buy at 
Home’ and make it a part of the topic 
of every community, you will see an 
advancement in our province in the 
next year greatly beyond the expecta­
tion of any who may be assembled here 
today.

“I wish to thank you kindly for your 
attention. I wish to thank the Mayor 
of Moncton for his. kindness in the 
words extended to us today. I wish 
to convey the best wishes of the City 
of St. John to the Mayor of Moncton, 
the Mayor of Chatham, the Mayor of 
Camphëllton. and to every delegate as­
sembled here.

“Again thanking you, and I rusting 
that your deliberations may produce 
results that are beneficial, I can only 
add you will have my co-operation in 
all things maintaining to the best in­
terest of our province.”

ment of our province, provided power 
can be produced at low cost and satis­
factory financial arrangements can be 
made for the carrying out of the pro­
ject. I do not view with a great deal 
of alarm the question as to whether the 
quantity of power produced at Grand 
Falls will be in excess of our require­
ments or not; there is no doubt it will 
take some little time, but cheap power 
wil^ always attract industries and that 
is what is necessary to make our prov­
ince and the Maritime Provinces what 
they should be today.

Discussing this problem as it refers 
to Grand Falls, we do not wish your 
estimable body to lose eight of the fact 
that borings are now being made by 
the Dominion Government at Hope- 
well Cape to ascertain the feasibility 
of constructing dams on the Petitcodiac 
and Memramcook rivers for the pro­
duction of an enormous amount of 
power, which, if the proposition proves 

.feasible and power can be developed 
at a very low cost, sufficiently low to 
attract Industries, will mean a very 
rapid development of southern New 
Brunswick and the adjoining counties 
of Neva Seetia.’Thls proposition may 
seem to be a large one, but larger pro­
jects have been carried on attended 
with great success.

The city of Moncton is particularly 
interested in the result of the engi­
neers’ reports, feeling assured that if 
tiiese reports are satisfactory and there 
is no question of the feasibility of the 
proposition that the capital for the 
completion of the project is a matter 
of only secondary consideration and 
that, if completed, will see all cities 
and towns of the maritime provinces 
take on new life and the nearby cities 
rapidly Increase their population and 
become factors from an indusirlal'point 
of view that will not suffer, in com­
parison, with those of the neighboring 
provinces of Quebec and Ontario.

Tuberculosis in children and the suc­
cessful means of combating same, 
shoiild be uppermost in the thought 
of all citizens in the community" and 
the Government should have the sup­
port of all in devising means to stamp 
out this deadly disease.

It is not my intention to enter fur­
ther upon the discussion of the sub­
jects which will be brought forward at 
ÿour convention and which appear on 
your programme, other than to say, the 
ones whicii I have mentioned certainly 
should appeal to any city. The city lias 
appointed two delegates to meet with 
you during your deliberations—Alder­
man-at-large Ambrose Wheeler and 
City Clerk S. B. Anderson, and I trust 
that the report these gentlemen will be 
able to make to the council after thé 
close of your deliberations may be such 
that the city wjll feel it is in their In­
terests to support the union of New 
Brunswick Municipalities. This being 
the case, I can assure you that the 
council will be a unit In endorsing any 
measure that is for the benefit of the 
cities and towns in the maritime prov­
inces.

Jn extending to you a cordial wel­
come to our city, I trust that your time 
will not be so fully taken up with the 
work of the convention that you will 
not have an opportunity of looking over 
our city and meeting, as far as pos­
sible, its citizens, who I am sure you 
will find always courteoüs and willing 
to extend a welcome to the delegates 
of any convention meeting in our city 
and that upon returning to your homes 
you will carry away with you pleasant 
memories of the few days spent at the 
19th annual convention of the Union of 
New Brunswick Municipalities.

Permit me in closing to extend a cor­
dial greeting' to His Worship, Mayor 
Potts, from the City of St. John; May­
or HIckle, of the Town of Chatham; 
Mayor McKay, of the Town of Camp- 
bellton ; and sincerely trust that In 
every way the results of the conven­
tion may be a decided success.

Mayor Potts Replies.

In responding. Mayor Frank L. 
Potts said it was a profound pleasure 
for him to reply to the words of wel­
come.

“We are assembled here," he said, “as 
a body of men representing every city, 
every town and every hamlet within 
the province of New Brunswick, and 
I feel sure we are desirous of doing 
that which would benefit not ofily one 
section but the province as a whole.

province we must avoid, as much 
as possible, overhead charges and large 
expenditures in connection with the 
producing of hydro, as, after all, even 
what natüre has supplied for us can 
be made quite expensive by poor man­
agement in installation.

(Toronto Globe.)

Only three times in the history of 
the W^st has the harvest exceeded this 
year’s crop estimate. If values as well, 
as quantities are taken into account, j y 
the showing this year, if there is no, G 
further setback, will be even better, ,
The greater part of the crop of 19221 f 
was sold at between $1.50 and $1.111 a 
bushel, the Winnipeg price for No. 11 
Northern, while last year the Winni­
peg price averaged about $1. October j 
options this year run around $1.40. At 
this rate the casli return for the entire 
Canadian wheat crop of 1924 should 
be about $380,000,000 of whicli $350,-1 
000,000 would go to the West.

Less than ever can AVestern agricul­
tural values be measured by wheat 
alone. The West, on the average, pro­
duces as much coarse grain as wheat, 
and this year there should be no lack 
of fodder. The area sown to corn is 
rapidly growing, and is already large.
Even more htiportant is sweet clover, 
which has become one of the most 
valuable forage crops in the West. The 
Prairies are becoming every year more 
self-contained agriculturally. They no 
longer import their eggs from China, 
their turkeys from the United States 
and their butter and cheese from New 
Zealand and Ontario. Many individual 
farmers will be hard hit this year by 
the shortage in the grain crops, but 
others will make more money than at 
any time since the war. In the aggre­
gate values will not be far below the1 
best year the West has known, and in 
Ontario and Quebec the season has ] 
been excellent. Industry and general ] . 
business will have .this firm foundation. V

They are natur­
ally very vitally interested in the de­
velopment of this port, but they fore­
see nothing but obstacles to that de­
velopment If conditions are created 
which would mean an increase in the 
pert dues.”

An interesting feature of the case is 
that Victoria anticipates an import­
ant development as à result of the 
greatly enlarged traffic Idue to the 
Panama Canal, and that it believes by 
keeping its harbor rates as low as pos­
sible it will be able to get a good ileal 
of business which would otherwise go 
to Vancouver. On this point President 
ScMwengers says :

“It is the golden opportunity that 
Victoria has waited for and 1» now 
lying at our doors. The tonnage of 
freight which is rapidly mounting and 
coming through the Panama Canal 
destined for interior points and for 
Alberta is growing by leap» and 
bounds. The dircctrrs of the Charn­
ier of Commerce at their last meeting 
decided to take steps to point out to 
every importer in the Western Prairies 
the advantages and saving that could 
be effected by the utilization of our 
Outer Docks, and the C. N. H. has beei\ 
asked to deal with the matter similarly.

“I am sorry to have to emphatically 
disagree with many of the statements 
made by Mr. Ivel in favor of his pro­
ject. He seeks to show that the Har­
bor Board has been oeneficial to Van­
couver on account of its greatly in­
creased tonnage. I submit this has 
been brought about by the necessary 
weight of additional traffic forced 
through It by reason of a new grain 
outlet and the increase in the lumber 
business. That Vancouver has lost, 
and is losing, a lot of general traffic 
cannot be denied -when we find the 
Trail Smelter has removed its ship­
ments from the Port of Vancouver and 
leased a wharf In New Westminster, 
(hereby diverting 10,000 tons of traffic 
per month to the latter port. We also 
find the Alberta Government bringing 
In 10,000 cases of liquor by way of 
the Oiuter Wharves in Victoria in 
order to avoid the Vancouver port 
charges. These have become so ex­
cessive and onerous that they have 
been a source of protest from all busi­
ness interests utilizing the port. The 
Grain Commission which recently sat 
there strongly advocated that the ele­
vators be taken out of the hands of 
the Harbor Board entirely, and yet Mr. 
Ivel wants us to place one in similar 
hands in this city. He seeks to show 
that the port charges here are already 
on a parity with Vancouver, yet I can 
tell him that by shipping liquor through 
this port a saving of more than $3.50 
per ton can be effected as compared 
with Vancouver. In shipping lumber 
from this port a saving of $1.55 per 
1,000 feet average can be made. On 
general merchandise brought into this 
port and redistributed from here, a 
saving of approximately $1 per ton Is 
made over and above the Vancouver 
Harbor charges. I can produce docu­
mentary evidence in the form of 
freight bills by the hundreds to sub­
stantiate this. It Is a condition that 
has been brought about In the last 
two years.”

The President of the Chamber of 
Commerce advocates a harbor manager 
who will seek to develop business for 
the port, but protests against a course 
which he asserts would Increase port 
charges and prove a handicap Instead 
of a benefit. Tho Victoria Colonist 
puts the case against harbor commis­
sion as follows:

“The vital danger In the advocacy 
of a Harbor Commission at this time 
lies in the possibility of plans for de­
velopment, now well advanced, being 
frustrated. The management of the 
Canadian National Railways has prom­
ised ,to provide a lumber assembly 
plant here at a cost of $120,000. It has 
promised, under certain conditions, to 
build a grain elevator.

A milk strike, which would tie-up 
the supply to this city, is looming up 
as a possibility according to informa­
tion received from Kings County pro­
ducers last night. Citizens now have 
pasteurized milk, certified milk and 
other milk but after Sept. 1, it was 
said, they may have no milk if the 
local dealers refuse to meet the de­
mands of the Kings County Milk and 
Cream Producers’ Association for. 64 
cents tor an eight quart tan for milk 
delivered at St. John.

Meetings have already b-.en held by 
the producers at Sussex, Apohaqui and 
Norton and other meetings will be "ncid 
at other stataions during the next few 
days. It is reported that the association 
intends not only to tie-up the milk sup­
ply on Sept. I, if their demands are 
not acceded to, but also to refuse to 
ship to any dealer cutting the price to 
any member of the association after 
once accepting the new price for the 
winter. TJie association will also, it 
was said, refuse to supply a pasteuriz­
ing plant that might continue to handle 
the milk for any dealer thus black­
listed.

The association has adopted this at­
titude, a producer said yesterday, ow­
ing to past transactions with certain 
dealers who would agree to pay a cer­
tain price and then, after a couple of 
weeks, notify one or two of their less 
determined producers that they would 
not continue to pay the price agreed. 
When they successfully secured this 
loophole they would notify their other 
producers that Mr. So and So was ship -1 
ping them milk at the cut price and 
that the others would have to come to ! 
this price. Hence the producers, by 
their failure to take drastic steps 
through the association, this member 
said, would be compelled to yield each 
season.

The producers this summer have 
been getting 36 cents and in some cases 
35 cents for an eight quart can. Already 
a local concern, a producer declared, 
had offered 61 cents a can after Sept. 1 
for milk delivered at St. John. How-1 

ever, the farmers declare that with feed 
already selling at $40 a ton and likely 
to soar higher in the near future they 
would be unable to ship milk at less 
than the 64 cents during the coming 
fall and winter. Several said that they 
were making more money at 36 cents 
this summer than they would next 
winter even at 64 cents.

Discussing prices in the city this 
producer said that this slimmer the 
producers had been getting 4% cents a 
quart for their milk and it had been 
retailing in St. John at 14 cents, thus 
allowing the dealers 9% cents a quart 
for expenses and profit. This man con­
sidered this a very excessive margin. 
However he saief that this was a mat­
ter between the citizens and the dealers 
but he declared emphatically that 04 
cents was the lowest possible margin 
the producers could accept for their 
milk this winter with any- hope of 
breaking even on the cost of produc­
tion.

The manager of one of the local pas­
teurizing plants said this morning that 
they had made an offer of 51 cents 
to their producers and he thought that 
many of them were considering it 
favorably. He said they had received no 
official notification as ÿet from the pro­
ducers but admitted he had heard 
rumors concerning the prices to be 
asked. He considered that 64 cents was 
far too high and that such a price 
would mean a big increase in the price 
which would have to be charged here. 
He expressed the hope that a settle­
ment woiild be reached without any 
tie-up occurring as it would entail 
serious hardships on the citizens. How­
ever, he expressed the opinion that he 
personally would be in favor of re­
fusing to pfsy that much for the milk 
this winter even if a strike resulted.

Major LeRoy Hodges, managing 
director of the Virginia, V. S. A., 
Chamber of Commerce, chairman of 
the Virginia Penitentiary Board, and 
ordinance officer of the Virginia Na­
tional Guard, will arrive in St. John to­
morrow morning to inspect port facili­
ties here. He comes in the interest of 
the Virginia Chamber of Commerce, 
and the inspection of the port will be 
to gain information which can be used 
to advahtage in the development of 
Hampton Roads, considered the great­
est port in the U. S. for natural ad­
vantages.

While in St. John, Major Hodges will 
get hi touch with the business and 
shipping interests and discuss the es­
tablishment of closer trade relations 
between Canadian and Virginian manu­
facturers and shippers.

Industries in St. John are such that 
it is believed by the Virginian that 
coastal trade with Hampton Roads 
can be greatly increased through the 
proper co-operation between the two 
ports and shippers of the two locali­
ties.
